HOMEMAKER UPDATE by GaU Rucker

Working mothers often have two 
full-time jobs - one outside and 
one inside the home. Yet, many 
working women continue to carry 
the full burden of running a 
household, saying they “ can’t get

the family to help,”  or “ it’s easier 
to do it myself.”

The key method for spreading 
out household responsibilities is 
getting the family organized. 
Begin by analyzing and listing

daily household tasks such as bed­
making, preparing meals, or kit­
chen clean-up. Also list daily fam­
ily tasks like driving the children 
to school. Then list weekly tasks, 
which might include grocery shop­
ping, vacuuming, or mowing the 
lawn.

Sit down wjth the family and go 
over the lists. Considering the age 
and skills of each person, let the 
family decide together who will be 
responsible for what task. They 
may want to make “ permanent”  
assignments or rotate them among 
members.

Once family members know 
what tasks are their responsibility, 
help them develop workable rou­
tines. Offer advice if it’ s needed, 
but don’t criticize the results. And 
lower your expectations - espec­
ially if the task is new to that

family member. For example, your 
teenage son may not vacuum as 
thoroughly as you do, but at least 
he got it done.

Be liberal with praise for family 
members who develop new skills, 
or do a job very well. Also be 
flexible when there’ s a breakdown 
in the system and tasks aren’t 
getting done. Then the whole 
family may need to talk and make 
some adjustments in their assign­
ments.

Sharing in household tasks can 
have side benefits for the whole ' 
family. It involves parents and 
children together; helps kids feel 
important in the family and 
teaches helpful skills.

For the final part in this series, 
we’ll consider some ways to find 
time for ourselves and our fam­
ilies.

A-, 
companion bill was sponsored by 
Rep. Bob Leonard.

The bill was passed on May 17 
by a vote of 25-2 in the Senate and 
by a 108-38 count in the House.

Dr. James T. Brown, National 
Rifle Association board member

and legislative director for the 
Texas State Rifle Association, did 
preliminary groundwork on the 
legislation and pushed for its 
passage.

Texas joins 21 states that have 
enacted firearm preemption legis­
lation, including: Alabama,

Arizona, California, Idaho, 
Indiana, Kentucky, Maryland, 
M a ssa ch u setts , M innesota , 
Missouri, Montana, New Jersey, 
New York, North Dakota, 
Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, South 
Dakota, Utah, Virginia, 
Washington and West Virginia.

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Chicken barbecuing time is here
Texans enjoy backyard barbe­

cuing and eating as much as 
anybody in the U.S, and chicken 

^  barbecue is an all-time favorite.
* A few simple steps will enable 

you to enjoy mouth-watering 
chicken barbecue to your heart’ s 
content, says Dr. James Denton, 
poultry marketing specialist with 
the Texas Agricultu^ Extension 
Service, The Texas A<Sm Univer­
sity System.

Chicken barbecuing involves 
four basic steps. First, split the 
birds in half and sprmkle each half 

I ^ generoulsly with salt and black 
pepper before placing on the pit, 
advises Denton. To shorten bar­
becuing time, cut halves into 
parts.

Second, make sure coals are 
white hot before putting the chick­
en on the grill. Any type of cooker 
can be used, but keep the coals 8 
to 12 inches from the cooking rack 
for best results, says the special­
ist.

 ̂ Another basic step for top-notch 
chicken barbecue is to use a bast­

ing sauce during the cocAing pro­
cess which contains no tomato 
product or sugar because such 
sauces bum easily. A basting 
sauce will keep meat moist and. 
juicy and add a desired flavor. 
Apply basting sauce and turn 
chicken halves frequently.

Denton suggests these ingred­
ients for basting sauce: 1 table­
spoon salt, 1 teaspoon black pep­
per, 1 stick butter or margarine, 2 
tablespoons Worcestershire Sauce 
and a few drops of hot sauce or 
red pepper. Heat the mix over a 
low flame until the butter or oleo 
melts; then add the juice of one 
lemon (vinegar may be substi­
tuted). Next flll the pan with water 
and heat but do not boil. Spices 
such as garlic salt of lemon pepper 
can be added to suit personal 
preference.

To top off the barbecuing pro­
cess, apply a finishing sauce to the 
chicken about the last 20 to 30 
minutes before cooking is com­
plete. This is the most critical time 
during the entire cooking process.

I Social Security Notes j
About 117 million workers-nine 

o f every 10 in the United States- 
work in Social Security covered 
employment. Some of the jobs not 
covered by Social Security involve 
some type o f family employment.

For example, a person under 
age 21 who works for his or her 
father or mother cannot be cover­
ed by Social Security, nor can a 
man who works for his wife or a 
wife who works for her husband

In addition, a parent who does 
domestic work for a child in the 
child’s private home would not be 
covered by Social Security unless 
certain conditions were met.

