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State Farm wins
school insurance

The Sept. 12 meeting of the
Sonora Independent School District
Board of Trustees went smoothly
until the eighth item on the agenda
was reached.

It was the awarding of a bid for
property, liability and fleet
insurance that brought the mecting
to a temporary halt. Board members
appeared unwilling to choose
between awarding the insurance to
the Doyle Morgan Insurance
Company and State Farm Insurance
Company.

Following a lengthy discussion
on payment of boiler inspection
fees, the board concluded the
difference between Morgan and
State Farm was about $40.

The sounds of silence were
broken when board member Gary
Hardgrave made a motion to accept
the lower bid from State Farm.

But no one seconded Hardgrave's
motion.

And no one offered a solution to
the impasse.

The deadlock was apparently
compounded when district business
manager Warren McCarson, instead
of recommending the board accept
one of the bids, asked Morgan and
State Farm representative Craig
Bagley if they could split the
insurance between them. 4

The men explained that lnd1v1dual" "

category bids were part of the
"whole package," and if bid alone,
they would be priced differently.
When board president Jim Garrett
suggested the insurance bids be
considered at a later date, Morgan
closed his eyes and shook his head.
"Nothing will be any different 72
hours from now," he said.
"Gentlemen, this is not the first
time we have been before you. You
have to make a  decision.”
After further discussion Hardgrave
offered another motion to accept
State Farm's bid of $26,629, with
the stipulation that Morgan be
awarded the school board liability
portion of the insurance.
Hardgrave's motion was scconded
by Donald Patton, and was
unanimously approved.

If the board thought the evenings
problems has becn resolved,
however, they were wrong.

The next item on the agenda, an
award of bid for copiers and copier
maintenance service for the district,
triggered a barrage of complaints.
Representatives from Xerox and
Allen Young Office Machines told
the board the bid specifications were

inadequate and inaccurate.

They said the term "high volume'
was meaningless, since some
copiers considered high volume
have the capacity to produce
250,000 copies monthly. Also, it
was.  pointed out, the bid
specifications indicated 80,000
copies are made by one machine
when the copier in question actually
produces about half that amount.

After listening to the
representatives, the board decided to
reject all bids and correct the
specifications before readvertising
for copier service.

In other school district business,
the board accepted a report from
chief appraiser Rex Ann Friess,
indicating the school tax collection
rate stood at 98 percent. Friess told
the board the school district's three
members on the Tax Appraisal
District Board of Directors must be
reappointed Oct. 10.

The board also discussed the
housing provided for some local
teachers and administrators, and
suggested a written policy for
admission to school housing be
developed.

School superintendent Charles
Russell said the board might decide
on the percentage of fair market
rental value of the housing to
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‘chargesds rental,-The'board-agreed;

and ‘indicatcd the policy and
percentage will be established
during the development of the
1990-91 budget.

Following the mecting, Garrett
was asked- about action on the
resignation of board member Scott

“Shurley.

"It (Shurley's resignation) was
not on the agenda,” Garrett said.
"Since no action has been taken, I

cannot allow his letter of
resignation to be made available."

Garrett had said earlier Shurley's
resignation would be discussed at
the Sept. 12 meeting.

"He has resigned. He is no longer
a member of the board," Garrett
said, insisting he could not make
Shurley's letter of resignation
public.

"I cannot release it," Garreit
maintained. "I can promise you his
resignation will be on the Oct. 10
agenda.”

Shurley, who resigned from the
board two weeks ago, said
disagreements within the board led
to his resignation.

He had been a board member for
eight years.

NOVEMBER 7, 1989

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 102 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would increase the salary of
members of the legislature to one-
fourth of the Governor’s salary and
increase the salary of the Lieutenant
Governor and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives to one-half
of the Governor’s salary. The annual
salary of members of the legislature,
the Lieutenant Governor, and the
Speaker of the House of Representa-
tives is currently $7,200. Under this
provision, the annual salary of the
Lieutenant Governor and the Speak-
er would be $46,716, and the annual
salary of members of the legislature
would be $23,358, based on the Gov-
ernor’s current annual salary of
$93,432. The increase for the Speak-
er and the members of the legislature
would take effect when the legisla-
ture convenes for its regular session
in January 1991. The increase for
the Lieutenant Governor would take
effect when the term of that office
begins in 1991. The salary increase
for the Lieutenant Governor would

not make members of the legislatutre "

ineligible "to’ run “for<the office of
Lieutenant Governor.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
limit the salary of the lieutenant
governor and the speaker of the
house of representatives to not
more than one-half of the gover-
nor’s salary and to limit the salary
of a member of the legislature to
not more than one-fourth of the
governor’s salary.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 5 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would authorize the Texas Water
Development Board to issue an addi-
tional $500 million of Texas water
development bonds. The additional
bonds are to be used as follows:
$250 million of the bonds are to be
used for water supply loans and
facilities acquisition; $200 million of
the bonds are to be used for water
quality enhancement projects; and
$50 million of the bonds are to be
used for flood control. The legisla-
ture may provide that $100 million
be used for subsidized loans and
grants to economically distressed
areas of the state for water and
wastewater facilities.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

