How the times have changed
bright, gay and busy; a large

distance of ten miles, acting as a 
s ig n a l to s u rro u n d in g  
neighborhoods, ranchmen and 
uavelers that festivities were being 
proceeded within the metropolis of 
Devil's River, and also that these 
people away down on the southern 
extremity of the border were loyal 
to their country.

Pair of thefts

Tax increase takes effect
State Comptroller Bob Bullock 

reminded everyone who collects or 
pays sales lax that an additional 
quarter percent sales tax collected 
on all taxable purchases went into 
effect Sunday, July 1.

"The change means we'll all be 
paying a little bit more to help 
fund education and human services 
in Texas," Bullock said.

The new rate of 61/4 percent 
was approved by the Texas 
Legislature after a fourth special 
session on the issue ended in early 
June. The increase brings the 
maximum sales tax rate in Texas 
to 81/4 percent when optional 
local sales taxes are included.

Sonora's tax rate jumped to 71/4 
percent.

Bullock's office estimates that a 
family of four making $35,000 a 
year will pay an additional $24.65

a year in the state sales tax.
The Comptroller's Office has 

sent almost half a million 
postcards notifying sales tax 
permit holders across Texas of the 
change.

"Business owners with retail 
sales outlets will have to 
reprogram their cash registers 
virtually overnight," Bullock said. 
"This is a heavy burden we tried to 
lighten a little by giving as much 
advance notice as possible."

Bullock said new 61/4 and 81/4 
percent rate cards are available at 
the 33 Comptroller offices in 
Texas. Also available is a new 
listing of the combined state and 
local sales tax rates for every city 
in the state.

"We've sent out over 55,000 of 
the new rate cards but there are 
plenty more free of charge for 
anyone who asks," Bullock said.

Prickly pear conference to be held
Texans are taking a new look at 

a thorny old foe. They are 
exploring more ways to use 
prickly pear cactus as food for the 
table and feed for the range.

Prickly pear cactus is becoming 
fashionable as tm ethnic food, and 
it is becoming more commonly 
found in the grocery produce 
section as a specialty food, said 
Dr. Wayne Hanselka of Corpus 
Chrisli, a range specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Ranchers, Hanselka said, also 
are extremely interested in using 
the prickly pear for livestock feed 
during drought periods.

Interest in the food potential of 
the cactus has prompted the 
planning of a Cactus Conference 
July 21 at Texas A&I University, 
Kingsville. The meeting, to begin 
at 9 a.m. in the Student Union 
Building, will be conducted by the 
Extension Service, Texas A&I and 
the Texas Prickly Pear Council.

Hanselka said people eat the 
cactus as a vegetable, when the 
green succulent leaves or 
"nopalitos" are sliced and used in 
salads. The plant also produces a 
pear-shaped red, yellow or pale 
green fruit, or "tuna." Products 
made from the fruits range from

cactus candies to prickly pear 
sherry.

Hanselka said most prickly pear 
varieties have spines, but a few are 
thornless.

"This past winter, some of the 
thornless varieties proved to be 
less cold-hardy than the thorny 
pear," he said. "But the extreme 
cold last December killed both 
kinds of pear over much of South 
Texas"

"Marketing groups in Texas, 
Arizona and California are looking 
at new ways to expand the human 
uses for cactus," Hanselka said. 
"In the western states, produce 
companies have well-organized 
campaigns going for their 
specialty products."

Dr. Peter Felker, scientist in 
charge of Texas A&I University's 
Sem i-Arid Forest Resource 
Center, said several South Texas 
growers have planted nopalito 
varieties of cactus in rows and 
have from 300 to 700 plants 
established.

"With nopalitos retailing around 
$1.50 a pound, they can grow 
from 4,000 to 5,000 pounds of 
fresh weight cactus on rather 
limited acreage," Felker said. "The 
plants need to be protected from 
w inter's cold by plastic."

Felker said other growers, from 
Austin to San Antonio to Del Rio 
and southward, are in business to 
grow the fruit, or tunas.

"This cactus fruit sells from

$1.80 to $4 a pound, depending on 
the season," Felker said. "Food 
companies and specialty firms are 
buying most .of the tunas, 
including a lime green fruit often 
called 'tuna bianco' or white fruit, 
from Mexico. But Texans are 
getting into the cactus fruit 
business just in time to benefit 
from a nationwide marketing 
effort."

At the July conference, Felker 
said, almost a dozen talks will be 
given by scientists working with 
prickly pear in Mexico, California 
and Texas.

