Cotton John was highly
inspirational to the original
planners and promoters of the
community celebration, Bull
Town Days. He displayed as
much enthusiasm for the three-
day, area-wide event as could
be asked of anyone --~ andthen

some,
In spite of his busy schedule,

Cotton John made it a point
to put in a personal appearance
every year during the celebra-
tion, Cotton John always came
equipped with a tape recorder,
note pad and pencil and a warm
smile and a friendly handshake,
His appearance on the stage
added even more to the suc-
cessful celebration,

Equally as important was his
Bull Town Days program onhis
Farm and Home Show on KGNC,
This was usually televised a
week or two before the begine
ning of the celebration and was
a program often devoted almost
entirely to the upcoming cele-
bration in Bovina. This was of
remendous value to the, celex
bration and to the community
and area, And ‘‘Cotton’’ seemed
to have more fun than anyone
in planning and producing the

shows.
He did the same thing for

other communities, celebra~
tions and promotions through=
out his beloved Golden Spread
and we know Cotton John was
thought of just as highly in all
those other places,

There’s no question but that
he did more than any other non-
Bovinian toward the success of
the celebration here,

Jack McCracken, who was one
of the original local leaders of
the celebration and still works
with Bull Town Days on a lim=
ited basis, was a personal friend
of the well-known promoter of
the Golden Spread, He points
out that Cotton John'’s encour=-
agement and promotional abil-
ity was invaluable back in the
beginning of BTD,

Some people will always re-
member Cotton John for his
early morning farm radio pro-
gram on KGNC in which he
regularly reminded that the
sun-rising hour was ‘‘the best
part of a Golden Spread day,"”

Even those who heartedly dis-
agreed with him and believed
that a day had other parts which
were ‘‘better,”” admired him for
proclaiming and promoting his
belief,

Yes, the Golden Spread has
suffered a tremendous loss in
the death of Cortton John,

A device reads the signals
emitied by a ripening avocado,
These signals indicate the ripe=
ness of the fruit,

This sensitized royal purple
sticker is attached to each av-
ocado after it's picked, As the
avocado ripens, gaseous emis-
sions turn the sticker from
purple to bright yellow, The
sticker has proved 85 per cent
effective in market tests, says
Mrs, Taylor.

If you need a ripe fruit for
immediate use, you can quickly
spot avocados with the bright
yellow stickers, If you need
to hold the fruit for several
days, you can select an avo-
cado with a purple sticker and
watch it ripen, You'll know it's
ripe when the sticker turns
yellow,

The sticker will prevent los=
ses from overripe fruit, be-
cause retailers canquickly spot
the ripe avocados and merchan=
dise them while they are at their
peak,

It will lower market cost to
you also by reducing the amount
of fruit damage by ‘‘pinching”
habits of buyers.

to the Circuit Court of Appeals
from the order issued Decem~
ber 14, 1967,

D, L, Carmichael, president

of Plains Irrigation Gas Users
Association states, ‘*This is a
major breakthrough for farme
ers in securing cheaper agri-
cultural gas,”

Castro and Parmer County
farmers are in the process of
ordering metering equipmentto
get approximately 174 wells tied
on to nine additional taps gained
from Transwestern Pipeline

Results were recently re-
ceived from a nitrogenfertiliz-
er time of application study on
milo conducted in 1967 by Bush-
land Experiment Stadon., The
study is being conducted on the
John Christian farm locared
three miles east of Farwell on
an Amarillo Fine Sandy Loam
soil, This study is a three=
year trial which was started in
1966,

Purpose of this trial is tode-
monstrate the effect on milo
ylelds of different rates and
time of application of nitrogen,

The 1967 results are similar
to the 1966 results, The later
the nitrogen was applied, the
higher the yield, The split ap-
plication (1/2 nitrogen after
bedding and 1/2 side-dressed)
was not as good as the treat=
ment receiving all the nitrogen
side-dress, There is some ad=
vantage to side-dressing over
applying the nitrogen just prior
to planting, The split applica=.
tion treatment was about the
same as the preplant applica=-
tion,

Results indicate that it would
be more economical to fertilize
as a side-dress only; thus, eli-
minating a trip over to split
the application, In 1967 it is
doubtful that it paid to apply
more than 80 to 100 pounds of
nitrogen for this particular year
and soil,

The check plot in 1967 onthis
trial ylelded 3780 pounds while
the highest yields were receiv=-
ed on the side-dress applica-
tion, Side-dress yields ranged
from 7197, 7272 and 7543 lbs,
from the following amount of
nitrogen, 80, 120, and 160 lbs,
per acre,

FERTILIZER LONG TIME
STUDY TRIAL

Keith Brock, who farms 3
north and 3 west of Friona, has
cooperated with the Bushland
Experiment Stations the past
two years to determine rates of
N,P, and K that will give best
yields on milo, Also broadcast
versus band application and mi=
cronutrient responses are also
being studied,

Results from the 1967 trials
have just recently been com-
pleted, Results show that nitro-
gen alone gave an increase of
approximately 1,000 pounds of
grain, 160 pounds of nitrogen
in combination with 80 pounds of
phosphate gave an increase of
approximately 4,200 pounds of
grain over the check. Increas=-
ing rates of nitrogen alone didn’t
do much toward increasing
yields, In 1967, 40 pounds of
phosphate was sufficient when
applied with 40 to 80 pounds of
nitrogen, but with 120 and 160
pounds of nitrogen, 80 pounds
of phosphate was necessary for
maximum vyields, It appears
that the most profitable level
was the 160-80-0 rate treat=-
ment,

Emergency loans totaling
$522,330, have been made by
the Parmer County Office of
the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration since July 1, 1967, to

Deep and Slow

If you're not getting fish
these days, the odds are about
twenty-to-one you're fishing too
fast and too shallow,

The most exciting type of
angling occurs on the surface,
but over the long haul you'll
find that most fish in most
areas are taken in deeper
water . . . and by anglers who
have the patience to fish their
lures at a snail’s crawl.

“Fish ’em deep and slow” is
the advice offered to fishermen
by the experts of Mercury Out-
boards, and it's a tip that de-
serves further consideration.

While no theory in fishing is
infallible, this business of
switching to deep-running plugs
when on-top baits fail to pro-
duce is merely common sense,
During a 24-hour period, the
shallows are good mainly in
the early morning and at dusk.
The rest of the time, you'll do
better in the depths.

The biggest handicap to fish-
ing a bottom bait properly
is the fisherman's impatience
which invariably causes him to
retrieve too fast. It takes plenty
of self-restraint to let an arti-
ficial sink down into 15 to 30
feet of water, and then retrieve
it so slowly it would play
second fiddle to a slow turtle.

As a general rule, turn the
reel handle one complete turn
about every five seconds. Oec-
casionally twitch the rod tip
to make the lure dart forward.
The strikes you'll get ade-
quately compensate for this
painstaking retrieve.

Another adv:ntage of work-
ing the Jdepths with a bottom
bumper is the fact that this is
the home of big lunkers, fish
seldom taken in the shallows.

So don't give up too quickly
when you're on the water and
the action is slow. Gear your
fishing accordingly and hug
that bottom . . . that’s where
the fish are.
