Domestic Violence: Men who batter

Society teaches men to control
their relationships with women.
Violence or the threat of using it
are ways that batterers achieve
power and control over their female
partners. Unchallenged, men who
batter come to learn that violence is
an acceptable and effective way to
resolve problems.

*Men who batter come from all
classes, races, religions, and income
and educational levels.

*Many batterers are not violent
in other relationships, such as at
work or with friends.

*Many abusers have a rigid,
traditional view of sex roles and
parenting.

*Batterers are more focused on
their own needs than on the pain of
fear that their violence causes their
victims.

*The majority of men who batter
are not mentally ill. Viewing
batterers as "sick" wrongly excuses
them from taking responsibility for
their actions.

*Alcoholism or drugs do not
cause battering. Intoxication may
only intensify an already existing
vio\gm behavior.

*Batterers characteristically deny
the existence and severity of their
violence. When confronted with
their abusive behavior, they tend to
blame their partner for provoking it
or refuse to accept responsibility for
their actions.

*Batters will continue to abuse
their female partners until society
condemns their behavior and
ensures immediate and serious
consequences for their actions.

SOCIAL SECURITY NEWS

One of the questions often asked
from people planning their
retirement is, "I know there's a
limit on how much I can earn in a
year and still get all my Social
Security benefits, but what if I've
already made more than that limit
when I retire?"

The answer is really simple:
during your first year of retirement,
even if your earnings exceed the
yearly limit, you can get a Social
Security benefit for any month your
earnings are below a special
monthly limit.

Here's how it works. In 1991,
the yearly earnings limit for people
under 65 is $7,080, and for people
65 and older, $9,720. Beneficiaries
who are 70 or older do not have an
earnings limit.

When earnings exceed those
limits, we withhold $1 in benefits

for each $2 of earnings above the
limit for people under 65. For
people 65-69, we withhold $1 in
benefits for each $3 of eamings.

Under the monthly test, a person
can receive a full Social Security
check for any whole month he or
she is "retired", regardless of yearly
earnings. In 1991, a person is
considered retired if monthly
earnings are limited to $590 for
people under 65 or $810 for people
65 through 69.

Here's an example: John Smith,
age 65, is retiring on June 30,
1991. By the time he retires, his
earnings will have reached $18,720.
That's $9,000 over the Social
Security earnings limit ($18,720-
9,720=9,000). Using the $1 for $3
withholding rate, we normally
would have to withhold $3.000
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‘Work affects retirement differently first year

from John's Social Security benefit.
But because this is John's first year
of retirement, he can get a full
Social Security benefit for any
month his earnings are under $810.
So, John will get Social Security
checks from July through December
even though he's made significantly
more than the 1991 earnings limit.

The monthly earnings limits can
apply for one year only. It is also
applied to the Social Security
benefits of children and their
mothers or fathers during the first
year they start receiving dependents
or survivors benefits, and in the
year their benefits end.

Latest survey reveals Texans' health risks

Texans appear to pay more
attention to certain areas of their
health and safety than others,
according to the 1989 Behavioral
Risk Factor Surveillance Final
Report recently released by the
Texas Department of Health (TDH).

Some 1,490 Texans, age 18 and
older, were interviewed concerning
seat belt use, high blood pressure,
physical activity, weight, cigarette
smoking, alcohol use and
preventive health practices. Some
of the findings included:

*Eighteen percent were
overweight, a drop from 22 percent
in 1988. This change was greatest

~among women. The 35- to 45-year

old age group reported the highest
rate of being overweight.

*The overall smoking rate
continued to decline slightly,
reflecting a national trend. Black
males reported the highest levels of
current smoking (30 percent).

*Texans reported some of the
highest rates of alcohol use among
the 40 states in the survey, with 19
percent reporting binge drinking at
least once in the past month and six
percent reporting driving after
drinking one or more times in the
past month. Men ages 18-34 were
at highest risk for alcohol abuse.

*Thirty-six percent of women age
40 and older reported that they had
