ASU Small Business Development Center to

The Sm all B usiness 
Development Center (SBDC) of 
Angelo State University will be 
offering business counseling 
services in Sonora on Thmsday, 
November 19. Sessions will be 
scheduled from 10:00 a. m. to 4:00 
p. m. at Sonora City Hall. The 
coimseling services are provided at 
no charge as a cooperative program 
between the City of Sonora and the 
SBDC.

That evening, the SBDC will 
hold a seminar on "Advertising for 
Success" at the First National Bank 
Annex. The seminar will run from 
6:30 p. m. to 9:00 p. m. A fee of 
$10 per person is payable at the 
door on the night of the seminar.

The small business counseling 
service is a part o f the city's 
economic development strategy 
developed by City Manager John 
Pape. The coimseling and seminar 
curriculum are under the direction of 
Harlan Bruha, Director of the Small 
Business Development Center.

"We beheve that this is an 
invaluable service for the Sonora 
business community," Pape noted. 
"We hope that as many people as 
possible take advantage of this 
tremendous resource. This state-of- 
the-art business assistance is being 
made available at no cost to our 
community."

Pape also said that future 
counseling sessions and seminars 
are also scheduled to be held in 
Sonora. The frequency o f the 
sessions will be based on local 
demand

The SBDC was established in 
1990, and helps entrepreneurs in a 
ten-county region with tasks 
ranging from business start-up to 
market analysis and strategic 
planning. The SBDC team of 
business professionals helps small 
businesses get started and expand 
through program s such as 
counseling services, management 
and technical assistance, training 
sem inars, business resource
inform ation, and community 
support network services.

Business assistance and 
counseling is provided at no charge.

and funded by Angelo State 
University and the U. S. Small 
Business Administration. A 
registration fee is normalfy required 
to defray expenses for seminars and 
workshops.

Persons wanting to schedule 
individual counseling sessions in 
Sonora can call the City Secretary's 
office during regular business 
hours. Appointments are made on 
a first-come first-served basis, and a 
limited number of appointments are 
available.

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Broncos suffor dofoat Ju n io r Varsity victorious o ver Reagan C ounty Owis

"You can't coach speed" An old 
coaching axiom which proved all 
too true as the Reagan County 

I t  Owls came to dominate the Sonora 
Broncos in a 42 - 6 victory at 
Bronco stadium. It is the speed of 
ruiming backs Shi Flow, and Nuno 
Rivero and the generalship of 
quarterback Jackie Hill that has 
been given credit for bringing the 
Owls to a 9 - 0 record.

■ 4 carries.

Sonora was finally able to get on 
the score board after a 74 yard drive. 
The highliglit was a 16 yard run by 
Joey Guerra. The game ended with 
tlie score of 42 - 6.

"It was rough, but we are still in 
the hunt. We'll be readj' for Crane, 
the kids won't quit," said Bronco 
head coach Bob Beliard.

Who is honored .on  

Veteran's Day?
Webster's New World Dictionary,

Third College Edition, defines 
Veteran's Day as a legal holiday in 
the U. S. honoring all veterans of 
the armed forces.

Veteran is defined as designating 
a person who has served in the 
armed forces. An old experienced 
soldier, etc., especially one who 
served in time of war.

A VA representative told us there 
are two classes o f veterans, 
peacetime and wartime.

Peacetime would be any person 
who served in the armed services 
honorably during time of peace.

Wartime would be any person 
who served honorably during time 
of war or recognized armed conflict 
These w ould include the 
Revolutionary War, U. S. Marines 
at Tripoli 1803-1805, War of 1812, 
Seminole War 1818, Mexican War 
of 1846-1848, Civil War, Indian 
Wars, Boxer Rebellion, Spanish 
American War, Vera Cruz 1914, 
Banana Republic Wars 1911-1915, 
conflicts with Poncho Villa 1916,
World War I, World War H, Korean 
Conflict, Lebanon, Vietnam,
Beirut, Grenada, Panama, Persian 
G u lf C onflict, and D esert 
Shield/Desert Storm. (We are not 
experts of military history and 
apologize if  we have missed any 
war or conflict)

Veteran's Day is traditionally 
celebrated on what was formerly 
called Armistice Day. A holiday 
that celebrated the Annistice signed 
on November 11, 1918 ceasing all 
hostilities of World War I.

Ask the Historical Society'
Veteran's Day is celebrated in 

many different ways across the 
country. In some places parades are 
held to honor the men and women 
who have served in the military. 
Some towns have quiet ceremonies 
with laying of wreaths on the 
monuments to men from their 
communities, who died in time of 
war. In some places flags are 
placed on the graves of all veterans 
in local cemeteries. At Arlington 
National Cemetery the President or 
Vice-President usually places a 
wreath on the grave o f  the 
Unknown Soldier. Other places 
hold special church services to 
honor the men who are serving and 
who have served to protect our 
country.

You might want to take a walk 
Veteran's Day, on Courthouse 
Square and read the names of the 
men fi'om our county, who died in 
service of their country. They are 
on memorial markers along the 
sidewalk at the front o f the 
building. Or take a walk through 
the cemetery and read the names on 
the veteran's markers scattered 
throughout it. A few o f om boys 
are not there. Their bodies could 
not be recovered, they never came 
home. All these men and women 
served to keep your country fi'ee.

This is a good way to teach our 
children to honor and respect the 
men and women who are serving in 
the Army, Air Force, Coast Guard, 
Marines and Navy. Also it helps 
them to better understand the 
sacrifices these men and women 
agree to make when they join the 
armed services. Given the history
