Audit Proves 
Financial Shape
The City of Sonora is in 

“excellent financial shape” was 
the determination of the recent 
annual municipal audit. The 
independent auditing firm of 
Sagebiel and Ravenburg of San 
Antonio presented these 
findings during a recent City 
Council meeting, and had high 
praise for city staff and 
administration for the handling 
of the municipal funds.

“Sonora is in very strong 
financial shape,” explained Phil 
Sagebiel, senior partner of the 
accounting firm. “City funds 
have been well-managed, with 
the needs of the community 
being met through prudent 
expenditures.”

Sagebiel also noted that city 
expenditures in the General 
Fund for the fiscal year ending 
on September 30, 1993, totaled 
$109,440 under what was

budgeted. This cost-savings 
illustrates the city’s commitment 
to reducing expenditures and the 
judicious handling of taxpayer 
funds, he noted.

The auditor also praised the 
city’s tax collection efforts, 
noting that 96.23% of last year’s 
tax levy had been collected. 
Any amount over 94% is 
considered excellent.

All city funds are audited by 
an independent auditing firm on 
an annual basis at the end of the 
city’s fiscal year. The audit 
includes examining evidence 
supporting the amounts and 
disclosures in city financial 
statements, and the propriety of 
such expenditures. The audit 
also includes assessing the 
accounting principles used by 
the city, as well as evaluating 
the overall financial statement 
presentation.

Services Pay For Jail
In November of 1978 

Sutton County Voters passed 
a bond election  of 
$700,000.00 to build a new 
jail. The county had been 
advised by the Texas Jail 
Commission that the old jail 
would not meet all of the 
safety requirements both for 
inmates and jailers.

The construction was 
begun in the spring of 1980. 
The Sutton County Sheriffs 
Office moved into its new 
building, directly across the 
street from the old jail.

Sheriff Webster hired a 
jail administrator in January

of 1980. Bob Harris and his 
children lived in a jail 
apartment that was part of the 
new jail. 'That worked well 
until 1982 when the jail 
commission advised Sheriff 
Webster he was going to have 
to hire three additional jailers. 
The jail had to be supervised 
24 hours a day. Looking for a 
way to offset the additional 
expenses Sheriff Webster 
contacted the U.S. Marshall's 
office in Dallas, Texas. In 
talking with Marshall Clint 
Peoples, Sheriff Webster was 
able to obtain a contract to 
hold federal bureau of prison 
inmates. The bureau of prison

would pay Sutton County 
$25.00 a day per inmate plus 
all of the inmates' medical, 
dental, and pharmacy bills. 
All of the inmates were to be 
low risk inmates and the 
longest term was to be 6 
months. The bureau of 
prisons, in the past ten years, 
kept from ten to fifteen 
inmates in the Sutton County 
Jail per month. The current 
daily fee per inmate is $35.00 
per day.

Sheriff Webster stated that 
in the past ten years, Sutton 
County has been paid

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A new era for the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
in Sonora will begin October 
1 when Joe W. Lane, retiring 
area engineer, passes the keys 
to his office, as well as 
a d m in is t r a t iv e  and 
engineering responsibilities to 
Paul R. Chevalier, III.

Lane received a bachelor 
of Science in Civil 
Engineering from Texas Tech 
University in 1958. He 
obtained his professional 
engineer's license in 1962. 
After six years' experience in 
Interstate 20 design and 
construction in the Abilene 
district of the then Texas 
Highway Department, Lane 
transferred to Sutton County 
to work on Interstate 10. 
Upon arrival in Sonora in 
November of 1964, he began 
finalizing location studies for 
110 and preparing an alternate 
route study for the Sonora 
business route. He was the 
moderator for the public 
hearings concerning right of 
way, served as the state's 
representative in four major 
condemnation suits, held 
preconstruction hearings with 
con tracto rs, and was 
responsible for fifty-four 
miles of n o  design and 
construction. Lane also 
worked closely with the Soil 
conservation Service on water 
re ten tio n  and flood 
prevention in Sutton County.

Jones said he created 
Biscuits — a cowboy campfire 
cook character — on stage 
during the first Covered 
Wagon Dinner Theater 
(amphitheater located at the 
Caverns of Sonora grounds) 
using costumes, make-up and 
his voice. Actually, he was a 
“real” life campfire cook in 
his early days had what 
knowledge he didn’t retain 
from experience, some recipes 
come from research.

The character “Biscuits 
O’Bryan” actually cooks 
chuckwagon dishes, using

glowing campfire coals and 
heavy Dutch ovens while 
performing before a live 
audience.

But, Jones admits he never 
completely takes off his 
priest’s “hat” even when 
he’s wearing the cowboy felt 
hat.

Mingling with authentic 
cowpokes at cowboy poetry 
readings and festivals has 
given Jones an appreciation 
for their spiritual sides. “A 
lot of them are deeply 
spiritual people, though not 
always in the conventional 
way,” he said.

“A lot of cowboy poets 
will be very spiritual one 
minute and rank as all get out 
the next. That kind of goes 
with what most of us think 
about cowboys, that they’re 
kind to women, children and 
puppy dogs but rough as a 
cob.”

Jones says the two 
characters of his life have 
given him the opportunity to 
cross over beWeen his 
storytelling Biscuits and his 
role as an Episcopal priest.

For the past five year, the 

State of Texas has led the 
nation in morbidity an 
mortality for many vaccine- 
preventable diseases. Texas 
also ranks last among all 50 
states in the percentage of 
children who have been fully 
i m m u n i z e d ,  wi t h
immunization levels in some 
parts of the state below those 
of third world countries.

It has been estimated that 
three out of every 10 two-year 
olds are not age-appropria.tely 
immunized, and in our inner 
cities and colonies, less than 
50 percent of two-year olds

are fully immunized.
The low vaccine rate in 

Texas can be overcome 
through concerted efforts of 
health care leaders, public 
officials and citizens.

"Not only would the growers 
lose their livelihood, but many 
rural banks and small 
businesses could be forced to 
close their doors as well."

"Some of our small towns 
could dry up and blow away," 
Bonilla said.

Bonilla said he and other 
supporters of the wool and 
mohair program are doing a 
lot of maneuvering this week 
to reach an agreement with 
the Senate. "One way or 
another, a conclusion will be 
reached by the end of the 
week," Bonilla said.
