Three Fugitives Caught
Here Tuesday, After 16 Hour
Manhunt

More than 40 Ilaw
enforcement officers from
Sonora and surrounding area
Tuesday afternoon concluded
a manhunt which began early
Monday night and saw some
16 hours of intensive search
which reached a climax
shortly after one o’clock
Tuesday afternoon when Nick
Bermea, driver of a gasoline
truck, reported, seeing the men,
near the John Cauthorn -
Martin Ranch.

Objects of the hunt were
three teen-age escapees from
Goodfellow Air Force Base
guard-house in San Angelo.
The trio; Howard Williams,
Robert W. Kiss, and James L.
Smith, were from Abilene Air
Force Base and were awaiting
court martial on charges of
larceny and being Absent
Without Leave. They had
escaped from San Angelo,
stolen an automobile and

made their way to Acuna,

Mexico, when they retraced
their route and were returning
to the San Angelo area.

The chase began at 8:30
Monday night when Jack
Lane, operator of a service
station at Loma Alta
telephoned local law
enforcement officers that
three Air Force men had
driven off without paying for
$3.85 worth of gasoline at the
station and  were driving
toward Sonora.

Deputy Sheriff Oscar
Groff intercepted the car

about 18 miles south of
Sonora on the Del Rio
highway. His car was
traveling at-high speed and by
the time he had turned around
to give chase he found the
fugitives® car, a 1948
Mercury, with lights turned
out, abandoned in the borrow
ditch, about a half mile south
of the Juno Cutoff. The three
men were running across a
pasture west of the road and
Groff fired at them but failed
to stop them.

Groff then returned to his
car, notified Sheriff Wess Hill
and Patrolman Herman
Moore of the development,
and waited in hopes of the
fugitives returning to the
abandoned car. After waiting
a short while, Groff severed
the ignition wires in the
Mercury to prevent its use and
cruised up the highway where

. he was stopped. by a;car ofk

oilfield crewmen who told
Groff that one of the men was
back at the car trying to get it
started. - Groff returned
immediately and he and
Moore converged on the man,
Howard Williams, a native of
New Jersey. Williams did not
resist and Groff brought him
to the local jail.

Meanwhile Sheriff Hill
had ordered and set up road
blocks on all dirt roads in the
area. These road blocks were
maintained throughout the
night and until the remaining
two fugitives were captured
Tuesday afternoon.

Answering Hill’s
communications to
surrounding ‘towns, Texas
Rangers from Junction and
San Angelo, Highway
Patrolmen from the area,
military police personnel, San
Angelo city detectives and
FBI men' converged on the
area along with an officer

from the State School for
Boys at Gatesville who

brought a  pair of
bloodhounds to trace the

men. The dogs began
working early’ Tuesday
morning but were

handicapped for a while by

having to work .a cold trail -

and by the hampering effects
of Monday night’s dust
storm.

About eleven o’clock
Tuesday morning Dutch
Kiser, foreman on the Stella
Keene ranch about 25\miles
sbuthwest of Sonora, returned
to his house and found that
the two remaining fugitives
had broken into the house,
taken several packs of
cigarettes and some food.
With the fresh trail the blood
hounds settled down to work
in earnest, showing every
evidence of fine breeding and
exceptional training.

After. leaving a party of
Rangers and other officers to
work with the bloodhounds;
Sheriff Hill, Patrelman Moore
and Ranger Rohatch had
began a separate search in
their cars when Bermea
notified them that he had seen
the men. Hill and Moore
stopped near the ranch house

‘and Rohatch went to work the

area beyond  the house.
About this time Hill noticed
that stock in the trap near the
house were behaving
unnaturally and he and
Moore walked around a
cement water tank to find the
pair resting in the shade.

Kiss and ' Smith, both
Pennsylvania natives, were
tired from their run and their
clothes were literally in rags
from being caught on brush
and barbed wire. Their only
comment was, “It ain’t worth
it!” ;

Military police removed
the three men to San Angelo
last Tuesday afternoon.

That’s why Social
Security’s toll-free = phone
number gives you service at
night and on weekends, in
addition to normal business
hours.

When you call 1-800-772-
1213 on your touch-tone phone
at night and at any time during
weekends and holidays, you
get a recorded menu of choices
that lets you take care of
certain kinds of Social Security
business. You can ask for:

_** An application for an
original or replacement Social
Security card

** A form to obtamn a
record of your earnings and an
estimate of your future Social
Security benefits.  This is
called a Personal Earnings and

efit Estimate Statement.

** A document verifying
that you receive Social
Security benefit payments,
Supplemental Security Income,
or both. You may need this
document to show proof of
your income to other agencies.

You can also call to ask for
these forms during daytime
hours -- 7:00 am. to 7:00
p-m. on business days. Our
phones are busiest early in the
week and early in the month,
so if your business can wait,
it’s best to call at less busy

times -- such as nights and
weekends, or later in the
month.

Shifting your call to less
busy times helps not only you,
but all callers. About one of
every five calls made during
peak periods are to request one
of the three documents listed
above. So if those calls are
shifted to less busy times, other
callers stand a better chance of
getting through without a busy
signal.

Other services available to
callers at night and on
weekends include recorded
information about Social
Security programs and the
opportunity to order popular
Social Security leaflets.

Support Prices For Pulled Wool & Mohair

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s Commodity
Credit Corporation today
asked for public comment on
the support prices for pulled
wool (wool on unshorn
lambs) and mohair for the
1994 marketing year.

The National Wool Act of
1954, as amended (The Wool

Act), provides that the support

price for pulled wool -- the
wool removed from the pelts
of unshorn, slaughtered sheep
-- be set at a level relative to
the shorn wool support price
that will maintain normal
pulled wool marketing
practices. This provision has
been implemented in the past
through payments based on
the live weight of unshorn
lambs marketed.

The Wool Act also
provides that the mohair

support price be set at a level
to maintain about the same
percentage of parity as for
shorn wool. Under the Wool
Act, the mohair support price
may be set at not more than
15% . above or below the
shorn wool parity percentage.

The shorn wool support
price is determined by a
formula specified in the Wool
Act. Based on the current
reported parity index, the
1994 shorn wool support
price will be $2.09 per pound,
grease basis.

The 2-year phaseout of
the wool and mobhair
programs begins with the
1994 marketing year.
Producer payments will be
calculated using the support
prices covered by this
proposed rule, but will then
be reduced by 25% for 1994

in accordance with Section
704 (9) of the Wool Act. The
Wool Act is in effect through
December 31, 1995.

The proposed regulation
is scheduled to be published
in the Federal Register on

May 2. Comments on the
proposed regulation should
be sent to: Director, Fibers
and Rice Analysis Division,
Room 3760-S, USDA/ASCS,
P.O. Box 2415, Washington,
D.C. 20013-2415 and must
be received by June 1. A
preliminary regulatory impact
analysis on the options
considered is also available
from that office.  Public
comments will be available
for inspection in Room 3756-
S of USDA’s South Building
here during normal business
hours.
