Broncos Eliminate Alpine Bucks, 22-14

The Sonora Broncos made the trip to Monahans a worthwhile endeavor for Bronco fans, winning a

thrilling game against the highly-touted Alpine Bucks. The Broncos, hampered all night by
penalties, clearly dominated the game throughout, but had to withstand a furious Buck challenge
late in the game to move on to the Area round of the state playoffs.

The 1st quarter of the game did not start off as promisingly as it could have; the Broncos were
stopped without a first down their first two possessions, as a fired-up Alpine defense plugged gaps
in their line and stopped hard running by Jason Morley and Gilbert Vara. The Broncos started their
night on offense, but were stopped after three plays and forced to punt from the Sonora 38. Alpine,
also unable to move the ball consistently, benefited from several-offsides-penalties-againstthe
Broncos as an eager Bronco defense crowded the Buck line. Alpine was nonetheless unable to gain
its first 1st down, and punted back to the Broncos.

Sonora started its next drive at the Sonora 20, and after a 1st down dive right from Jason Morley
for no gain, the Broncos ran a sweep right that was executed perfectly, springing Morley for an 80
yard run into the Alpine end zone for what appeared to be Sonora’s initial score of the night.
However, as it would remain all night, the officials were the Broncos’ greatest competition of the
night; the Morley run was called back for holding, and the Broncos were forced to start from their

own 15. Vara gained 7 yards on 2nd & 15, Justin House gained 3 yards on 3rd & 8, and the
Broncos were forced to punt again. ;

Alpine returned the punt to the Sonora 39, and the Broncos had done what they knew they
couldn’t do; the Bucks’ high-scoring offense was situated in great field position and was able to take
advantage and score. The Bucks were forced to fight for every yard. Josh Burnham made a
crunching tackle on 1st'& 10, and on 2nd & 12 the Bucks ran an inside trap, springing the fullback
into the Bronco secondary, where he was tackled by Justin House. Jesse Capuchina and Shane Deel
converged on a counter left for a gain of 1 on Alpine’s ensuing first down, another offsides penalty
gave Alpine a 2nd & 4, and on 2nd & 4 Gabriel Perez made an excellent tackle on a sweep left,
dropping a Buck running back for a loss of 3. 3rd & 7 brought an incomplete Buck pass, but on 4th
& 7 Sonora was again called offsides and Alpine had a 4th & 2. The Bucks completed a slant pattern
in front of the Bronco secondary to get their 1st & goal, and on 1st & goal from the Sonora 8,

point conversion was good, and the Bucks led the Broncos 8-0 with 1:37 remaining in the first
quarter.

The Broncos got the message. Aware no doubt that they could not afford to fall behind Alpine
as they had other teams this year, the Broncos began a drive as the first quarter expired that would
demonstrate their ability to move the ball. Sonora, starting from their own 21, began the dive with
a Morley dive right for 5 yards, a Gilbert Vara sweep right for 1 yard, and on 3rd & 4 the Broncos
unveiled some trickery and ran Justin House on a reverse to the Sonora 40. Josh Burnham , on 1st
& 10 from the Sonora 40, dropped back and saw Davis Hale on a deep out pattern, and lofted the
ball to Hale, giving the Broncos their largest gain of the the night and a first down at the Alpine 23
yard line. Hale was covered well on the play, but made an excellent sliding catch going out of
bounds, and his effort sparked the Broncos. Morley, the hard-luck runner of the night for the
Broncos, pounded the ball into the Alpine end zone from 23 yards out on 1st & 10, but the play
was again called back on a Bronco penalty. On 1st & 15 from the Alpine 28, Morley dove 2 yards
to the 26, but 2nd & 13 saw the Broncos go back to the air as Burnham completed a pass to Justin
House to the Alpine 7. On 1st & goal Vara slashed to the 1, and on 2nd down Vara crashed in over
the Alpine goal line. The try for two points was unsuccessful, and the score remained 8-6 Alpine
with 9:49 remaining in the 2nd quarter.

Alpine’s next possession was not nearly as successful as its last; Josh Burnham stopped an
option right on 1st down, the Alpine quarterback was sacked by defensive linemen Cody Renfro
and Shane Deel on 2nd down, and a 3rd & 16 dive was smothered by Gabriel Perez and Jesse

Capuchina. The Bucks were forced to punt, and Caleb Barker fair caught the punt at the Alpine 41.

In one of your articles you
stated that people recycled left
over kitchen fats during WW 1.
Why did they do this?

A. Devil's River
December 10, 1943

Beginning December 13,
the housewife will receive one
brown ration point for each
one-half pound of salvage
kitchen fats she takes to her
retailer. In addition to ration
points, the housewife will
continue to receive the ceiling
price of four cents a pound for
her used kitchen fats.

The Points-For-Fats program
in intended to spur the
collection of used household
fats, which are badly needed for
the making of glycerine and
sulfa drugs. As a result, only
housewives, other consumers
and the operators of small
boarding houses, those where
fewer than 50 persons live, may
exchange used fats for points at

‘ré_taillers. Retail meat dealers,
| restaurants, army camps, “post

exchanges, ships manufacturing
plants and all other
establishments will not be paid
points for their waste fats.

In the same issue we find
that Corporal Jose Rodriquez of
Sonora was listed as a member
of a company of United States

with almost the same speed as
their wives and mothers unroll a
living room rug, according to a
news release received here from
the European Theater of
Operations Headquarters many
members of the company were
Texans, the majority being of
Latin-American descent.

. ASCS BECOMES FSA

There' s a new kid on the block and it's the FARM SERVICE AGENCY (FSA).

"It came into being last month, when President Clinton signed into law a restructuring plan for
the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) that will improve the way USDA agencies do business in
Sutton County Texas," said Cleve T. Jones lll, acting chairman of the Sutton County FSA committee.

The FSA will administer commodity price and income support programs, farm ownership and
operating loans and the federal crop insurance program. The new agency combines all or part of
three agencies familiar to farmers and ranchers - - the Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation
Service, the Farmers Home Administration, and the Federal Crop Insurance Corporation. Other
loans offered by the former FMHA will be assigned to a new rural development agency.

In addition, the FSA will offer conservation cost-share assistance under the Agricultural
Conservation Program, as well as cost-sharing and land rental payments for the Conservation
Reserve Program.

"We want producers to know that the reorganization did not eliminate any programs," he said.
"What will change are that these services soon will be available to producers on a 'one-stop' basis.
The whole purpose of the new FSA is to be able to provide better, more efficient service and to
make it easier for farmers and ranchers to use our programs."

At the local level, farmer-elected committee members will continue to oversee farm program
administration and will take on additional duties in overseeing other FSA programs.

"The agencies are merging at headquarters first," Cleve T. Jones Il said. " The combination of
staffs and functions at the county level will come in time. In the meantime, farmers and ranchers
