RESEARCH PROGRAM

The American Cancer Society recognizes that tomorrow’s
clinical advances can only come from one place: todays research.

The Society began funding cancer research grants in 1946,
and continues to make a significant investment in the careers of
scientists striving to understand what causes cancer and how it
can be prevented. Our long history of funding the nation’s best
researchers has resulted in remarkable advances which have led
to better methods of early detection and treatment of cancer. The
Society has invested more than $1.7 billion in research since

1946.
HIGHLIGHTS OF THE
SOCIETY’S RESEARCH PROGRAM

e In fiscal year 1994, the Society awarded over $94 million in
research grants, approximately 26% of our total budget.
