The Sonora Broncos
survived a severe test from the
Wall Hawks on Friday night at
Bronco Stadium.

TELLEPSEN AWARD

Howard Tellepsen, son of Tom Tellepsen, presented the Tom

. Tellepsen Award to Sheriff W.W. “Bill” Webster at the 117th

Annual Conference in Waco. Mr. Tellepsen presented Sheriff
Webster with a check for $1,500 and a bronze plaque. The award
is given in honor of the late Tom Tellepsen, who was a native of
Norway, but became a staunch and patriotic American. While he
was living, he supported law enforcement in every way possible.
The Tellepsen Foundation makes the award possible in honor of
Mr. Tom Tellepsen.

Sheriff Webster served on the Board of Directors for the
Sheriff’s Association of Texas, for seven years, serving as president,
1989-1990. His goal, while he was president, was to have more
training for all sheriffs and their personnel.

Webster, began his law enforcement career at the Odessa
Police Department in 1963 and served until 1967. He joined the

department of Public Safety as a Highway Patrolman stationed in
Sutton County in 1970. He was promoted to DPS Narcotics and
transferred to Midland. He served as a narcotic agent until March,
1974, at which time he and his family returned to Sonora. Sheriff
Webster was appointed the first Chief of Police and organized a
four-man department.

He was elected Sheriff of Sutton County in 1976 and is
currently serving his fifth term. At the time he assumed office in
January 1977, the department consisted on one field deputy. The
department has grown to four deputies, five jailers, and four
dispatchers. The present jail was built in 1980, and is a 28-bed
facility.

Sheriff Webster attended. Midland College and Sul Ross State
University. He has attained Advanced Certification and an
Instructor’s Certificate.

He and his wife, Judy, have four daughters, Lisa Neal, Lori
Nunn, Lesli Prine, and Kelley Webster. They are the proud
grandparents of seven. '

An overview of Sonora’s downtown area in approximately 1920.

Q. You ran an article
stating that the Baptist Church
was next to the Masonic Lodge?
I remember the old church
stood where the present one
stands, and did not look like
the picture you showed. Are
you sure you are correct?

A. The old church you are
speaking of was built in 1933.
It was replaced when the
present church was dedicated
on February 13, 1972. The
church you remember was not
the first one used by the Baptist
Church.

Devil’s River News,
August 11, 1933 ran an article
on the razing of the older
church. It stated that the
ancient building which had
housed the Sonora Baptist
Church for over a quarter of a
century and before that served
as community center, dance
hall, school, church and
courtroom, was being torn
down. It further stated that the
old church had fond memories
for many people who
remembered the Christmas
trees, dances, and community
parties that were held in it.
Many a time it would be used
for dancing until the wee hours
of the morning, then refilled
with benches for the preaching
services a few hours later.

The first building did stand
on the hill over Water Street. It
was built in 1889 and was the
first school in Sonora. The
Masonic Lodge was moved
from Wentworth and placed
next to it. This building was to
be used as overflow classrooms
downstairs and Dee Ora Lodge
upstairs. The Masonic Lodge
was built in Wentworth in
1890 and moved to Sonora in
1891 (the current lodge

building was erected in
1938/39). The lodge was used
as overflow classrooms until he
Rock School was built in 1904.
The school then sold their
interest in the buildings to E.F.
VanderStucken who sold the
Masonic Lodge to the Masons
and the old wooden school to
the Baptist Church.

The Baptist Church bought
a lot just north of the Sonora
Motor Company from W.E.
Glasscock for $2800 and
moved the old school/church
onto that lot in about 1925. In
1933, a hollow tile and brick
building was erected, the
building you remember. The
current building was erected in
1972,

If you look closely at the
picture accompanying this
article, you will see the Baptist
Church on the hill above
Water Street next to the old
Masonic Lodge building. In the
center of the picture you see
the side of the Sonora Motor
Company. The empty lot
across the street from it is the
site of the present church.

