My son assisted me in 
changing the tire. We returned to 
Sonora to purchase a tire. The 
first service station we came to 
was M ack’s Shell. When we 
asked about a tire, we were told 
that the station did not have the 
size of tire needed. We were 
directed to two other places 
which could help us. Since it 
was almost 5 o ’ clock, I Went to 
the phone to call one of the 
places, so they would know that

we were on our way and would 
wait for us. Mack hit on the front 
window of the station and indi­
cated that I should use the pay 
phone. I immediately left the sta­
tion (without using the phone) 
and drove to Teaff Oil Co. When 
I arrived, it was 5:05 p.m. After I 
explained my situation and the 
difficulty I was having, the lady 
directed me to the garage. A new 
tire was placed on my car and 
approximately 10 minutes later, I 
was on the road to Fort Stockton.

During this time in Sonora, I 
was concerned about the absence 
o f “Friendly Texas” and the 
“Holiday Spirit.” Then I met 
Susan Crowder. This profession­
al lady with a friendly smile took 
the time on the day before 
Thanksgiving to help a stranger 
in distress. Thanks, Susan, you 
will never know how much you 
are appreciated! You were a 
bright light in an otherwise hec­
tic day.

that we can give to one another. 
And we should forgive and ask 
for forgiveness.”

Family, according to 
Anderson, is a place or an envi­
ronment where people can have 
the best (closeness and friend­
ship) or the worst (separation, 
anger, and grudges). He says that 
families should ask themselves: 
how can I give to my children, 
spouse or parents? “\^^at gets in 
the way of this process is the fact 
that we live together; family 
members know our weaknesses 
and we know theirs. When we 
live with people in the same 
house and share our lives, there 
is more possibility of hurt than 
with neighbors or co-workers.

“We have to remember that 
love is reciprocal; therefore, the 
higher the expectations we have 
of our home life, the greater the 
chance we will be disappointed,” 
he adds.

What steps can families take 
to forgive and grow, particularly 
during the holiday season? 
Anderson suggests focusing 
more on time together and less 
on gifts. “Families today make 
choices: is it more important to 
watch TV  or to turn it off and 
talk with a spouse or the chil­
dren, for example. We can con­
trol some o f the fast pace of life- 
-talk or go for a wdk together. 
We still have the same amount of 
time together as we had as fami­
lies 50 years ago—we just have 
to make choices to spend more 
time together.”

al years ago—love letters to one 
another, instead of presents from 
the store. Anderson says, “During 
the holiday season, we should ask 
ourselves: what would I like to 
contribute this Christmas? What 
would my family members like 
from me?” Families should focus 
on people, not consumerism 
because “society’s focus on con­
sumerism has made us a lonely 
society.”

So...how can we mend fami­
ly “fences”—relationships and 
connections that have broken 
down because of unrealistic 
expectations or hurt feelings?

Can chiropractic fix the ringing 

in my ears permanently?

Ringing in the ears can have sev­
eral causes, one o f which involves a 
structural instability in the neck re­
gion. Cervical adjustments can cor­
rect these instabilities and can thus 
lessen or even stop ringing in one's 
ears. I have seen this a number of 
times over the years. The chiroprac­
tor will perform a complete exami­
nation evaluating the causes o f the 
ringing that you are experiencing. 
They will refer you out to a special­
ist if  they don't believe that chiro­
practic can help.

I went in to see a chiropractor 
with neck pain; but, he's treating 
my low back. Is this usual?

The spine operates as a very com­
plex unit with all the parts connect­
ed. One o f the first things a chiro­
practor will do is evaluate your 
posture and balance starting from 
the feet on up. I f  they find a leg dis­
crepancy, it would be common for 
them to recommend an orthotic for 
your feet.

the spine to compensate for an area 
o f pain in another region. As an ex­
ample, if  a patient sits at a desk all 
day long working at a computer 
they may. end up with neck pain. As 
the neck begins to become unbal­
anced and painful, other areas o f 
the spine will rotate in an attempt to 
ease the stress in the neck. During 
the exam the chiropractor will be 
able to note these compensatory lo­
cations and will need to adjust both 
areas, if  necessary in order to help 
you.

Why do I sometimes feel light 
headed after being adjusted by my 
chiropractor?

Chiropractic adjustments to the 
neck frequently involve a turning and 
twisting motion that can effect one's

sense of balance vis a vis the inner 
ear. Several diagnostic tests per­
formed by the doctor can also create a 
dizzy sensation, as can many athletic 
activities or even a visit to the salon 
when your head is tipped back in the 
basin to have your hair washed.

Sonora Livestock 
Auction Report

by Robert and Maida Bryson
Sonora Livestock Auction 

had its one year anniversary 
sale last week. We held 75 
sales since opening our doors; 
gave the producers a viable 
choice in marketing their live­
stock, and gave 100 plus peo­
ple needed jobs. We certainly 
want to express our thanks to 
the producers and buyers who 
have stood by us and support­
ed our new and exciting ven­
ture. Your confidence in our 
program is most gratifying!!

The sales last month, 
November 2-30  showed a 
strong demand for aU classes 
o f livestock. Our numbers 
also increased considerably, 
as did the number of new buy­
ers. We saw cattle increase at 
a steady pace: cows $2-$3 
higher as compared to the pre­
vious week. Feeder steers and 
heifers $ l-$ 2  higher, with 
instances $4 higher on good to 
choice calves weighing 400- 
500 pounds, yearling steers 
and heifers were steady to $1 
higher. Cow/calf pairs sold 
$500 to $625 per pair with 
calves weighing 200-300 
pounds. We still to fill some 
of these orders. The packer 
cows and bulls are in strong 
demand and are showing a 
stronger market than previous 
weeks.

The sheep and goat market 
is finally on the up side of a 
very unsteady market in previ­
ous weeks. The best increases 
were in new crop lambs which 
saw choice number one lambs 
bringing up to $1.05. Yearliim 
ewes are in strong demarii 
with the most interest showing 
a market of $75-$105 per 
head. Spanish nannies still on 
the up side with an increase in 
demand of fat nannies going 
to Mexico, Spanish nannies 
ranged from $39-$55 per 
head. Spanish kids 70-85 
CWT, small Spanish kids $18- 
$25 per head. Angora goats 
were $2-$5 higher with fat 
nannies ranging from 35 -4 f 
CWT, Angora kids at 50-60 
CWT.

We will have a second 
annual, AU Breed BuU Sale in 
February or March, watch for 
dates. We are also going to 
hold our second annual Boer 
and Meat Goat Sale in May. 
Starting the first Saturday in 
January 1997, we will contin­
ued to hold our monthly Horse 
and Tack Sale the f i r ^  
Saturday of each month, 
immediately following the 
sheep/goat sale and before we 
sale the cattle. Please try to 
attend our weekly sales for 
good family entertainment 
and help us market the live­
stock of this area.
