Water District Update.
By Joe David Ross

Mike Smith resigned as manag­
er of the Sutton County 
Underground Water District effec­
tive December 1, 1997, to accept a 
position in Austin with the Texas 
Water Development Board 
(TWDB). Mike was recognized as 
one of the top two “mapping” man­
agers in West Texas. He had also 
collected and tested in our local 
office water well samples from most 
all house wells in the county in addi­
tion to collecting the samples from 
15-20 selected monitor wells 
(approximately 50 strategically 
located throughout the county) each 
year. Mike and the board were also 
instrumental in helping to develop 
the City of Sonora’s drought contin­
gency plan, the well-head protection 
zone around Sonora and the West 
Texas Weather Modification pro­
gram. We are fortunate that the 
water experience Mike gained in our 
county will be helpful in his new 
position and that he will still be 
available to help us make the transi­
tion with a new manager and the 
new state water laws.

We have not hired a manager 
yet but have voted to pursue the pos­

sibility of sharing staff with the 
Plateau Underground Water District 
(Eldorado) for the following rea­
sons;

1. The new 1997 state water law 
has placed water issues on a fast 
track. Each district, by this 
September 1st, must have a water 
resource inventory, its potential 
usage and a management plan sub­
mitted to the TWDB. We will then 
be audited at later dates to see if we 
are in compliance.

2. Under the new law, the state 
will be divided into regions. Unless 
the boundaries are changed again, 
we will be the most eastern county 
with Crockett and Schleicher in the 
state’s largest region that stretches 
all the way to the New Mexico bor­
der. It will include San Angelo, 
Midland and the Upper Colorado 
River Authority. Each county, city 
various industry groups, water dis­
tricts’, etc. management plans and 
needs (especially in a drought) will 
have to be considered by an eleven 
person (expandable) regional plan­
ning board.

3. We tire studying our local 
rules now for compliance with the 
new law. Some changes will be

made.
4. Cindy Cawley, the Eldorado 

manager, is possibly going to be one 
of those 11 members on our region­
al board. She is secretary and a deci­
sion maker for our cloud seeding 
groups. She is well respected in the 
Texas Water District Alliance and by 
the various legislators and agencies 
in Austin. Earlier, Cindy has been a 
soil conservation employer and she 
is active with her husband and chil­
dren on the Cawley Ranch. Cindy is 
experienced with the computer and 
the collection of water samples.

5. If both water district boards 
do agree to share staff, Cindy would 
be the manager spending approxi­
mately half of her time in our 
Sonora office and lab. A modem 
could be used between the two 
offices’ computers to reduce dupli­
cation of records and travel. When 
in Austin or other committee meet­
ings, she would be representing both 
districts. Sutton County would hire 
a person who would be the assistant 
manager. The primary responsibili­
ties would be working in the field­
collecting and testing samples in 
both counties, measuring water lev­
els, checking with railroad commis­

sion representatives and water well 
drillers, plotting water well loca­
tions on our maps with the use of 
Magellun satellite instrumentation, 
and locating abandoned wells. The 
assistant manager will also need to 
be computer oriented to learn about 
the various office and lab proce­
dures and to enter well log and well 
registration information into the 
computers.

6. We are very pleased that 
Laura West has continued to assist 
at the office after hours. Thanks to 
Laura and Virgil for regularly 
checking by our office. Laura has 
given the office some needed conti­
nuity.

7. If we do share staff, it should 
save tax money, help both districts 
to be more efficient, and yet be more 
thorough in attending to the many 
facets of a water district’s duties. 
The state agencies also prefer to see 
water districts grouped as much as 
possible. Should an agreement be 
reached with Eldorado, it would be 
on a one year trial basis. We are 
grateful to their board for their open 
mindedness and willingness to help 
each other.

Hospital District’s behalf, to try and 
settle for $2.15 per MCF with 
Dreyfus. Ben Solis seconded the 
motion. Motion carried.

Ms. Friess introduced John 
Valenta, Tax Agent for Union 
Pacific Resources Company 
(UPRC). Mr. Valenta advised that 
UPRC bought the Highlands Gas 
Plant and Gathering System south­
east of Sonora. UPRC is looking at 
building an additional 50 MMCFD 
Cryogenic Gas processing plant to 
the existing gas plant. If approved, 
the project would entail an antici­
pated commitment of $8,000,000 to 
$10,000,000. In addition to the 
plant expansion, UPRC would also 
add additional gathering pipelines 
to bring gas to the facility. UPRC is 
seeking an abatement for the gas 
processing facility expansion only. 
This capital commitment would be 
in addition to the existing gas pro­
cessing facility and pipelines they 
presently have in the county. The 
Hospital District would not be los­
ing any tax revenue that they are 
receiving at this time. Mr. Valenta 
advised that UPRC was proposing a 
five year, 75% tax abatement and 
pay 25% when the plant comes in. 
This would be subject to negotia­
tion. According to the Hospital 
Board minutes, the way the tax law 
is written, the County is the lead 
entity. The County will decide what 
they want to offer and all is in 
agreement, then the other entities 
have the option to grant the abate­
ment following the same guidelines. 
After discussion regarding the tax 
abatement, Ray Smith made the

motion to decline the tax abatement 
as requested by Union Pacific 
Resources Company. Claire 
Richards seconded the motion. 
Motion carried, with Lewis Allen 
abstaining.

Other agenda items included 
the call for the May 2, 1998 election. 
Directors whose terms are expiring 
are those representing Precincts 2, 4 
and one at-large.

Mr. Hendrus advised the Board 
that the Physical Therapy depart­
ment is wanting to expand their ser­
vices to include wound care therapy 
and full-body hydrotherapy treat­
ments.

(Southwestern Bell) filed an application with the Pubiic 
U tiiity Commission of Texas (PUC) to charge an 
additionai 26 cents per month per iine to recover costs 
for providing Expanded Local Calling service (ELC) 
to certain Texas Customers.

The 26 cents per month surcharge would 
not be billed to customers who receive ELC. However, 
customers who receive ELC and pay less than the 
maximum $3.50 a month residential ELC charge or less 
than the maximum $7 business ELC charge will have to 
pay the additional 26 cents per month charge.

Expanded Local Calling was created in 1993 by Texas 
legislation that requires telephone companies to provide 
to ll-free  calling between small towns that share 
a community ot interest such as a school or hospital 
district. The legislation allows telephone companies to 
recover costs not paid through customer charges by 
applying a surcharge to all other customers in the state 
who do not receive the ELC service or who do not pay 
the maximum ELC rate. The maximum monthly ELC rate 
allowed under state law is $3.50 per line for residential 
customers and $7 per line for business customers.

Southwestern Bell estim ates that the 26 
cents per month per line charge will recover the 
$27 million annual cost of providing ELC service that 
is not recovered from ELC rates.

surcharge of 26 cents per line per month will begin 
with the April, 1998 billing cycles, with an agreement 
to refund all or part of the charge if the PUC does 
not approve it.
