Dear Editor,

At tonight’s board meeting. 
Superintendent Harlan stated that 
the contracts of part-time high 
school teachers Bob Snodgrass and 
Don Sessom will be reviewed with 
regard to the number of students in 
their classes, etc., at this summer’s 
budget hearings. As a graduate of 
Sonora High School and a former 
student of both Snodgrass and 
Sessom, I feel qualified as well as 
compelled to speak out on this mat­
ter.

First, I would like to state that 
throughout my high school career I 
got along with and learned a lot 
from all of my teachers and coaches, 
but only four teachers really pre­
pared me for college. Charles 
Carroll has left Sonora of his own 
volition, and if Snodgrass and 
Sessom are asked to leave, then only 
Claudia Dempsey will be left.

I know from experience that a 
diverse group of students passes 
through Sonora High School, and 
each of these students has his or her 
own unique goals and plans for the 
future. It is the duty of the public 
education system to prepare each of 
these students as well as possible for 
the realization of these goals in 
order to maintain and enrich the 
economy and the community in 
general. Sonora I.S.D. has slipped 
somewhat from the educational 
pedestal on which it once stood, and 
if it loses teachers such as Snodgrass 
and Sessom, I fear that future S.H.S. 
graduates will have diminished 
chances to succeed in college.

I understand that the adminis­
tration and the board of trustees are 
trying to deal with finite financial 
resources and would like to evaluate 
the impact of part-time instructors, 
particularly those heading small 
classes, in order to save taxpayers’ 
money.

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insignificant to a serious student try­
ing to get a serious education, espe­
cially since private school is not an 
option in this part of the country and 
opportunities are therefore already 
somewhat limited. As to small class­
es: I was part of a physics class that 
had an enrollment of three and a cal­
culus class of four. If those classes 
had not been available to me, I 
would not have gained acceptance 
to, much less be successful at Duke 
University. This school system does 
not have the right to deny its stu­
dents such opportunities, even if 
only one student is willing to take 
advantage of them. If there is a prob­
lem with small classes, encourage 
more students to challenge them­
selves to a quality education; do not 
remove the opportunity to one alto­
gether.

If there are financial difficulties,
I am sure that they can be solved 
without compromising academics. 
Extra-curricular activities area ■ 
important. Sports are important. I 
was a participant in both, and both 
are also factors of my success in col­
lege. But any Cameron Crazie will 
tell you that he or she isn’t paying 
tuition at Duke to watch basketball 
games, even if he did camp out for 
weeks to get into them. Taxpayers’ 
money should likewise be focused 
on education before anything else, 
no matter how important some of 
these other activities seem to be. It is 
education that has the most lasting 
effects on one’s life, and academics 
should be the primary focus of the 
public education system. Right now, 
Sonora can’t afford to lose teachers 
like Snodgrass and Sessom. Extra­
curricular programs should be sacri­
ficed if necessary to ensure acade­
mics superiority.

Several members of the com­
munity have expressed similar senti­
ments at tonight’s school board 
meeting. I appeal to the community 
for even more support. Please make 
sure that your money is spent in the 
manner most beneficial to the stu­
dent body.

and burial place of Jim Reeves, the 
country western singer?

A. On a Certification of Birth 
on July 1, 1940 with the Texas 
Department of Health Bureau of 
Vital Statistics it states that James 
Travis Reeves, male, was a legiti­
mate birth in the City of Deadwood, 
Panola County on the 20th of 
August in 1923. His parents are list­
ed as being Tom Reeves, a white 
farmer, residing in Deadwood and 
Mary Beulah Adams, a white house­
wife, residing in Deadwood... James 
Travis Reeves is listed as their 8th 
child.

In 1964 the New York Times 
ran the following story: Jim Reeves, 
Country Music Star, Killed in 
Tennessee Plane Crash.

Nashville, August 2 (AP)- Jim 
Reeves, 39 years old, the country 
music singer, and a companion were 
found dead in the wreckage of a pri­
vate, single-engine plane 10 miles

south of here today.
Mr. Reeves’ body was identified 

from a driver’s license taken from 
the wreckage. The other victim was 
believed to be Mr. Reeves’ pianist 
and road manager. Dean Manuel, 30.

The plane crashed Friday night 
on a return trip from Batesville, 
Arkansas.

John Kane, a Tennessee high­
way patrolman said the plane was 
demolished. The engine was partly 
buried.

