The 
changes are being made to position 
the company for the stait of -retail 
competition in Texas.

WTU President and General 
Manager Paul Brower said that after 

<6eptember, WTU local office will no 
longer provide traditional customer 
transactions, including bill pay­
ments. He noted that customers will 
continue to have company access 
through its Customer Service Cen­
ter, which provides service 24 hours 
a day, 7 days a week via a toll-free 
telephone number.

“A changing business environ­
ment and changing customer needs

are reshaping our business,” Brower 
said. “WTTJ will continue to work in 
partnership with communities 
through its economic development 
activities, volunteerism, contribu­
tions and customer service.

Fire Danger Outlook Bleak - Keep 
Your Guard Up________________

The Texas Forest Service warns 
that the fire danger outlook for 
much of the state remains bleak and 
that all Texans should keep their 
guards up against wildfires. .Only 
the Central, North and East Texas 
regions received significant precipi­
tation from the passage of the cold 
front across the state late last week. 
Drought comparisons between 
1996, a year that the state experi­
enced a severe and devastating 
wildfire outbreak, and this year 
reveal that most areas of the state 
are experiencing equal or greater

drought conditions this year.
Texas will likely see a return to 

a drier and warmer weather pattern, 
more typical of a La Nina, accord­
ing to Tom Spencer, fire risk assess­
ment coordinator with the Texas 
Forest Service in Huntsville. He 
noted that climatologists from the 
Climate Prediction Center are call­
ing for a strong La Nina event to 
impact Texas weather into late 
spring and early summer.

“This forecast is not good news 
for those areas of the state already 
experiencing severe drought hazard

and extreme fire hazard,” declared 
Spencer. “Those areas with high to 
extreme fire danger include the Pan­
handle, South Plains, Concho Val­
ley, Permian Basin and Far West 
Texas, as well as portions of South 
Texas.”

The fire risk coordinator ‘ 
observed that some green-up of 
grass is underway in areais that ben­
efited from the recent rains. He 
added, though, that if additional sig­
nificant precipitation isn’t received, 
the vegetation green-up is not likely

Karen Harrell Davis grew up in 
Sonora and graduated from Sonora 
High School in 1973. She lived in 
Sonora until she moved away to go 
to Business School in Corpus 
Christi and later moved to San 
Antonio. Even though she doesn’t 
live here now, Sonora will always 
be home to her. She was diagnosed 
with bone cancer in 1970. She was 
15 years old. Her right leg was 
amputated above the knee and she 
now wears a soft flexible socket. 
The development of artificial limbs 
has come a long way as you can see 
by the picture. Which leg do you 
think is artificial? Hard to tell, isn't 
it?

Cancer research and prosthetic 
research has come such a long, long 
way over the years. Karen is very 
grateful for the money the Cancer 
Society raises for research and she 
is hopeful that in the near future, no 
one will need to face any form of 
amputation when confronted with 
cancer.

Karen looks forward to retum- 
‘‘ ing to Sonora for the second time to 

participate in the May 5th Cancer 
Walk. She will be celebrating her 
45th birthday on May 7th and looks 
forward to seeing her mother, 
Dorothy while she is here. Both 
Dorothy, and Karen’s husband Bill 
will be walking at the Relay.

Cancer that begins in the bone 
is called primary bone cancer. 
Osteogenic Sarcoma usually occurs 
in the long bones o f the body and is 
the most common type o f bone can­
cer in young people. It usually 
occurs between the ages o f 10 and 
25 and more often in males than 
females.

Symptoms o f bone cancer tend 
to develop slowly and undetected, 
depending on the type, location, and 
size o f the tumor. Pain is the most 
frequent symptom o f osteosarcoma, 
but sometimes it manifests itself as a 
general weakening o f  the area. 
Because o f the lessened strength, 
osteosarcoma can sometimes be 
misdiagnosed as a neuro-muscular

problem. There are some cases 
where a firm, slightly tender lump 
can be felt and still others where the 
tumor can interfere with normal 
movement.

Early prostheses were typically 
fabricated from iron by military

armorers fo r  unfortunate battle vic­
tims. Later, sockets made o f light, 
strong wood such as willow pre­
vailed until the introduction o f mold- 
able plastics and plastic laminates 
in recent decades. The end o f WWII

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Reverend A. J. Potter preaching in a saloon in San Angelo, TX  
in 1882.

