Commissioners Approve Redistricting

Plan

The Sutton County Commis-

“.sioners voted on and approved the

new redistricting plan at Monday’s
Commissioner’s court. By approv-
ing the new plan, the polling loca-
tion for Precinct 2 will have to be
moved. The Pct. 2 polling place was
in the Elementary school gymnasi-
um, which is no longer a part of that
precinct. There will also be classes
held in the gym next year, posing
another problem. Sutton County
Judge Carla Garner suggested ask-
ing the Hospital District for use of
the Nursing Home lobby as the new
polling place.

Adelita Alvarez, Justice of the
Peace reported 850 criminal cases
filed in the month of May.
$22,114.25 was collected in fees,
with $8368.25 going to the County.
Alvarez then reported that she had
received the applications for the
clerical position in her office. She
will begin interviews this week. She
then asked the court to consider let-
ting her hire two positions for the
office, with the higher  starting
salary pay level since both would
have to be sworn in as court clerks.
The commissioners discussed this
request and decided that the hiring
of an additional position would have
to be made during the budget hear-
ings. The court did approve the hir-
ing of the one position at the higher
salary pay rate.

Joe Fincher reported 50 new
inmates in the Sutton County Jail for
the month of May, with a daily aver-
age of 9.7 He reported that the dis-
patchers had taken nearly 1300 calls
last month and that over $5,000 had
been collected through the jail.

Fincher reported that the Sher-
iff’s office had logged approximate-
ly 55,000 miles and gas expenses
were up about $300 from last year.

Pat Campbell reported the EMS
department had served 29 patients,
with $6,370.50 billed out and
$9,102.32 collected in May.

County Tax Appraiser, Rex Ann
Friess, reported that taxes were 97%
collected for the 2000 tax levy. She
informed the court that everyone
who had not paid as of yet had been
sent their second notices. Friess also
reported that there is an estimated
increase in value that will be con-
firmed on July 25.

Mrs. Cynthia Petty, visitor,
expressed displeasure with the han-
dling of hiring cleaning crews at the
Civic Center. Judge Garner
explained that there had been some
miscommunication about how the
situation was going to be handled. It
had been discussed at the April
meeting, to look for several crews
interested in rotating the schedule,
so that no one crew was responsible
for every weekend. Due to a low
amount of response to the advertis-
ing for cleaning crews, the court had
decided to pursue further options
and up-date existing policies to
ensure phoper maintenance at the
Center.

After much discussion regard-
ing the issue, Judge Garner apolo-
gized to Mrs. Petty for any misun-
derstandings and encouraged her to
go put her name on the cleaning list
at the Civic Center until a permanent
decision is made. Garner assured
Mrs. Petty that she would call her
when the court agreed on a system
that would work for all concerned.

A request was heard from the

Committee on Aging to waive rental
fees for the annual Bar-B-Que at the
Civic Center. Judge Garner remind-
ed the court that the electricity was
running about $100 a day this sum-
mer. After some discussion on the
subject, it was decided to charge the
Committee on Aging the cleaning
fee, as voted on in April, and to
charge a $100 fee to cover the elec-
tricity. It was also decided that this
matter should be pursued further.

The court then went into execu-
tive session regarding park person-
nel.

$113.8 Billion Biennium Budget Doesn’t
Need Tax Hike To Meet State Needs

In spite of the demands of a
growing population, a tight econo-
my and rising health care costs, the
77th Texas Legislature made ends
meet for the next two years without
raising taxes.

The $113.8 billion budget for
2002-03, which includes federal
funds, is an 11.6 percent increase
over the 2001-02 budget. Unlike
1999, when a strong economy and
$458 million tobacco settlement
provided the state with a large bud-
get surplus, the members of this ses-
sion's Senate Finance and House
Appropriations Committees were
working with a budget that necessi-
tated difficult funding decisions.

Three days before the session
ended on May 28, the Legislature
sent Governor Rick Perry a budget
that focused on the priorities of pub-
lic education, health and human ser-
vices, state employee pay raise,
school employee health insurance
and higher education.

