If we have a tornado season 

in our great area, and we guess 
we might as well admit that we 
do, this is it. 

Serious damage has been es-
caped in Parmer County, in the 
past decade or so at least, but 
certainly tornadoes are not 
foreign to the Plains. Silverton 
and Hale Center are living ex-
amples of small towns which 
have had serious storm dam-
age. 

The same could happen here, 
eventhough we'd prefer not to 
think about it. 

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety's Division of De- 
fense and Disaster Relief has 
submitted the following set of 
Tornado Safety Rules along with 
the warning that "to know what 
to do when a tornado is ap-
proaching may mean the dif- 
ference between life and death." 

I, If yo- ar' 	t-rn.acio 
cellar: 
When time permits, go to 
a tornado cellar, cave or 
underground excavation 
which should have an air 
outlet to help equalize the 
air pressure. It should be 
kept fit for use, free from 
water, gas or debris; and 
preferably equipped with 
pick and shovel. THERE IS 
NO UNIVERSAL PROTEC-
TION AGAINST TORNAD-
OES EXCEPT UNDER-
GROUND EXCAVATIONS. 
If you are in open coun-
try: 
1. Move at right angles to 
the tornado's path. Torna-
does usually moveahead at 
about 25 to 40 miles per 
hour. 
2. If there is no time to 
escape, lie flat in the near-
est depression such as a 
ditch or ravine. 

III, If in a city or town: 
1. Seek inside 	shelter, 
preferably in a strongly 
reinforced building. STAY 
AWAY FROM WINDOWS! 
2. In homes: The corner of 
the basement toward the 
tornado usually offers 
greatest safety, particul-
arly in frame houses. Peo-
ple in houses withoutbase-
ments can sometimes be 
protected by taking cover 
under heavy furniture 
against inside walls. Doors 
and windows on the sides of 
the house away from the 
tornado may be opened to 
to help reduce damage to 
the building. 
3. Standing against the in-
side wall on a lower floor 
of an office building offers 
some protection. 

IV. If in schools: 
1. In city areas; If school 
building is of strongly re-
inforced construction, stay 
inside, away from win-
dows, remain near an in-
side wall ,on the lower 
floors when possible. 
AVOID AUDITORIUMS 
AND GYMNASIUMS with 
large, poorly-supported 
roofs! 
2. In rural schools that 
do not have strongly rein-
forced construction, re-
move children and teach-
ers to a ravine or ditch 
if storm shelter is not 
available. 

V. If in factories and indus-
trial plants: 
On receiving a tornado 
warning, a lookout should 
be posted to keep safety of-
ficials advised of the tor-
nado's approach. Advance 
preparation should be 
made for moving workers 
to sections of the plant of-
fering the greatest protec-
tion. 

VI. Keep calm. It will not help 
to get excited. People have

slight. Tornadoes cover 
such a small zone, as a 
rule, that relatively only 
a few places in a warned 
area are directly affected. 
You should know about tor-
nadoes though, ',ust in 
case.'' 

VII. Keep tuned to your radio 
or television station for la-
test tornado advisory in-
formation. Do not call the 
Weather Bureau, except to 
report a tornado, as your 
individual request may tie 
up telephone lines urgent-
ly needed to receive spec-
ial reports or to relay ad-
visories to radio and tele-
vision stations for dissem-
ination to thousands in the 
critical area.
