BILL DUNNING, 
WEST TEXAS OIL 

OPERATOR, DIES
Heai’t Attack Fatal

To Discoverer Of 
McElroy Pool

PORT WORTH. Mar. 5: m  — 
William Harris (Bill) Dunning, Jr., 
43, of Port Worth, who started as 
an oil field worker and became one 
of the most prominent operators in 
the petroleum development of West 
Texas, died of heart disease this 
morning in Odessa.

His body was found in a hotel 
after Frank W. Reeves, manager of 
the Dunning properties, became 
alarmed over his employer’s ab- 
senee.

Dunning became Interested in the 
oil business during the Burkbur- 
nett boom in 1917 and 1918. He be­
gan as a worker on the floor of a 
deriick and moved up to tool dress­
er thill to driller.

Aftei the boom reached a peak he 
came to Fort Worth and started in 
the contrif,ting phase of the indus­
try. He driied in the MeElroy dis­
covery well ii Crane county and, in 
1924. a short tnie afterward he sold 
his holdings U the Gulf Oil cor- 
paration for a sum running into 
millions of dollar.

Soon after his iroperties began 
to briifg in large ;evenues, Dun­
ning became interc.sti<t in aviation. 
At the time of bis (cath he was 
chairman of Governor i.llred's avia­
tion commission aib a member of.

Building permits for this month 
Saturday gave indications of be­
ing one of the largest months in 
the histoi-y of the city when total 
permits of $14,725 had been an­
nounced for the fimt five days of 
the month, approximately $3,OCO 
per day.

With a permit for the new $80,- 
000 school building due to be issued 
in the near futui-e, the month’s 
permits are expected to come close 
to the peak month in history of the 
city.

With the recent sale of 454 resi­
dence lots completed here within 
the last week impetus has been 
given to the prospective nimiber of 
building permits to be issued. Many 
purchasers of the lots have an­
nounced intentions of building on 
the lots in the very near future. 
Others will not be developed uhtil 
later but there is small doubt there 
will be more residence permits is­
sued this year than any to date.

The pennits for tlris month bring 
the year’s total to $92,803, approxi­
mately $1500 per day. The 1937 figure 
is now only $44,772 less than the 
total permits issued in 1935, and 
only slightly less than one-third of i 
the 1936 total. ’The totdl for 1936 
was $324,962.

MASON PIPE LINE IN LOVING COUNH 
REPORTED NOW UNDER CONSTRUCTION

Will Extend to Junction of Paso-Tex Line 
And Santa Fe Railroad in Reeves

It was reported late in the week 

but unconfirmed that Mason Oil 
Company, opener of a new Dela­
ware pool on the Kyle ranch in Lov­
ing county, had already started con­
struction a 4-incJi pipe-line 
leading from the field to the junc­
tion of the Paso-Tex pipe-line and 
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe 
Railroad. Maps show the junction 
to be in section 26, block 56, town­
ship 2, in northern Reeves county, 
about ten miles southwest of the 
Mason pool.

Mason will build a station at the 
jjmetion with facilities both for 
loading rack on the railroad and a 
tie-in with the Paso-Tex line. The 
Paso-Tex 8-inch line, running from 
the Hendrick field in Winkler coun­
ty to El Paso, also serves the ’Wlieat 
pool in southern Loving county, the 
only other Delaware producer in 
the West Texas district.

A intensive play for Delaware 
production extending northward in­
to Eddy County, New Mexico, and 
south into Pecos County, Texas, was 
precipitated by the Mason No. 2 
Kyle discovery well, drilled in last 
January and completed this week 
for 299.5 barrels of high-gravity oil 
daily flowing through 5 3.''16-inch 
casing, with total depth of 3.910 
feet and six inches.

Early Planting Of 
Crops Assured 

By Moisture
Total precipitation of .79 of one 

inch fell in Midland dm'ing Thurs­
day and Friday, bringing farmers 
their March planting moisture the 
earliest in years.

Midland was apparently in the 
wettest spot in the county, accord­
ing to reports. Tlie weather bureau 
gauge at the airport, ten miles 
west c# town, showed only .72 of an 
inch and estimates made by farm­
ers and ranchers indicated the rain­
fall was probably heavier here than 
anywhere else in the comity.

Representation Plan  
Is Accepted In

Creighton told 
them that Henry had some med­
icine he was taking, and when the 
bottle, remembered by Creighton as 
being a “small one,” could not be 
found ah inquest was ordered by 
the attending physician and offi­
cers.

Justice of Peace J. H. Knowles 
was called to the scene but had not 
rendered his decision last night.

Creighton told officers that Henry 
was writing a letter earlier in the 
evening and a short note, identified 
as the one being written by Henry 
by Creighton, read as follows:

“Dear Kids:
“ Wes is leaving you. My side hurts 

so bad I can’t stand it any longer.
“ Wes.”

Creighton said that Hem"y had 
not appeared despondent lately and 
was unable to account for any rea­
son why he would desire to take his 
own life. He did say, however, that 
Henry had been drinking heavily 
lately. A half-empty gin bottle was 
found in the room next to the one 
in which Henry was found dead.

His body was moved to a funeral 
parlor to await funeral arrange­
ments.

2 MURDER CASES 
WILL BE TRIED IN 

DISTRKT COURT
Mexican, Negro To 

Be Tried During 
The Week

District court will be resumed 
here tomorrow with two murder 
cases scheduled to be tried during 
the week. The first of the two 
is called for Monday when the pick­
ing o f a jury will be started for the 
case of State of Texas versus Ramon 
Navarette for murder.

