WASHINGTON.. Aug. 13. (&) —
A senate .delegation reported after
a-conference with President Roose-
velt today that he had agreed imme-
diate loans would be made to farm-
ers who have pledged to comply with
the surplus control program to be
enacted next session.

BAGHDAD, Iraq. Aug. 13. (&) —
Irag Thursday gave a state funeral
to Major General Bekr, Sidki Pasha,
minister of all defense and Colonel
Mohammed Ali Jawad, chief of the
Irag air forces, assassinated Wednes-
day at Mosul.

General Sidki had been the strong
mdn of the kingdom, considered the
power behind the -throne of Ing
Ghazi, since last October when he
led a military coupt de’etat which
placed a new government in of-
fice.

An official announcement said
the two cfficers were shot by a
soldier as they were resting at sun-
set on the lawn of the airdrome at
Mosul northwest of here.

Authorities tried to discover the
assassin’s motive, but what they
learned was not disclosed.

General Sidki was known for his
efficiency in supressing, tribal up-
risings and other threats to the
regime. Four revolts had been put
down in recent months.

Texas Ranges Held Up Well Despite
Extremely_H;ot And Dry July Weather

July has been extremely dry and
hot in Texas, but ranges, gener-
ally, have held up well, according
to the monthly livestock and range
report. of the Bureau of Agricul-
tural Economics issued through the
office of V. C. Childs, senior agri-
cultural statistician. Rainfall has
been limited to typical summer
showers, but while these showers
were local, they were heavy in some
areas and furnished moisture in ex-
cess of normal in those areas. In
the extreme south - district ~the
drouth situation is becoming criti-
cal, and the northern half of the
Paunhandle is getting very dry. Sub-
soil moisture is adequate in masu
other districts, and feed crops have
‘not suffered as much as would be
indicated by the deficiency in pre-
cipitation during the month.

The condition of cattle ranges is
now reported at 76 per cent of nor-
mal, compared with 77 per cent a
month ago, 85 per cent a year ago,
and 79 per cent the 10-year aver-
age August 1 condition. The aver-
age, decline in-range condition from
July ‘1 to August 1 is 3 points. This

year the decline was only 1 point.

Sheep and goat ranges, notwith-

standing the dry, hot weather dur-
ing July, are holding up well through

the sheep and goat area, and the
August 1 condition at 79 per cent
of normal compares with 79 per
cent a month ago, 88 per cent a

year ago, and 82 per cent the 10-

Cattle marketings have continued
heavy during July, and marketings
to July 1 amounted to 1,213,000
head of cattle and calves, compared
with 880000 head during the same
period last year.

Scores of Buildings
Fired as Warfare
Rages Unimpeded

SHANGHAI, Aug. 13 (#)—Japa-
nese naval guns and Chinese and
Japanese land batteries hurled hun-
dreds of shells to open Shanghai
warfare tonight, setting fire to
scores of buildings on the northern
fringe of the city. A strong wind
threatened a holocaust like that of
1932.

The United States Asiatic squad-
ron steamed in to protect 4,000
Americans in the Shanghai area,
and Britain rushed additional troops
from Hong Kong to supplement
their regular garrison. 3

It was estimated 7,000 Japanese
bluejackets and thousands of Chi-
nese regular army troops skirmish-
ed in Chinese areas north of Shang-
hai in the international zone.

The troops were :entrenched and
skirmishing started early today.aft-
er a 'peace conference failed.

The Japanese government, follow-

ing a special meeting of the cabi-
net, was understood to be rushing
further naval, military and air re-
inforcements to Shanghai.

FSLA Pays Heavy
Dividends in U. S.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Aug. 13—
Dividends of more than $15,055,000
have been paid to savers and inves-
tors by Federal Savings and Loan
Associations for the first half of
1937, according to a preliminary re-
port made public today. The rate
averaged about 3.7 per cent an-
nually.

These earnings went to some 760,-
000 individuals whose savings are
in the custody of these federally
supervised mutual thrift and home-
finance associations, located in prac-
tically all states of the union. The
Federal Government, as an investor
in many of these institutions, shar<
ed in the dividend distribution.

