The bonds will be in the de-
nomination of $1,000 and will be of
the revenue type. They will be
paid by the profits that are de-
rived from the sewer system and
from the water system. Taxes will
not be molested in any way.

Earlier in the summer, the com-
mission was petitioned by the re-
quired number of qualified voters
to call the bond election.

The Columbian Securities Cor-
poration at Amarillo is also mak-
ing deals to sell the bonds. The
bonds will carry three and one-half
percent interest for the first five
years, four percent interest for the
next 10 years, four and one-quarter
percent for the next 10 years and
four and one-half percent for the
next five years. They will be op-
tional for redemption on and after
20 years from their date. In other
words, it is possible that only five
years of the four and one-quarter
percent interest would have to be
paid and none of the four and one-
half percent interest.

Social Security
News Block

Most older workers know that So-
cial Security payments are ‘“retire-
ment'’ payments and cannot be
paid unless the worker has ‘‘re-
tired.” It is believed, however, that
there is somé confusion as to the
meaning of the team ‘‘retirement.”

In the first place, restrictions
against persons working while re-
ceiving payments applies only to
the age group from 65 through 71.
After a person becomes 7Z years
of age he can receive any social
security payments to which he is
entitled regardless of the .amount
of his earnings. People in this group
should contact their Social Security
Office immediately and file applica-
tion for payments if they have
worked as much as 1% years in
employment or gelf-employment
covered by the Social Security Law.

The rules for making social
security payments to workers in
the 65-71 age group who are still
working are as follows.

1. If annual earnings are no more
than $1200 per year, payments to
qualified workers can be made for
all months of the year.

2. If earnings are more than

sewer system was only a part of the things that need to
be done for the improvement of the town.

Street lighting and paving are two things that the
town needs.

Street lights wouldn’t have any initial cost which
is a welcome relief to the town citizens who are used
to paying large sums of money for improvements. The
cost would just be an increase in the electrical bill that
the city has to pay every month the same as an individual
does. Therefore, it would be comparatively simple to
get the city supplied with plenty of street lights if the
town people want them. If they do want them they
should express their feelings to the city commission.

Paving is a different story. In some towns the
property owners pay for the curbing and paving that
runs beside their property. This is a considerable ex-
pense in many cases but it will increase the value of
the property enough to justify' the cost. Possibly, how-
ever, it wouldn’t be as simple as that in Bovina be-
cause there are a few streets that need paving where
there are no houses. Property owners might be reluctant
to pay for paving in front of lots that they had no houses
on.

So, let’s don’t quit now. Just because Bovina has
one of the best school buildings in this section of the state
and has a sewer system project that will get under way
in the near future, we shouldn’t sit back and say ‘“Look
what we have.”

Instead we should continue to work to improve the
town in which we live.

Hereford Publisher
Starts Scholarship

LUBBOCK—Establishment of a
$180 annual Hereford Brand Fresh-
man Scholarship in journalism at
Texas Tech was announced today
by Dr. William E. Hall, Tech jour-
nalism head.

Purpose of the scholarship, pro-
vided by Hereford publisher James
M. Gillentine, is to encourage tal-
ented high school graduates tc be-
lgin professional training in journa-
ism.

“Through scholarships such as
this, we’ll be able to meet within
a few years the increasing needs
of this region for trained newspaper
personnel,” Dr. Hall said.

The Tech journalism educator re-
ported that more than 60 job open-
ings had been listed with his de-
partment within the past 10 months,
about seven per graduating senior.

This year’s Brand freshman
scholarship will be open to any
entering Tech journalism freshman
from West Texas who ranked in
the top half of his or her high
school graduating class and who
demonstrated both interest and
superior ability in journalism, Dr.
Hall said.

Applications should be mailed to
the Department of  Journalism,
Texas Tech, before August 15. The
1954-55 winner will be announced
on or about September 1.

In future years, the scholarship
will be awarded to the outstanding
journalism senior at Hereford, to
be chosen by a representative of
the Brand, the high school principal
and school journalism instructor.

“We are particularly proud that
to Tech’s new
‘hometown scholarships’ program
should be a long-time leader in
Texas press circles,” Dr. Hall said.

Gillentine is a director of the
Texas Press Association, a past
president of the Panhandle Press
Association and a member of Sig-
ma Delta Chi, national journalism
professional fraternity.

He has been associated with the
Brand since 1927. He became a co-
owner of the newspaper in 1939
and sole publisher in 1948. Follow-
ing graduation from SMU he

worked on the Wellington Leader

and Dallas Times-Herald.

Under Gillentine’'s direction, the
Hereford Brand has been a con-
stant award-winner in Texas jour-
nalism competition. The newspaper
was awarded first place in 1955
TPA competition for personal col-
umn, editorials and news pictures.
The Brand also ran first in editor-

ials in 1952 and won the ‘“‘sweep-|!

stakes’ for semi-weeklies and tri-
weeklies in 1952.

The Brand was one of Texas’ first
successful semi-weekly newspapers,
also one of the first to successfully
publish a Sunday edition.

Effect of Radiation
On Mind Studied

LUBBOCK—What effect does
radiation have on the human mind?

Texas Tech psychologists are
now launching a three-year re-
search program to help establish an
answer for that increasingly im-
portant question.

The study, to cost approximately
$45,000, is being financed by the
United States Public Health Insti-
tute of Neurological Diseases and
Blindness.

