Suspect in 
Robbery Is 
Slain Today

North Texas Posse 
Captures Another 
Near Pilot Point
DENTON, Feb. 15 (A’). — A man 

suspected in a robbery at Wliites- 
boro was slain and another cap­
tured at Pilot Point early today' by 
a posse of North Texas officers.

Officers were cruising around in 
search for two men who robbed 
Luther Biggers, Whitesboro filling 
station attendant, of about $20 
last night.

The shooting occurred as officers 
sought to question the men when 
they stopped at a closed filling sta­
tion at Pilot Poiiit. Deputy sheriff 
Leon Hannah, Denton, said one 
man had a revolver in his hand.

Fingerprints were taken in an ef­
fort to identify the men.

Three heads, totalling an esti­

mated 55 barrels of oil, wore made 
over a period of 15 hours by Ricli- 
ardson Oils, Inc., No. 1 Slaughter 
estate, new wildcat strike extending 
the Slaughter pool, southwestern 
Hockley, two and a quarter miles 
to the north. Drilling was halted 
at 4,994 feet in lime, and operators 
are now preparing to swab easing 
for oil load for acid treatment. The 
last four feet of section were re­
ported to have been tight, although 
samples showed oil saturation. Gas 
volume, is estimated at 500,000 to 
1,000,000 feet daily. The well topped 
tlic main pay at 4,930 and had bro­
ken increases nearly to total depth. 
Location is 330 feet out of the south­
west corner of labour 59, league 39, 
Maverick county school land.

Honolulu No. 1-51 Slaughter, east 
offset to a producer in the main 
body of the Slaughter pool, is drill­
ing at 4,640 feet in lime. Gulf No. 1 
Mallett, outpost test two miles 
southwest of production, is drilling 
at 4,460 in lime and anhydrite. It 
lopped brown lime at 3,850 and 
solid lime at 4,200, reportedly flat 
with the nearest producer. Gulf No. 
1 Gordon, a mile southeast of the 
farthest southeast well in the pool, 
is drilling at 4,260 in lime. Some 
called top of solid lime at 4,250. 
The brown lime was entered at 3,- 
850.
Culberson Test Abandoned.

Collins & Brewer No. 1 C. M. 
Caldwell, northeastern Culberson 
county wildcat, is preparing to aban­
don after drilling to total depth of 
2,350, in Delaware sand. It had 
shallow oil showing at around 500 
feet which appeared promising for 
several days but later exhausted. 
Location is 1,980 feet from the south,
I, 320 feet from the west line of 
section 14, block 42, public school 
land.

West of Toyah in Reeves county,
J. C. Hill and Barnett No. 1 Ely 
Is preparing to drill ahead from 3,- 
928, in Delaware sand. It topped 
Delaware blaek lime at 3,814 and 
sand at 3,877. No oil, gas or water 
have yet been encountered in the 
Delaware.

Another Reeves Delaware test, C. 
R. “Smilo” Mallison No. 1 H. L. 
Brown-State, seven miles northwest 
of Pecos, is drilling at 4,131 feet in 
hard gray lime. Base of the last 
salt was called at 4,064.
Seminole Spread East.

Indicating a one-mile east ex­
tension of the Seminole pool in 
Gaines, Amerada No. 1 Robertson 
this morning was drilling at 5,072 
feet, eight feet past top of tools lost 
in the hole. There is 1,100 feet of 
fluid in the hole. Crew ran bailer 
six times off top of the fluid and 
each time recovered a full bailer of 
oil, which tested 30.5 gravity. When 
tools have been sidetracked, tubing 
will be run and the well will be 
acidized. It is bottomed in lime at 
5,112 feet. Location is 660 feet out 
of the southwest corner of section 
196. block G, W. T. R, R. survey.

Shell No. 1 Robertson, a mile and 
a half east of the south end of the 
Wasson pool in northwestern Gaines, 
is swabbing out mud preparatory to 
drilling plug with standard tools 
from 7-inch pipe cemented on bot­
tom at 4,674.

