TVA Defies

Roosevelt

Refuses to Resign
Or Be Ousted Over
Quarrel With Foes

WASHINGTON, March 22 (#)—
President Roosevelt threatened to
suspend or remove Arthur E. Mor-
gan from chairmanship of the Ten-
nessee Valley Authority Monday and
promptly was confronted with a
blunt declaration from Morgan that
he was powerless to do either.

The determined chairman declin-
ed to participate further in Mr.
Roosevelt’s personal investigation of
TVA and spurned a presidential sug-
gestion that he was obligated to re-
sign or retract the charges he had
macde against his fellow members
of the TVA board of directors.

“It is my judgment,” Morgan told
the president in a third and appar-
ently final session of the chief
executive’s inquiry, “that my resig-
nation at this time would not be in
the public interest. Therefore, I do
not tender my resignation. I wish
also to say that I challenge the sug-
gestion and deny the right and
power to remove or suspend me.

He persisted in his refusal to give
the president facts supporting his
accusations Vice-Chairman Har-
court Morgan and Director David
Lilienthal had been guilty of mal-
feasance, or to defend himself
against their charges that he had
sought to “rule or ruin” the TVA.

Mr. Roosevelt said on the basis of
the record of his hearings he was
“obliged to find” the:

(1) Chairman Morgan had fail-
ed to sustain “grave and libelous
charges of dishonesty and want of
integrity” against the two other di-
rectors.

(2) The charges of the other di-
rectors that Chairman Morgan had
“obstructed the work and injured
the morale of TVA * * * must be
accepted as true.”

(3) That Chairman Morgan was
“guilty of insubordination and con-
tumacy (resistance to authority) in
refusing to submit to the chief
executive’s demand for any facts
upon which he based charges of dis-
honesty and want of integrity on
the part of his fellow directors.”

Lith Government
Totters as Mobs
Protest Actions

KAUNAS, Lithuania, March 22
(#)—The government of President
Antonas Smetona, who twenty years
ago proclaimed this tiny Baltic state
an independent nation, tottered
Monday night as crowds protesting
his capitulation to Poland’s ulti-
matum attempted to march on the
presidential residence.

It was reported that the entire
cabinet had resigned, but there was
no official confirmation.

Police arrested a score of persons
after breaking up the attempted
march to Smetona’s residence, took
their names and later released them.

The demonstrators organized the
march after attending services at
the tomb of Lithuania’s Unknown
Soldier in front of the War mu-
seum. They sang the so-called Vilna
song bewailing the loss of Lithu-
ania’s historic capital seized by Po-
land. in 1920.

Police reserves were called out and
quickly dispersed the crowd.

Many diplomats believed that the
cabinet had resigned, or was about
te resign, but that no formal an-
nouncement would be made until
Thursday when Premier Jouzas Tu-
belis returns from a sick leave in
Switzerland.

Foreign Minister Stasys Lozoaritis
and Minister of Justice Stasys Silin-
gas submitted their resignations to
the 64-year-old president because of
their opposition to Lithuania’s sur-
render to Polish demands-— under
threat of invasion—for restoration
of diplomatic relations.

Smetona. rejected the resignations
and attempted fo persuade the key
ministers to withdraw them.

Far-reaching changes were fore-
cast in the nation’s political front,
involving perhaps the resignation of
Smetona himself and the dissolution
of parliament in favor of a more
democratic legislature.

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Wise Skippering on Ship of State

If any one man in the entire New Deal entourage has
gained prestigg during the troublous years since 1933 that
man is Seeretary of State Cordell Hull. In the last few
weeks Hull has added to the somewhat general opinion
that he is a pretty slick and sensible statesman.

His speeczh before the National Press Club in Wash-
ington was as sane as it was candid. After reaffirming
earlier declarations that the United States is ready to dis-
arm when other nations will do likewise, Hull went on
to denounce dictators, treaty breakers, and land-hungry
aggressors. He criticized both isolationists and jingoists.

In addition to agreeing with those sentiments, the
general American public will probably go along with the
policy expressed in Hull’s statement that the United States
will continue to steer a sound middle course between the
extremes of internationalism and isolationism.

