Educator Is
Jailed In
J ewel__'l:heft

Agents Refuse to
Divulge Identity
Of the Prisoner

DALLAS, March 26 (). — Fed-
eral agents arrested and jailed a
middle-aged, prominent Dallas edu-
cator today in a highly secretive in-
vestigation of a recent Florida
jewel robbery.

The man, a member of Lhe_Dallas
public school system, was held in
the city jail and governments agents
declined to indicate when charges
would be filed.

The Dallas News, quoting an un-
named informant, said the educa-
tor was arrested at his home early
today and $10,000 worth of jewels
were recovered. The paper said of-
ficers identified the man, unmar-
ried, as a relative of “the country’s
biggest jewel thief,”” reportedly
slain in Florida last Thursday.

Officers 'informed the newspaper
the man was being investigated as a
“fence”. for the Florida jewel theft
group and added that jewels found
in the Dallas man’s home had been
sent here by air-mail.

Fred Blake. head of the federal
bureau of investigation : here, ad-
mitted the man had been arrested
but refused further information.

Officers said an automatic pistol
was found in the educator’s auto-
mobile.

Two city detectives and two fed-
eral agents took the man into cus-
tody.

He was reported to have made a
brief statement, the nature of which
was unknown.

Citizens Are Urged
To Protect Selves
Against Mpsquitoes

Warm weather is approaching and
with it, fly breeding season also ar-
rives, according to Dr. W. E. Ryan,
City Healih Officers, and citizens
are warned to begin now to protect
themselves against this deadly pest.

Screening of homes, swatting and
spraying is necessary to combat this
enemy of mankind that spreads
deadly disease such as typhoid fever,
para typhoid, and dysentery, bus
these control methods alone are not
enough.

The point of attack is at the place
of birth where the fly lays its eggs
and reproduces. Without filth such
as barnyard manure, open garbage
cans, surface toilets and other such
places where filth and waste is al-
lowed to remain exposed for as long
as three days, the common house
fly cannot reproduce.

The elimination of such breeding
places is possible, and Dr. Ryan
urges every citizen in Midland county
to check his premises now and elimi-
nate such breeding places and in
this way reduce this summer fly
crop to a minimum,

City and county officials, looking
ahead toward the protection of
citizens of Midland county against
filth borne diseases, are co-operating
with the State Department of Health
in sponsoring a county wide W. P. A.
project for the elimination of sur-
face toilets and building sanitary
pit type toilets for homes where
better types of sewage disposal is
impractical. ;

Free labor_ is made available to
property owrlers for this work and
with a very small cost for materials,
the property owner can take advan-
tage of this service to protect him-
self and neighbors against serious
illness with often ends in death.
Anyone wishing to take advantage
of this service call county health
nurse phone 348.

Although sanitary regulations re-
quire these sanitary measures, every-
one is asked by health authorties to
c-operate in this campaign to reduce
the incidence of communicable dis-
ease in Midland county.

Reorganizaticn Act
Will Be Voted Upon
By Solons Monday

WASHINGTON, March 26 (£). —
Defeated consistently on proposed
amendments, some senate foes of
the administration’s government
reorganization bill conceded today
they lacked the votes to Kill the
measure.

A vote on a motion to recom-

mit the bill to committee, a step|

which would effectively pigeon-hole
it—has been set for Monday. If the

, motions fails, there will be a vote
| on passage of the measure

at 4
p. m. CST.

Two portions of the bill—crea-
tion oif a welfare department and
authorization tor employment of
six presidential assistants—already
have been approved in the house.

Senator Byrnes said it was possi~
ble that the senate bill might be
substituted for one of these mea-
sures and sent directly to a confer~
ence between senate and house rep-

resentatives. This would expedite
final action.
Enactment of the broad reor-

ganization program would give the
administration its fourth major law
of the session. Already, the farm,
housing and emergency relief bills
have wori legislative approval.

Tax Revision Next.

The next big administration bill
—tax revision—has undergone a
week’s buffeting in the senate fi-
nance commitiee and now bears
little resemblance to the revenue
measure approved by the house.

Several administration lieuten-
ants in the senate said there was
powerful senate support for the
committee recommendations and
that the hill finally-enacted was
unlikely to be in accord with ad-
ministration recommendations.

The main tax fight probably will

center in a joint conference com-
mittee, which will meet to adjust
differences between the senate and
house bills.

The billion-dollar naval expan-
sion bill, which already has house
approval, also is expected to en-
counter heavy going in the senate,
although most observers expect its
eventual approval. Many senators
are primed for discussion of the
administration’s foreign policy.
Wage and Hour Bill.

Leaders agreed that the wage
and hour bill, which administration
followers in the house are seeking
to revive, stands only a 50-50
chance of enactment at this ses-
sion.

The senate approved a resolu-
tion yesterday for a joint senate-
house inquiry into the Tennessee
Valley Authority’s administration
and this probably will be acted on
in the house Wednesday.

