Eugenio Caballero, Chihuahua
City banker, volunteered last night
to furnish bail for Fink, but the
amount had not been fixed by tie
court.

Chinese Recapture
Key Cities Taken
By the Invaders

SHANGHATI, Apnl 14 (#). —Gen-
eralissimo Chiang Kjaishek’s ad-
vancing Chinese legions were re-
ported today to have stormed two
Japanese central fron’ strongholds
in an attempt to force the invaders
into combined retreat.

Chinese, who. sent word they had
surrounded the walled cities of
Yihsien and Esaochwang, had high
hopes ‘their warrior hordes would
defeat Japanese again -before re-
inforcements could arrive = from
Japanese ‘bases o the north.

The reports said Chinese troops
had killed 1,500 Japanese in a
battle at Tsaochwang and thwarted
Japanese attempts to re-establish
communications between the -two
beleaguered cities.

Yihsien is 25 miles
Taierhchwang, where
week routed a Japanese advance
unit thrusting through. southern
Shantung province toward the vi-
tal Lunghai railroad. Tsaochwang
is {13 i'miles 'still - farther “to ' the
norshwest.

The three cities had been taken
by Japanese attempting to con-
quer the Lunghai area separating
Japanese-occupied portions of
north China and the Yangtze river
valley.

Japanese worked {everishly 1o
repair the Tientsin-Pukow - railway
line over which reinforcements from
the north must come. But while
repairs were made on one section,
Chinese said Chinese guerilla bands
busily destroyed another.

CHICAGO, April 14 (#). — The
Kelly-Nash democratic  organization
went down to defeat yesterday ‘in its
battle againsi Gov. Henry Horner.

Nearly complete returns from pri-
mary elections in Illinois—the first
in the United States—emphasized
the clear-cut gquality of the victory
of the governor’s forces over major
candidates supported by Mayor Ed-

ward J. Kelly and National Com- [

mitteeman P. A. Nash.

The embattled governor, fighting
to “smash the Kelly~-Nash machine”
and to assume the top rung on the
party’s political ladder in the state,
emerged triumphant over the Chi-
cago faction for the second time in
two years.

In the principal state-wide con-
test, the Horner-backed Scott W.
Lucas won the democratic senatorial
nomination over the Kelly-Nash-en-
dorsed Michael L. Igoe by a margin
of 60,000 votes.

In addition, the Kelly-Nash or-
ganization suffered its first sethack
in Chicago in five years when Coun-
ty Judge Edmund K. Jarecki earn-
ed renomination over Circuit Judge
John Prystalski.

Jarecki was dropped by the Kelly-
Nash slate makers. Gov. Horner
came -to his aid. So did State’s At-
torney Thomas J. Courtney, who
definitely broke with the Chicago or-
ganization to assist Jarecki.

Meanwhile, a sharp struggle “r
the United States Senatorship was
assured for November. It will pit
Lucas against Richard J. Lyons, the
Republican nominee, in a fight re-
volving about the New Deal.

Mexico Refuses to
Return Properties

To British Oil Co.

MEXICO CITY, April 14 (&)—
In vigorous but polite language
Mexico told Great - Britain last

night the expropriated properties of
Aguila (Royal Dutch Shell) Oil
company would not be returned.

Text of the note, delivered to the
British ambassador, disclosed the
Mexican government refused to
admit Britain’s right to make dip-
lomatic representations in behalf
of the company. The British gov-
ernment had demanded the proper-
ties 'be returned.

“Even on the assumption that
numerous British investors are
very much interested in the situ-
ation in which the company finds
itself,” the note said, ‘“the Ilatter
is a Mexican enterprise and there-
fore defense of its interests does
net appertain to a foreign state.”

There was no immediate indi-
cation of what further steps Brit-
ain might take.

In view of the Monroe doctrine,
the use of force obviously is out
of - the question, but observers
thought London might lend sup-
port to the efforts of the 17 Amer-
ican and British companies, whose
properties were taken, to close world
markets to Mexican oil—something
they have thus far succeeded in
doing.

The Mexican note re-asserted the
government’s intention to pay in-
demnification and declared ‘“‘the
republic’s capacity to pay is a real
and certain fact.”

Road Fund Deadline Is
Set For Saturday Night

Complete Yeports of road fund
comimittee workers are asked for by
Saturday night, chamber of com-
- merce  officials said today. Cards
not solicited by_that time should be
turned in any way, so that realloca-
tion of those who have not, contrib-
uted may be made early Monday.

At a meeting of the commiitee
this morning, it was found that
not -over half the needed amount
has been pledged. This is due largely
to the fact that committees have
not turned in full reports, officials
said, as few “turn downs” have been
encountered.

The money is needed first to pay
for Midland’s part of re-routing
the road east from Kermit to in-
tersect roads to Odessa and to

Pumps 104 Barrels On Da.y Test

Pumping 104.19 barrels of oil on
initial 24-hour, potential test, Choate

L. H. Choate and Fred Hogan,
discoverers of the new pool, have
made deal with Harry W. Black,
Midland operator, and Eubank Oil
Company, Inc. for a new test one-
half mile south and one-half mile
east of the No. 1 University. In re-
turn for drilling of a well 2,310
feet from the north and 330 feet
from the west line of section 13,
block 14, University survey, Choate
& Hogan have turned to Black and
Eubank the northwest quarter (160
acres) of the section. The (ract
was originally farmed out to Choate
& Hogan by Humble.

Foreword of Book
Written by Dobie

AUSTIN, Texas. — J. Frank Dobie,
professor of Engiisiy ai the Univer-
sity of Texas, has written the fore-
word of a booklet of folklore rhy-
mes, compiled by Ray Wood of Aus-
tin, who for several years has been
in Federal Government service. This
unigue contribution to the litera-
ture of Texas and the South has
recently come from the press. It
was illustrated by Ed Hargis, a 23-
vear old window dresser of Beau-
mont, whose work shows he ranks
high as an artist, although he has
never had any technical training in
drawing. The booklet bears the title
of ‘'Peckerwood Rhymes.”

“When the American Indians told
a story about the coyote, they spoke
of him as Hermano Coyote—Bro-
ther Coyote,” Dobie wrote in his
introductory statement. “‘The In-
dians belonged to the good earth
and the coyote belonged to the good
earth, and the coyote and the In-
dians were brothers. I will confess
that I fell much more brotherly to-
wards' rattlesnakes and buzzards
than I do towards vote-seekers who

go about over the country genera-

tion after generation praiing of the
public good—when all on earth they
have at heart is a desire to push
themselves up.

“The rabbit and the coyote, also
the rattlesnake and the buzzard
are natural creatures. They make
no pretensions. They advance no
false claims. They belonged to the
good earth. Just so are these ‘Peck-
erwood Rhymes.’ They have come
out of the soil to which, despite
billions of tons of cement and des-
pite the complicated machinery of
both factories, and government, a

lot of us still belong. They contain
no messages. But there is something
in them as tonic as the call of the
bobwhite at sunset. I like to hear
a burro bray and a cricket chirp.
These rhymes are as cheerful as
the notes of a redbird in spring-
time.

“In gathering up the rhymes of
people—the Peckerwood people—
Ray Wood has been natural too, as
naturai as “three little niggers in a
peanut shell’ He is on his way to
compiling ‘the American Mpther
Goose,

“He is a kind of Rabelais in his
gust for natural life. His Rabelaisian
illustrator, Ed Hargis, knows hound
dogs and razorback hogs and knows
exactly what these crifters do. His
illustrations not only fit; they add.
Just ‘looky there’ and listen.”
