West Texas Allowable Cut
Nullified by New Orders

AUSTIN, April 29, (. — The
scheduled 10,000-barrel daily cut in
Texas oil output for May virtually
nullified Thursday when the railroad
commission rescinded reductions it
had ordered for nine West Texas
fields.

The proration agency called a
hearing May 10 on how large a re-
duction, if any, should be imposed
on the affected pools and said that
pending the hearing they could
continue to produce on the April
basis.

This action meant the allowable
May 1, counting Sunday shutdowns,
would be around 1,318,000 barrels
daily, approximately the same as
at the start of April.

Many operators in the West
Texas areas had protested that the
cuts, based on decreased demand,
were too drastic. They requested a
new hearing to determine what re-
duction was warranted and how it
should be divided among the many
fields in the West Texas district.

The commission three days ago
had decreed cuts for the affected
pools as follows: Bennett, 1544 bar-
rels daily; Dean, 50; Duggan, 200;
Foster, 938; Fuhrman, 594; Harper,
4,260; Seminole, 70; Slaughter, 200;
Wasson, 2,223.

A second experiment was author-
ized to determine feasibility of re-
injecting salt water into the pro-
ducing sand in the giant East
Texas field for the purpose of

maintaining bottom hole pressure.
The Sun company will be permitted
by the commission to make exper-
iment in one of its wells on the H.
A Pace “B” lease, Smith county.
The Ohio Oil company is conduct-
ing a like test.

“Approximately 100,000 barrels of
salt water are being produced daily

in the East Texas field,” said
Chairman C. V. Terrell of the
commission, “and this is an in-
creasing problem which must ' be
considered at this time.”

Some engineers have predicted

the flowing life of the famed field
will end within two years unless
salt water production is curbed.

A hearing was called here May
17 on whether the commission’s
regulations affecting natural gaso-
line plants should be strengthened.
The agency will consider specifical-
ly:

Advisability of requiring a masber
meter to record the intake volume
of gas at all gasoline plants.

Proposed revision of gasoline plant
reports in order to describe in great-
er detail and with increased ac-
curacy the volume and type of
product recovered from the gas pro-
cessed and disposition made of the
residue gas.

French, British

Premiers Agree
On New Peace Pact

LONDON, April 29  (#)—Premiers
of Britain and ¥France today con-
cluded a two-day conference in
which they forged a mighty entente
designed to keep peace in Europe.

The officials agreed to pool their
vast armed strength in the world’s
greatest defensive alliance. They
also announced a general agree-
ment to defend their common de-
mocracy and to seek a “peaceful and
just solution of the problem of Eu-
rope.”

France and Great Britain, brought
together by fear of the German war
nfachine, reached full agreement
vesterday on pooling their military
might in the event of a European
explosion.

The interdependence of the two
countries rapidly neared expression
in a formal, mutual assistance pact.
Both were taking swift steps to put
defenses in order and combining
their resources in war-time.

French Premier Eduard Daladier,
at the conclusion of the first of
two days of conference among
British and French premiers and
two foreign ministers, declared:

“We arrived without difficulty at
cOmplete agreement, Without ex-
aggeration, all conversations were
most cordial, everyone being fully
aware of and fully understanding
the necessities we have to face.

“On all important points an ac-
cord has been reached—and on cer-
tain problems of vital interest ney-
er hefore obtained.”

Technical staff talks between the
land, sea and air forces of the two
countries, to map details of life-
saving strategy if diplomacy fails
to avert a European conflict, were
expected to begin shortly.

Wisconsin Governor
Announces Group to

Work in All States

MADISON, Wis,, April 29 #)—
Governor Philip F. La Follette of
Wisconsin announced to the nation
last night the formation of a new
political party—the National Pro-
gressives of America—dedicated to
a philosophy of preserving the
“right of a free people to work, and
by their work to add to the wealth
of the country.”

The Wisconsin governor, son of
the fiery late “Old Bob” La Follette
who failed in a campaign for the
presidency on an independent ticket
in 1924, told a mass meeting of lib-
erals that the democratic and re-
publican parties never can unite on
a fundamental program -to restore
economic equilibrium and that the
time had come for an entirely new
movement to go forward.

