Sugiyamsa, war minister, Okinobu
Kaya, fnance minister.

minister; Heido Ikeda becomes
finance minister and Kazushige

Ugaki becomes foreign minister.

Assassination of
FDR Proposed by
Nazis, Dies Says

WASHINGTON, May 26 (&).
Representative Dies, Texas, Demo-
crat, advised the house today he
had information a member of the
German-American bund, in a speeci
at one of the main “nazi” camps
in this country, had advocated as-
sassination of President Rooseveli.

The Texan did not amplify the
charge, made at the start of debate
on his resolution to authorize in-
vestigation by the house committee
of the extent, character and objec~
tives of un-American propaganda
in the United States.

Failing Engines
Blamed in Crash

CLEVELAND, Ohio, May 26, (&).
—Two engines, which unaccountably
failed eight miles from port, were
blamed Wednesday night for - the
plunge of a luxurious United Air
Lines plane into a suburban gully
and the fiery death of ten persons.

James Brandon, veteran pilot, was
making a left turn apparently try-
ing to lift .the falling' craft over a
clump of trees into a small field as
the ship struck Tuesday night, air-
line officials said.

Seven passengers, a copilot and
the stewardess died with him in the
fire that followed: Coroner Samuel
R. Gerber said all the vicitims ap-
parently died from fire rather than
the crash.

As Department. of Commerce in-
vestigators' sought causes for - the
plunge air-line officials completed a
preliminary inquiry and blamed fail-
ing engines. The plane was bound
from ‘Newark to Chicago.

W. A. Patterson, president, said
evidence indicated quite conclusive=
ly that neither of the two engines
was in operation at the moment
of impact.

a vow he made 25 years ago, hot
to “give advice” to the graduates.
A devotional and musical program
will precede the address by Dr. Score,
full debails being given elsewhere
in this issue of the paper.
Presentation of the diplomas will
be made by J. L. Greene, president
of the school board. Medals will be

100 Bombers Rain '
Death on Alicante
In All-Day Raids

ALICANTE, Spain, May 26, (&).
—Six insurgent bombing = planes
swooped down upon Alicante Wed-
nesday in a ferocious bombardment
which Kkilled at least 250 persons
and wounded more than a thou-
sand. :

It was the most disastrous single
raid of the Spanish civil war.

The death toll was exceedingly
high because two of the heaviest
bombs fell squarely into the market
place, in the" center of: the" city,
where hundreds of women were
lined up to buy foodstuffs.

Alicante caught the worst of day-
long raids in what it was estimated
more than 100 insurgent bombers
shuttled bombs from the insurgent-
held island of Mallorca to Spain’s
east coast ranging from Alicante
north to Castellon de la Flana.

More than 50 were killed and hun-
dreds injured outside Alicante.

In the crowded market place
more than 100 victims were Kkilled,
officials said. Many bodies were
blown to bits.

Man-made earthquakes sent walls
of high buildings toppling into dug-
outs into which men, women and
children had fled.

The 28 consular representatives in
Alicante sent a message of con-
dolence to the civil governor, de-
ploring the deaths among civilians
and agreeing to fly flags at half
mast for a three-day period of

mourning.

Gaines county’s newest strike, J.
L. Frick and Osage Drilling Com-
pany No. 1 Atlantic Refining Com-
pany-T. S. Riley, was shut in for
storage this morning after flowing
an estimated 150 to 200 barrels of
oil into pits in 24 hours. Oil was
30.8 gravity, slightly lower than that
in the Seminole pool four miles to
the southeast, to which the No. 1
Riley appears to be. an extension.
Gas volume was estimated at be-
tween one-quarter and one-half mil-
lion cubic feet daily.

Two 500-barrel storage tanks are
being erected today, and a poten-
tial gauge will prohably be taken
tomorrow. Operators say-that they
will: not, re-acidize the well. 1t has
had only one acid treatment—with
1,500 gallons—which materially bet-
tered natural production. Total
depth is 5,098 feet in lime, and pay
was, topped at 5,068.

The extension well is locarea 1,-
980 feet from the north, 660 feet
from the west line of section 249,
block G, W. T. R. R. survey, near
the central part of the county.

Eastland Oil Company No. 1 P.
C. Dunbar, in southwestern Gaines,
pulled tubing when it appeared that
vacker was not holding, anhd re-
ream it with special packer. Lug
was lost off of second packer, and
crew is now trying to fish it out.
The well is bottomed at 4,640 feet
in lime and has been acidized with
1,000 galions. Another treatment,
probably with 4,000 gallons, is plan-
ned.: Location is in section 24, block
A-12, public school land.

New Mexico Link Well.

Linking of the Penrose and South
Eunice districts in Lea. county, N. M.
appeared certain today as Conoco
No. 1-J-2 State flowed 32 barrels an
hour for two hours, with an esti-
malted eight million cubic feet  of
gas daily. Total depth is 3,800 feet.
The flow was through casing with
drillpipe still in the hole. Location
is in section 2-22s-36e.

Phillips : Petroleum Company has
staked location for a wildcat a-mile
and a quarter southeast of its No. 6
Santa Fe, test two miles northeast
of the southeast edge of the Vacuum
pool in Lea. The new try is No. 7
Santa Fe, and it is located in the
center of the southeast of the south-
west of section 27-17s-35€e.

