Wakefield, 58, of Denver, was 
drowned immediately after their 11- 
foot blunt-nosed boat was wrecked 
on a rock in the Black Canyon 
rapids.

A short time after Hc.nt left An­
tonito, officers announced a previous 
report that Wakefield’s body was 
recovered had been found to be 
wrong.

Chinese A ir  
Force W ip ed  
Out by Japs

Invaders Declare 
51 Planes Ruined 
In Nanchang Raid

SHANGHAI, July 5 (/P).—Japanese 
reported today they had dealt a 
knockout blow to China’s air de­
fense in a devastating raid on isan- 
chang, one of the most important 
Chinese air bases.

A Japanese communique said 51 
Chinese planes were destroyed. 
Hangars and other buildings on the 
new and old airdromes were ruin­
ed.

The advice asserted the aircrait 
constituted almost the entire first 
line of the Chinese air defense and 
said victory was achieved with only 
one Japanese plane missing.

The communique said the action 
occurred yesterday.

Among those shot down, it alleg­
ed, w'ere American, British and 
Soviet machines.

Foreign advices said 50 Japanese 
planes dropped about 100 bombs on 
Nanchang.

Chinese meanwhile reported they 
had repelled a Japanese attack on 
Hukow, key barrier against Japan’s 
drive toward the heart of China, 
and were confident they could hold 
off the invaders indefinitely.

Hukow, on the Yangtze river 150 
miles below Hankow, China’s pro­
visional capital, and at the gateway 
of a water network leading to the 
deep southwest, has been reduced 
to ashes by Japanese aerial attacks 
but IS reported still strongly de­
fended.

The Japanese vanguard, pushing 
inland along the swampy shore of 
the Yangtze, was said to be within 
seven miles of Hukow.

At Matowchen, 25 miles down­
stream, about 100 Japanese war­
ships were reported mobilized below 
a sunken barrier of rock-filled 
junks which Japanese bombers slow­
ly has been blowing apart. Chinese 
reported the fighting yesterday cost 
the Japanese heavily in men and 
equipment.

Military authorities at Hankow 
expressed belief the Japanese no 
longer were preparing for a frontal 
attack on Hankow but were begin­
ning a wide enveloping movement 
in an effort to draw Chinese troops 
into a pitched battle.

Social Security 
Cards Needed by 
Employes Over 65

AUSTIN, July 5. — Every em­
ployee past 65 years of age should 
have a social security account num­
ber if he works for an employer cov­
ered by the state unemployment 
compensation law, Orville S. Car­
penter, chairman-director of the 
Texas Commission, stated today.

These employees are earning credit 
to unemployment benefits to be paid 
them if they lose their job. However, 
each employee’s wage record main­
tained by the Texas unemployment 
commission must be identified by a 
social security account number in 
order to insure prompt receipt of 
unemployment benefits by workers 
who become unemployed.

Employers report each employee’s 
wages every three months to the 
commission. Carpenter explained, 
and must give the employee’s ac­
count number with each report to 
distingiuish clearly the employee 
from others of the same, or similar 
name. When an employee loses his 
job and applies to an office of the 
unemployment compensation com­
mission for jobless benefits, he must 
give his account number as proof of 
his claim to benefits based on ,the 
wages his employer has reported 
under his account number.

Employees over 65 years of age are 
not included under the Federal old 
age insurance system. However, 
many of these older workers. Car­
penter emphasized are eligible to 
qualify for unemployment benefits, 
and for this purpose should obtain 
social security account numbers and 
report them to their employers.

Building Material 
Officials Urged to 
Cut Their Prices

WASHINGTON, July 5 (.flP).—Sec­
retary Ickes urged building mate­
rial manufacturers last night to fol­
low the example of the steel indus­
try and reduce prices of their prod­
ucts.