They include:
-First, there is a genuine em­

ployment relationship between the 
parent and child,

-Second, the child who employs 
the parent must have a child of his 
own who is under 18; or if the 
child is 18 or older, he or she must 
have a physical or mental condi­
tion that requires the personal 
care and supervision of an adult 
for at least 4 continuous weeks in 
the calendar .Quarter during which 
the domestic service is performed; 
and

-Third, the employer is a widow 
or widower, or a divorced person 
who has not remarried, or must 
have a spouse living in the home 
who has a physical or mental 
condition that prevents him or her 
from taking care of the child for at 
least 4 continuous weeks in the 
calendar quarter during which the 
domestic service is performed.

People who work for a corpor­
ation ordinarily would be covered 
by Social Security even though a

family relationship exists between 
the individual and the person or 
persons who control the corpora­
tion.

emphasizes Denton. Check the 
meat carefully and turn it fre­
quently to avoid burning the fin­
ishing sauce.

Several types of finishing sauce 
are available and vary from mild to 
hot. To prepare your own sauce 
(for 10 chicken halves), use the 
following: 1 cup cooking oil, 1 cup 
vinegar, 1 cup catsup, ‘A  cup 
sugar and ‘/i  cup water. Add salt, 
Worcestshire Sauce, hot sauce, 
garlic and other seasonings to 
taste.

Chicken barbecue should be 
complete in about l ‘A  to 2 hours. 
Cooking longer with less heat 
usually results in the most fla­
vorful, juicy and tender barbecue. 
Placing the cooking rack closer 
than 8 inches to the coals will 
reduce barbecuing time, but the 
meat will be drier and less tender, 
Denton points out.

A test for doneness is to twist 
the drumstick which is connected 
to the thigh. If the joint between 
the thigh and druir.stick is loose, 
the chicken is ready to eat. An­

other test is to cut into the meat at 
this joint. The moisture in the joint 
Will run clear if the meat is done.

The fi»n part of chicken bar-, 
becuing is to develop your own 
secret recipe and cooking style, 
says Denton. The four basic steps 
outlined can be varied to suit your 
style and taste.

One variation is to debone the 
breast and thigh meat and mari­
nate it overnight in the refriger­
ator in a mixture of 16 oz. herb- 
seasoned Italian dressing and 8 oz. 
picante sauce. Cook in the same 
manner as before while basting 
with the marinating sauce.

For another type of marinated 
chicken barbecue, Denton sug- 
gestss using a soy-teriyak (or 
Worcestershire) sauce marination 
for two-to-four hours before cook­
ing.

Most of all, let your imagination 
be your guide and have fun, says 
the specialist. Who knows? The 
world’ s greatest barbecue chef 
may be in your own backyard.

Students as well as parents 
should be aware of this change.

ATTENDANCE POUCY
Regular attendance is neces­

sary to the educational process. 
An absence from a class for any 
reason can never really be made 
up. The class period has simply 
been missed and is forever gone.

If a student is absent, he or she 
must bring a written, signed 
statement from the parent stating 
the reason for and the date o f the 
absence. Come by the Attendance 
Office and get your admission slip 
to be signed by all teachers.

A student is allowed the same 
allowed a maximum of 5 absence? 
for a semester course or 10 ab­
sences for a full year course.

Students may not leave the 
campus without checking out of 
the Attendance Office before leav­
ing the campus. If a student has 
written permission from a teacher 
or parent, he will be able to check 
out.

UNEXCUSED ABSENCES
A student shall not be given 

credit for a class if the student has 
more than 5 days of unexcused 
absence during a semester. “ Un­
excused absence’ ’ means an ab­

21.035. For each class missed a 
“ 0”  will be recorded for that 
period’s work.
STATE APPROVED ABSENCES

EXTRACURRICULAR
ACTIVITIES

The District shall not schedule 
nor permit students to participate 
in any school related activities—on 
or off campus-that would require, 
permit,, or allow a student to be 
absent from class in any course 
more than 10 times during the 
175 day school year, (full year 
course) or 5 days for a one sem­
ester course.

CREDIT FOR A COURSE
To receive a credit in a course 

the total number o f absences can­
not exceed 10 per semester. Ab­
sences are recorded for the indi­
vidual class periods.

APPEAL PROCESS
The student has the right to 

appeal more than 10 absences per 
semester and receive credit if 
approved by a review committee 
consisting of the Principal, the 
Counselor, the Teacher and the 
Assistant Superintendent.

Foster care funding 
in Texas available

Three basic resources are 
used to fund foster care in Texas: 
(1) AFDC Foster Care; (2) State 
Paid Foster Care; and (3) County 
Paid Foster Care.The following 
criteria are used to determine 
which of the three resources can 
be used.