authorize the issuance of an addi-

tional $500 million of Texas water

development bonds for water sup-

ply, water quality, and flood con-

trol purposes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 51 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to provide for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds to provide
money to establish a Texas agri-
cultural fund, a rural microenter-
prise development fund, a Texas
product development fund, and a
Texas small business incubator fund
in the state treasury. The Texas
agricultural fund would be used to
provide financial assistance to de-
velop, increase, improve, or expand
the production, processing, market-
ing, or export of crops or products
grown or produced in Texas by
Texas agricultural businesses. The
rural microenterprise development
fund would be used to stimulate the
creation and expansion of small busi-
nesses in rural areas. The Texas
product development fund would be
used to aid in the development and
production of new or improved prod-
ucts in this state. The Texas small
business incubator fund would be
used to stimulate the development of
small businesses in the State.

The principal amount of bonds
outstanding ‘at one time could not
exceed $25 million for the Texas
agricultural fund and $5 million for
the rural microenterprise develop-

ment fund. The financial assistance
offered by both funds could include
loan guarantees, insurance, coinsur-
ance, loans, and indirect loans or
purchases or acceptances of assign-
ments of loans or other obligations.
To carry out the Texas product de-
velopment fund, the legislature
could authorize loans, loan guaran-
tees, and equity investments, and the
issuance of up to $25 million of gen-
eral obligation bonds for initial
funding. To carry out the Texas
small business incubator fund, the
legislature could authorize loans and
grants of money, and the issuance of
up to $20 million of general obliga-
tion bonds for initial funding.

Bonds authorized under this
amendment would be paid out-of the
first money coming into the treasury
in each fiscal year that is not other-
wise appropriated by the constitu-
tion, less any amount in any interest
and sinking account at the end of the
preceding fiscal year that is pledged
to payment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will ap-

pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to pro-
vide for the recovery and further
development of the state’s econ-
omy, with goals of increasing job
opportunities and other benefits
for Texas residents, through state
financing of the development and
production of Texas products and
businesses.”

"PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 13 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature,
by general law, to exempt from ad
valorem taxes property owned by
nenprofit veterans organizations
that are chartered or incorporated
by the United States Congress.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

authorize the legislature to ex-

empt property of nonprofit vet-
erans organizations from ad
valorem taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 11 pro-
poses. a constitutional amendment
that would provide an exemption
from ad valorem taxation for goods,
wares, merchandise, other tangible
personal property (including air-
craft), and ores (other than oil, gas,
and petroleum products) if the prop-
erty is acquired in or imported into
the state and is destined to be for-
warded out of the state, regardless
of whether the intention to forward
the property existed when the prop-
erty was acquired or imported into
the state, if it remains in Texas for
175 days or less for assembly, stor-
age, manufacture, processing, or
fabrication. The proposed amend-
ment would authorize the governing
body of a county, municipality,
school distriet, or junior college dis-
trict to prevent the exemption of this
tangible personal property from tax-
ation by taking official action before
April 1, 1990. A county, municipali-
ty, school district, or junior college
district could rescind a decision to
tax the property, in which case the
exemptionm would become effective
in the year of the rescission and the
property could not thereafter be
taxed.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
promoting economic growth, job
creation, and fair tax treatment
for Texans who export goods to
other states and nations by restor-
ing and allowing, on a local option
basis, an ad valorem tax exemp-
tion for certain personal property
that is in Texas only temporarily
for the purpose of assembling,
storing, manufacturing, process-
ing or fabricating.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution 4 proposes
a constitutional amendment that

vide, by general or special law, that
members of a hospital district board
may serve terms not to exceed four
years. Currently, hospital district
board members’ terms are two years.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“Authorizing the members of a
hospital district governing board
to serve four-year terms.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 40 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would change the format of the
oath of office for officeholders in
this state. All elected and appointed
officers would be required to take
an oath or affirmation swearing to
faithfully execute the duties of
office and to preserve, protect, and
defend the constitution and laws of
the State and the United States. In
addition, each elected and appointed
officer would be required to sign a
sworn statement that he or she had
not paid, offered, or promised any-
thing of value for a vote or to secure
appointment to an office, as appli-
cable. The written, sworn statement
would be filed with the secretary of
state. The information in the state-
ment is currently contained in the
oaths of office taken by elected and
appointed officials.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
require that a member of the legis-
lature, the secretary of state, and
an elected or appointed officer,
before assuming office, sign a
written oath stating that the mem-
ber, the secretary of state, or the
officer did not engage in bribery
to obtain the office.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 24 pro-
poses a constitu ional amendment
that would allow he legislature to
authorize the issuance of up to $400
million in general obligation bonds.
The proceeds of the bonds could be
used to acquire, construct, or equip
new corrections institutions, mental
health and mental retardation in-
stitutions, youth corrections institu-
tions, and statewide law enforcement
facilities and to repair and renovate
existing facilities of those institu-
tions. The bonds would constitute a
general obligation of the state. The
bonds and interest on the bonds
would be paid from the first money
coming into the treasury that is not
otherwise appropriated by the con-
sitution, less any amount in a sink-
ing fund at the end of the preceding
fiscal year that is pledged to pay-
ment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds for projects
relating to facilities of corrections
institutions, youth corrections in-
stitutions, and mental health and
mental retardation- institutions
and for the expansion of statewide
law enforcement facilities.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 101 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to pass laws to organize and combine
state agencies that perform criminal
justice functions. The legislature
could combine into one or more agen-
cies all agencies that have authority
over the confinement and supervi-
sion of convicted criminals, that set
standards for or distribute state
funds to political subdivisions with
authority over the confinement and
supervision of convicted criminals,
and that gather information about
criminal  justice administration.
Agencies that could be combined
would include the Texas Department
of Corrections, the Board of Pardons
and Paroles, and the Texas Adult
Probation Commission. The amend-
ment would also authorize the legis-
lature to pass laws authorizing the
appointment of members of more
than one department of government
to serve on the governing body.

ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would authorize the legislature to
enact laws requiring or permitting
judges to advise juries that a de-
fendant convicted of a criminal
offense can receive credit for good
conduct that results in a shorter
prison term and that eligibility for
parole or mandatory supervision can
also affect the length of time a con-
victed criminal serves in prison.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to re-
quire or permit courts to inform
juries about the effect of good
conduct time and eligibility for
parole or mandatory supervision
on the period of incarceration
served by a defendant convicted
of a criminal offense.”

The per
diem of $30 would increase to $81,
which is the current maximum living
expense deduction.

The preoposed amendment will ap-
pear cn the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

set the amount of per diem re-

ceived by a member cf the legis-
lature at the amount allowed. for

federal incrme tax purposes as a

deduction for living exnenses in-

curred by a state legislator in
cennection with official business.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Jeint Resolution 53 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to provide for the use of the perma-
nent school fund and the income
from the permanent school fund to
guarantee bends issued by the state
for the purpose of providing loans
or purchasing the bonds of school
districets to acquire, construct, reno-
vate, or improve instructional facili-
ties. If the permanent school fund
were required to make payment as
a result of its guarantee of bonds
issued by the state, the fund would
have to be reimbursed immediately
from the state treasury. The amount
of bonds guaranteed by the perma-
nent school fund could not exceed
$750 million unless a higher amount
was authorized by a two-thirds vote
of both houses of the legislature. If
a school district were to become de-
linquent on a lcan, the amount of
the dclinquency would be offset
against other aid to which the dis-
trict was entitled.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear cn the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
provide for using the permanent
schocl fund and its income to guar-
antee bonds issued by the state for
the purpose of aiding school dis-
tricts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would provide a bill of rights
for erime victims. This constitutional
amendment would give crime victims
the right to be treated with fairness
and respect and to be reasonably
protected from the defendant. On his
request, the crime victim would have
the right to notification of court
proceedings, the right to be present
at all public court proceedings unless
a court determines that the victim’s
testimony would be affected by hear-
ing other testimony, the right to
confer with a representative of the
prosecutor’s office, the right to resti-
tution, and the right to information
about the conviction, sentence, im-
prisonment, and release of the de-
fendant. The legislature would be
authorized to enact laws to define
the term ‘‘victim,” to enforce the
rights of crime victims, and to pro-
vide that certain public officers and
agencies are not liable for a failure
to protect a victim’s rights.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutic amendment

ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 71 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would require the district at-
torney in Fort Bend County to be
elected and serve terms at the same

times as criminal district attorneys

Currently, criminal dis-
trict attorneys are elected in guber-
natorial election years and district
attorneys are elected in presidential
election years.

Senate Joint Resolution 44 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would repeal subsection (e) of
Article III, Section 50-d of the con-
stitution. Article III, Section 50-d
currently allows the Texas Water
Develcpment Board to issue and sell

tion bonds in an amount not to ex-
ceed $200 million, if two-thirds of
the members of each house of the
legislature approve.

Senate Joint Resolution 74 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to enact laws authorizing the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board or its successor to provide for,
issue, and sell an additional $75
million in general obligation bonds
as college savings bonds. The form,
terms, and denominations of the
bonds would be preseribed by law.
The interest rate and installments
would be prescribed by the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board or its successor. The maxi-
mum net effective interest rate
would be set by law. Proceeds from
the sale of the bonds would be cred-
ited to the Texas opportunity plan
fund, which is used to make loans to
students to attend institutions of
higher education in Texas. The
bonds and interest on the bonds
would be payable from the first
money coming into the treasury in
each fiscal year that is not already
appropriated by the constitution,
less the amount remaining in the
sinking fund at the close of the prior
fiscal year.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

providing for the issuance of gen-

eral obligation bonds as college

savings bonds to provide educa-

tional loans to students and to

encourage the public to save for

a college education.”