Dr. Robert McLauchlan of 
Texas A&I will discuss the use of 
the A&I biomass harvester for 
chopping and harvesting prickly 
pear for cattle feed.

Salvador Valdez, director of the 
economic development office of 
the Texas D epartm ent of 
Agriculture, will speak on funding 
options for p rickly  pear 
production.

Mexican scientists reporting on 
their prickly pear research are Dr. 
Facundo Barrientos Perez of the 
Chapingo Research Center, Dr. J. 
Caballero-Mellado of Puebla and 
Fernando Escalante of Saltillo.

Besides the discussions, the 
program also will include displays 
of cactus products, a food contest 
featuring prickly pear fruit recipes, 
cooked nopalitos in casseroles and 

..Other dishes, and wine and sherry 
made from prickly pear.

Computer Helps Convict Criminals 
By Tracking Evidence

Grace Van Owen on “LA Law” 
questions a police officer as she dis­
plays a bloody jacket worn by a 
murder victim. And in courtrooms 
throughout the nation, thousands 
of lawyers repeat her actions, pro­
ducing the vital evidence that proves 
suspects innocent or guilty of crimes.

Linking a criminal to a crime and 
then convincing the jury of that 
link rests to a large extent on the 
physical evidence gathered at the 
crime scene.

Lost Evidence a Problem
But what happens if the police 

lose, mishandle or even mistakenly 
destroy that evidence? As the head­
lines tell us, juries often believe de­
fense lawyers who say that the lost 
evidence would prove their client 
innocent.

And even when the jury convicts 
a defendant, the conviction can be 
overturned. In a recent case in 
Nevada, a woman was convicted of 
beating her father to death with a 
tire iron. But police mistakenly let 
her brother take home a gun with 
which she said her father had threat­
ened her. An appeals court threw 
out the conviction because this 
“break in the chain of evidence” un­
fairly penalized her.
Com puter Solves the Problem

Police in Suffolk County, New 
York, tackled that problem head on 
with the ACE computer system— 
Automated Control of Evidence. It 
keeps firm control over the hun­
dreds of thousands of pieces of evi­
dence that can put criminals behind 
bars.

Lieutenant Ronald Smith, Com­
manding Officer of Suffolk County’s 
Property Section, was responsible

for putting the ACE system to work 
in January, 1988. He calls the sys­
tem “indispensable.”

Smith describes his warehouse

as containing “just about anything 
that’s ever been manufactured”— 
tractor tires, Christmas decora­
tions, hacksaws, stuffed animals, 
confiscated cash—anything that 
could be involved with a crime.

Control at Every Step
The ACE system —software de­

veloped by Software Techniques 
that runs on Unisys hardware— 
keeps a computerized record of every 
item. It tells where everything is 
in the warehouse and which sus­
pects it’s linked to.

The system prints labels for 
boxes and bags of evidence, tracks 
the evidence to the DA’s office and 
sends letters to citizens telling 
them that the police have recovered 
their property.

Preparalions for the celebration 

were begun a week ago and 
everything had been arranged for a 
grand time and but for the heavy 
rains the night previous and on the 
morning of the 4th, probably 700 
instead of 500 people would have 
participated.

The fires in the pits and the 
barbequed meats of which there 
was an enormous quantity, were 
protected from the weather. The 
picnic and barbeque grounds are 
situated about one mile northeast 
of the city, in a cluster of live oak 
where an almost natural arbor is 
situated and which was arranged 
witli shade and seat comforts for 
the multitude, close at hand was a 
large table, probably about 150 
feet long loaded with a large 
supply of good tilings conductive

to one's contentment; refreshments 
consisting of lemonade, milk 
shakes, ice cream and fruit were 
among the delicacies. Horse racing 
was the principal sport, betting 
was quite lively and several of the 
boys returned home minus a few 
hundred. Hon. Mr. Hall, of 
Kimble County, made an elaborate 
talk on general matters dwelling to 
some extent on the tariff. The 
Standard's short hand reporter took 
down the speech but when 
subm itted to the jun io r's  
inspection he immediately said 
"rot" and fired the manuscript into 
the waste basket. At the 
conclusion of Col. Hall's speech a

Democratic rally was held. Jerry 
Robinson was elected chairman; 
D.D. Wallace of San Angelo, was 
elected to represent Sutton County

in the legislative senatorial, 
co n g ress io n a l and s ta te  
conventions and instructed to vote 
for Hogg for Governor; Perry 
McConnell was then elected 
chairman of the executive 
committee and the meeting 
adjourned.