The fact that absence of certain essential nutrients creates a
predisposition to illness has been known for a long time.
However, less understood has been the components of diet which
are important in preventing chronic disease such as cancer.

The National Cancer Institute is studying if certain “designer”
foods high in ingredients naturally high in cancer preventing
substances can actually affect the relationship between cancer and
diet. Diets high in fat appear to be connected to cancers of breast,
pancreas and colon/rectum.

Heavy alcohol consumption has been linked to higher
incidence of cancers of the upper digestive tract and liver. These
studies have also shown that fiber, vitamins A, C, and E as well as
many other substances also seem to have cancer-preventing
properties.

Over the past decade more than 40 foods, mainly vegetables,
grains, and fruits containing biologically, active phytochemicals -
have been identified as having cancer preventive properties.
Phytochemicals can interfere with and potentially block the
biochemical pathways that lead to malignancy in animals.

Phytochemicals can affect metabolic pathways associated with
development of cancer by affecting the initiation and tumor-
promotion phases.

The six foods at the top of this pyramid are at the center of the
National Cancer Institute’s Experimental Foods Program. On the
top level of this triangle are garlic, cabbage, licorice, soybeans,
ginger, carrots, celery and parsnips. On the middle levels of the
triangle are onions, tea, tumeric, citrus such as orange, lemon,
grapefruit, whole wheat, flax, brown rice, tomatoes, eggplant,
peppers and the cruciferous vegetables (broccoli, cauliflower, and
brussels sprouts). On the base level of the triangle are oats, mints,
oregano, cucumber, rosemary, sage, potato, thyme, chives,
cantaloupe, basil tarragon, barley and berries.

Dietary supplements such as garlic pills do not offer the same
benefits as the food counterparts.

So what can you do as a consumer to utilize the results of this
research? Start following the U.S. Department of Agriculture Food
Guide Pyramid and the American Cancer Association
recommendations to increase servings to at least “5 A Day” of
vegetables and fruits. Then you will be sure to eat many of the top
40 foods, which have been shown to display those cancer-
prevention properties.

In the next few years, consumers will see more and more
designer foods that contain even more of these phytochemicals.

He attended Bishop John Carroll School,
Oklahoma City for 8th grade.

He entered St. Anthony High School Seminary in 1943 for
high school and junior college. In 1948, he went to St. Peter’s
Novitiate, Mission, Texas and took first vows on May 31, 1949,
On May 31, 1952, he took Perpetual Vows at De Mazenod
Scholasticate (now Oblate School of Theology) in San Antonio. On
September 8, 1955, Archbishop Robert E. Lucey ordained him as
a priest in St. Mary’s Church, San Antonio where he had been
baptized and confirmed. Father Du Buisson took science and
education courses at University of Notre Dame, Indiana and St.
Mary’s University, San Antonio.

From September 1956 to June 1963, he taught high school
science courses at St. Anthony High School Seminary. In June
1963, Father Du Buisson became the Treasurer of the Seminar.

In June 1964, Father Du Buisson volunteered to go to Notre
Dame Seminary, Cotabato City, Philippines. There he taught high
school science and English classes at the seminary. He also taught
religion courses at the U niversity of Notre Dame, Cotabato City,
Philippines. He headed several committees for curriculum
development for Notre Dame Educational Association,
Philippines. On weekends Father Du Buisson was involved with
ministry at the local colony for sufferers of Hansen’s disease
(leprosy), and in nearby parishes. 3

In June 1968, Father Du Buisson returned to the United States
and was stationed at Immaculate Heart of Mary, Harlingen, Texas.
In June 1969, Father Du Buisson was transferred to Our Lady of
Sorrow Parish, Houston, Texas. Soon, however, he developed
paralysis of the right diaphragm. After treatment, Father Du
Buisson moved to West Texas.