The plane crashed in a wooded 
area just off US 31. There was some 
evidence of fire in the wreckage.

The bodies were taken to a 
Nashville funeral home.

More than 700 volunteers 
searchers, civil-defense workers and 
policemen covered a 20-square-mile 
area for two days. Military, state and 
private planes also searched the area.

Many of the searchers were Mr. 
Reeves’ friends and associates in the 
country music business. They 
included Chet Atkins, the guitarist, 
and Eddy Arnold, Stonewall

Jackson, and Ernest Tubb, the 
singers.

Mr. Reeves turned to music 
when he suffered an arm injury in 
spring training with the St. Louis 
Cardinals baseball team.

The former “Grand Old Opry” 
star recorded a number of popular 
songs, including “Four Walls,” 
“He’ll Have to Go,” and “Mexican 
Joe.”

He recently was star of a movie, 
“Kimberly Jim,” filmed in South 
Africa and just released in this coun­
try.

We called the Panola County 
Chamber of Commerce-in Carthage, 
Texas and they told us that Jim 
Reeves is buried in Panola County, 
beneath the pines he loved so much. 
On highway 79 about 3 miles east of 
Carthage there is a beautifu’ little 
memorials park honor iu. .,Jim 
Reeves. In the middle of ihe park is 
an impressive statue of Gentleman 
Jim standing with his guitar in front 
of him. In the sidewalk leading up to 
the statue is a large carving of a gui­
tar with the following words on it 
“produced by God” “1923-1964.” 
These words and dates are on a 
carving of a record on top of the gui­
tar. Note: Mr. Reeves was elected to 
the Country Western Music Hall of 
Fame in 1967.

When Rick and I lived in 
Bossier City, LA we rode over to 
Carthage one day to see this park. It 
is a beautiful spot and we were quite 
impressed with the memorial. If you 
are ever out that way be sure to take 
a little side trip and see the park. It is 
well worth the effort.

One little marker really caught 
my attention. Jim Reeves had a song 
about his dog Shep. Well Shep has a 
little grave in the park and a marker 
on him too. I thought that it was a 
nice touch to put his faithful com­
panion with him in the park.

For those of you who don’t 
know where Carthage is: Carthage 
is located near the center of Panola 
County, an East Texas county adja­
cent to the Louisiana border 42 
miles west of Shreveport, 
Louisiana. 196 miles north of 
Houston and 168 miles east of

Dallas.
One other place in Panola 

County we also found interesting 
was the Boundary Line Marker. 
Erected in 1840 by surveyors repre­
senting the United States of America 
and the Republic of Texas to mark 
the boundary between the Republic 
of Texas and Louisiana. It is also the 
only boundary of its kind in the 
world as it was erected as the bound­
ary between two countries who now 
lie in the United States. This is the 
sight of a two-state park (Texas and 
Louisiana). Other places of interest 
were the Daniel Springs 
Encampment, Camp Pirtle and 
Panola Junior College.

The folks in Panola County are 
real friendly. Every October the 
county hosts Potlatch. Indian tradi­
tion shows tribes gathering each 
year to celebrate. Potlatch continues 
the tradition with crafts galore, 
hands-on activities for children and 
adults, special activities for teens, 
music from jazz to gospel, and some 
of the most delicious food we have 
ever eaten. If you would like more 
information on the Potlatch contact 
the Panola County Chamber of 
Commerce at 214-693-6634. They 
are located in the Hawthorn- 
Clabaugh-Patterson House, which is 
also the home of the Tex Ritter 
Museum. Tex Ritter was a legendary 
Country Western entertainer who 
was an early member of the Grand 
Old Opry and Country Music Hall 
of Fame.

Seniors may postpone taxes
Submitted

Texans aged 65 or older may 
postpone paying delinquent and cur­
rent property taxes on their homes. 
They may take advantage of a tax 
option called “over 65 deferral” by 
signing an affidavit at the Sutton 
County Appraisal District office.

This special form of tax relief 
also halts a lawsuit filed to collect 
delinquent property taxes on an 
older Texan’s home, according to 
Rex Ann Friess. “To stop a delin­
quent tax suit,” said Friess, “the 
over 65 homeowner files the defer­
ral affidavit with the count in which 
the suit is pending.”

If the affidavit is on file, an 
older homeowner cannot lose a 
homestead because of delinquent 
taxes.