Q. Do you have any informa­

tion on Rev. Andrew Jackson Pot- 
' ter?

A. Rev. Potter was a man with a 
message to deliver and he made it 
clear that he would tolerate no inter­
ference or interruption in his 
preaching. He went down the aisle 
with his revolver belt on his left arm 
and his Winchester on his right and 
would hang his pistol on a nail 
behind him, lean the rifle within 
easy reach and calmly begin to 

^  preach to a very attentive audience. 
He was licensed to preach in the 
Methodist Protestant Church in 
1861. He preached in Brownsville 
and then the Kerrville Circuit. He 
preached in homes, churches, camp 
saloons, and fort chapels. He bought 
a home in Boeme in 1868. He suf-

fered much hardship traveling by 
horse, with very little pay and was 
gone from home for long periods of 
time. One son was asked why no one 
in the family followed in dads foot­
steps and said “Hell we had to stay 
home and help Mama make a living 
while Papa was out preaching.”

One night when Potter went to 
preach in Sabinal Canyon on a Sat­
urday night, horse racing was going 
on and there were many drunks. 
Rev. Walker wanted to call off the 
meeting but Potter said they rode 60 
miles to preach and he was going to. 
When the appointed hour for the 
meeting arrived so did a large 
drunken crowd. Potter preached 
with his usual sincerity - and his 
usual guns-the crowd enjoyed it so 
much they offered to set him up with 
a .round of drinks. Potter declined

but passed a cigar box among them 
for a collection and preached the 
next night too.

When the Mason District was 
created in 1879 - Mason, Brady, 
Menard and Kerrville, Rev. Potter 
rode about 2500 miles a year and 
was paid $147.50 out of a supposed 
salary of $250. He was assigned to 
the First Methodist Church in San 
Angelo in 1882. He fell dead at the 
close of a sermon in 1895.

The picture run with this arti­
cle is of Rev. A. J. Potter preaching 
in a saloon in San Angelo, Texas 
about 1880. It is said that he 
preached one of the first Protestant 
sermons to be held in the Sonora 
area and at times would go as far 
south as Felipe Springs to bring his 
religion to the southwest of Texas.

There is a wonderful picture of 
E. W. Wall and his wife Ollie down 
in the Old Jail Museum. I am hoping 
one of my readers could give me 
some information on their places of 
birth and their parents names for our 
files. Just give me a call or drop me 
a line if you can help on this one.

Ms. Phyllis King was here 
from Camp Wood and dqnated a 
copy pf the Barksdale Cemetery 
List to the Sutton County Historical 
Society. This is a wonderful addi­
tion to our files as many children of 
Sutton County families settled in 
that area.

Q. Who was M. B. Atkinson?
A. M. B. Atkinson was a ranch­

er who also sold cemetery stones for 
the Brownwood Marble Works. His 
full name was Moscow Baker 
Atkinson and he was married to 
Melissa Day Terry Atkinson. Sam 
Edgar, Harry, Baker, Finis Love, 
Alonzo James, Arthur Terry, Mar­
shall Day, Jesse Moscow, Eula Burt, 
Bessie Lorena, Edith Estelle and 
Dorward Dave. M. B. Atkinson 
lived in the Sutton County area from 
about 1888 to 1902. He was a 
sheepman and had a ranch south of 
town near Wentworth. There is a 
rock ledge down there that Ruth 
Shurley showed me one time. It has 
carved into it the following: Alonzo 
Atkinson, Sonora, Sutton Co. Texas, 
July 7, 1896. Alonzo Atkinson was 
the son of M. B. bom in 1881. Also 
one of M. B. Atkinsons children, 
Sam Edgar is buried in Sutton Co.

Q. How many people lived in

Sonora about 1890?
A. I don’t have figures for 1890 

population but in September 5, 1891 
issue of the Devil’s River News we ' 
found the following: The town of 
Sonora was started two years ago 
last July. The county was organized 
last November and Sonora elected a 
county seat. The first assessment of  ̂
the county has been received at 
Austin and amounts $1,600.000. 
Sonora has grown rapidly and has at 
present a population between 700 
and 900. A $28,000 court house and 
a jail costing $12,000 are now being 
built. A $10,000 system of water 
works supplies the town with water 
for domestic and fire purposes. 
Sonora has two large mercantile 
houses, one with a $30,000 stock 
and the other carrying $45,000 
worth of merchandise. The latter ha.s 
done a business this year o f . 
$125,000. The remarkable part of 
this is that the town is 45 miles from 
running water, which in itself is a 
guarantee that the country is all that 
is claimed. An inexhaustible supply 
of water is obtained at a depth of 
from 140 to 300 feet and is pumped 
into large tanks and reservoirs by 
windmills, horse power and steam 
engines. Mesquite grass and buffalo 
clover are the princijjal feeds, with 
the tallow weed, wild lettuce, pars­
ley and pea vines and soto which the 
sheep delight to eat.