To meet escalating health care
costs, Texas legislators earmarked
$5.1 billion more money for health
care. Health and human services
programs will receive more than
$34.9 billion, or 30.8 percent of the
budget. A large share of the money
will fund services such as the Chil-
dren's Health Insurance Program
(CHIP) and Medicaid.

The budget dedicates $13.4 bil-
lion to higher education, including
$71.7 million to fund enrollment
increases, $33.7 million for
research, $110.6 million for health-
related institutions and $200 million
for the TEXAS Grant program. The
$100 million increase in TEXAS
Grant program's appropriation will
expand the program from 11,000
grants to almost 100,000. College
students from families whose annual
total family income is $40,000 or
less are eligible for TEXAS college

grants.

Recognizing that employers in
the private sector have attracted
many former state employees with
offers of higher pay and better fringe
benefits, the Legislature approved
$480:1 million for state employee
pay raises. This is a four percent or
$100 minimum monthly raise for all
state employees and non-faculty
higher education employees who
have at least one year of service. We
also approved a $78.4 million appro-
priation for Texas Department of
Criminal Justice pay raises, includ-
ing prison guards.

The budget allocates $23.2 bil-
lion for public education. A school
employee health insurance plan that
we hope will help reduce the teacher
shortage is included in the appropri-
ation which also increases funds for
public school facilities and other
education needs.

Other appropriations include a
$961 million increase in federal
funds for Texas Department of
Transportation road construction
projects and $542 million for Medic-
aid prescription drug and program
cost increases and caseload growth.
The budget also allocates $178 mil-
lion for nursing homes for salary
increases and to upgrade equipment.

While not big-ticket items,
water conservation projects are of
interest to many residents of Senate
District 25. Among the funded pro-
jects are $24 million for brush con-
trol studies and projects for water
conservation; $300,000 for the Uni-
versity of Texas at San Antonio Cen-
ter for Water Research; and $5 mil-
lion for weather modification, or
cloud seeding, to enhance agricultur-
al production and depress property
damage done by hailstorms.

Although no agency or group
came away with a full plate, none
went away hungry, and in a belt-
tightening economy, that is not all
bad.

New Teachers Hired at School Board Meeting

The Sonora I.S.D. Board of
Trustees met on Monday, June 11,
2001. After newly appointed
President, Tryon Fields called the
meeting to order, County Tax
Appraiser, Rex Ann Friess reported
that 98% of school taxes have been
collected. Friess reported that his-
torically, this is about average for
this time of year. She also informed
the Board that second delinquent
notices have been sent out. Friess
told those present that it is estimat-
ed that local values will be up this
year, possibly at $94 million. This
amount will not be certified until
after July 25th. This increase could
have major effects on the school
district and the amount of money
received by the State.

Alice Cox was present to give
the Special Education report. Cox
shared this year’s parent surveys
with the Board. She reported that
most of the comments were positive
and that they had gotten a better
response from the parents of the
younger children. These surveys are
done to receive input from the par-
ents. Cox told the Board that there
are two Special Education students
attending summer camps for stu-
dents with disabilities. These chil-
dren were able to attend the camps
because of some funds that she
acquired from the state.

The Quarterly Investment
report was given by Diane Jacoby.
Jacoby reported that there were no
deposits for March, April and May,
since they are done the months
prior. She stated that interest rates
are steadily declining.

Superintendent, Brant Myers
began the Superintendent’s report
by presenting a graph of budget his-
tory to the Board. The history was
of the last six years, and was broke
down by student population, teacher
population, and overall staff popula-
tion. The charts showed how the
populations affected the budgets
each year, and helped to show
where budgeting adjustments need-
ed to be made.

Superintendent Myers reported
that there are 90 students enrolled in
summer school, ranging from
Kindergarten to 8th grade. There are
3 High School students making up
time lost, due to absences.

The Superintendent reported

that routine summer maintenance
was in progress, including repaint-
ing, general cleaning and waxing.
He reported that the gym floors
would be replaced in July and the
floor in the High School that had
broke would be repaired. The fire
alarms in the Vocational Building
area also being repaired.