Navarette was indicted for mur­
der in connection with the death of 
Juan Martinez last August 26. Nava­
rette was the object of a wide hunt 
by officers of this area until his cap­
ture north of Stanton at the home 
of officers four days after the death 
of Martinez. The case was sched­
uled to be held at the last session 
of district court here but was post­
poned because of illness of state wit­
nesses.

The other murder case due to be 
tried this week is the case of State 
of Texas versus Lucius Davis.

taxpayers some $135,000 for the pre­
sent legislative session.

The price has gone up on those 
little services tliat leave legislative 
minds frees to .legislate. The total 
for this session will be more than 
$2,000 higher than it was two years 
ago, a survey reveals.

It counts up to 1.24 employes 
per legislator.

The house of representatives has 
150 .employes and the senate 96. 
¡Every fortnight the state treasurer 
signs checks for them totaling about 
$14,000. And there mually are nine 
or ten paydays per session..

Twenty-five employes in the house 
organization, for instance have 
nothing to do but open and close 
doors and say, “ Good morning, sen­
ator,” or “Good night, sir.”
They have .seven doors to watcli dur­
ing a session, so that every time a 
member pa.sses through a door, he 
can bet even money that at least 
three men will be available to 
handle details of the passage.

These doorkeepers watch other 
doors, naturally. They often get.a 
chair and a magazine and sit down 
outside committee rooms.

There are 37 committee clerk-s 
who keep minutes of meetings for 
46 house committees. Forty - three 
stenographers write letters, copy 
bills and handle other secretarial 
tasks.

Five janitors brush up the hoase 
every evening after the work is done. 
Three men sit a t- the ■ en trance of th e 
cloakroom, and ¡three others keep 
order in the chamber. A dozen 
pages run errands.

“You Can’t Take It With You” 
is a delightful gay, though simple 
comedy, bordering on a farce, writ­
ten by the authors of the well 
known “Once in a Lifetime,” Moss 
Hart and George S. Kaufman.

“Texas Navy or Thunder on the 
Gulf,” by C. L. Douglas; Turner 
Publishing Co., Dallas, Texas.

Very few people, even natives, 
know that Texas once maintained 
a navy. It was small but efficient, 
and played on outstanding part in 
her fight against Mexico.

When. Texas began her prepara­
tion for freedom she knew that she 
would need a navy. There was no 
money to provide for the purchase 
of ships, so Letters of Marque and 
Reprisal were Issued to owners on 
sea-going vessels. These papers 
permitted the owners to blockade 
any Mexican, port and to seize any 
enemy ship and confiscate its car­
go. ’The Texas government was to 
be given 20 per cent of tire loot. 
This legalized piracy continued un­
til 1839 when Texas received the 
ships she had had built in Balti­
more.

Although the navy of the Lone 
Star state seldom numbered over 
lour ships it time and again proved 
its superiority over the much larger 
Mexican navy. The Texans lost only 
one ship to the enemy. The ships 
it captured and the food, ammuni­
tion, and other goods it seized 
weakened the Mexican army and 
provided the poverty stricken Re­
public with necessary supplies.

So popular did the navy become 
with the people that when Sam 
Houston put the ships on the auc­
tioneer’s block, possible bidders were 
warned against bidding, and crowds 
of Texans, armed with guns, were 
present to see that the ships went 
back home. Wlien Texas was ad­
mitted to the Union in 1849 her 
navy became the property of the 
United States.

The history of the Texas navy is 
full of exciting adventures; the 
strategy employed in capturing the 
enemy ships, mutiny, fierce battles, 
narrow escapes, and brave deeds. 
Mr. Douglas has done extensive re­
search in the archives at Austin. All 
the accounts in "Thunder on the 
Gulf” are based on facts. Tliey deal 
with a part of history that has been 
neglected too long. Tlie book is 
readable, interesting, and packed 
with dramatic incidents. It is a 
real contribution to Texas liistory.

“Salute To Dawn,” by Ruth Aver- 
itte; Tardy Publisliing Co., Dallas, 
Texas.

If Poe could read “ Salute to 
Dawn” he might feel tht the dic­
tion and meter of some of the 
poems are more than faintly rem­
iniscent of some of his own. How­
ever, I think he would be pleased 
with the results; I was. It has been 
many days since I ’ve read lines with 
such a felicitous choice of words as 
some I found in this little volume.

“ Salute to Dawn” is divided into 
four parts. Part One, “When night 
draws down her sable shades,” con­
tains such poems as “Lost Rapture,” 
“No Goal,” one of Mrs. Averitte’s 
best poems, and “ To Little Girls in 
Heaven,” which includes her own 
little daughter, Frances, to whom 
the book is dedicated. Part Two, 
“Earth awaits the coming of new 
glory,” is happier in tone and 
thought, “Faith,” “ Paradox,” “Rape 
of the Wind,” and “Salute to

Ho was married In 1886 to Maude 
West of Sweetwater, while he was In 
the grocery business there, and they 
moved to Midland in 1888.

He later had 
ranches in Reagan county, near 
Stiles: a few miles north of Midland, 
then on the Pecos river in Crane 
county. He established the ranch 
northwest of Midland over twenty 
years ago and has operated it since.

Mr. Aycock was one of the first 
men In this section of the state to 
engage in the registered Hereford 
business, starting his first herd be­
fore 1900. At the time of his death 
he had one of the largest herds of 
registered Hereford cows in the na­
tion. running about 400 in addition 
to his range herd. He had won