During June, nearly 11,000 new
savings accounts were opened in
these institutions. These, together
with regular periodic investments
by other savers, brought approxi-.
mately $12,000,000 in new funds into
the Federal associations during the
month.

“The accelerated flow of money to
Federal associations in many cases
has represented a re-investment of
mid-year dividends of corporations
to their stockholders,” commented
Preston Delano,, Governor of the
Federal Home Loan Bank System,
the supervising body for these as-
sociations, “The safety feature pro-
vided by insurance of investors’ ac-
counts up to $5,000 each is contri-
buting greatly to the mounting
popularity of these institutions. ”

In many states, accounts in Fed-
eral Savings and Loan Associations
are legal investments for the funds
of trustees, executors, savings banks
and insurance companies, Mr. De-
lano said.

There were 1,293 Federal associa-
tions, with combined assets esti-
mated at $1,002,000,000, in operation

Employes Are Listed
Inaccurately, Shown

In Reports of TUCC

AUSTIN, Aug. 13. — Figures made
public teday by Orville 8. Carpen-
tér,  chairmap-director of the Texas
Unemployment Tompensation Com-
mission, showed sixty thousand Tex-
as employees inaccurately listed or
not listed at all with the Com-
migsion:

Ihese empioyees; representing. ten
per cent of the- covered workers in
the state, will receive no. cerdit on
the records of the Commission, for
work ‘performed in the last three
months, or for any work until they
hawe a_correctly set-up acecount.

Chairman Carpenter pointed oub
that the Social Security Account
Numiber is the basis of the record
of an employee and thus the basis of
his claim for benefits during periods
of unemployment. If this number is
rot submitted or is given inaccu-
rately, it is impossible for the em-
ployee to receive proper credit for
each quarter’s work. At the least,
this will result in delayed payments;
at the most, none or reduced pay-
ments. :

Carpenter further stated that the
fay¥ for benefit paymeryis -was
rapidly increasing. Contributions re-
ceived in the week ending August 7
brought the total fund to $13,110,~
182.56, indicating that the Commis-
sion’s estimate of a $20,000,000.00
fund by 1938 would be reached.

In accurately reported Social Se-
curity Account' Numbers can be
definitely determined since the num-
ber is so arranged that the first
three numerals symbolize area, the
second two, sub-area, and the re-
maining four, the sequence number
of the worker. Only certain num-
bers are used for area and sub-area,
and some are not assigned, so if an
error occurs, personnel of the Un-
employment Commission soon dis-
cover it.

Employees without numbers are
urged to obtain them at once from
the district Social Security head-
quarters which are located in Aus-
tin, Dallas, Fort Worth, Houston,
San Antonio, El Paso, and Beau-
mont. Numbers are also available
at all post-offices except the main
post-offices in the above mentioned
cities.

Candlewick Spreads
Thrive on Washing .

Candlewick bedspreads have sur-
vived since the days when our thrif-
ty Colonial ancestors embroidered
bed covers and other househoid
goods with the thread they used for
the wicks in candle-making. Beau-
tiful, serviceable, and easy to laun-
der, this type of covering is espe-
cially suitable for bedrooms furnish-
ed in early American style.

A sunny windy day is best for
washing a candlewick spread. Use
lukewarm water and enough soap-
suds to make a thick live lather,
rinse well, and if possible, hang it
out of doors. When the spread is
almost dry, shake it vigorously to
fluff up the tiny “wicks.”

No ironing is necessary. Place the
spread on a bed or some other flat
surface when dry, and brush it
lightly with a clean whisk broom to
smooth the surface without flatten-
ing the embroidered threads.

year average. Marketings during
the first six months of the year
have exceeded 1,500,000 head and
is the largest movement during any
first six-month period on record.
Western Range States.