‘“We’re principally interested in
determining whether radiation will
impair the individual’s ability to
learn and to remember,” Dr. Syl-
van J. Kaplan, Tech psychology
department head, explained.

Twelve Macacus Rhesus monkeys
arrived on the campus recently to
serve as subjects for the experi-
ments which will be conducted by
Dr. Kaplan and Dr. Kenneth Mec-
Cutchan, co-director of the pro-
ject.

The Macacus Rhesus, an Indian
species, has a sufficiently high in-
tellectual level to permit compari-
sons with humans. In addition, pre-
vious research has provided a
wealth of knowledge about his ana-
tomy and physiology.

During theé first year of research,
Drs. Kaplan and McCutchan will
establish the I. Q. of the dozen sub-
jects through a series of learning
and memorizing problems.

Since arriving on the Tech camp-
us early last fall, Dr. McCutchan
has been engaged in constructing
a complicated network of passages,
freedom from which will depend
on the monkeys’ ability to learn
certain key colors and shapes.

Past experience leads the Tech
psychologists to believe a curve of
intelligence will be established for
the monkeys not unlike that of an
average classroom of humans.

Once their intelligences are deter-
mined, the monkeys will be sub-
jected to radiation and then be
re-run periodically through the
mazes so that ‘““before’ and ‘‘after”
measurements of their intellectual
ability can be obtained.

“We feel that a study of the ef-
fects of radiation on the monkeys’
ability to perform complex intel-
lectual tasks will give us some in-
sight into what to expect from ir-
radiated humans,’” Dr. Kaplan said.

A request has already been re-
ceived from Brig. Gen. Elbert De-
Coursey, director of the Armed
Forces Institute of Pathologhy, ask-
ing that findings in the study be
transmitted to Washington.

Dr. Kaplan has specialized for
the past five years in radiation
work and has written more than
25 articles on the subject. Prior

to coming here, he was director
of the Primate Laboratory at the
U. S. Air Force School of Aviation
Medicine at the University of
Texas. He worked extensively with
Macacus Rhesus monkeys during
his four years with the Primate
Laboratory.

Dr. Kaplan was one of 25 radia-
tion experts in the country invited
to attend a United States Publie
Health Service conference on that
subject in Bethesda, Md., early last
month.

Dr. McCutchan is a specialist in
animal learning, boasting more
than 10 years of experimental work
with animals. Prior to coming here,

the University of North Carolina.
He has also served on the psycho-
logy faculties of the Universities of
Texas, Florida and Oklahoma.

Questions and
Answers for Vefs

Q—I have just been discharged
from the armed forces with a
disability. I have applied to
VA for service- connected com-
pensation. If and when I am
placed on the rolls, I intend to
get a permanent GI insurance
policy available to disabled
Korea veterans. But in the
meantime, I would like to be
covered with " insurance. Is
there anything I can do now?

A—Yes. You may obtain the spe-
cial Korean GI term insurance
—available to all Korea vet-
erans—if you act within 120
days following your discharge.
Then, after VA rules that your
disability is service-connected,
you may apply for the perma-
nent insurance. Meanwhile, you
will have been covered by the
special term policy.

Q—I have been out of service for
a year. I am planning to apply
to VA for disability compensa-
tion. Since the armed forces
have my medical records, will I
be required to take a physical
examination?

A—You will be requlred to take
a VA physical examination. VA
may waive the examination,
under some circumstances,
only for veterans who apply
for compensation within six
months after their separation
from service.

Q—I am a ‘“‘double duty”’ veteran
with service in World War II
and sinse Korea. I am in train-
ing under the World War II GI
Bill. I would like to switch to
the Korean GI Bill, but I notice
that my three-years-from-dis-
charge starting deadline for
Korean GI training has passed.

Light Makes Your Snapshots

Have you ever thought about
how important a factor light is in
taking pictures? As a matter of
fact, there would be no picture at
all without it. For it is the light
entering your camera when you
open the shutter that creates the
image on the film—light that is
reflected from the subject, into
your camera, and on to the film.

In taking pictures, the lens and
shutter of your camera act just as
the human eye does. The iris of
the eye admits light, which in
turn registers an image on the
retina. Just as the iris adjusts au-
tomatically to brighter or weaker
light, your &amera lets you ac-
complish the same effect by means
of its adjustable lens and shutter.

Film has a fixed sensitivity—it
requires just so much light to
register a picture. Too much
light produces over-exposure —a
chalky, “burned-up” look. Too
little light results in under-expo-
sure—darkness, lack of detail, or
even no picture at all

Whenever we use a1 adjustable
camera, we have to decide what

will be the best lens opening and
shutter speed for a particular pic-
ture. And this, of course, is based
on the amount of light reaching
the subject.

Note that we said “light reach-
ing the subject’”—not on the cam-
era or on the person behind it. In
picture-taking, it’s the light on
the subject that counts, not the
amount of light where the camera
is. As long as your subject is
well-lighted, everything else may
be in the densest shade and it
won't affect your picture one bit!

To obtain exactly the right
quantity of light every time you
take a picturc, you soon learn to

‘mix a little observation with a

little mechanical help. The easiest
mechanical assistance for you to
have is the exposure table packed
with most film —or perhaps you'd
prefer one of the 25-cent pocket-
size guides which allow you to
dial the rroper exposure for any
given weather conditions, film,
distance, etc.