Strikers Tell of 
Working for Week 
For Two Dollars

SAN ANTONIO, Feb. 15 {/P). 
Poorly clothed young Mexicans who 
barely could understand English 
told the Texas Industrial Commis 
Sion today of working in pecan 
shelling factories for salaries rang­
ing from one dollar and fifty cents 
to two dollars per week.

They said they decided to “strike” 
when employers cut wages sixteen 
per cent.

From Washington, Secretary of 
>State Hull sent a telegram to Gov­
ernor Allred asking a preliminary 
report on the arrest of 64 Mexicans 
in connection with the strike. The 
Mexican ambassador to Washington 
has asked an investigation.

Night watchman at 
Odern' Found Dead; 
Slayer Is Hunted

CORPUS CHRISTI, Feb. 15 (/Pj.
R. T. Chisholm, San Patricio county 
constable and nightwatchman at 
Odern, was found shot to death ear­
ly today on the main street of 
Odern.

There were no known witnesses 
or clues. Sheriff Prank Hunt said 
he believed Chisholm was shot while 
taking a prisoner to jail.

Acting Governor Walter Woodul 
offered a $250 reward for informa­
tion leading to the arrest of the 
slayer.

Suffered in Wreck

Miss Jean Williams, employed 
here by an oil and gas lease broker, 
is in a local hospital today recover­
ing from a broken jaw, minor bruis­
es and abraisions reported to have 
been received last night about 10

the highway west of town.

Miss Williams’ escort, reported to 
have been a Mr. Johnson of Odessa, 
was reported to have escaped unin­
jured, as did the occupants of the 
second car.

The mob threatened to burn one 
building after another unless the 
suspect was turned over to it.

The crime was committed Sun­
day.

Quick Approval of 
Aid Appropriation 
Is Requested Today

WÀSHINGTON, Feb. 15 (A’). — 
The house appropriation committee 
asked the house today to approve 
immediately the $250,000,000 emer­
gency relief appropriation for the 
next four months.

It suggested quick action because 
of the “drastic change which has 
taken place in private employment” 
since September and Indications that 
the situation will not improve im­
mediately.

The appropriation would be used 
to keep at least 2,000,000 persons on 
relief rolls for the next few months.

Jackson Declares 
200 Corporations 
Control Country

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15 (/T). — 
Assistant Attorney General Robert 
Jackson told the senate committee 
today that whether "60 families or 
160 families” controlled the econo­
mic life of the nation he was ‘against 
that kind of concentration.’

He made the assertion while tes­
tifying before the senate judiciary 
sub-commlttec considering his nom­
ination as solicitor general.

He said it was true more than 
one-half of the nation’s wealth 
was controlled by 200 corijoratlons.

Missionary Will 
Speak Here Tonight

home while in America at Abilene 
where his only son is a student in 
Abilene Christian college, has been 
in Rhodesia about eight years.

In his talk, he will' discuss his 
work and the conditions in South 
Africa.

Chain Store Tax 
License Fees Are 
Taken Here Today

R. W. MoQuay. with the state 
comptroller’s department in Aus­
tin, is in Midland today making 
a collection of license fees due un­
der the chain store tax law of the 
state.

The law, passed in 1935 by the 
legislature, has not been enforced 
.due to an injunction having been 
granted against enforcement, but 
the law has been unhcld in the su­
preme court and all firms are now 
having to pay the fees.

McQuay pointed out that all the 
stores, regardless of whether or not 
they were members of “chains” were 
liable for payment. Firms owning 
only one business establishment are 
liable for $4.50, the fees ranging up 
to as high as $41,572.40 for firms 
with as many Us 51 stores in the 
chain. Each additional store in the 
chain is subject to a $750 license 
fee.

McQuay declared that most o f the 
owners of small stores, filling sta­
tions and the like did not know of 
the bill and were entirely ignorant 
of their obligations under its provi­
sions.