It becomes increasingly apparent that certain gov-
ernments will not stop their war-baiting aggression. The
more they get, the more they want. It was always thus.

Now they aren’t many Americans who want the Unit-
ed States to go over and beard the lions in their dens.
Neither do they want the U. S. to try to right the many
obvious wrongs of the last two decades. But the belief is
growing that a couple of oceans do not separate America
from all the problems of the rest of the world.

Fearful prophecies that some ambitious European or
Asiatic despot will get a foothold in the Americas and then
go on to conquer the U. S. are by all odds fantastic. But
the discomfiting faet remains that Hitler and Mussolini
have pulled off some rather fantastic projects lately. And
their recent. successes don’t diminish their notions of in-
vincibility. ;

WASHINGTON, March 22.
High Commissioner Paul V. Mec-
Nutt who for better or worse has
been out in front lately as a conspic=
uous aspirant; for the presidency Jin
1940, will again leave the Philippines
in July and will resign his post there
by’ the end of the summer.

Leaving Manila, McNutt will visit
some of the smaller Pacific Islands,
stop off in the Orient and keep on
going around the world, through the
Suez Canal with certain stops in
Europe. Returning to the United
States from London, he will make a
report on his observations to Presi-
dent Roosevelt.

Friends of Indiana’s handsome
ex-governor say Roosevelt has ask-
ed him to make this tour and sur-
vey, although that hasn’t been con-
firmed at the White House. Some
of them even whisper knowingly
that it’s just another effort to keep
the high commissioner away from
the country a while longer, although
it’s obvious enough to anyone that
the net effect will be to keep him in
limelight.

The facts seems to be that?
the President isn’t doing anything
to help or to hinder McNutt's as-
pirations, whereas Postmaster Gern-
eral-National Chairman Jim Far-
ley may be depended on to do every-
thing possible to obstruct him.
May Take “U” Presidency.

WHETHER McNutt will take the
presidency of ' Indiana University
when he returns is something he and
his friends haven’t decided, al-
though the post has been held open
for him and he is still technically
on leave from the faculty. He will
be back in time to help his friend
and candidate Sam Jackson battle
for the seat now held by Senator
Van Nuys.

One result of McNutt's visit to
Washington has been to impress
many observers with the thought
that his presidential prospects must
be taken more seriously than they
supposed, whether they like it or
not. Of course his unannounced
candidacy is still far, far from the
band wagon stage. But the high
commissioner has been busy estab-
lishing ‘contacts which are potential-
ly important, :

Don’t be  surprised if it leaks
a very small, carefully arranged
dinner party during his stay. The
present game of his backers is to
promote MecNutt as an ideal mid-

dle-road candidate between the
Democratic party’s right and left
wings.

Will Rubber Workers Be I irsf
To Accept Hourly Wage Cuts?

AKRON, O., March 16 — The rub-
ber - workers organized- the first of
the big new unions in the mass pro-
duetion industries; they staged the
first major sitdown strike; ‘they
signed up the first clear majority

And --now
being asked:

“Will they be the first of those
big unions to agree to hourly wage
reductions?

If they do:

“What will be the effect on the
steel, auto and other mass pro-
duction industries?” ’

If they don’t: |

“What happens to Akron, with
its 270,000 people, a majority of
whom depend directly or indirectly
on the big tire plants for a living?”
Tremendous Peotentialities.

It’s a starkly realistic problem,
which involves not only the possi-
bility - of further decentralization
of the ‘rubber industry, but also
probable ramifications in labor re-
lations* throughout other gigantic
industries in which organized labor
has gained hard-won recognition in !
recent years.

Here’s the nub of the problem:

these -questions . are

Goodrich Tire & Rubber Com-
pany  officials insist they cannot
continue to build tires in Akron

with labor costing $1.10 and $1.15
per hour—and sell them in
petition ~with tires built in other
cities where labor costs are from
25 10" 75 per ‘cent’less. So Good-
rich 'asks the United Rubber Work-
ers of America to agree to an hour-

ly wage cut of about 17 per cent, re-| :

ducing pay to 90 or 95 cents per
hour. If the union refuses, Good-
rich threatens to move more of its
production out of Akron.