Messages from President Roose-
velt still are expected on methods
of relieving debt-ridden railroads,
proposals to put government con-
trols on the bank holding company

structure. and an anti-monopoly
program. {
Nevertheless, congressional lead-

ers still are hopeful that the ses-
sion will end between May 15 and
June 1.

Senate .Studies Plan
To Thaw Out Capital

For New Investments

WASHINGTON, March 26 (&).—
The senate finance committee stud-
jed today the possibility of “unfreez-
ing” investment capital by easing
taxes which members said were pre-
venting dissolution of many per-
sonal holding companies.

Senator George, Georgia, said that
members sought to curtail taxes on
holding companies and encourage
distribution of their assets to stock-
holders, then tax the stockholders
at regular income tax rates on their
share of funds received.

Electric Power Is
Placed in Hands of
The Jap Government

TOKYO, March 26 (£). — Japan
took a long stride toward a dicta-
torial government today as parlia-
ment passed a measure placing the
nation’s entire electric power in the
government’s hands.

Passage was culminated after 36
hours of continuous debate which
occasionally exploded into acrim-
onious exchanges and scuffling.

Presence of another major struc-

Some advanced the theory that
the Shell No. 1 Roberts defines an
Ordovician “high” reflected in the
shallower Permian formations and
that the Denver pool is a feature or
“terrace” east of the major anti-
cline.

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Joe Kenpedy Talks a Lot of Sense

The presence of that red-headed Irishman at the
Court of St. James makes a lot of Americans feel better
about their country’s chance for peace. Joe Kennedy
gives signs of being the ambassador that the United States
has needed for a long time. That first speech was simple,
it wag straight-forward, it was sensible. If Great Britain
~—or any other country—gets funny ideas about how the
average American looks at the world scene, it won’t be
Joe Kennedy’s fault.

It was goed to read in Kennedy’s speech such passages
as these:

“Most Americans insist that their country retain its
independent and unmortgaged judgment as to the merits
of world crises as and when they arise.”

“Where the present interests of Great Britain and
the United States meet is in the prevention of this gen-
erally feared world war.” :

“If the nations should again become engulfed in th
cataclysm of a general war, we should make ourselves
very strong and then pursue whatever course we consid-
ered to be best for the United States.”

- “Best for the United States”—that’s putting it the
way it ought te be put and leaving room for no misinter-
pretation. Joe Kennedy is a plain-speaking man. He
wants the position of his country to be understood. He
said that two ideas were wrong. One was that the U. &,
wouldn’t fight under any circumstances short of actual
invasion, and the other was that the U. S. could never
remain neutral in the event of a general war. When Ken-
nedy says that the great majority of the American people
prefer the middle ground he is right. The American peo-
ple believe that keeping to such a course is the surest way

to keep out of war.

Joe Kennedy will be no errand boy at St. James. He
will lick no boots. And the British should like him and
respect him for those reasons. They received his speech
enthusiastically, even when he frankly warned that the
U. S. would go whichever way seemed bést to the U. S.

Kennedy said that Americans refuse to believe in
the inevitability of war. That is true. The American out-
look is not fatalistic. Neither is it feoolish. Americans
know that there is a good chance that most of the big
nations of the world will be at one another’s throats—
and soon. But with men like Joe Kennedy in the impor-
tant posts in the foreign service, a great many Americans
feel that their nation is a great deal less likely to mix
in the bloody mess. They remember all too well Ambassa
dor Page’s maneuvering prior to America’s entrance into
the World War. Many of them still blame Page. And
the great majority of them hope that Joe Kennedy won’t
make the same mistakes.

Football Tax

Is college football a big business or an essential state
government function? The answer will seem pretty ob-
vious to anyone who has ever attended a big-time game
and, along with some 50 or 60 thousand other people, paid
upward of $3 for a seat.

But the U. S. Supreme. Court has been asked to de-
cide the issue. Robert H. Jackson, U. S. solicitor-general,
has sent a brief to the high court demanding that the
University of Georgia and the Georgia School of Tech-
nology pay federal taxes on their games. The regents
of the schools claim that in staging the games the col-
leges are in reality “engaging in the performance of an
essential government function” and that the tax would
be an unconstitutional burden on the state. Seeking 2
reversal of a lower court decision, Jackson contends that
football -is hardly one of the functions that the founders
of the federal government intended should be reserved
for the several states.

But why all the fuss on the part of the schools?
Who will pay the tax anyhow? You guessed it: the same
people that pay all the other taxes. Nobody, of course,
but the Great American Public.

“U. S. One”

Most travel guides are duller than the Congressional
Directory. But, “U. S. One,” first of the highway tour
books put out by the Federal Writers’ Project of the
WPA, apparently is an exception. Even such hyper-
critical persons as the book reviewers have praised it.