The decision to create a new
party, which he said had been join-
ed by liberals the country over, was
announced in these dramatic words:

“A beginning has been made, here

and now, not in 1944, not in 1940,
but new, in 1938.
“The National Progressives of

America, are now organized. State
by state we shall build as rapidly as
firm foundations can be laid. Defi-
nitely and'irrevocably we are in the
lists to stay until the American
people recapture their heritage.

‘“Make no mistake, this is not a
third party. As certain as the sun
rises, we are launching the party of
our time.”

The governor announced that ac-
tive organization would begin in
Iowa today.

He departed from his prepared
text to make this disclosure. The
text said: “State by state, we shall
build as rapidly as firm foundations
can be laid.” He added:

“We are starting immediately. In
fact, we are starting tomorrow in
Towa.”

La Follette was believed to have

referred to a nationhal broadcast he
is scheduled to make at Des Moines
today. He also is booked to ad-
dress a meeting of farm-labor
groups at Cedar Rapids Saturday.

In a final break with the national
administration Governor La Fol-
lette paid tribute to the “brilliant
leadership” of President Roosevelt
hut declared that leadership alone,
no matter how great, “cannot mix
political oil and water.”

Only Flor-
ida has no state highway patrol.
Annual total cost of maintaining
the patrols is indicated to he in
excess. of $24,000,000. ITn 34 states,
including 23 which do not limit pa-
trelmen to motor-law enforcement,
patrols are sustained with money
drawn exclusively and directly from
funds obtained through special fees

HOUSTON, (#). — Houston hopes
to. make $20,000,000 worth of im-
provements if President Roosevelt’s
recovery program is approved.

Perez de Mezquia, is the second
known diary of the Alarcon expe-
dition.

Prophecies of Oil
Shortage Wrong

NEW YORK, (#). — -Prophecies
of the end of America’s oil reserves,
says a statement by the American
Petroleum Institute, “are likely to
be proved wrong.”

“No sooner had the first shallow
wells been opened in Pennsylvania
than the oil seers appeared,” the
statement says.; “In 1889 David T.
Day, head of the United States

Geological survey, solemnly de-
clared the nation’s oil would last
only a few years. A quarter of a

century later, in 1915, the geologi-
cal survey estimated oil reserves
at 7,500,000,000 (billion) barrels. Yet
in the next 20 years nearly twice
that amount, or 14,260,000,000( bil-
lion) barrels, was recovered. In 1921
the same government bureau report-
ed 9,000,000,000 (billion) barrels,
available, and in 1934 reported 13,-
250,000,000 (billion).”

The. statement says the. A. P. T.
committee on petroleum reserves es-
timated known reserves in 1935 at
12,177,000,000 , (billion) barrels, but
more than 3,300,000,000 . (billion)
barrels have been brought to the
surface since. Despite enormous
consumption, the committee now
estimates oil reserves at more than!

“The end of oil apparently is
not yet in sight, despite predictions
made continuously since the first
oil well was opened in America. The
gasoline buggy probably will wind
its merry way along the highways
for centuries. Besides resources ot
liquid bitumonous and other mater-
ials the United States has immense
resources of bitumiinous shale. As
yet untapped, these probably would
meet the fuel needs of motor vehi-
cles for centuries. It is also possible
to make gasoline from soft coal, of
which there are immense deposits
in this country. This source of
gasoline will endure for many cen-
turies. There are those who believe

expect no serious shortage of gaso-
line for a thousand years.”

Underground Water
Supply Diminishing
AUSTIN.—Unless immediate steps

are taken fo conserve ,the state’s
underground water supplies, Texas
will be facing a serious shortage of
underground water, according to the
Texas planning board’s water re-
sources committee, which is making
an exhaustive study of the state’s
underground water resources.

Some sections of the state already
are beginning to feel the pinch of
a diminishing supply of underground
water. The underground water ta-
ble in the famous Winter Garden
area is dropping at an alarming
rate and unless drastic conservation
measures are taken soon, that area
will be faced with a serious under-
ground water problem.

Contrary to popular belief, most
of the cities and towns in Texas get
their water for domestic purposes
from uncerground sources. In some
sections of the state the under-
ground water is replenished almost
as rapidly as it is used, but there
are other sections where the forces
of nature are unable to keep the