The No. 6 Santa Fe this morning
was drilling below 4,156 feet in lime.

Rowan and -Nichols No. 1 State,
Lea county wildlcat northeast of Ta-
tum, was shut down at 2,280 feet in
anhydrite, rigging up standard tools.
It will also run casing at that depth.
The well topped anhydrite at 2,250
feet, reportedly 7 feet low to Cran-
dall, Osmond and Maxwell No. 1

3,175 feet in lime.

Rebel Port

Destroyed by
Mexico Aces
Officials Charge

" American Fliers

In Cedillo Planes

MEXICO CITY, May 26 &). —
The government said today its
planes had destroyed the Cedillista
rebel airport a few hours after war
minister Comancho had-  declared
rebel planes, some of them flown by
United States pilots,” had bombea
several towns occupied by federals.

The government press bureau said
the planes raided the rebel airport
near Elrucio yesterday.

Uncensored dispatches from San
Luis Potosi, center of the Agrarian
leader’s rebellion, reported a force
of 2,000 rebels near Rio Verde, in
the northern part of the state,
which federal troops captured last
week in the uprising’s only impor-
tant engagement.

Reports from Tampico, import-
ant - oil-shipping port on the Gulf
of Mexico, said a plane presumed
to be one of Cedillo’s flew over
dropping quantities of rebel propa-
ganda.

Dispatches from San Luis Potosi
said War Minister Avila Camache
announced three alleged Cedillista
aviators arrested at Nuevo aredo,
Tamaulipas, on Monday would be
court-martialled on charges of re-
bellion.

The trio was picked up at the in-
ternational bridge in Nuevo Laredo,
and the government charged they
were en route to the United States
to fly back planes to Cedillo.

Production of
Character that
Endures Is Urged

“Men ought to be interested in the
production of character that -will
endure,” said Dr. J. N. R. Score,
pastor of the First Methodist church
of Fort Worth, summing up an ad-
dress to the Midland Rotary group
and a large number of visitors to-
day. :

Contrasting the freedom enjoyed
by American citizens with the ceun-
sored, guarded and instructed man-
ner of living of citizens of certain
foreign countries, the speaker urged
citizens not to lose sight of the
things that make a stable civiliza-
tion, emphasizing the home, the
schools and the churches.

“There is no resource comparable
to human character,” he said, de-
claring that men, women, boys and
girls, and the privileges of home
life, are great assets.

Schools and churches need men
as they never needed them before,
he pointed ouf, to produce human
character that will save or lose the
human  race. Without character,
business, family life, the home and
friendships cannot exist.

“The only investments that are
permanent ~are spiritual invest-
ments,” he rsaid, urging men to
pay more attention ta the home,
the schools and the churches.

Himself a Rotarian, Dr. Score
declared that Rotary, or any other
free institution, cannot exist under
dictatorships. He told of spending
several weeks in ‘cerfain foreign
countries, of the censored press, of
the ordered and instructed manner
of living, of the lack of supervision
by parents of their own children who
are ruled by the youth organizations.

He warned against the invasion
through propaganda of such policies
and doctrines in America, even in
Texas.

. Dr. Score, in Midland to deliver
the literary address to high school
graduates this evening, was intro-
duced to the club by Fred Wemple.
The visiting speaker had appeared
on the Rotary conference program in
charge of Wemple who was district
governor in 1936-37.

The Rev. L. U:. Spellmann, Metho-
dist. presiding elder, here today
from San Angelo, spoke briefly, ex-
pressing his memories of pleasant
associatiens in Midland when he
lived here for three years.

British and
French Offer

Suggestions

Ministers Confer
With President in
Praha Late Today

PRAHA, Czechoslovakia, May 26
(#).—The Czechoslovakian govern-
ment today studied new French and
British suggestions designed to ter=
minate the crisis arising from de-
mands of the Sudeten German mi=
nority and Adolf Hitler’'s “protec-
torate” over them.

Ministers to Paris and London
came here to confer with President
Benes and Foreign Minister Krofta.

It  was understood both brought
renewed assurances of Anglo-French
support but with emphasis on the
necessity of making concessions to
the Sudetens. .

In London, it was reported Eng-
lJand had sounded out Germany and
Czechoslovakia on a plan to send
British - observers to the troubled
borders as a means of lessening the
tension,

In Berlin, Germany regarded the
situation on her Czechoslovak fron-
tier as having taken a turn for the
worse because of repeated border
violations by Czechoslovak military
planes. §

The feeling here was that Czech-
oslovaks were playing a dangerous
game. Apologies, it. was feared,
would not remove causes of tension
which, the Berline¢ Tagenblatt
warned, might be brought to explo-
sion point at any moment by the
reckless act of some Czechoslovak
soldier.

Dr.. Ernest  Eisenlohr, German
minister to Praha, protested to the
Czechoslovak foreign minister, Ka-
mil Krafta, and was assured efforts
would be made to prevent recur-
rences of border violations, .

A sixth incident in which Czech-
oslovak army -planes flew over Ger-
man territory within the past 24
hours was believed to have occurred
after publication of a Deutsches
Nachrichtenbuero - (D. N. B.), offi-
cial German news agency, report of
five border violations.

None of the Czechoslovak flights
seems to have been of long dura=
tion, however, nor were there any
reports of shots fired.