He said In an address prepared 
for the Washington Star radio fo­
rum that such a reduction “if fol­
lowed in other lines of business, as 
it ought to be, will be of material 
aid m the president’s program to 
help business and reduce unem­
ployment.” He added that “a re­
duction of the price of steel, or 
other building materials, will mean 
that the sum of money can buy 
more of these materials, thus cre­
ating more work.”

Ickes described the reduction in 
steel prices as evidence that pri­
vate business was willing to co­
operate with the government “to 
improve the economic situation.” 
This, he said, was “highly encour­
aging.”

The interior secretary, who will 
direct the public works phase of 
President Roosevelt’s spending-lend­
ing program, spoke in more concil­
iatory language than he has some­
times used toward business. Early 
this year he assailed what he called 
“ concentrated” and “monopolistic” 
wealth.

He said PWA had found contrac­
tors, “the first of private industry 
to benefit from its program, ready 
and willing to co-operate,” and ex­
pressed hope that industry in gen­
eral would show the same willing­
ness.

However, he spoke this word of 
warning:

“Genuine co-operation with the 
government for the benefit of busi­
ness and industry leaves no field 
for collusive bidding, for unfair 
hiking of prices, for the paying of 
graft to corrupt officials or for re­
quiring workmen to kick back part 
of their wages.”

A re Fatal to

19 Violent Deaths 
Recorded in Texas 
During Three Days

'The toll of America’s holiday 

deaths had risen today to at least 
513, with only three being killed 
by fireworks.

At least 19 violent deaths and in­
jury to 41 persons was recorded as 
the Texas portion.

There were 563 deaths in the 
country last year.

Pennsylvania reported 30 deaths. 
Michigan and Illinois were third 
with 26 each.

A 25-year-old man was charged 
with murder after his mother was 
killed by a rifle bullet as she work­
ed in a field near Narrows, Va. The 
son and his step-brother told au­
thorities they were practicing shoot­
ing.

A Rome, Ga., girl drowned when 
thrown overboard by the explosion 
of a motorboat’s gasoline tank. Four 
companions were critically burned. 
A speedboat hit a row boat in Michi­
gan, killing one.

A New Jersey boy was killed and 
17 injured when two racing cars 
locked wheels and plunged into a 
group of spectators. Four were kill­
ed and three were hurt in a head- 
on auto collision on Long Island.

A motorboat explosion killed a 
Wisconsin resident, three negroes 
were killed in a Kentucky cutting 
scrape, an H-year-old Salem, Va., 
boy was fatally shot by a chum 
while playing with a pistol.

A stray bullet which parted the 
hair of a young woman killed her 
escort in Indiana. Lightning also 
killed a man in that state. An Ari­
zona rodeo accident claimed one life.

The toll, though exceeding the 
72-hour Memorial day week-end 
when 250 were killed, was far be­
low the total of a year ago when the 
Fourth of July holidays cost 563 
lives.

Cotton improvement, insect con­
trol, better ginning, industrial uses, 
marketing, spinning and cottonseed 
products will be among phases of 
cotton production, distribution and 
utilization featured in the exhibit.

The exhibit will be planned in col­
laboration with the Texas Planning 
Board, and sub-committees of lead­
ers in each phase will be named in 
near iuture by Mr. Jackson to plan 
details of each sii.b-division of the 
exhibit.

“State Fair officials are rendering 
an outstanding service to Texas ag­
riculture and industry by cooperat­
ing in plans for an exhibit of this 
kind,” Mr. Ward, chairman of the 
committee commented.

Expert Sees Eradication 
Of Dutch Elm Disease

BOSTON, (U.R). — A 25 per cent 
reduction in Dutch elm disease last 
year has led experts in the United 
States to believe that complete erad­
ication is possible, according to Dr. 
J. H. Faull of the Arnold Aboretum 
here.

The aboretum, internationally re­
nowned center of plant life study 
and experimentation, was the first 
in this country to confirm that the

disease—decimating European elms 
—had spread to this nation in 1929, 
The disease centers principally 
around New York. It threatens a 
nation asset of more than $750,000,- 
000.