AFDC (Aid to Family with 
Dependent Children) Foster Care

Funded with state and federal 
money

A child is eligible for this type 
foster care if, during the month he 
was taken into foster care, all the 
following criteria were met:

(a) the child’ s family was re­
ceiving welfare payments through 
the AFDC program or would have 
qualified for it if they had applied.

(b) the child was deprived of 
parental support (usually only one 
parent in the home)

(c) the child's family was finan­
cially needy.

State Paid Foster Care

Funded only with state money
Daily payment rate is the same 

as under AFDC foster care
A child is eligible for this type 

foster care funding if all the fol­
lowing criteria are met:

(a) the child is not eligible for 
AFCD foster care

(b) the child was taken into 
foster care after August 31. 1979

(c) either the county or district

attorney filed a petition on behalf 
o f DHR (based on abuse and 
neglect) which resulted in DHR 
being named managing conserva­
tor of the child

(d) the child’s monthly income is 
less than the cost of foster care 
each month

County Paid Foster Care

Funded with no federal or state 
money; funding comes from pri­
vate donations or from county 
commissioners

No eligibility requirements other 
than not qualifying for either 
AFDC or State Paid Foster Care

Child Welfare Boards try to 
raise this funding locally

Daily payment rate is the same 
as under AFDC foster care

Medical Coverage for Foster 
Children

Generally provided through 
Medicaid. A child is eligible for 
medical coverage if:

(a) he is under 18 years
(b) his income is less than the 

cost of foster care
(c) he is a U.S. citizen or a legal 

alien
(d) he is in a licensed foster care 

facility
Checks for all types of foster 

care payments are usually presen­
ted to the local Child Welfare 
Board for its approval. Payments 
are made monthly.

Cold facts on 
air conditioners

For many Texans over half of 
their summer electric bill may be 
air conditioning costs. That portion 
of your electric bill can be reduced 
if careful consideration is given to 
equipment efficiency and sizing, 
when replacing an existing air 
conditioning system or installing a 
system in a new home.

One recommendation is to buy 
an air conditioning system with an 
Energy Efficiency Ratio (EER) of 8 
or above. The EER is the cooling 
capacity of the unit, divided by 
how much electricity the unit re­
quires. A higher EER designates a 
more energy-efficient air condi­
tioner.

Studies found that the differ­
ence between buying an air condi­
tioner with an EER or 7 and EER 
of 8 can mean a savings of about

$30 per ton each year. For a 2 ton 
unh, savings would total $60 each 
year.

Proper sizing is equally import­
ant to comfort and efficiency. In 
the past, air conditioning contrac­
tors used the “ one ton per 500 
square feet”  rule o f thumb to 
determine air conditioning system 
capacity. But with proper insul­
ation, infiltration controls, and 
shading design or devices, 1 ton or 
air conditioning capacity can pro­
vide comfort for up to 1000 square 
feet of living space.

■‘ ...they found him in the tem­

ple. sitting among the teachers, 
listening and asking them ques­
tions:" Luke 2:46.

In that not-too-distant future 
many of you will respond again to 
the school beP and gather your­
selves into temples of learning 
here in Sonora and across the 
land. If tradition holds, one gath­
ering will beget another and there 
will be noticeable increases in 
Sunday School attendance as 
August ends and September be­
gins. It is my prayer that we will 
see something more than tradition 
holding-that we will know this 
school year as a time when the 
model of Christ becomes our

model.
We learn from Luke that Jesus 

began to be "filled with wisdom" 
even before his visit to Jerusalem 
and the temple at the age o f 
twelve. In addition to Mary and 
Joseph, clearly the synangogue in 
Nazareth played a vitally impxjrt- 
ant role in the increase o f his 
understanding from the earliest 
days of his earthly life.

Besides the knowledge which 
synagogue gave the boy Jesus, it 
helped to give him an appetite for 
and appreciation for more learn­
ing-more wisdom. So it is that 
Mary and Joseph found him 
among the teachers, listening and 
asking questions! In fact, Luke 
shows in Jesus a kind of urgent

love for learning the Faith when 
he says to his parents, “ Did you 
not know that I must be in my 
Father’ s house?" When finally the 
family returned to Nazareth, the 
gospel writer tells us that Jesus 
continued to increase in "...w is­
dom and in stature and in favor 
with God and man."

For all time the risen Christ iS 
rabbi, teaching his learners, his 
disciples, even as he taught those 
men and women of old in Galilee, 
Samaria, and Judea. In our time 
on this earth, Jesus the Christ 
urgently and lovingly calls us to 
grow also in wisdom, listening and 
asking questions as we sit among 
the teachers in our Sunday School 
classes!!!