In January 1970, Father became pastor of Sacred Heart of
Mary, Rocksprings, Texas with the missions of St. Mary Magdalen,
Camp Wood, Texas and St. Raymond, Leakey, Texas. In October
1976, Father Du Buisson became administrator and later pastor of
Sacred Heart, Del Rio, Texas until July 1981. During his service in
the Archdiocese of San Antonio, Father Du Buisson was elected to
several terms on the Senate of Priests. He also served several terms
on Superior of the local Oblate District.

In September 1981, Father pursued advanced degrees in
Canon Law at the University of Ottawa, and St. Paul’s University,
Ottawa, Ontario, Canada. He received the civil degree of Master
in Canon law and the ecclesiastical degree of Licentiate in Canon
Law.

Father Du Buisson returned to Texas and during the latter part
of 1983 served in the Oblate parishes in Midland, Texas. On
January 2, 1984, Father Du Buisson was named Pastor of Our
Lady of Lourdes, Andrews, Texas. In January 1989, Father was
transferred to Our Lady of Perpetual Help, Ozona, Texas, as
pastor. In April of 1991, Father Du Buisson became pastor of St.
Ann’s, Sonora with responsibility of Ozona.

Father Du Buisson is currently serving on the Presbyteral
Council of the Diocese of San Angelo and on the College of
Consultors. Since 1983, he has been a judge for the Tribunal of
the Diocese and appointed as Adjutant Judicial Vicar in May 1994.

The
Hawks were able to move the ball sporadically, but thanks to
several solid, timely defensive stands by the Bronco defense, the
Hawks were unable to mount scoring drives until late in each half.

An excellent punt by Wall left the Broncos beginning their
“initial drive of the 1995 season at their own 2 yard line. The
Broncos calmly went about their business, however, starting a 85-
yard, 17-play drive that consumed 9 minutes of the 1st quarter.
The drive started simply enough, with Sonora running their bread-
and-butter running plays to get out of trouble deep in their own
end of the field. Justin House carried the ball on off-tackle left and
option left plays followed by successful off-tackle right and sweep
right plays, following the blocking of Raymond Hubble, John
Jones, and Davis Hale to good gains against a stout Wall defense.
The most serious threat to the drive came on 3rd and 10 from the
Bronco 35, when the Broncos were flagged for illegal procedure
to bring up 3rd and 15; Wall, however, couldn’t stand their own
good luck, and was flagged for pass interference on the 3rd down
play, giving the Broncos a 1st down at the Sonora 44. From there
Justin House again led the way, picking up 21 yards on three
carries to the Wall 36. Here the Broncos faces 3rd and 4, and
Barker completed a pass to Raymond Rainer in the left flat at the
Wall 20, giving the Broncos a 1st down and keeping the drive
alive. Mike House took the the next play, a dive option to the
fullback, for ten yards to the Wall 10. At the 10, though, Bronco
hopes were disappointed as the ball squirted free on 1st and goal,
to be recovered by the Hawks as time in the 1st quarter expired.

Wall’s second offensive series was as frustrating as its first, with
Broncos Rainer, Mirike, and Barker playing big parts in keeping
their offense from establishing a rhythm and getting into the game.
Rainer broke up a pass attempt on 1st and 10 from the Wall 5, a
Wall dive attempt was stopped for no gain by Curt Dempsey and
Gonzales on 2nd down, but on 3rd down, again, Herrera broke
through the line for 25 yards. Tackles by Jeff Floyd and a pass
defended by Barker and Mirike again brought up 3rd and long,
but this time Rainer made the tackle on Herrera before he could
reach the 1st down marker.