Once a homeowner files an 
over 65 tax deferral affidavit with

the appraisal district, no taxing unit 
can start or continue, a lawsuit for 
delinquent taxes as long as that per­
son owns and lives in that home.

Friess stressed that the tax 
deferral for elderly only postpones 
paying delinquent taxes on th e ' 
home; it does not cancel them. 
During the deferral time, taxes and 
interest if 8 percent per year contin­
ue. “When the elderly taxpayer no 
longer owns and lives in the home, 
the taxes become due. If the taxes 
are not paid, taxing units can sue to 
collect all the deferred taxes and 
interest.”

Tax deferral forms are available 
at the appraisal district office. The 
homeowner should fill out the form 
and have the signature witnessed by 
a notary public. For more informa- ■ 
tion, taxpayers may contact the 
Sutton County Appraisal District.

Child Abuse Prevention

SINGLE PARENTING-PLUS 
If you are a single parent, you 

may need special supports, creative 
resources, and parenting skills to 
allow you some time for yourself 
and quality time with your child. If 
your child has special needs, you 
might want to join a support group 
for the condition from which your 
child suffers. By being creative you 
can find services, information, and 
more.

Your child should not become 
a substitute for your partner. Try to 
keep appropriate emotional and 
physical boundaries between you 
and your children. Avoid a habit of 
taking them to sleep with you.

Limit your child’s responsi­
bilities for another child, such as 
baby-sitting. This creates unhealthy 
tensions and rivalries among chil­
dren in the same family.

Your child should not become 
your confidant. Matters pertaining 
to money worries, job concerns, 
health problems, and your relation­
ships should be avoided in most 
cases. Find adults to talk to instead.

Take care of yourself as well 
as your child. Sacrificing too much 
for children can backfire, causing

them to grow up self-centered or 
even selfish, just as not sacrificing 
enough can cause them to feel 
deprived or neglected. A proper bal­
ance leaves children room to give 
and take.

Let your child leave you in 
developmentally appropriate ways. 
Remember, children need to grow 
up and grow away from you. Don’t 
make children feel guilty for mov­
ing on or leaving you.

Both boys and girls of female 
single parents benefit from loving 
male attention. Make sure your son 
or daughter has contact with males 
who will be positive influences.

Leave your children out of the 
dating game until or unless you find 
someone with whom you establish a ; 
committed relationship. It is stress­
ful for children to meet each new 
man or woman a parent may date. 
Your boyfriend or girlfriend should 
not have a discipline role with the 
children.

* Create a support system for 
yourself. Ask friends, family mem­
bers, or other parents to be your 
back-up people to pick up your child 
in case of emergencies, special 
events, or activities.

Una exención de residencia reduce sus impuestos de propiedad.

recibe una exención de $15,000, sus impuestos se calcularán 
como si el valor de su residencia fuera $35,000.

¿Quién califica para una exención?
Cualquier dueño de una residencia principal el día 1 de enero 
tiene derecho a una exención de residencia de $15,000 este año 
para rebajar sus impuestos escolares... y no importa si la residencia 
es casa, condominio, o casa móvil. (Los condados, municipios, y 
distritos especiales de impuestos también pueden ofrecer exenciones 
de residencia.)

¿Hay otras exencíónes?
Si Ud. es incapacitado—o si tiene 65 años o más—tiene derecho 
a una exención adicional de $10,000 en sus impuestos escolares 
de propiedad. Y si Ud. califica para la exención para los que ya 
cumplieron 65 años, también tiene derecho a un "cielo máximo" 
permanente en sus impuestos escolares de residencia. (El cielo 
máximo no tiene que ver con impuestos de propiedad de los 
condados o municipios, y esas entidades pueden ofrecer otras 
exenciones.) La exención para los que ya cumplieron 65 años y el 
cielo máximo se pueden transferir al esposo/esposa sobreviviente 
si el o ella tiene 55 ó más años de edad y es dueño/dueña de la 
casa en donde vive. También el dueño de una casa nueva que 
tiene más de 65 años puede transladar un porcentaje de cielo 
máximo del los impuestos escolares que le tocaron en su domicilio 
vieja.

¿Debo solicitarla cada año?
No. Si Ud. recibió una exención de residencia en 1997, no hay 
necesidad de solicitarla de nuevo en 1998—al menos que se lo 
pida su jefe de valoraciones. Sin embargo, si no ha recibido una 
exención en su residencia actual—o si ha cambiado de domicilio 
tendrá que solicitar una exención para 1998. Si Ud. cumplirá los 
65 años durante este año, tiene hasta un año de esa fecha para 
solicitar una nueva exención. Y si cumplió los 65 años o resultó 
incapacitado en 1997, tendrá que solicitar las exenciónes adicionales.