Q. Has the Methodist Church 
always been at its present site in 
Sonora?

A. The first meetings by mem­
bers of the Methodist Church were 
held in the old wooden school house 
that was near where the Masonic 
Lodge now stands. Then some 
meetings were held in the County 
Courthouse after it was completed. 
The next place of worship was a 
church they built across the street, at 
the site of the old post office. This 
building was used until the current 
church was built in the 1930's.

Attention, Parents! Know

Children under age 10 should 
not ride in the street. Help your 
child find a safer place to ride, such 
as a neighborhood sidewalk, park or 
playground. Preschool-age children 
should always be supervised.

A bicycle is considered a vehi­
cle. Bicyclists must obey traffic 
laws and rules, such as riding on the 
right side of the road, obeying traf­
fic signs, etc. Prepare your child for 
riding in the street by teaching 
him/her riding skills and rules of the 
road.

Get the right size bicycle for 
your child. Your child should be 
able to sit on the seat of the bicycle 
and touch the ground with both feet.

issued by the U.S. Consumer Prod­
uct Safety Commission (CPSC). 
Helmets made prior to that time 
should meet one or more of the fol­
lowing voluntary standards: ASTM, 
Snell or ANSI.

Measure for a proper fit. Using 
a measuring tape, measure around 
the hat-line of the head, about 1 inch 
above the eyebrows. Write down the 
size, which will usually range from 
19" to 24". Select a helmet with a 
size range that includes that mea­
surement. You may still need the 
adjustable pads that come with each 
new helmet to obtain a proper fit.

Wear a helmet straight and level 
on the head. The helmet must rest 
straight on the top of the head. The 
rim of the helmet should be level 
from front to back. It should be worn 
low on the forehead, just above the 
eyebrows. If the helmet is tipped 
back, it will not protect the front of 
the head.

Adjust the helmet for a snug fit. 
To be effective, a helmet should fit 
snugly. New helmets include extra 
pads of different thickness that can 
be used to adjust the size. With the 
helmet correctly positioned on the 
head, gently rotate the helmet from 
left to right and from front to back. If 
the skin of the brow moves with the 
helmet, then the fit is correct. If the 
skin of the brow does not move 
when the helmet is rotated, the fit is 
too loose.

Always buckle the strap under 
the chin. The chin straps should be 
buckled on every ride. It should be 
snug but not uncomfortably tight. 
One should feel the strap tugging on 
the chin when the mouth is opened.

Replace a helmet after a crash. 
Crash impacts will cause the foam of 
the helmet to crush. Even though the 
damage may not be visible, the hel­
met should be replaced.

Wildfires have destroyed sever­
al structures and threatened many 
more across the state over the past 
two weeks. Firefighters attribute 
man)* of these fires to people’s care­
lessness with debris burning, smok­
ing materials, spark-producing 
equipment, and hot vehicle pollu­
tion control equipment. Firefight­
ers in the Abilene area believe that 
falling hot metal from a disintegrat­
ing engine on a B-1 military jet 
caused several grass fires. The 
wildfires scorched an estimated 180 
acres and threatened some struc­
tures before being contained by a 
combination of area fire depart­
ments and other local and state 
equipment and personnel.

The Texas Forest Service asks 
all Texas residents and visitors to 
use extreme caution with all poten­
tial wildfire ignition sources, and to 
abide by outdoor burning bans that 
remain in effect.

Sonora Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment Chief, Russell Green reported 
that in our area since January 1, 
2000 to February 29th there have 
been 10 brush fires reported.

Significant development in A/K  
(above knee) socket design over the 
past several years has been the 
application o f soft, flexible materi­
als to form a comfortable inne'r 
socket within a strong rigid outer 
frame. The so-called flexible socket 
design has proved to enhance com­
fort, and thus function, for many 
amputees.

Junction Campus 
O ffers Freshm an  
Classes.