Myers reported that there had
been some shuffling of personnel,
due to several positions being open.
Coach and Mrs. Randolph, Bruce
and Kelly Hirt, Brian Lowe and
Tony Brown will all be leaving this
summer, in addition to Reed Jen-
nings and Betty Stephen retiring.
This leaves several positions in
need of replacement, Myers said
that by moving people within the
District, S.I.S.D. is saving money.
Some positions will have to be
filled by hiring new teachers, a His-
tory teacher/Coach at the Middle
School, a Pre-Kindergarten teacher,
a Special Education teacher and an
Elementary teacher.

The Board approved the pay-
ment of $216,969.12 in current
bills.

A budget amendment was
accepted as presented, for coaching
school and the purchase of certified
helmets for the Middle School.

The bank depository bids were
received and discussed. The Bank &
Trust offered better fixed interest
rates and lower service charges, and
was awarded the bid for the school’s
depository for two years.

A motion was made and
approved to allow the Superinten-
dent to award food service bids,
pending recommendation of the
food service manager. This will help
to expedite food orders and service.

GM Southwest offered basical-
ly the same insurance package as
last year, with no increase on the
premium.

The insurance bid was
approved as presented for student
and football insurance.

A discussion regarding imple-
menting a Standard Operating Pro-
cedure for the Board was tabled
until next meeting.

A lengthy discussion was held
regarding allowing the Superinten-
dent to participate in TSII. The pro-
gram would help prepare the Super-
intendent for future dealings, but
cost about $3,000. After reviewing

the pros and cons of this program a
motion was made to allow the
Superintendent to be a part of TSII
by providing funds to attend. Voting
in favor were Board members,
Tammy Favila, Jesse Bustamante,
Tryon Fields, Tom Payton and Sam
David Hernandez. Voting No was

- Scott Jacoby, who felt they should

wait one year. Absent from voting
was Dayton Armke.

Two additional transfer students
were approved as presented.

A special Board meeting was
scheduled to allow the trustees to
meet with the Facilities Commit-
tee. The meeting will be on June
19 at 6:30 at the Vocational Biiild-
ing. Architects from Pfluger and
Associates will be there to present
their proposed changes that need
to be made to the Sonora schools.
The public is invited and encour-
aged to attend this meeting.

The proposed budget was dis-
cussed at length. The Administration
is still working on the budget, mak-
ing cuts wherever possible. The
budget workshop will be planned at
the July 9th meeting. Superinten-
dent Myers said that he is being very
optimistic about this budget.

Board President Fields
expressed his appreciation for the
continued work on this budget.
Superintendent Myers said that the
Principals, Alice Cox and all
involved have done a great job this
year and so far have cut about
$102,000 from last year’s budget.

The Board then went into Exec-
utive Session to discuss Personnel
matters, including the hiring of pro-
fessional personnel and the review
or revision of a salary schedule.

After reconvening in open ses-
sion a motion was made and
approved to accept the recommen-
dation of Robert & Becca Coates as
presented by Superintendent Myers.
Robert will be hired as a Middle
School Teacher and Coach and
Becca will be hired as a 7th and 8th
grade reading teacher.

The Board approved to revise
the salary schedule for the Adminis-
tration Secretary.

The final motion approved was
to allow the Superintendent to have
an appraisal done on the Castlehill
Apartments.

SONORA-The 64th Annual
Wool and Mohair Show and the
42nd Annual National 4-H Wool
Judging Contest are set for June 19-
21. Activities for both events are set
for the Sonora Wool and Mohair
Company Warehouse and the
Sutton County 4-H Civic Center.

The Sonora Wool and Mohair
Show is open to sheep and goat
exhibitors of all ages and is consid-
ered the premier event of its type in
the world. The accompanying con-
tests have attracted the top youth
teams from across the nation since
1947.