Ranges continued very good
through July in the higher sections
and in the states west of the Con-
tinental Divide, except for parts of
California: and Arizona. East of the
Main Range, feed is good in the
foothill areas of Montana, Wyom-
ing, Colorado, and New Mexico. The
western Great Plains area of east-
ern Montana, the western Dakotas,
western Nebraska and Kansas, and
western Oklahoma has poor to fair
ranges and pastures, with a gen-
eral decline in condition. Ranges
are very good and above average
in  Washington, Oregon, Idaho,
Utah, and Nevada. The lower
ranges in these states have a good
crop of matured feed, except in
parts of southern Idaho. The south-
ern half of California has good
feed, with short supplies in some
northern sections. Ranges are good
in the western and south-central
sections of Montana, Wyoming, all
of Colorado except in the east, and
all of New Mexico except the east-
ern and southwest sections. Ari-
zona has good feed in the north
but it is dry in the south. Ranges
are very poor in northeastern Mon-
tana and northwest North Dakota,
with only fair feed over much of
eastern Montana and the western
Dakotas. Western Nebraska ranges
are dry with only fair feed. West-
ern Kansas and Oklahoma have
poor ranges and pastures. The east-
ern Dakotas have fair to good pas-
tures, while pastures are only fair
in eastern Nebraska and Kansas,

store sight and for disqualification
from receiving aid if persons refuse
to permit the examination or the
treatment. Public beggars are bar-
red.

District or county agencies would
determine the amount of aid grant-
ed after taking into consideration
the individual’s resources and nec-
essary expenditures, and a 'person
in need would seem to be one with
insufficient income or other re-
sources ‘“to provide a reasonable
subsistence compatible with decency
and health.”

No cne knows how many persons
would be eligible under the amend-
ment and the enabling 2ct, but Rep.
Lon E. Alsup of Carthage, author
of the proposal, estimated there
were not more than 6,000 needy blind
in Texas and probably not more
than 3,000 could qualify. Other
sources have estimated the num-
ber of adult blind in the state at
between 3,000 and 5,000.

The legislature decided on the
age of 21 as the starting point for
receiving assistance because the state
school for the blind accepts pupils
between the ages of 6 and 21, al-
though many are graduated at 18.
Some legislators took the position
the three-year gap would serve as
a stimulus toward self support.

The proposal for aid to children
would empower the legislature fo
assist those under 14 years old who
were ‘“destitute,” but the assistance
could not exceed $8 a month for
one child or $12 for a family, and,
moreover, the total for the entire
state could not exceed $1,500,000 an-
nually.

The legislature would be given
blanket authority to impose resi-
dential and other restrictions and
limitations as it wished. The fed-
eral government would add to the
financial wassistance an amount
equal to one-third of that put up
by the state.

As in the case of aid to adult
blind, assistance to destitute chil-
dren would be administered by the
public welfare division of the board
of control through district and
county agencies, which would con-
sider the individual’s resources and
necessary expenditures for the pur-
pose of providing “reasonable sub-
sistence compatible with decency
and health.”

To be eligible, children would
not have to be orphans but merely
cdeprived of parental support, which
might be by continuous absence or
physical incapacity.

Estimates «as to the number of
children who might be eligible have
ranged from 30,000 to 50,000, gen-
erally, although when the subject
was ~before the Ilegislature some
persens - predicted the total might
be 80,000. A number of sharper re-
strictions were included in the
amendment and enabling act at
the last moment because of the
evident fear the situation might get
out of hand.

For example, the amendment or-
iginally provided for- aid to “de-
pendent” children, but ‘“destitute”
was substituted; in addition, the
original age provision of 16 years
was lowered to 14, and a maximum

cost to the state was- fixed.

AUSTIN.—New automobile regis-
trations in Texas during July were
moderately below both those of the
preceding month and the -corre~
sponding month last year, accord-
ing to the University of Texas Bu=
reau of Business Research.

Reports from 14 Texas counties
show total sales of 6,013 cars, a de-
cline of 7.7 per cent from the pre-
ceding month and 5.2 per cent from
the like month last year. Aggre-
gate sales in these counties for the
year to date were 42442 cars, a
decline of 4.2 per cent from those
of the corresponding period last
year.

“The loss in sales compared with
last year was confined to the low-
est price group,” the bureau’s re-
port said. “The two intermediate
price groups showed . substantial
gains over July last year, and the
highest . price group registered ‘a
small gain.” ;