The first Midland firm to pay the 
license fees for the past three years 
was the Petroleum Pharmacy, 
manager Frank Faag delivering a 
check to McQuay this morning.

McQuay announced that he would 
be here until fees had been collected 
from all firms here.

Brether-in-Law of 
Local Man Succumbs

Farm Bill 
Is Passed 
In Senate

Measure Goes to 
White House for 
Signature of FDR
WASHINGTON, Feb. 15 (/P). — 

A crop conaol bill, praised as “ the 
best farm bill ever enacted as “re­
gimentation” and “more harness” 
for the farmer, received final con­
gressional approval Monday.

The measure, establishing a sys­
tem under which the secretary of 
agriculture, in cooperation with 
farmer committees, may prescribe 
limitations upon the quantity of 
wheat, corn, cotton, rice and to­
bacco grown or marketed, now goes 
to the Wliite House for the expect­
ed signature of President Roose­
velt.

The last step in its tortuous jour­
ney through Congress, which began 
in mid-November, was taken when 
the Senate adopted a compromise 
measure, based upon the conflict­
ing bills passed originally by Houe 
and Senate.

While the bill established vary­
ing approaches for each of the crops 
affected, in general it directs the 
secretary of agriculture to make an 
estimate of the expected supply, set 
this figure against expected demand 
and adjust production accordingly.

This would be done by paying 
benefits to farmers who planted no 
more than a specified acreage. In 
addition, in years of bumper crops, 
the secretary of agriculture would 
be empowered to fix marketing 
quotas, limiting the quantities that 
could be sold and thereby protect­
ing the price. Such quotas would be 
dependent on a two-thirds vote of 
farmers taking part in special ref­
erenda.

Because of the big crops of the 
last year, the administration began 
agitating for farm legislation last 
spriigf to replace the ¡old Agricul­
ture Adju.'i'meiit Act invalidated by 
the Supreme Court, Congress agreed 
to make the legislation the lirst or­
der of business uixm reconvening, 
and President Roosevelt called a 
special .session last fall to deal with 
tliis, and among other probleips.

Before Christmas, divergent bills 
were approved by both House and 
Senate after much stormy debate. 
Upon reconvening after the holi­
days a conference committee repre­
senting both houses took up the task 
of working the provisions of the two 
measures in.to one bill.

In so doing they incurred the 
wrath of dairy and cattle interests 
by eliminating provisions, contained 
in both bills, preventing farmers 
from going into the dairying or cat­
tle raising business on land with­
drawn from crop production. There 
were also complaints that matter in­
cluded in neither bill was added by 
the conferees.

W. R. Woodward of Sherman. Dr. 
F. C. Hudson, of Stamford, is coun­
cilor of the district and will appear 
on the programs. Dr. W. E. Ryan 
of Midland is local chairman. Doc­
tors are expected from several West 
Texas towns.

Besides the lectures, a banquet 
will be held Wednesday evening at 
Uie Crystal ball room of Hotel 
Scharbauer where all sessions are 
scheduled.

On ’Tliursday morning at 10 
o'clock, a lecture for women only 
will be held, with Dr. Passmore 
discussing phases of obstetrics.

Dr. Hudson, at noon Thursday, will 
address the Rotary club on the sub­
ject of "Men Past 40.”

The 1938 program of work, as

1. Completion of the highway from 
Midland to Kermit, including the 
securing of remaining right-of-way 
designation and hot-topping.

2. Secure right-of-way and de­
signation of highway from Midland 
to Garden City.

3. Cooperate in iierfecting highway 
No. 158 Association.

4. Start preliminaries on securing 
of highway from Midland to La- 
mesa.

5. Cooperate with County Com­
missioner’s Court in securing addi­
tional and improved lateral roads 
within the county.

6. Strive to increase tourist traf­
fic.
II. Housing:

1. Inaugurate active campaign to

get every merchant and business 
man of Midland to own his own 
home, building a new residence if 
possible.