The union, on the other hand,
realizes that such a. reduction at
Cocdrich 'would make it difficult
to ward off similar concessions at
other Akron plants. Fighting hard
against cuts, the union points to
the excellent financial condition of
the company as failing to justify
the cuts. ° A recent union effort to
persuade all four big tire com-
panies to sign a uniform wage agree-
ment was unsuccessful.

May Be a Compromise.

Several factors are bringing pres-
sure to bear on the union which in-
dicate that some sort of a compro-
mise will probably be made involving {
some reduction in hourly rates.

First of these is the fact that
Goodrich flatly says it will with-
draw another third of its tire-
making from Akron if somei,hing{
is not done. One-third has already |
gone elsewhere. Neither of Good-
rich’s biggest competitors makes}
more than a third of its tires in'!
Akron.

Another is the threat of even|
further decentralization of the rub-|

ber and tire business, which began |
20 years ago, speeded up since 1929,
and reached a feverish pace in the
past two years, with Goodrich open-
ing-a new plant at Oaks, Pa., Fire-
stone a new one at Memphis, Tenn.,
and Goodyear at Jackson, Mich,
during 1937, p
Further pressure on the .union
comes from its own members, many
of whom reason like this: ‘“Before
the union came, wages were lower,
but there was work; we made more
money then. Now we have the un-
ion, and high hourly wages, but
there is no work. I can't see where
it’s gotten me anything.”

More cash
came in later in the day and the
final amount needed was raiced in
sninutes . this morning.

The plan, offered by F’incher E:
Withers, president of the Midland
-club, called for $2,000 to be placed
at his disposal before tonight. Per-
sons subseribing $25 or more are to
share. in the gate receipts for the
first three home games of the sea-
‘son. Should any money over- the
$2,000© be accumulated at the gate
‘dliring ‘the ﬁrs& three days it will
o& to the élub:

Fans apparently sensed a Lhal-
lenge to their desires to see- base-
hall here once again-and responded
‘“like nobody’s business” when ap-
pealed to. Many ' emphatically de-

After delivering good will mes~
sages to the Governor of Mexico
City from high Canadian govern-
mental authorities, Hartz brought
his crew to San Antonio, Texas,
where extensive runs were made on
highways in that vicinity. Other
cities which have served as bases
for such work include Houston, Dal-
las, Texas, New Orleans and Shreve-
port, sa., Savanah and Macon, Ga.,
Tampa, Miami, Daytona Beach, and
Jacksonville, Fla., Montgomery, Ala.,
and Jackson, Miss.

From the Southeast, the party
worked westward on a cross-coun-
try run from Savannah to San Diego,
Cal.

Remarkable economy records were
established by the truck for the first
10,000 miles of its extensive run, AAA
figures show. According to reports
of the impartial body, an average
of 15.06 miles per gallon was record-
ed, at an average speed of 30.12
miles per hour. Cost per mile was
$.01447, while cost per ton mile was
but $.00312, which is figured on a
gross weight of 9,260 pounds..The
unit carries a fixed “payload” of
4,590 pounds.

From Midland the truck will con-
tinue on its long distance run, Chev-
rolet’s third annual safe-driving
road test. Other principal points
which will be visited by the crew

and wil serve as bases for operations
on nearby highways, include Den-
ver. St. Louis, Indianapolis, Cleve-
land, New York, Boston, Buffalo,
Chicago, Fargo, N. D., Great Falls,
Mont., Seattle, and San Francisco.

The present test run left Detroit
Jan. 10, coincidental with the open-
ing of Chevrolet’s national truck
week. The formal start of the run
from Ottawa was made Jan. 14.

Hartz, known as America’s No. 1
test driver, has had one of the
brightest careers in the history of
American auto racing. He was na-
tional junior champion in 1914 and
advanced to the national champion-
ship in 1926. The following year,
after a near fatal injury, he retired
from active participation and is now
a designer and builder of racing
cars. He will enter at least one of
his own cars in the 1938 running of
the speed classis at Indianapolis
May 30.

The test run is being conducted
for Chevrolet by W. E. Fish, na-
tional director of truck - sales, and
A. R. Cosgrove, Fish’s assistant. The
contest board of the AAA is certify-
ing the enfire test.