The book deals of course with the highway that

skirts the east coast from Maine to Florida. Its 344 pages
highlight the journey with everything from descriptions
of the Georgia country made famous in Erskine Caldwell’s
“Tobacco Road” to the story of Morrisville, Pa., which
came within two vetes of being chosen as the site for the
capital of the United States.
' Thus the motorist learns as he travels—and that ig
a good think. There are more books to come in the series
and they will deal with highways in every part of the
nation. If they are as good as the first, the Federal
Writers’ Project may be remembered as, well—not so
Fad as the critics' of boondoggling would have you be-
ieve.

Babson Finds Business Abroad Is Slow
Just as It Is in the United States

By ROGER W. BABSON,

BABSON PARK, Fla. March 26. —
Business abroad is slow just as it
is here in Neorth America. Britain,
France, Netherlands, and the Uni-

fers. Declines in other nations are
merely echoés of the sharp slumps
among these four nations. Busiest
areas now are South Africa, Ger-
many and Scandinavia.

Peace and prosperity without good
foreign trade is impossible either in
America or in Canada. Millions of
jobs depend on sales of our goods
abroad. The Saskatchewan wheat
farmer, the Texas cotton planter,
the Michigan automobile - worker,
and the Massachusetts mill hand
fail to realize this,—yet it is abso-
lutely true. We must ‘“‘give and take”
if we want to have “good times” at
home and ife we want to relieve the
economic pressure which makes ag-
gression possible abroad. That’s wiy
I am 100 per cent behind Secretary
Hull’s reciprocal trade program! It's
also the reason why I keep a check
on business overseas so that I can
occasionally give readers a “words-
eye” view of foreign conditions.

Great Britain: A delayed break
in business is in progress. Stocks
have been sliding downward since
early 1937 and are now at the low-
est point in five years. If it were
not for the gigantic arms program,
business might be as bad as it 1s
here. The passing of the peak of the
building boom and the slowing down
of ocean shipping are adding to
the British slump. Our 1938 exports

will show a sharp loss over the 1937
figures.

British Commonwealths: Austra-
lia, New Zealand and Canada are
now feeling the shock of the stock
market and business slumps in the
U. S. and Great Britain. The break
in commodity prices has hit hard
other Empire members such as Nig-
eria, East Africa, Egypt, India. Out-
standing Dominion teday is South
Africa where the gold boom is still
on. As a whole, our 1938 foreign |
trade with the British Dominions
will show a smaller drop than that
with the average country.

France: Huge public expenses
plus high manufacturing costs, be-
cause of the ferty-hour week, are
wrecking French business. Indus-
trial activity and stock prices are
drifting downward while living
costs and unemployment are creep-
ing forward. The weakness of the
frane may force further marking
down of the closely allied Swiss,
Belgian and Dutch currencies. This
would be the starting-gun for an-
other race to devalue werld curren-
cies with a resultant blow te inter-
national trade. France is one of the
economic sore spots of the weorld to-
day.

Germany and Austria: Business
in both the “Fatherland” and her
new subsidiary is excellent. Activity
is double the low levels of 1932 and
1933. Stock prices on the Berlin
Bourse, furthermeore, have been
moving aupward against the world
trend but Germany’s financial re-
serves are about exhausted. Hence
the annexation of Austria with her
gold and raw material resources is
actually bullish. There is no less
danger of immediate war now than
at any time since Hitler’s rise to
power. Poland and Hungary made
big strides ahead in 1937 but the
current recession has slowed down
activity in Czechoslovakia.

Scandianavia: Business in Sweden,
Norway and Denmark is pretty
closely tied up with that of Eng-
land and the United States. Con-
sequently these three countries
have felt a slackening in the ad-
vance of industrial output since last

fall. They are, however, still far
above the world average of activity.

The weakness in commodity prices
and the drop in international ship-

ping are the worst blows. Of the
three countries, Denmark feels the
recession most severely while Swe-
den is still a boom country. The way
these nations conduct themselves
economically and politically is ‘an
example for the rest of the world.

_ Mediterranean Countries: Italy is
a very busy, but a very poor coun-
try today. Unemployment has been
almost eliminated, but workers are
badly paid. Taxation is enormous
and the lira—the nationhal currency
—is weak. Abyssinia is a big drain.
II Duce is pushing a “self-suffi-
ciency” policy but Italy has even
fewer raw materials to work with
than Germany. Mussolini, like Hit-
ler, is headed for economic chaos.
Meanwhile, Spain continues to im-
poverish and ruin herself. Portugal
and Greece, however, are two bright
spots.

South America: Commodity pric-
es contrel the prosperity of our
Southern neighbors. Hence the price
smash in international products,
such as coffee, beef, cotton, copper,
and wheat means that the 1937
“boom” will not be repeated this
year. After three years of steadily
improving conditions, South Ameri-
ca, will mirror the recession going
on in England and the United States.
Best trading prospect among the
leading countries is Argentina. My
feeling is that the biggest recent
development in South America is
the new dictatorship in Brazil. The
“fascist” idea has crossed the At-
lantic!