The Wall punt let Sonora begin its second drive of the year at
its own 26 yard line. The first two plays of this drive went
nowhere, but on 3rd and 10 from the 26 Louis Massey took an
end-around and sprinted to the 1st down, dragging tacklers with
him in a great individual effort. The Bronco offense caught his
spark, and on 1st and ten from the Wall 48 Mike House burst
through the middle for 15 yards, Justin House swept right for 6,
but 3rd and 4 from the Wall 24 the Broncos were whistled for
illegal procedure, putting the ball at the Wall 34 and bringing up
3rd and 14; Barker, though, dropped back and fired a bullet to
Davis Hale at the Wall 18 yard line, giving the Bronco drive new
life. The Bronco running backs, especially Justin House and
Adrian Mata, continued to pound the Wall defense down to the
Wall 4, where, on a 2nd and goal play, quarterback Barker took

the ball on an option. left.and got the ball into the end zone himself

to give the Broncos the lead. Wood’s PAT was good, and with
3:06 until halftime the Broncos led 7-0.

furious drive of their own, and except for saving tackles by Barker
on a reverse and Andy Mirike on a burst up the middle by
Herrera, would have tied the score before halftime. The Bronco
defense, however, stiffened at its 20 yard line and would only let
the Hawks penetrate to the 15. Josh Burnham and Louis Massey
also had good defensive series in forcing the Hawks to kick a field
goal instead of scoring the touchdown. The Broncos led at
halftime, 7-3.

The third quarter was largely a case of ineffective drives and 3-
and-out punting situations for both teams. The Broncos, led by
Barker, Justin House, and Adrian Mata, were able to rack up
offensive yards, but did not seriously threaten to score until late in
the quarter - Wall never did. The Hawk offense seemed to have a
very difficult time penetrating the Bronco defense after halftime. As
the third quarter wound to a close the Broncos punted to Wall,
and on the return an obvious clip was called on Wall bringing the
ball back to the Wall 9; on Wall’s first play, though, the Bronco
defense penetrated and disrupted the backfield exchange, causing
Herrera to fumble and the ball was recovered at the Wall 8 yard
line by Kris Wood. The Broncos were unable to move the ball
against a desperate Wall defense, and Kris Wood entered the game
on 4th and goal from the 6 to kick a field goal, making the score
10-3 Broncos as the 4th quarter began.

The fourth quarter was an exciting see-saw battle between two
clubs that badly wanted to win season openers. The Broncos
started the quarter on defense at the Wall 41, and played well
behind the leadership of Pool, Burnham, and Louis Massey. Pool
and Massey both recorded quarterback sacks during this series, but
the Hawks were able to move to the Sonora 21 despite their
efforts. The Hawks, however, found themselves in a 4th and 15
situation at the Sonora 21, and the screen pass was sniffed out and

defended very well as Wood and Burnham made the tackle on |

Herrera.
Sonora was unable to move the ball as they took over on
downs, and was forced to punt to the Wall 34. The Hawks once

again started to turn around and hand the ball to Herrera, their |
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workhorse for the evening, who carried the ball to the Wall 49
through the best efforts of the Bronco defense, led this series by
good play from Justin House, Davis Hale, and Alex Gonzales. On
4th and 6 from their own 49, the Hawks again went to the air, but
this time Justin House intercepted the ball and returned it to the
Wall 36.

Adrian Mata took over for House at tailback after the House
interception, and had runs of 1, 4, and 2 yards before House
reentered the game on 4th and 3 from the Wall 29.

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The place to be was Fredericksburg. Saturday was a very
special day, Labor Day week-end. Fredericksburg celebrated the
50th anniversary of the end of World War Il in Japan. Those who
remember V-J Day know that it meant that Americans at last would
be coming home, prisoners of war would be released, and the
world could begin the process of establishing peace after a bloody
war. The sacrifice of Americans and allied countries was immense
in the loss of lives, suffering, and misery that war always brings. It
is fitting that 50 years later we stop and celebrate the peace that
was won, and remember those who gave their lives to end the
war. In Fredericksburg to celebrate the anniversary of V-] Day
were Annabel and Oliver Wuest. Oliver, a Fredericksburg
veteran, served three and a half years in the Navy and was on the
Battleship Mississippi when the Japanese surrendered. The
Mississippi was moored next to the Battleship Missouri in Tokyo
' Bay. The Missouri, you will remember, was the ship where
General Douglas MacArthur accepted the surrender of the
Japanese. Did you know that Sonora’s own Oliver Wuest , who
was then gunner first class, had a ring-side seat for the ceremony?
It was a moment in history that we should never forget. Admiral
Nimitz, the commander of the Pacific Fleet, was also from
Fredericksburg. His home town community has honored him with
the Nimitz Museum, and many tourists go to Fredericksburg to
honor this Texas hero.