¿Donde y cuando debo 
solicitar mis exenciónes?

Su solicitud debe llegar en su oficina local del distrito de 
valoraciones antes del día 30 - de abril. Si necesita más 
tiempo, favor de ponerse en contacto con nosotros antes:

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Severe Weather Awareness

Texas showers that seem simple 
and peaceful can sometimes turn 
into flash floods that can impact an 
entire community. Over the past 
year in Texas, nearly 25 lives have 
been lost due to flooding. This loss 
of life serves as a reminder that 
flood waters are deadly.

People often ignore flood warn­
ings because they cannot actually 
see or feel the effects of the flood 
waters. They look outside, see no 
danger and do not feel threatened. 
However, flash flood waters could 
be just up stream.

Another consideration is that as 
more construction occurs and more 
surfaces are paved, water has fewer 
areas to be absorbed or slowed. This 
causes a funneling effect and directs 
falling rain into one area.

People need to be aware of 
Watches and Warnings. An issue of 
a Flash Flood Watch alerts people 
that weather conditions are favor­
able for flash flooding. This means 
flooding may occur and people 
should be prepared to take quick 
action. A Flash Flood Warning is 
issued when flash flooding is occur­
ring or at hand. Reaction time may

be limited to just a few minutes.
“When a flash flood warning is 

issued for the area or the moment 
you realize that a flash flood is 
imminent, act quickly to save your­
self and your loved ones. You may 
only have seconds,” says Division of 
Emergency Management
Coordinator, Tom Millwee.

Here are some tips:
* Go to high ground immediate­

ly-
* Go away from areas subject to 

flooding. This includes dips, low 
spots, etc.

* Avoid already flooded and 
high-speed flow areas. Do not 
attempt to cross a flowing stream. A 
person can be swept away in less 
than two feet of water. In addition, 
floods can wear away roads, making 
them unstable or impassable.

* If in a vehicle, abandon it 
immediately and seek higher 
ground. Rapidly rising water may 
engulf the vehicle and its occupants 
and sweep them away.

* Be especially careful at night 
when it is harder to recognize flood 
dangers. Keep children from playing 
around high water, storm drains and 
viaducts.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 1st 
of this year. The rendition form is available at your local 
appraisal district office... or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if  you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income— such as the inventory 
and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

You give your opinion of your property’s value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value is higher, it must 
notify you in writing of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board.

■S’ You record your correct mailing address so your tax 
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.

O’ You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify 
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the 
value of your property in 1997. The district will look at 
your property before assigning a value in 1998.

What's the deadline?
The last day for filing 1998 renditions is April 15. Call your 
appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if  mailing. You can get an extra 15 days if you ask for 
it in writing by tbe April 15 deadline.

D evil’s River minnow proposed for 
endangered species list
Submitted

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service is soliciting comments from 
the public regarding a proposal to 
add the Devil’s River minnow to the 
Federal list of endangered species. 
This small minnow is found only in 
a few spring-fed streams in Val 
Verde and Kinney counties, Texas, 
and Northern Mexico. The fish is 
already recognized by the State of 
Texas as a threatened species.

The minnow is potentially 
threatened by declines in water 
quality and quantity, plus predation 
from non-native fish including the 
smallmouth bass. Concern over the 
minnow extends to 1978, when the 
Service initially proposed that the 
fish be listed as threatened. That 
proposal was withdrawn in 1980 
due to a lack of information. The 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department has since monitored the 
status of the fish, documenting sub­
stantial declines; surveys in 1997

found the minnow in abundance in 
San Felipe Creek in Del Rio, but 
very rare in the Devil’s River.

This proposal is in compliance 
with a court-ordered settlement 
requiring the Service to determine 
the species’ status by April 1, 1998. 
Coordination between the Service, 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department, local landowners and 
community leaders has resulted in 
an effort to develop a conservation 
agreement which should reduce or 
eliminate threats to the species’ sur­
vival. That agreement is under 
review by the Service.

The Service will accept infor­
mation and coinments from the pub­
lic on its proposal until July 27, 
1998. Once the comment period is 
closed, the Service will evaluate all 
submissions and decide within a 
year of the date of the proposal, 
whether to add the minnow to the 
endangered species list.