Educational opportunities are 
improving for our region with thei 
addition of Freshman Core .Classes, 
to the Junction campus' of Texas 
Tech University. This summer for 
the first time, freshman English, col­
lege Algebra, Political Science and 
Texas History are being taught at the 
TTU campus in Junction. Instructors 
are faculty from the Lubbock cam­
pus. Each course is a 3-hour credit 
class and is taught in three weeks 
time. Students will attend classes for 
3 hours a day Monday through Fri­
day. College Algebra and English 
are taught the first summer semester, 
June 5 through 23 and are taught 
mornings. Political Science and 
Texas History are taught July 10-28, 
the second summer semester. The 
scheduling is still not firm, but it is 
assumed that the second semester 
classes would be taught either in the 
afternoon or evening, depending on 
the most demand. Due to the con­
densed format, students will be able 
to take only one class per semester.

It is hoped that the classes will 
serve a variety of students. Graduat­
ing seniors, students from other col­
leges who are in the area for the 
summer only, high school students 
who have completed their sopho­
more or junior year and others who 
want to start a college career or con­
tinue with a degree are all encour­
aged to apply.

The application process varies 
with the student’s academic back­
ground. Texas Tech director of 
admissions is currently working on a 
“special visiting student” status for 
persons still in high school. High 
school seniors will be admitted to a 
program only and would not have to 
meet as high a standard as if they 
were to apply to Texas Tech Univer­
sity. High school students will have 
to pass the TASP test and have taken 
either the SAT or ACT. Students 
from other colleges would most like­
ly have to prove they were in good 
standing at their present college, but 
not have to present transcripts or test 
scores. Other potential students with 
some or no college background may 
have to undergo some testing, 
depending on their educational 
experiences.

The course costs are approxi­
mately $300 for tuition and fees. 
Books will be extra and will be 
available for purchase at the Junc­
tion campus. Final word on admis­
sions requirements is still pending, 
but this information should be avail­
able soon. Any high school student 
who hasn’t taken the TASP test can 
do so on April 25 at the Texas Tech 
University at Junction. Sign up 
deadline is March 31. Please call for 
details. Anyone interested should 
contact Martha Richardson, Associ­
ate Director of Activities at the 
Texas Tech University at Junction 
campus.

Here's what happened.

Maybe they were tired of hav­
ing to explain how it wanted to 
spend your money, maybe they were 
afraid Congress would never go for 
the program, but the USDA set up a 
boondoggle called the Urban 
Resources Partnership (URPjbehind 
Congress' back. For six years, more 
than twenty million dollars was 
taken from other programs at the 
tJSDA, and used to fund the URP. 
Checks were written to pay for, 
among other things. Sierra Club 
ihembers' outings, wall murals, and 

 ̂ ijrban habitat classrooms. Checks 
Were even written to pay the salaries 
qf people working for the URP - a 
program that legally was not sup- 
ffosed to exist.
: According to a report recently

released by the USDA Inspector 
General's office, "the Department 
did not select cities/areas...on a com­
petitive basis." In fact, the report 
shid two of the main criteria used to 
cfccide whether a city would get 
URP money were "political support" 
^ d  the "strength of Congressional 
delegation."

By the spring of 1999, Texas 
farmers were in the middle of what 
would turn out to be the driest year 
in more than four decades. Carl 
Anderson, a Texas cotton marketing 
expert, told the San Antonio 
Express-News it was, "...another 
year on the edge, and we would 
think that unless some really sub­
stantial help comes, we're going to 
see some more farmers forced out of 
agriculture."

Even as farmers across America 
were buckling from the strain of 
cheap imports and parched land, the 
USDA continued to rob congres- 
sionally authorized programs to 
fund the URP. At the same time, the 
USDA told anyone who would listen 
that the agency did not have enough 
money to pay its employees' 
salaries, or loan farmers money they 
desperately needed to plant crops. 
In April, Secretary of Agriculture 
Dan Glickman said he had to use 
money meant to be used for salaries 
to shore up the account used for loan 
assistance. However, he lamented 
that, if Congress did not give the 
USDA more money quickly, "...we 
will be looking at office closings and 
furloughs."

Some of the grants handed out 
by the URP were no doubt worth­
while. But there are reasons agen­
cies are not handed blank checks 
with no explanation required. The 
USDA should have ensured it could 
pay the bills it had before looking 
for new places to spend your money.