The show is sponsored by the
Sonora Lions Club and Chamber of
Commerce in-cooperation with the
Sonora Wool and Mohair Company
and the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

A host of activities fill the
three-day event. Included are an
All-Texas Show for 4-H Clubs and
FFA Chapters, an open show for all
U.S. producers and the featured
event: the National 4-H Wool
Judging Contest.

The national contest will be
expanded this year to include the
first National FFA Wool Judging
Contest. Other changes in this year's
contests include:

. a special emphasis on individ-
ual fiber fineness in the wool and
mobhair fleece shows;

. the commercial class for indi-
vidual wool fleeces is limited to
non-registered animals only;

. there is no longer a commer-
cial mohair fleece show in the jun-
ior or

open divisions;

. "bellies" (inferior wool shorn
from underneath the animal) must

‘be removed from all wool fleece
entries;

. wool fleeces must no longer
be tied, but must be exhibited in
plastic

bags similar to those used to
exhibit mohair; and

. a meat goat class has been
added to the youth livestock judging
contest.

"We recognize these are some
rather drastic changes for those
familiar with the contests," said
Preston Faris, Sutton County
Extension agent and a contest coor-
dinator. "They are being made to
keep up with the changes in the.
industry" and to continue to offer
"the highest quality educational
experience to the youth involved in
the sheep and goat segment of agri-
culture." '

Help Prevent
Grass Fires

With conditions in West Texas
being so dry, grass fires are a big
threat. The following hints are given
to help Prevent Grass Fires:

e Don't throw cigarette or cigar
butts on the ground or out of a vehi-
cle. Dispose of them properly and
make sure they are completely extin-
guished.

e Keep a 30-foot "safety zone"
surrounding the home clear of brush
and cedar, especially for those living
in a woodland area. Grass should be
cut short in this area as well. For
homes that sit on a steep slope, the
safety zone should be increased
accordingly.

» Stack firewood at least 15 feet
and uphill from the home.

e Rake leaves, cut off dead
limbs and twigs, and mow grass reg-
ularly. ¢ Cut tree limbs within 15 feet
of the ground and remove dead
branches that extend over the roof.

e Don't park cars, trucks, or
recreational vehicles on dry grass or
shrubs. Exhaust systems on vehicles
can reach a temperature of more than
1000 degrees; it only takes about
500 degrees to start a brush fire in
the summer.

 Parents should emphasize to
their children the dangers of playing
with fire. Many grass fires are start-
ed by children who have no idea
how quickly flames can grow and
spread.

¢ Homeowners who barbeque

should maintain a 10-foot area free
of brush and shrubbery around grills
and propane tanks. Non-flammable
screens should be placed over the
grill (with mesh no coarser than 1/4
inch thick). Never leave a grill unat-
tended. After use, place grill ashes in
a metal bucket and soak in water.
Keep a shovel, bucket of water, fire
extinguisher, or other fire suppres-
sion tools on hand.

Chairman Bonilla Says Agriculture Bill
Will Fund Important Texas Programs

: Chairman Henry

Bonilla today pre-

sented the Agriculture

Appropriations Sub-

committee with the agriculture fund-

ing bill for 2002. The legislation

was approved by the subcommittee

and is expected to gain full approval

by the House of Representatives by
the end of June.

"This is an excellent budget that
both sides of the aisle can agree
upon," said Chairman Bonilla. "It's
a perfect example of responsible
spending: we're taking care of our
nation's farmers and ranchers while
keeping our nation's consumers
healthy and happy."

The appropriations bill funds
$15.519 billion in discretionary
Budget Authority, which is just
above the request made by the pres-
ident. The bill includes an increase
of $119 million for the Farm Service
Agency; an increase of $765 million
for the Agricultural Credit Pro-
grams; an increase of $70.2 million
for conservation operations; and an
increase of $79.4 million for the
Agricultural Research Service. The

~ bill also includes funding increases

for the Food Safety and Inspection
Service, Child Nutrition Programs,
Food Stamp Program and Food for
Peace Program.