2. Interest local or outside capi­
tal in erecting apartment house 
here.

3. Interest citizens in building 
moderately priced rent houses.

4. Cooperate with citizenry in se­
curing of building loans.
III. Industrial:

1. Make detennined effort to .se­
cure at least one additional manu­
facturing plant for Midland.

2. Interest wholesale and distri­
buting concerns in locating in Mid­
land.

3. Continue efforts to have Mid­
land designated as stopping point 
for American Airlines.

4. Make determined effort to se-

ciu'c wool storage warehouse for 
Midland.
IV. Tiade Extension:

1. Siwnsor spring and fall good­
will trips to each town and com­
munity in Midland trade territory.

2. Cooperate with farming commu­
nities'in staging various entertain­
ments.

3. Have representatives present at 
all special occasions staged in towns 
or communities over trade terri­
tory.
V. Retail Trade:

1. Sponsor Christmas shopping 
season program and decoration of 
streets during holiday season.

2. Strive for closer cooperation 
between local business interests.

3. Strive to keep out illegitimate 
business for protection of local mer­
chants and residents.

4. Continue "Buy it in Midland” 
campaign.
VI. Petroleum:

1. Invite additional oil companies 
and interests to locate in Midland.

2. Print and distribute revised map 
showing oil fields and pipe lines of 
the Permian Basin.

3. Continue to advertise Midland 
as oil capital of the Permian Basin 
through news stories and adver­
tisements in leading oil journals.

4. Strive for closer relationship 
between oil fraternity and general 
citizenry of town and area, perhaps 
sponsoring entertainment for oil 
men of area.

5. Work with Permian Basin Chap­
ter of A. P. I., West Texas Geolo­
gical Society and other oil organi­
zations in cari-ying out their pro-

Reports today told of the 60,000 
Japanese slogging knee-deep thru 
mud and snow in the over-land 
thrust toward the Yellow River.

Japanese said this and other of­
fensives from both the north and 
south against the Lunghai railway 
were continuing with tctrrific losses 
to the Chinese.

Tlie column of 60,000 might be­
come the cork for the bottle-neck 
still open on tlie western end of the 
Lunghai corridor.

The far-flung conflict had de­
veloped over the week-end into one 
of the greatest battles of the world.

This, in part, was a re-enactment 
with modern tools of war of the ed- 
pire building conquest of the Grand 
Khan of the Mongols whose waves 
of shaggy cavalry about the middle 
of the 13th century overpowered the 
Chinese war chariots and foot sol­
diers armed with spears and bows.

Total of .84 
Of One Inch 
Falls Here

Precipitation Is 
Registered From 
Ranger to Wink
Practically all of West Texas bene- 

fitted last night and today by rain­
fall ranging from showers to two 
inches and better at some points. 
Rain was reported as far east as 
Ranger and as far west as Wink.

Moisture met again over the Mid­
land farm and ranch area this 
morning following rains which fell 
through the night and early today, 
a large strip of country receiving 
precipitation averaging one inch. 
The precipitation at Midland up 
to 8:30 a. m. today registered .84 
of an inch at the Southern Ice & 
Utilities gauge. Tlie airport regis­
tered .72 up to 7:40 a. m. and re­
ports from ranches in all directions 
indicated as much as an inch over 
a large area. Good rains fell at the 
Scharbauer Cattle Company’s North 
and South Curtis places, north of 
Midland, at the Goldsmith place in 
Ector county and the Crowley place 
north of Midland airport.

Rains fell south and southeast to 
the Midkiff and Proctor ranches, 
averaging from three fourths to an 
inch. Telegraph lines of one pipe 
line company were out to the west, 
following lightning display. Reports 
from the east indicated as much as 
three Inches at Truscott, north of 
Ranger, an inch and a half at 
Sweetwater, two inches at Colorado 
and an inch and a half at West­
brook. Penwell, west of Odessa, re­
ported three quarters of an inch.