Japan—and-China: The China~ad-
venture is a big drain on Tokio but
she is standing up well under the
strain. Because of the war, it is al-

most impossible to determine true
business conditions. The 'increasing
restrictions. on foreign exchange and
the decline: in stock prices indicates,
however, that she has tackled a
big job. One thing is certain: Both
eountries will endeavor to buy less
of our: goods in the future than in
the past. Japan will get much of the
raw cotton for her textile mills from
the fields of North China rather
than from Texas; and she will at-
tempt to crowd us out as China’s
biggest merchant. Yet there is a
possibility that an awakened China
may give us sufficient new business
to more than offset these losses.

Depends on U. S.

The key to this entire situation
today is the United States. Last
year we accounted for one-ninth of
all world trade. Our demand and
consumption will have a powerful in-
fluerice on the world trend of com-
modity prices. The fortunes of many
econemie arenas around the globe
depend on these prices. If a strong
pick-up takes place in North Ameri-
ca, world recovery can survive the
bad condition in France and else-
where. I believe that such a recovery
may be ahead. Surely a world spiri-
tual revival could bring it about.

South Dakota

On High Road
To Prosperity

»

SIOUX FALLS, S. D,, March 24.
¥ (UP).— South Dakota, whose once
fertile prairies have been baked by
years of crop-killing dry weather,
today was winning the fight
against drouth, depression and in-
sect infestation.

Weird pictures of dust-storms
and fields laid low by grasshoppers
no longer tell the story, and the
adversity of the past half-decade
appears to have taught even griz-
zled ranchers a lesson. The state
that once led the nation in per
capita wealth still is in third place
and is staging a valiant comeback.

Statisticians . reported today that
the state has 94,000 more hogs,
63,000 more sheep and 15,000 more
cattle than a year ago. Bins on
farms bulge with a surplus. There
are 17,658,000 more - bushels of
corn, 6,907,000 more bushels of
oats, and 3,014,000 more bushels of
wheat in storage than at the same
time in 1937.

Rainfall Vastly Greater.

Crop experts said the inereases
were due to a definite improve-
ment in the moisture level and te
better use of the land, Total rain-
fall in the southeastern part of
the state, in fact, was the great-
est in five years. ; ¥

Other tangible evidences . like-
wise point to South Dakota’s. come-
back. Financial reports show most
of South Dakota in a preferred
position in regard to consumer in-
come. The meat packing industry
output showed a gain of $6,000,000
in the last biennium for which
federal figures-are available.

The state leads eight surround-
ing commonwealths in  ‘paring
down bonded indebtedness,: with
the average reduction in  South
Dakota 33 per cent. Federal Land
a» Bank figures indicated land sales
during the past year nearly doubled
the 1936 Tigure.

Contributing also to the state’s
comeback are two other major in-
dustries — mining and the tourist
business.

Rich in Minerals.

During 1937 the state senf near=
ly  two-fifths of the entire amount
of gold received by the U. S. mint
at Denver. There are some 60 com-
mercially profitable ores in the
Black Hills area and ranging te
the central part of the state where
the richest manganese deposits on
the continent are said to be await-
ing an adjustment of present un-
favorable tariffs to be worked.

Other metals being worked with
increasing success are feldspar and
bentonite.

And with spring crop prospects
described as the “best in years,”
South Dakota is getting ready to
push its third ranking industry —
the tourist trade. This is said to
bring approximately $45,000,000
intc the state annually.

Residents have become more
South-Dakota-minded with forma-
tion of the Greater South Dakota
Association which in two @ years
has become a clearing house  for
Loosting and utilizing means ‘to
“put the state out in front where
it belongs.”

Repair Work

SCHENECTADY, N. Y. (UP).—
The mysteries of blown- out fuses,

short circuits -and faulty electrical ‘
utensils are being taught a limited {|

number of girl students at Nott
Terrace -~high school in- a new
course—practical arts electricity.

Purpose of the special course is
to equip the students in under-
standing and repairing of electrical
household appliances.

After preliminary instruction in
the various kinds of electricity and
the development and uses of cur-
rents, the 'girls will turn to thg
practical field of making and re-
pairing electrical devices.

Advanced study will be cen-

tered on ‘electricity in the home, ||

with the girls learning how to read
meters, use  and replace fuses, re-
pair electric : cords and - correct
circuit defects.

Among * the appliances to he
studied will be the curling ,iron,
hair dryer, electric clock, thermo-
stat, waffle iron, refrigerater, elec-
tric - iron, - mixer motor, vacuum
cleaner, electric range, ventilating
fan and doorbell.