The celebration in Fredericksburg featured appearances and
speeches by President George Bush and Governor George Bush.
Barbara and Laura Bush were both there. The author of Texas,
James Michner, who is 90+, was the Grand Marshal of the
parade. Michner wrote one of the first books about the war in the
Pacific. His book became the musical South Pacific. Actors Cliff
Robertson and Eddie Albert attended. Both served in the war in
- the Pacific and have acted in famous war movies. Also attending
the ceremonies, were grandsons of Admiral Nimitz and Admiral
Halsey.

Fredericksburg had the event organized, and precision and
planning were evident in the activities. Everything was celebrated
on Main Street. People were encouraged to park at the fair
grounds and ride a bus (Gillespie County School Busses) to Main
Street and back. The speeches given by the celebrities were
broadcast to everyone up and down the street. The estimates of the
crowds indicated that between 30,000 and 40,000 people were in
town for the celebration. The surrender was at 10:25 am. , and
President Bush timed his speech to end at that exact time.
Following the speech the church bells rang and the parade began
with the fly-over.

Governor Bush spoke to the crowd with an opening greeting
that said, “Friends, veterans, honored guests, Mr. President and
Mother.” President Bush ended his speech by commenting on the
controversy over President Truman’s decision to use the Atomic
Bomb to end the war in Japan. President Bush said that he felt
that he had a right , and was qualified to express an opinion since
he had served in the' war in the Pacific, had been shot down by
Japanese, and had served in the same Oval Office as President
- Truman. He stated that he totally agreed with President Truman

and that he felt that the right decision was made.

The Nimitz Museum is a wonderful memorial to the men who
fought in the Pacific, and behind the museum is the peace en.
A new addition was dedicated by ‘President Bush and will be{1 open
soon. It is the George Bush Gallery’tetailing the president’s war
activities. A replica of the plane that he was flying when he was
shot down will be on display.

JV BRONCOS DEFEAT HAWKS

Sonora’s Junior Varsity Broncos bent a time or two but never
broke, gutting out a 6-0 season opening victory over the Wall
Hawks in Wall last Thursday.

After receiving the opening kick-off, the Hawks marched
steadily down field to within Sonora’s 20 yard line, where the
drive stalled.

Sonora’s first offensive try was three downs and punt. At this
point it seemed only a matter of time until the Broncos would be
worn down but the wear down never happened.

Gradually the Bronco offense began to assert itself, with some
nice runs by Jason Jacoby and Anthony Renfro, particularly over
the left side of the line where guard Nathan Favela and tackle
Blaine Wilkinson created some sizable holes.

Solid defensive work by Shiloh Sykes, Mayer Anderson, Zack
Ramos, Chris Braly, and Jacoby took away the early initiative
shown by the Hawks.

By the middle of the last quarter, Sonora had ridden a solid
drive deep into Wall territory. On 4th and 3 from the Hawk 20, a
classic from the Bronco play book was employed, the pitch sweep
right, with Jacoby carrying for five yards and the first down.

Three plays later, facing fourth down again from the Hawk 7.
Quarterback Justin Morley rolled right and lofted a pass toward the
right corner of the end zone. where Casey Wood, a la Michael
driven, shielded the defender from the ball with his body, leapt
high, and came down with the touchdown catch.

The extra-point attempt, a carry over left tackle by Renfro, fell
about 18 inches short.

With 5:47 remaining in the game, the Hawks drove to the
Sonora 17, where a fumble snuffed their threat. Unable to move
from there the Broncos punted after 3 downs.