Texas Wool Production up 
and Mohair Production 
down in 1997
Submitted

Higher wool prices and more 
sheep and lambs shorn than a year 
ago led to an increase in wool pro­
duction for 1997. Mohair produc­
tion continued to decline in spite of 
slightly higher prices in 1997.

According to the annual report 
released by the Texas Agricultural 
Statistics Service, wool production 
totaled 10.95 million pounds during 
1997, 11 percent above the previous 
year’s total. This is the first year-to- 
year increase since 1992. Texas pro­
ducers sheared 1.50 million sheep 
and lambs during the year, 14 per­
cent more than during 1996. 'The 
average fleece weight was 7.3 
pounds compared with 7.5 pounds 
last year.

Total value of the state’s wool 
production increased 40 percent 
from the previous year to $11.61 
million. Price per pound averaged 
$1.06, up $.22 from the average for 
1996.

Texas mohair production dur­
ing 1997 totaled 6.38 million 
pounds, down 15 percent from a 
year ago and the least since 1918. 
Producers clipped 840,000 Angora 
goats and kids with an average clip 
weight of 7.6 pounds. The number 
of Angora goats and kids clipped

declined 21 percent from the previ­
ous year, but the average clip weight 
was up 9 percent from 1996.

Value of the state’s mohair pro­
duction declined slightly to $14.56 
million. Price per pound averaged 
$2.28, compared with the $1.95 
average a year earlier.

United States shorn wool pro­
duction during 1997 was 53.9 mil­
lion pounds, down 5 percent from a 
year earlier. Sheep and lambs shorn 
during 1997 totaled 7.03 million 
head, a decrease of 3 percent from 
1996. Average fleece weight of 
shorn wool was 7.66 pounds per 
head in 1997 compared with 7.79 
pounds in 1996.

'The average price paid for wool 
sold in 1997 was $.84 per pound, for 
a total value of $45.2 million, up 14 
percent from $39.7 million in 1996.

Mohair production in the four 
major producing states, Arizona, 
New Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas, 
during 1997 was 6.93 million 
pounds, down 14 percent from 1996. 
Goats and kids clipped, at 953,000 
head, were 20 percent below 1996. 
Average weight per clip was 7.3 
pounds, compared with 6.7 pounds a 
year earlier. Value of mohair produc­
tion was $15.6 million, up slightly 
from 1996.

Junction, Tx.— The 48th annu­
al Easter Pageant will be held 
Saturday, April 11th beginning at 
dark in the natural amphitheater 
below the cross on Lover’s Leap.

Sponsored by the Men’s Bible 
Class, the pageant features more 
than 100 amateur performers who 
pantomime the story of the last week 
of Christ’s life on earth, climaxing 
with the resurrection and ascension. 
Narrators and background music 
enhance the 13-act pageant which is 
performed on 14 stages of varying 
levels. The production lasts about 3 
hours.

In the 1950’s, the Easter 
Pageant had a cast of 20 re-enacting 
the life of Christ on a small concrete 
platform. Since that time, the cast of 
volunteers has grown and the stage 
now covers the side of the mountain 
and includes nine levels, several 
miles of electrical cables and a 
sound booth where readers and 
sound personnel work to coordinate 
the words and music with stage 
actions.

(Houston)— “Houston” was 
the first word spoken on the moon; 
and Houston and its Lyndon B. 
Johnson Space Center (JSC) have 
played a leading role in the drama 
of space exploration throughout the 
history of the U.S. manned space- 
flight program, “ State Comptroller 
John Sharp recalls.

“Before the arrival of JSC, 
Houston was not well known inter­
nationally. The space program 
helped bring worldwide attention 
and acclaim to the city; and 
Houston and the rest of the state 
continue to reap the rewards of hav­
ing JSC as a neighbor,” Sharp said.

“Unfortunately, we in state 
government sometimes become 
complacent about the importance of 
NASA and JSC to the Texas econo­
my,” Sharp said. “ Whenever a large 
corporation decides to shop around 
for a new home, it seems there’s no 
limit to the financial incentives peo­
ple will offer to persuade that com­
pany to stay. But when members of 
Congress talk about cutting funding 
for the International Space Station, 
or focusing NASA’s resources on 
unmanned space programs, we 
don’t hear much from state govern­
ment. That attitude has got to 
change.