"In addition to funding a wide
range of important, traditional pro-
grams, we're also looking ahead to
prevent future problems our nation
may face, including foot and mouth
disease," said Chairman Bonilla.
"Agriculture fuels our nation's econ-
omy. This appropriations bill is
going to help keep the agriculture
industry strong and prosperous."

The legislation provides fund-
ing to combat possible outbreaks of
Foot and Mouth Disease and Bovine

Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE).
The Food and Drug Administration,
which oversees Foot and Mouth
Disease prevention, will receive an
increase of $120.4 million. This
additional funding is intended to aid
the FDA's prevention exercises and
prepare them for any outbreaks. The
subcommittee also provided $5 mil-
lion for BSE research that will help
with detection and diagnosis of the

disease as well as safe disposal of
carcasses.

Important Texas projects will
also receive funding from the appro-
priations bill. The subcommittee
will provide continued funding for
the Weslaco bee research program;
bovine genetics research will
receive a funding increase of
$900,000; the plant germplasm
research at College Station will
receive a funding increase of $1.5
million; and nutritional require-
ments research at the ARS Human
Nutrition Center in Houston will
receive an increase of $500,000.

Additional programs based in
Texas that will receive funding sup-
port include: the new U.S. Plant
Stress and Water Conservation Lab-
oratory in Lubbock will receive
$750,00 for staffing needs; Dairy
and meat goat research, wool
research and livestock and dairy
policy research will receive funding
through the Cooperative State
Research, Education and Extension
Service; and the boll weevil and cat-
tle tick pest management programs
will receive funding through the
Animal and Plant Health Inspection
Service.

Other Texas programs that will
receive funding include: the Texas
Wildlife Services Program will
receive a funding increase of $1 mil-
lion; Texas pecan research will
receive an increase of $300,000; the
Grazing Lands Conservation Initia-
tive will receive an increase of $2
million bringing the total funding to
$20 million; the Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS) will
receive $500,000 to facilitate water
conservation and efficient irrigation
activities in the Bexar, Medina and
Uvalde counties of the Edwards
Aquifer; and additional funding
through NRCS for the Bexar-Medi-
na-Atascosa Watershed Project.

"I'm proud to help make a dif-
ference for farmers and ranchers

across Texas and the nation," said
Rep. Bonilla. "This bill is going to
mean a safer, better informed and
more advanced agriculture industry.
That can only mean positive things
for the consumer and for the indus-
try as a whole."

Subcommittee, which oversee all of
the nation's agriculture funding.

Pet Talk - Fighting Fleas and Ticks

You may be itching to get rid of
those pesky fleas and ticks that
plague your pet, but buyer beware,
warns a Texas A&M University vet-
erinarian.

Flea collars and tick treatments
are commonly found on store
shelves this time of year, but you
may want to think twice before pur-
chasing, says Dr. Bonnie Beaver, a
veterinarian in the Small Animal
Clinic at Texas A&M University.

Most of the flea collars and
treatments found at drug and gro-
cery stores are not nearly as effec-
tive as those obtained from a veteri-
narian, -Beaver says.

“The over-the-counter products
tend to be very safe, but not neces-
sarily very effective,” Beaver
explains.

“Treatments and products you
get from a veterinarian cost about

the same but are much more effec-
tive. But best of all, a veterinarian
can give the owner a total treatment
plan for controlling fleas, and that’s
what is needed most.” '

Because of its size and moder-
ate climate, Texas is considered
ground zero for fleas.

The pests are a year-round
problem for dogs and cats, but any
animal can get fleas.

Fleas are excellent jumpers
capable of leaping 13 inches or
more, which would be comparable
to a human hop of 250 feet. An adult
female flea can lay up to 600 eggs in
her lifetime.

Fleas can cause several medical
problems, Beaver says, including
tapeworms, skin irritations and ane-
mia. The constant itching and
scratching of the pet can make its
life miserable, she adds.

Get New Look

The DPS Public Safety
Commission today unveiled the
newly redesigned Texas driver
license and identification card,
which includes several added securi-
ty features and a new vertical format
for licensees under 21 years of age.