Rainfall o f one and one-half in­
ches were reported in Wink and two 
inches in Monahans. However, Jud­
kins, only 17 miles east of Monahans 
reported a total of .25 of an inch. 
To the south, Iraan and Rankin 
both reported .25 of an inch. To the 
east, the Gulf tank farm reported 
only a quarter, of Inch, Coahoma 1 
inch, Roscoe an inch and a half. 
Ranger a trace.
Ranchmen were pleased with the 
rains, as moisture already appeared 
an inch below the surface, weeds 
were growing rapidly and grass had 
begun to green up substantially in 
older clumps. Barring freezing wea­
ther, livestock was expected to begin 
putting on weight soon because of 
the green stuff rapidly growing.

Farmers had been breaking land, 
with plowing reported to be excep­
tionally smooth during the past week 
or two. Both plowed and unbroken 
land was believed to be greatly bene- 
fitted for spring planting. Some 
winter pasture, already growing 
strong over the counti'y, was expect­
ed to be revived rapidly from today's 
rains, providing longer grazing time 
for livestock now being run on the 
green stuff.

Both top-soil moisture and bot­
tom season arc better than Midland 
county has experienced for several 
years, according to ranchmen and 
farmers. Lake water is standing in 
several ranch areas.

Continued ¡irccipitatlon is in pros­
pect for West Texas, the Dallas 
weather bureau /station forecasting 
rain turning to sleet in the north 
tonight, rain in this portion of the 
stale.

aims at those objectives, certainly 
falls a long way short. Majority 
Leader Sam Rayburn says he ex 
pects early passage by the House.

The bill alarms those who fear 
the administration is moving or 
fumbling toward a war in which 
American troops will again fight 
overseas and it worries some who 
fear creation of a dictatorship un­
der cloak of an alleged emergency. 
It doesn’t satisfy those who have 
been most zealous for prevention 
of wartime profiteering.
Vague Tax Clause.

AS revised by Chairman Andrew 
J. May of the House Military Affairs 
Committee, the measure would em­
power the Pi'esident to fix prices, 
rents, rates and compensations aft- 
ter Congress declared war, to con­
trol at his discretion all material 
resources, industrial organizations 
and public services, to register 
and conscupt individuals managing 
or controlling industry, to put  ̂ all 
forms of business under a licensing 
system (except newspapers, periodi­
cals and books) and to establish pri­
orities.
Sweeping Legislation.

THE bill calls for a wartime tax 
system which “shall absorb all pro­
fits above a fair normal return to 
be fixed by Congress.” But it mere­
ly directs the secretary of the treas­
ury to keep formulating such a tax 
plan, with provisions that the frian 
be effective in wartime if mean­
while adopted by Congress.

Thus, it is contended by oppo­
nents who will try to block the 
bill, it really does nothing but 
provide for a military and econo­
mic dictatorship in event of war. 
Congressman Ross Collins, of Miss­
issippi, expert on military affairs, 
says the bill makes war profiteer­
ing inevitable and would make it 
possible to pay 100 per cent profit 
to low-cost manufacturers.

Meanwhile, any future President 
who could build up a war psycholo­
gy would have read-made machinery 
for a dictatorship. Even many be­
lievers in a “next war” think there 
will be no conflict this side of Ha­
waii and don’t see the need of de­
vising such a straightjacket far in 
advance.

Your Income Tax
No. 15

Losses on Stock Transactions 
No gain or loss is recognized for 

income tax purposes as a result of 
the exchange of stock or securities 
in a corporation solely for stock or 
securities in another corporation in 
pursuance of a plan of reorganiza­
tion to which both corporations are 
parties or as a result of the ex­
change of stock or securities in a 
corporation solely for stock or se­
curities in the same corporation in 
connection with a recapitalization. 
Where money or other property is 
received along with such exchanges, 
no loss is recognized, although a 
taxable gain may result. The sta­

tute also proliibits the deduction for 
any loss from the sale or other dis­
position of stock or securities where 
the taxpayer, within a period of 30 
days before or after the date of 
sale or other disposition, acquires 
or enters into a contract or option 
to acquire substantially Identical 
stock or securities.