Likewise there has been a large
increase in: the number of Reddish
Egrets on the coast since the sanc-
tuary was: established.

Other birds that nest on the island
are the American Egret, the Black
Skimmer - and White Ibis. .

During the latter part of the nest-
ing season visitors are usually per-
mitted to go to the island.

The island formerly was compara-
tively isolated because the water
around it was so shallow boats could
hardly navigate.

Dredging of the barge channel
from Port Isabel to Harlingen, now
nearly completed, has brought it
nearer the reach of boats. The Au-
dubon Societies fought dredging of
the channel near the island with-
out success.

For Election to the Board of Trustees of
The Midland Independent School District

Charles D. Vertrees, J. L. Greene and J. R. Martin, present mem-
bers of the Board of Trustees, have made the following statement:

“During the Trustee election in the year 1937, the voters of the
District were advised concerning certain practices carried on in our
school and since the voters of the District were kind enough to give
us a majority in the election, we feel that it is opportune to review
the statements made during that campaign.

“IJt was our opinion that meetings of the Board of Trustees should
be held at stated intervals with any Patron or Tax Payer privileged
to attend in order to discuss any matter which might pertain to the
welfare of the schools. We prevailed upon the Board to hold one
such meeting which was well attended by citizens interested in the
schools. At the conclusion of this meeting we were informed, by other
members of the Board, that there would be no more meetings to which
the public would be invited. We still believe that the people of the
District should be informed as to when meetings will be held in order
that they may attend to discuss school problems if they so desire.

“You were advised that members of the faculty should be re-
quired not to take part in politics of the School District but should
hold their positions on their qualifications and ability to carry out
the program of the system and should be allowed to vote their own
convictions. In spite of the voters of the District giving us a majority
in the election we have been unable to place this idea in operation.

“The statement was made that, in our opinion, we should add to
the curriculum manual training, mechanical drawing and vocational
agriculture. To date, we have been successful in adding only a limited
course in mechanical drawing. :

“An annual audit of the finances of the District, to be made
public, was suggested as a means of informing the Tax Payers of the
District regarding the finances of the system. Although we were suc-
cessful in getting a majority of the Board of Trustees to agree to this
audit, it has never been carried out by the Officials of the Board run-
ning for re-election.

“Popularity contests, by money votes, are still promoted and social
activities are apparently still conducted for the entertainment of friends
of the faculty rather than for the pleasure of the students, their par-
ents and friends. There are many practices of this nature in our High
School which should have immediate correction.

“Major amounts of money are expended without approval of the
Board of Trustees, in fact, detailed items of expense have not been
presented to the Board for approval in the presence of us three mem-
‘bers. Teachers are employed and placed on thg payroll without the
knowledge of the Board, as constituted, the contracts to be approved
at some future date. No member of the Board can give you an efficient
financial administration with a system of this kind. By closer super-
vision of the expenses of the system we feel sure, after a year’s experi-
ence, that with proper cooperat'ion a reduction can be made in the
expense of operation and still maintain the present salary schedule
for the faculty.

“It is our desire to give you the most efficient administration of
which we are capable, but having been in the minority on the Board
we have been unable to effect the changes, which in our opinion,
needed to be made. The statements made last year still hold good
with respect to our school system, and we shall appreciate your elect-
ing to office new members who are in sympathy with the things for
which you voted in the last trustee election. With W. B. Simpson and
Lewis C. Link added to the Board of Trustees your suggestions and
requests will be given every consideration.’”

Fossils Yield
New Facts on
Oil Prospects

GRAND FORKS, N, D. (UP).—Dr.
Virginia - Klin€, expert,’ stratigtaph-
er, has been added to the staff of
the state geological survey at the
University . of . ‘North Dakota to
analyze - microscoplc fossils  taken
from well drillings.

It is the first time the science
of ' micro-stratigraphy . has been
employed in the study of water
conditions and oil prospects in the
Cretaceous shales of the state, of-
ficials declare.

Minute fossils which millions of
years ago swam in the salt water
sea covering North Dakota will be
catalogued.

Dr. Kline, working under direc-
tion of Howard E. Simpson, state
geologist, is analyzing the fossils
to determine the age and distri-
bution of geologic formations in
North Dakota. Many of the fossils,
she explained, are similar to small
animals now found along the At-
lantic and Pacific coasts.

Large oil companies use strati-
graphy to locate oil-bearing lands.

Dr. ‘Kline is believed to be the
youngest woman in the country
to hold a doctorate in geology.
She is 26.

Federal Government
Plants Many Trees

AUSTIN (#).— The federal gov-
ernment 1s planting large acreages

in Texas with potential forests.

H. H. Bennett, chief of the soil
conservation service' at Amarillo,
said the largest one-year program
of tree-planting ever undertaken by
the service to control soil erosion is
under way.