Wall picked up one first down, to Sonora’s 23 yard line. But a
bobbled pitch out was pounced on by linebacker Anderson with
less than a minute left to play, securing the win for the Junior
Varsity Broncos.

OF PROPOSED

'CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

SPECIAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 7, 1995

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 50 proposes a
constitutional amendment providing that
the legislature by general law may autho-
rize the Texas Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to issue general obligation
bonds of the state in an amount not ex-
ceeding $300 million to finance educa-
tional loans to students. The maximum
interest rate to be borne by the bonds
must be set by law. The legislature may
provide for the investment of bond pro-
ceeds and may establish an interest and
sinking fund to pay the bonds.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the issuance of $300 million in
general obligation bonds to finance
education loans to students.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 36 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would au-
thorize the legislature to exempt from ad
valorem taxation the property of an orga-
nization chartered by the Congress of the
Republic of Texas if the property is used
primarily for the charitable, benevolent,
or public service activities of the organi-
zation as defined by general law. The
Comptroller’s Property Tax Division has
identified the Grand Lodge of Texas, also
know as the Masonic Lodges, as the pri-
mary organization which would qualify
for this tax exemption.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation property of
an organization chartered by the Con-
gress of the Republic of Texas that is
used primarily for the charitable, be-
nevolent, or public service activities of
the organization.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 51 proposes a
constitutional amendment that provides
that the farm and ranch finance program
fund shall be administered by the Texas
Agricultural Finance Authority and not
by the Veterans’ Land Board, as pro-
vided by current law. In addition, the
proposed amendment provides that the
proceeds of $200 million of the $500 mil-
lion in bonds authorized by the Texas
Constitution for the farm and ranch fi-
nance program fund may be diverted to
the agricultural fund and the rural micro-
enterprise development fund, also autho-
rized by the Texas Constitution, to be
used for agricultural and rural economic
development programs.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing the use of existing bond authority
of the farm and ranch finance program
to include financial assistance for the
expansion, development, and diver-
sification of production, processing,
marketing, and export of Texas agri-
cultural products.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 46 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would al-
low an encumbrance to be fixed on home-
stead property for an owelty of partition.
In divorce and probate situations, a piece
of praope mav be owned join by two

or more people, and each person owns an
undivided interest in the property, as op-

posed to a specific portion of the prop-

erty. If one owner wishes to purchase the
other person’s interest in the property
and wishes to obtain a loan to finance the
purchase, the lending institution requires
all interests in the property to be used as
security for the loan; this is called an
owelty of partition. Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 46 would allow the lending institution
to foreclose on the homestead property
for an owelty of partition if the purchaser
defaulted on the loan. In addition, the
proposed amendment would allow the re-
finance of a lien against a homestead. Fi-
nally, the proposed amendment would al-
low a purchaser or lender to rely on an
affidavit that states that the property to
be conveyed or encumbered is not the
homestead of the affiant.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment per-
mitting an encumbrance to be fixed on
homestead property for an owelty of
partition, including a debt of a spouse
resulting from a division or award of a
homestead in a divorce proceeding, and
for the refinance of a lien against a
homestead, including a federal tax lien
resulting from the tax debt of the
owner.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 34 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
increase by $500 million the constitu-
tional authorization of the Veterans’ Land
Board to issue and sell general obligation
bonds of the state to provide housing fi-
nancing to Texas veterans. The proceeds
from the bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be used to augment the Vet-
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II to be
administered and invested as provided by
law. The bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be incontestable after execu-
tion by the Veterans’ Land Board, ap-
proval by the attorney general, and
delivery to the purchaser.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to in-
crease by $500 million the amount of
general obligation bonds that may be
issued to augment the veterans’ hous-
ing assistance fund II.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 64 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
extend the tax exemption under article
VIII, section 1-b(b) of the Texas Consti-
tution for the residence homestead of a
person age 65 or older to the surviving
spouse of a person who received the ex-
emption. The surviving spouse must be
age 55 or older when the deceased spouse
died, and the property must be the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving spouse
when the deceased spouse died and re-
main the surviving spouse’s residence
homestead. A surviving spouse who al-
ready receives an exemption under this
section of the Texas Constitution is not
entitled to an additional exemption under
the amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment ex-
empting from ad valorem taxation the
residence homestead of the surviving
spouse of an elderly person.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 73 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would re-
duce the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for the superconducting
super collider fund from $500 million to
$250 million.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment reduc-
ing the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for undertakings re-
lated to the superconducting super col-
lider research facility from $500 million
to $250 million.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 80 proposes a
constitutional amendment abolishing the
office of constable in Mills, Reagan, and
Roberts counties. In Mills County, the
office of constable is abolished, and the
powers, duties, and records of the office
are transferred to the sheriff. In Reagan
and Roberts counties, the office of con-
stable is abolished and the powers, du-
ties, and records of the office are trans-
ferred to the sheriff only if a majority of
voters in each of the respective counties
favors the proposed amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the abolition of the office of con-
stable in Mills, Reagan, and Roberts
counties.”