“NASA and Washington need 
to know that Texas is the space 
program’s best friend. The state 
should do whatever it can to provide 
the infrastructure, education, and 
services that JSC needs to thrive 
and grow,” Sharp said.

Sharp made his remarks at the 
Johnson Space Center as he 
released the March issue of his 
award-winning monthly publication 
Fiscal Notes, featuring reports on 
the importance of the space pro­
gram to the Houston economy, to 
Texas schools and universities, and 
to all of us who use products devel­
oped for the space program- 
whether we realize it or not.

“Since JSC became the com­
mand center for NASA’s manned 
.spaceflight program in 1961, the 
agency has received $61 billion in 
funding, much of which went 
directly into the Houston-area econ-

omy. JSC is the largest of NASA’s 
11 major U.S. installations, with a 
budget of $3.5 billion in 1997. In 
terms of total dollars spent by 
NASA, Texas ranks second only to 
California,” Sharp said.

“All of America’s astronauts are 
trained at JSC. Currently 128 astro­
nauts work at JSC and live in the 
area, as do about 15,000 other 
employees and contractors. A 1995 
study by the University of Houston- 
Clear Lake’s Center for Economic 
Development and Research estimat­
ed that JSC indirectly generates 
more than 36,000 additional jobs in 
the Houston area,” Sharp said.

“ Having NASA and JSC as a 
neighbor has been a boon to Texas 
schools and universities. JSC funds 
education programs at every level, 
from elementary school to post-doc­
toral study. Sometimes students and 
faculty get to work hand in hand 
with NASA experts.”

“At the university level in 1997, 
NASA spent almost $40 million in 
Texas on a variety of research and 
educational programs, including 
$4.5 million at the University of 
Houston, $3.9 million at Rice 
University, $5.1 million at Prairie 
View A & M, and close to $1 million 
each at UH-Clear Lake, UT Health 
Science Center in Houston, and 
Texas Southern University.” Sharp 
said.

“ Many consumer products that 
we take for granted were developed 
by NASA and tested in space,” 
Sharp said. “Velcro fasteners are a 
good example. Your car may have 
been assembled using specially coat­
ed bolts that can communicate with 
a robotic wrench. Many golf clubs 
now have a NASA developed metal 
insert in the head that allows the club 
to connect with the golf ball longer, 
allowing greater control of the shot. 
The ergonomic design of many desk 
chairs can be traced to the Skylab 
missions of the early 1970’s. NASA 
technology helped create heart 
pumps the size of ballpoint pens.

“ All-in-all, more than 30,000 
earthly uses for space technology 
transfer centers to develop new uses 
for space technologies. One of those 
centers is the Mid-Continent 
Technology Transfer Center at Texas 
A&M University, “ Sharp said. “ 
Discovering commercial Uses for 
space technology helps strengthen 
the economy and reduces the cost of 
space exploration to taxpayers.

“ The spirit of adventure and the 
quest for knowledge that have 
launched Americans into space time 
and time again have not waned. 
Assembly of the International Space 
Station is scheduled to begin this 
summer, and the craft should be 
ready for its first crew by early next 
year. Preparation for future missions 
to the moon or Mars is under way. 
Six space shuttle flights are sched­
uled this year, “ Sharp said.

“ We should make certain 
NASA’s spirit of exploration and 
innovation remains right here in 
Texas where it belongs, “ Sharp 
said.” This area was chosen as the 
site of Mission Control because of 
its geographic location, proximity to 
educational and military installa­
tions, and access to the Gulf of 
Mexico. The factors that landed the 
space program here almost 40 years 
ago are just as attractive today.

“ The missing ingredient is a 
committment from state and local 
governments to provide NASA and 
JSC the support they need to keep 
this installation strong and growing, 
“ Sharp said.

“ I am committed to doing 
whatever is necessary to promote the 
growth of JSC’s presence in Texas. I 
need the input of the people who 
work every day here at JSC, and in 
the Clear Lake and Houston area. 
There is no question that Texas 
should be your biggest ally. If we 
work together to make sure NASA 
and officials in Washington have no 
doubt that this part of Texas will 
always be the center for space explo­
ration, then the economic potential 
of this area will be as limitless as 
space itself. “

Your Personal History, Lost...

i n  the attic. In the basement. Under the bed. Nearly everyone I know has a 
box of old forgotten films somewhere in the house. In that small box are 
priceless treasures.