Approximately 150,000,000 trees
and shrubs— 35,000,000 more than
last year—will have been planted
by the end of spring in erosion con-
trol demonstration areas over the
country.

Civilian Conservation Corps en-

farms surrounding some 370 camps
and on publicly owned lands in the
west.

In the wind erosion regicii of the
Southern Great Plains, £90,000 trees
and shrubs will be planted in con-
nection with demonstration work in
25 areas.

Included are 474,948 in the east-
ern half of Colorado, 158,825 in the
Texas Panhandle, 46,365 in eastern
New Mexico, 7,275 in the Oklahoma
Panhandle and 2,600 in southwest
Kansas.

Bennett says in ‘the High Plains,
where soil and moisture conditions
are favorable, tree and shrub wind-
breaks are an important part of
the ercsion-control campaign.

field windbreaks, used in conjunc-
tion with such farming practices

as rough tillage, cover crops and
contour cultivation, greatly reduce
the “blowing” damage.

“In the High Plains area of low
rainfall, tree sites must be pre-
paréd carefully and given the Lene-
fit of additional water to insure
good survival of the plantings,” he
said. “Water diverted from the
roadside or low places about the
farm and held around the tree sites
by small terraces usually provides
sufficient moisture.”

The service staff wurges careful
ground cultivation before planting,
fencing to prevent damage from
livestock, protection from fire and

ture-sapping - weeds to assure suc-
cess.

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Tax Collections on
Eiquor Remain Heavy

AUSTIN. (#). — Liquor control
poard tax collections in February
totaled $436,722, decrease of $42,-
133 from the same month last year.

Officials said the decrease came
in excise tax stamp sales. Liquor
stamps were down $57,388 from Feb-
ruary, 1937, and wine stamps were

off $5,296, but beer stamps gained
$19,208 over the same month last
year. Net decrease in stamp sales
was $43.477.

The auditing division collected
$3,564 in back taxes and chief audi-
tor John Kvinta said the depart-
ment made 42 audits of eight types
during the month.

The board conducted 233 hearings
in February resulting in cancellation
of 83 permits and licenses, suspen-
sion of 11 for breach ef peace, and
#6 others for law violations. Eigh-
teen permit applications were 1e-
fused.

A summary -of matters handled
for the board by the Attorney Gen-
eral’s department showed 61 cases
pending in district courts 'at the be-
ginning of the month. Twenty-two
cases were tried and disposed of,
four new law suits were answered
and two were- filed for the board.
Thirteen opinions were written in
February.

Llano Granite Is
Sent to Louisiana

LLANO, Texas. (/). — Included

in five carloads of finished ILlano
granite shipped recently to Shreve-
port for an exhibit being erected
for the Louisiana State Fair, were
two polished columns each 25 feet
high and elliptical in shape. On ac-
count of their shape, special equip-
ment was designed and built to
cut them, said C. R. Stolz, mana-
ger of the firm that quarried and
finished the great stones.

The columns, three and one haif
feet by two and one half feet each,
are helieved to be among the first
of the size and shape cut in the
United States.

The same concern is working on
the largest all-granite memorial (o
be created under the Texas Cen-
tennial appropriation. It will be
dedicated to Fannin’s men and
erected at Goliad. The finished
monument will be 53 feet long by
29 feet wide and rise 38 feet, eight
inches from the foundation. A shaft,
six and one-half feet wide and five
feet thick, will have a height of
28 feet as the central portion of the
structure. Two panels will be car-
ved on the shaft both its entire
width and seven feet high, one at
the top and the other at the bot-
tom, with lettering between.

All Contractors

Two Midland painters have start-
ed a movement which, from present
itidications, may spread over the
state and eventually be adopted by
other states. The movement, thought
up by Ray Stebbins and J. M. Harper
ealls for painting contractors to be
Heensed and bonded.

In announcing the idea, the men
sald:

“This move if adopted, will not
only benefit the Painting Contractor,
but will guarantee the home owner
and the general contractor a mea-
sure of safety, workmanship and
service that can be relied upon.

“It is a protection in many ways.
The home owner is protected by an:
established painting contractor who;
working under bond will be required
to complete his job according to
specifications as to material num-
ber of coats and will result in bet-
ter workmansnip.

“This plan will eliminate the
“floating” contractor who is con-
stantly dropping in, taking a’ few
jabs and doing them with the
¢heapest of material and labor;
then: drifting on to another town.

“Tt eliminate irresponsible, incom-
petent contractors and transient
workmen who are unknown - and
therefore not to be trusted around
2 home containing valuables.

“To the general building -con-
tractor it means the saving of valu-
able:time, considering bids from un-
known bidders. It establishes a de-
pcndable service both as to price and
efficiency and a known result be-
forehand, as to the quality of work
to BE done.