PROPOSITION NO: 9
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 7 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would al-
low investment of money from the Texas
growth fund in a business without the
business’s disclosure of its investments in
or with South Africa or Namibia. Cur-
rently, such investments are prohibited
by article X VI, section 70(r) of the Texas
Constitution, which would be repealed.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing investment of money from the
Texas growth fund in a business with-
out the business’s disclosure of its in-
vestments in or with South Africa or
Namibia.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 1 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would
abolish the constitutional office of state
treasurer effective September 1, 1996.
The transfer of specific constitutional
powers and duties to the comptroller of
public accounts takes effect on that date.
The statutory powers and duties and the
property and other obligations of the
state treasurer are transferred to officers
and agencies of state government as the
legislature provides by general law.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment abol-
ishing the office of state treasurer.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 72 proposes a
constitutional amendment requiring that
land devoted to wildlife management be
taxed on the basis of its productive capac-
ity. The proposed amendment also adds a
temporary provision to the Texas Consti-
tution validating the changes to the law
made by Chapter 560, Acts of the 72nd
Legislature, Regular Session, 1991,
which amended the Tax Code to allow
land used for wildlife management to be
appraised as agricultural land. The tem-
porary provision also provides that a
property owner is not authorized to claim
a refund of taxes paid unless the tax pay-
ment was challenged before the effective
date of the proposed amendment. The
temggrary provision expires on January

1998,

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to al-
low open-space land used for wildlife
management to qualify for tax ap-
praisal in the same manner as open-
space agricultural land, subject to eligi-
bility limitations provided by the
legislature.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 31 proposes a
constitutional amendment providing that
the legislature may exempt from ad valo-
rem taxation income-producing personal
property and mineral interests that have
a taxable value which is insufficient to re-
cover the costs of administering the tax.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to exempt from
ad valorem taxation personal property
and mineral interests having a value in-
sufficient to recover the administrative
costs of collecting the taxes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution No. 35 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment used
primarily in the commercial taking or
production of fish, shrimp, shellfish, and
other marine life.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment
used primarily in the commercial
taking or production of fish, shrimp,
shellfish, and other marine life.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 68 proposes a
constitutional amendment that allows the
legislature to raise the current ad valo-
rem tax exemption for disabled veterans
and their surviving spouses and minor
children. The tax exemptions would be
raised based on a veteran’s disability
rating as follows:

$ 5,000
$ 7,500
$10,000
$12,000
$12,000
$12,000
$12,000

The spouse and children of any veteran
who dies while on active duty may be
granted an exemption of up to $5,000.
The amounts of the exemptions provided
for in this proposed amendment may be
repealed by the legislature by general
law.

More than 70%
Age 65 and 10% or higher
Loss or loss of use of limb
Blindness or paraplegia

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment relat-
ing to raising the limits of the exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation of prop-
erty owned by disabled veterans or by
the surviving spouses or surviving
minor children of disabled veterans.”