“Tt is a recognized fact that of all
trades pertaining to  the. building
industry and' home maintainance,
that the painting end of the work
falls far below the standards of
recognized workmanship. This is
‘brought. about by the fact that for
Higny years the maintainance work
on “thousands of homes has bheen
neglected. Building has been far
below normal until recently.

“With the increased revival of
home maintainance and building we
find thal there is-an acule shortage
of experienced craftsmen. The grad-
ual. returning of normal wages ‘has
brought with it a flood of amateurs
from the ranks of the unemployed.

“Without any method of governing
this-situation. the painting confrac-
tor finds himself facing hopeless and
ruinious competition from an un-
controlled, inexperienced group of
new contractors and painters.”

A:movement similar to this has
started in a number of other stafes
1o cope with this problem according
to Stebbins and Harper, who are
working out- details  and plans in
co-operation with the painting con-
tractors and the Midland city coun-
eil.

Educational Test for
New Voters Proposed

DALLAS, Texas. (), — An edu-
eational test for all new voters in
Texas is proposed by Dean Charles
5, Potts. of the School of Law of
Southern Methodist University.

The test, requiring completion of

a substantial part of the common-
school or high-school curriculum
and - administered by the public
sehool authorities, he said, would
encourage all boys and girls to re-
main in school until they had at-
fained at least the legal minimum
of {raining.
«Joss of the right to vote, to hold
affice, or be emploved in goveri-
ment service is suggested by Dean
Potfs ‘as a penalty for persistent
neglect or refusal to vote.

Contending it still is too early
to be sure of the ultimate results
of universal adult suffrage, Dean
Potts said that certain more or less
alarming symptoms have become
manifest. One is the apathy and in-
difference of a large number of vot-
ers and another that less than two-
thirds of the 45 per cent of the total
adult population that pays poll taxes
votes.

Figures compiled by Dean Potts
show that in six recent Democratic
primaries in Texas only from 23
t0 30.7 per cent of the adult popu-
lation voted for gubernatorial can-
didates, and the percentage of the
adult population voting on constitu-
tional amendments varied from 45|

MR. FROMHOLD GIVES DEMON-
STRATION TO HOME EC. GIRLS

Tuesday afternoon, March 22, in
202 study hall the members of the
Home Economics club profited from
a lecture on flower arrangement in
the home, by Mrs. Fromhold from
the Midland Floral Company.

Mr. Fromhold demonstrated his
lecture by arranging purple stocks,
shaster daisies, gladiolas, red roses,
flags, and. mixed cut flowers. He

| showed the different arrangements

for formal bouquets and less formal
ones.

Some of the pointers on how to
arange flowers are:

" Arrange flowers for harmony and
use the flowers’ own foliage.

Every flower has its own grace
and curves. Arrange flowers at na-
ture: has provided for them to be
arranged.

To keep flowers fresh when out
of own garden, cut the flowers early
in the morning because the stem is
full of sap. Cut the flowers above
the knot with a knife, as scissors
squeeze the stem together and the
flowers cannot take water so fast.
If a flower is not cut above the
knot, it cannot absorb enough water
and dies in a short time.

If you use promosis, keep it short
and use it as a base to keep the
flowers in place. Never crowd flow-
ers when arranging them. Place the
bouquet. out of a draft and sun-
shine. To keep the flowers fresh,
cut stems slanting a little bit each

Cement Production
In State Declines

AUSTIN.—Production of cement
in Texas during February was mod-
erately below that of the corre-
sponding month last year, but ship-
ments were substantially above
those of a year ago, according to
the University of Texas Bureau of
Business Research, Both produc-
tion and shipments exceeded those
of January. Stocks on February 28
were well below those of both com-
parable periods.

Figures compiled by the United
States Bureau of Mines show total
cement production in Texas during
February of 444,000 barrels, a de-
cline of 5.3 per cent from a year
ago, but 329 per cent above the
preceding month. Shipments, 532,-
000 barrels, were up 84 per cent
from February last year and 0.4 per
cent from January. Stocks on Feb-
ruary 28 were down 25.3 per cent
from the corresponding date last
year and 11.7 per cent from those
of January 31.

Cement statistics for the country
as a whole were again far less fa-
vorable than those of Texas, the
University Bureau reported. Pro-
duction, 3,916,000 barrels. was down
32.9 per cent from February last
year; shipments, 4,575,000 barrels,
were down 11.0 per cent and stocks
on hand February 28 were only 2.8
per cent below those of the corre-
sponding date a year ago.

AUSTIN, Texas. — Electric power

consumption in Texas continued
during February its favorable trend
in comparison with the correspond-
ing month last year, the University
of Texas Bureau of Business Re-
search has reported.

Fourteen power companies of Tex-
as representing the major portion
of the production of the state show-
ed an increase in consumption over
February last year of 12.6 per cent.
The decline from January was only
4.1 per cent compared with the aver-
age seasonal drop of nearly 8 per
cent;

Commercial consumption was up
11.2 per cent from February last
year and down 6.6 per cent from
January; industrial consumption
increased 12.2 per cent over Fehru-
ary last year, and was 4.3 per cent
below that of January; while resi-
dential consumption was 11.6 per

cent greater than a year ago and
9.6 per cent lesss than that of the
preceding montn,

Cotton Adjustment
Payments Based on

Date It Is Sold

If a farmer has cotton under a
1937 Commounity Credit Corpora-

tion loan, he may receive a cotton

price adjustment payment at, the
rate in effect on June 3¢, 1938, re-
gardless of whether or not the cot-
ton has been sold, according to
County Agent S. A. Debnam aftev
receipt of a communication from
George Slaughter, chairman of the
Texas Agricultural Conservation
Committee. If a farmer has cotton
under such a loan and desires to
sell it, the loan must be paid in.full
before the cotton is sold.

A farmer does not have to sell his
cotton to qualify for a cotton price
adjustment payment it was pointed
out. Cotton not sold before July 1,
1938, will be considered to have been

Under the regulations cefton price
adjustment payments will be made
on part of the 1937 crop, it was ex-
plained, and the rate of payment
in each ecase will be the amount by
which the average price of cotton
on the date of sale is below 12 cents
In no case will be the payment be
more than three cents a peound.

When a farmer selis his cotion
prior to July 1, 1938, in a bona fide
sale with title passing from pro-
ducer to buyer, he may receive a
payment on that cotton. If the eot-
tone-is under loan, title and posses-
sion cannot be delivered and, there-
fore, payment cannot be made o2 a
sale of the producer’s equity.

Cotton Acreage Quota
For Midland County
Is Set at 19,475

Midland county’s cotton acreage
quota for 1938, just announced by
the state AAA office at Texas A.
& M. College, is 19,475 acres, accord-
ing to County Agricultural Agent S.
A. Debnam.

The state allotment of slightly
more than 9,800,000 acres was divid-
ed among the counties on the basis
of the past five years’ cotton acre-
age plus acreage diverted from cot-
ton under previous farm programs.

The method of distribution - to
counties is prescribed in the new

farm act, which also provides that
county committees shall divide the

county acreage allotment to the
various cotton farms. Provisions are
made for small cotton farms, and
new producers will receive quotas
from a state reserve, it was announ-
ced.

Distribution to the remainder of
cotton farms will be on a percent-
age basis of the tilled land. The
percentage factor will be a uniforin
one for the county or for an admin-
istrative ‘area within the county, but
no farm may receive a quota in ex-
cess of the greatest acreage planted
to. cotton in any of the past three
years.

Early Day Midland

their shells like collegiate rain-
coats three years ago. They turned
the shed in their back yard into a
turtle art center and started ship-
ping the gaudily painted little rep-
tiles to curio stores all over the
country.

The turtle painting season starts

when millions of turtles hatch_cd
in the swamps begin to swim
around and climb. on logs and

overland. They are caught by the
hundreds by small boys wishing to

earn pockel, money, and sold fto
painters.

Coating Is Permanent.

The Thibodeaux family - has
evolved a system of painting the

turtles  which lasts indefinitely.
The turtle is not allowed to go
near water for three days, then

given two coats of bright paint,
then a design is painted on the
shell and a coat of shellac follows.

The turtle is then packed in wet
moss in  an individual box and
shipped.

The painters explained that the
turtles will live for years if cared
for properly and never grow in
captivity, They are caught when
scarcely larger than a silver dollar
and remain that size no matter
how well fed.

2,000 in Busy Day.

The Thibodeaux family turn out
as many as 2,000 painted turtles a
day during the- sedson -and  each
member of the family has a spe-
cial task to perform in preparing
them for painting and shipment.

When the season is over the
Thibodeaux family returns to its
tasks of farming and others who
assist in the decorating go back to
their old jobs of sign painting or

whatever.

It is estimated that nearly
1,000,000 painted turtles are!-
shipped annually from Louisiana

swamps. The Thibodeaux family
alone ships 200,000. There :iare
three capacity operating turtle

“painteries” in New Orleans.

Professor Will Hunt Key
To Laziness in Tropics

CHARLOTTESVILLE, Va. (UP).
—Dr. Sydney W. Britton, professor
of physiology at the University of
Virginia, is on his way to Panama
in an attempt to learn what makes
lazy people lazy.

Dr. Britton, in a research expe-
dition financed by the Guggen-

heim Foundation, will study the
sloth, laziest of all animals, to de-
termine the exact effect of gland
extracts on the sluggish beasts. He
believes that injections of thyroid,
adrenal and pituitary extracts will
have “a definitely energizing ef-
fect” on sloths.

The studies, carried on at the

Barre Colorade laboratory at

Gatun Lake, also will compare the
effects of the injections in the
sloth with effects of similar injec-
tions in monkeys, one of the liveli-
est of animals.
