Vernon “ Lefty” Gomez, who had 
previously won three of the all-star 
games, was the loser and Johnny 
Vander Meer, who recently hurled 
two consecutive no-hit, no-run 
games, was the winner.

Gomez starerà on the mound for 
the American league and saw the 
opposition score one run before two 
men had been retired. Hack, third 
baseman, led off the game with a 
single, went to third when Cronin 
let Herman’s grounder go. through 
him and scored when Goodman flew 
out to center. Hack’s single was the 
only hit given up by Gomez.

Vander Meer also retired at the 
end of the third after having given 
up only one hit, a single by Cronin 
in the second.

Johnny Allen, Cleveland hurler, 
replaced Gomez at the start of the 
fourth and after retiring one man 
was hit for a triple by Mel Ott, New 
York Giant playing center field. Er­
nie Lombardi, Cincinnati catcher, 
then singled to send home the sec­
ond run of the game.

The Americans threatened in the 
seventh after Bill Lee, Chicago Cub 
hurler who replaced Vander Meer, 
had retired at the end of the sixth 
after giving up only one hit. He 
was replaced by Mace Brown, Pitts­
burgh hurler. To start the inning, 
Foxx singled, DiMaggio forced Poxx 
at second, stole second, Dickey flew 
out, Cronin walked and Gehrig 
singled to load the bases but Rudy 
York, pinch hitting for Allen, struck 
out to retire the side.

In the last of the seventh, Mc­
Cormick singled, Durocher beat out 
a bunt to Foxx at third and when 
th e  Red Sox s t a r  t h r e w  
wild to first, McCormick scored 
and Durocher went ao third. DiMag­
gio then threw wild at home and 
Durocher scored. Grove was pitching 
for the Americans.

Brown also gave up a single in the 
eighth but managed to escape with­
out any runs being made off him.

In the ninth, however, the Ame­
ricans finally managed to score. Di­

Gauged By Andrews Discovery

Official 24-hour gauge of 1,061 

barrels, flowing through open 2- 
inch tubing, will be filed for south­
ern Andrews’ new pool opener, R. 
R. Rhodes, J. D. Tompkins and 
Walter J. Donnelly No, 1 Emma 
Cowden. Operators said the gas­
oil ratio was 1,020-1 and oil tested 
32.7 gravity. Pay was topped at 
4,160, and total depth is 4,220, in 
lime. Two acid treatments, first 
with 1,500 and later with 5,000 gal­
lons, were given the well.

It is located in the extreme south 
part of the county, six miles south 
of the Fuhrman pool and over four 
miles northwest of the North Cow­
den pool of northern Ector. No. 1 
Cowden is 330 feet from the north, 
2,310 from the west line of section 
1, block 44, township 2 north, T. & 
P. survey.

Five miles west of the south end 
of the Fuhrman pool, Olson Drill­
ing Company (formerly H. S. For- 
geron) No. 1 Lockhart & Brown is 
swabbing casing to clean out. It 
had 2,500 feet of fluid in the hole 
yesterday while trying to free sand 
pump, which was later recovered. 
Total depth is 4,584 feet in lime. 
The well has been acidized in up­
per and lower pay zones and shot 
in the upper pay.
Second Roberts Well Gauged.

Shell’s second well in the recent­
ly discovered Roberts area west of 
the Denver pool in southern Yoa­
kum, the No. 2 Dora Roberts, flow­
ed 362 barrels of 34.6-gravity oil 
on 24-hour potential test, with tub­
ing pressure of 50 pounds and 450 
pounds on casing. It drilled to total 
depth of 5,090 feet and was acid­
ized with 8,500 gallons, given in 
stages of 1,500, 3,500 and 3,500, re­
spectively. Location is 1,650 feet 
from the north, 2,310 from the east 
line of section 793, block D, J. H. 
Gibson survey. It is a quarter-mile 
due north of No. 1 Roberts, 566- 
barrel discovery.

A quarter-mile west of No. 2 
Roberts, Shell No. 3 Roberts has 
completed digging cellar and pits 
and is now moving in material.

Shell No. 2 C. A. Dowden flowed 
189 barrels a day on re-test made 
after deepening from 5,040 to 5,- 
065 and reacidizing at that depth

with 1,000 gallons. At depth of 5,- 
040 it had flowed 197 barrels a day 
following 5,000 gallons. It is over 
a quarter-mile southwest extension 
to Denver production.

Gulf No. 1 Lucy K. Moore, south­
western Yoakum wildcat, is drill­
ing below 3,765 feet in anhydrite.

Bennett Extension Test.

R. H. Gill No. 1 Gulf-iS. J. Dix­
on, wildcat seeking to extend the 
Bennett pool in southeast Yoakum 
two miles and a half farther north­
west, is drilling at 1,640 feet in red 
beds. Hole was reported to be 
slightly off vertical, and the well 
is drilling ahead slowly to keep 
hole straight.

1 Bennett, south edge test in the 
pool, as it headed oil while drilling 
with rotary to total depth of 5,230 
feet.

Evacuation 
O f Jews Is 
Criticized

‘ ‘Anarchy” Rapped 
As Delegates Meet 
To Study Question
EVIAN-LES-BAINS, France July, 

6. (Æ*). — Myron C. Taylor, head of 
the United States delegation, gave 
I  blunt warning to the opening of 
the 32-nation refugee conference to­
day that forced migration of politi­
cal and racial groups would bring 
“catastrophic suffering” upon the 
world unless nations unite in an 
effort to halt “ anarchial practice” 
by “some government.”

The conference was requested 
to consider Italian refugees along 
with German and Austrian.

EVIAN-LES-BAINS, France, July 
6, (JP). — Delegates of more than 30 
nations assembled here last night to 
thrash out the problem of shelter­
ing greater Germany’s Jews, poli­
tical refugees and would-be exiles at 
a conference called by President 
Roosevelt.

This constituted the world’s first 
attempt at a round-table confer­
ence of nations to settle a problem 
as old as the Caesars.

Officially styled the Intergovern­
mental Committee on Political Ref­
ugees conference, the sessions were 
scheduled to start at 4 o’clock this 
afternoon to discuss means of find­
ing new homes for those who have 
no place in the third reich.

Some eastern countries, however, 
were expected to raise almost as 
pressing a problem of Jews in Po­
land, Rumania and Hungary.

(Altogether, some quarters have 
estimated 1,000,000 persons would 
emigrate from Greater Germany if 
given an opportunity. Religious Jews 
in German Austria alone are esti­
mated at persons with some part 
of Jewish blood In their veins are 
believed to be a few hundred thou­
sand more).

Myron C. Taylor, former head of 
the United States Steel corporation, 
led the United States delegation and 
was widely mentioned as probable 
president of the conference.

He was expected in American 
quarters to suggest that South 
American countries and tlie Brit­
ish dominions could most easily 
give a fresh start in life to thous­
ands of anti-nazis, especially those 
from German-Austria who have left 
or want to leave.

Finance offered one of the major 
snags. Germany, who so far has 
held aloof from the confei’ence, may 
be asked to allow refugees to bring 
out of the country all or a larger 
part of their effects. The con­
ference also must set up plans for 
financing evacuation and housing 
of refugees.

In some quarters it was said the 
Jewish Zionist organization would 
demand that Britain throw open 
Palestine to 50,000 Jews in 1938, 
and more in future years.

Reorganization of 
Government Needed, 
President Avows

WASHINGTON, July 6, (A>). —The 
bitter issue of government reorgan­
ization appeared likely last night to 
play a major part in the 1938 cam­
paigning.

President Roosevelt made plain 
at a press conference he had not 
abandoned the idea of revamping 
the executive branch of the gov­
ernment, despite his defeat on the 
issue at the last session of con­
gress.

The public wants a reorganization 
bill, he said. He predicted that one 
would be enacted, to put the gov­
ernment on a business-like basis.

Critics who charged that an at­
tempt was being made to clothe 
the president with dictatorial pow­
ers were successful in their fight 
against the administration reorgani­
zation proposals in the 75th con­
gress.

Prior to the press conference, 
Roosevelt’s last before leaving 
Thursday on a transcontinental 
sightseeting the chief executive 
discussed government reorganiza­
tion with members of his special 
reorganization committee.

Roosevelt told reporters people do 
not want to wait another 40 years 
to change the governmental mach­
inery in the interest of efficiency.

He said most representatives who 
voted to shelve the reorganization 
measure favored 90 per cent of its 
principles but opposed 10 per cent 
of its details.

Somewhere between the house 
and senate organization bills, he 
said, an extremely valuable law 
undoubtedly could be worked out.

to Begin on “ Little TV A'* in the 
Fall; Project Will Cost 37 Million

COLUMBIA, S. C., July 6 (U.R)— r 
Last legal obstacles have been re­
moved for inauguration of a 
“Little TVA” project in the low­
lands of South Carolina.

It is the Santee-Cooper hydro­
electric and navigation project, to 
cost an estimated $37,000,000. 
Actual work is not expected to be­
gin until early fall, but already 
preliminary steps have been taken, 
according to the South Carolina 
Public Service authority, adminis­
trative body for the development.

Since the state legislature ap­
proved the undertaking in 1934, 
private utilities have attacked it 
from every angle. Lower courts 
over-ruled them, however, and re­
cently the U. S. Supreme Court 
ended the lengthy legal battle with 
a decision favorable to the project.

Obtaining data from a private 
engineering firm that first planned 
the project 12 years ago will be 
the first step in actual work. A 
site of 2,000 acres in Berkeley, Cal­
houn, Clarendon and Orangeburg 
counties will be purchased as a 
preliminary move.
To Employ 18,000 Men.

Approximately 18,000 men will 
be put to work on the project, 
clearing reservoirs 50 miles long 
and building two dams to divert 
the swift, muddy Santee river 
down a sharp decline into the 
Cooper river near Pinopolis, in 
Berkeley county. There a power 
plant with an output of 450,000,- 
000 kilowatt hours annually, is to 
be constructed.

The project also calls for a 175- 
mile navigation channel between 
Charleston and Columbia, and 
production and distribution of 
sufficient electrical current to

serve a field extending from 
Raleigh, N. C., to Athens, Ga., and 
eastward to the Atlantic.

In addition to the electrical out­
put, the project is expected to ef­
fect an annual saving of $1,500,000 
in freight rates.

Officials estimate the project 
will reclaim 160,000 acres of farm 
lands and permit cutting of 500,000 
board feet of timber while pro­
viding a payroll of $85,000 weekly 
for the three years necessary to 
complete the undertaking.

The plan is to take the Santee’s 
water across a watershed divide by 
means of a reservoir and dam, and 
dump it into the smaller Cooper 
river, thus creating electric power 
and locks to provide transporta­
tion.
I ’wo Lakes to Be Created.

Two lakes will be created, one 
covering 59,000 acres and the other 
78,000 acres.

While no villages will be sub­
merged as was the case in build­
ing the Gilbertsville dam project 
in the Tennessee valley, many his­
toric old plantations will be wiped 
out by waters of the two huge 
lakes.

The 161,000 acres involved in the 
project do not include any rail­
roads or hard-surfaced highways. 
Only 9,000 acres are listed as high 
grade upland and 80,000 acres are 
in swampland.

Dr. F. H. H. Calhoun, consult^ 
ing geologist of Clemson college, 
reported to the authority that 
within 50 miles of the project are 
many resources capable of de­
velopment which are not now used

2 Fatally Burned,
12 Others Injured 
When Gas Explodes

GEORGE WEST, July 6, (̂ P).
—Fourth victim of the explosion
and fire here, Mrs. Voss Yates
of San Antonio, died shortly
before noon today.

GEORGE WEST. July 6. (/P). — 
The death of James Thomas Davis, 
San Antonio gasoline truck driver, 
today brought the toll of last night’s 
cafe blast here to three. Davis died 
as the result of severe burns.

Two of the 12 other injured were 
reported to be in a critical condi­
tion.

GEORGE WEST, Tex., July 6, (Â ). 
—A roaring sheet of flame spring­
ing from an exploding fuel gas tank 
fatally burned two persons here 
Tuesday, injured 12 others, some 
seriously, and destroyed a cafe, a 
residence and three automobiles.

The dead were Patsy Jean Morris, 
about six, of San Antonio, and 
John Lytle, a negro cook in the 
cafe, both of whom died in the 
"Three Rivers hospital.

The blast occurred about 3 o’clock 
as Jimmie Davis of San Antonio, 
truck driver for a San Antonio fuel 
gas company, was hooking up a 
hose to refill the tank in the rear 
of Ray’s cafe.

So great was the explosion’s 
force that it hurled two youths en­
tering the cafe back on the side­
walk. Flames rapidly destroyed the 
one-story building, two automobiles 
and a truck parked nearby, and 
gutted a residence behind the cafe. 
The total damage was estimated at 
$ 12,000.

Mrs. J. M. Morris, mother of Patsy 
Jean, was in serious condition from 
burns; her husband was burned only 
slightly.

Davis and the Morris family were 
carried to Three Rivers. His con­
dition was critical.

Firemen from Beeville, Three 
Rivers and George West finally 
halted the fire.

W. D. Blackman, a customer who 
suffered minor cuts and hurts, said 
he was standing by the cash regis­
ter when the blast occurred and 
was blown through the door into 
the street.

Advances on 
3 Fronts are 
Made Today

Japanese Civilians 
Urged to Rid Selves 
Of Military Party

By Associated Press.
As the first year of war with 

Japan closed today Chinese forces 
claimed momentary advantages on 
three fronts, the Yangtze, Yellow 
river and the coast near Nanking.

Generalissimo Chiank Kai-Shek 
appealed to Japanese ^people to “rise
and halt the madness of their miii-.1
Larists before it is too late.”

In Tokyo, Japanese announced 
they had occupied 175,000 square 
miles of Chinese territory during 
the year and caused 1,300,000 cas­
ualties. Their own losses were list­
ed at some 36,000.

Optimism was chilled, however, by 
a disastrous flood which has swept 
Kobe, principal port in western 
Japan. It was estimated the final 
death toll might reach 1,000 per­
sons.

Japanese commanders gathered 
their forces following upon the cap­
ture of Hukow, for an intensified 
drive toward Hankow, China’s pro­
visional capital, 150 miles up the 
Yangtze river.

Planning to enlarge the gains 
made in the last twenty-four hours, 
they declared the Japanese on­
slaught aimed at Hankow, Wuchang 
and Hanyang, the Wuhan cities, 
would be ceaselessly maintained 
with the utmost vigor.

Naval commanders announced 
that a squadron of warships reach­
ed Hukow, after a major breaching 
of the Matowchen rock and timber 
booms, twenty-five miles down river, 
where Chinese shore batteries and 
machine gun units made a prolong­
ed stand before admitting with­
drawal of their major forces June 
30.

Describing the action about 
Hukow, a Japanese military com­
munique said 1,000 Chinese soldiers 
attempting to escape into Poyang 
Lake in junks were slaughtered.

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Are We Drivers, Or Are We Driven?
“ We still have to learn how to live with the automo- 

'bile. Both as pedestrians and drivers we are much at the 
mercy of other drivers. At the wheel, we are also at the 
mercy of ourselves, when our driving skill is inadequate. 
And in a sense, we are at the mercy of the machine,” 
says an editorial in The Rotarían Magazine.

“For one thing, many modern motorcars can go fast­
er than many modern drivers can think— and act. ‘Can- 
nonbair Baker, professional record-smasher, who has driv­
en more than 3 million miles, often at forced speeds, and 
who has had only one accident and that when his own 
car was standing still, says: ‘The average man’s reflexes 
are not fast enough to handle the top speeds of today’s 
automobiles.’

“ Each driver has a ‘safe’ speed. It is a balance of 
his personal reflexes against his car’s speed. It is a speed 
that is right for him, given his physiological and mental 
makeup. For some exceptional drivers this ‘safe’ speed 
may be high, but for many it is certainly not more than 
40 or 45 miles an hour . . .

“ But the campaign for highway safety —  while it 
focuses chiefly on eliminating auto deaths and maimings, 
as, patently, it ought to— has other aspects. For in­
stance, bad conduct on the high'ways can pump up the 
blood pressure, perhaps can härHen the arteries, and 
surely can upset the digestion, and with it one’s peace of 
mind.

“ Here is a driver—and where is he not?—who feels 
t'hat that car ahead, moving a little slower than his own, 
must be passed at all costs, that the light must be beaten, 
that any other driver on the road who seems to violate 
the rules or infringe on his pride, must be disciplined with 
inner angers and perhaps with downright discourtesy and 
cursing. Of course, he may cause no accident. He may 
leave the death and injury toll where he found it. But 
the resultant turmoil has a price— and he will pay it, in 
frayed nerves, in an overworked heart. ..

“ Yes, we must not only make the highways safe for 
ofhers, but we must also make them safe for ourselves. 
We must learn how to drive with serenity. Otherwise we 
are not driving the car. It is driving us.”

a gi’eat state and West Texas,'par­
ticularly Midland, is a swell place 
in which to live, however, don’t you

Now I like to hunt and hike fn 
the mountains and I enjoy fishing 
in the bays and rivers with an oc­
casional jaunt to the deep sea. And 
I like to have fruit and vegetables 
in abundance and smell the frag­
rance of flowers on every side. I like 
to view a beautiful hillside with its 
trees and flowers and birds, and I 
like to linger in a green valley with 
its inviting shades.

I am just wondering if I would 
trade those three vacant lots in the 
West Eiid for a nice home, or even 
a modest little cottage in the above 
described town or one similarly 
situated?

the consumption of fresh and per­
ishable foods such as meats, fish, 
vegetables and fruit was not only 
a seasonal matter, but was regulated 
to a great extent by the ability 
to raise a given amount in a given 
locality. With the exception of 
those food products which are kept 
well when packed, like apples, or­
anges, smoked meats or pickled fish, 
or which could be picked green and 
ripened in shipment, like bananas, 
the resources for a varied diet were 
fairly well limited to what could 
be raised in the immediate locality 
and season were sharply circum­
scribed. About the only exceptions 
were to be found on the tables of 
the rich, who could afford fancy 
prices for hot-house goods or for 
those shipped laboriously and ex­
pensively in ice-packs. Even they 
had to be content with the more 

I or less inferior taste and quality 
I characteristic of such preserved pro- 
! ducts.

Today the picture is a different 
one. The dietary of the average 
American family is cosmopolitan. 
Fruits and vegetable from distant 
climes are to be found in virtually 
every market at prices that all ex­
cept the very poor can afford. Nor 
do seasons exert the influence they 
used to do. All this is due to the 
more effective development of re­
frigeration, and in particular to the 
application of the process of quick 
freezing and the use of so-called 
dry ice.

Cold storage, of course, is nothing 
new. Even the jokes about it are 
old. But within the past few years 
there has been developed the pro­
cess known as quick freezing, by 
means of which the oceanless 
prairies of the Middle West can 
be served deep-sea fish as fresh as' 
the sea-board gets them and as 
tasty, while vegetables can be ship­
ped longer distances and received 
fresher than by the use of the 
older methods.

Quick freezing is accomplished 
in one of three ways—by an air 
process in which the food is expos­
ed to air in a freezing chamber at a 
temperature of 14 degrees below 
zero; and more lately by the use 
of a fog or spray of Iprine at only 
3 degrees below zero, which is the 
quicker and more effective. Vege­
tables to be frozen are first clean­
ed; fish are frozen whole if they 
are not too large, while larger fish 
and meat are frozen in parts of con­
venient size. The appearance and 
taste are preserved very well by this 
quick freezing, which adds to the 
market-ability of the product. 
Fruits are still the subject of ex­
perimentation.

The shipping of frozen foods has 
always been difficult, because as 
they thawed they had a tendency 
to deteriorate, and even if still safe 
enough, were undesirable because of 
taste or appearance. The develop­
ment of dry ice has to a great ex­
tent overcome this handicap. Dry 
ice is solidified carbon dioxide, one 
of the gases which we breathe out of 
our hmgs and which is also form­
ed by certain types of combustion in 
furnaces. It i.s familiar to all as the 
fizz in carbonated drinks. Sub­
jected to pressure it becomes liquid, 
cooled and expanded, it solidifies, 
being known then as carbon dioxide 
snow or dry ice. When this solid 
cake melts, it skips the liquid stage 
and becomes a gas at once. This is 
very convenient from the stand­
point of packing, since it eliminates

bulky containers and the messy 
brine from melting ice-packs. It has 
a very low temperature, almost 110 
degrees below zero. In fact, it is so 
cold that, strangely enough, if you 
handle it you will be “burned”— 
for extreme cold as well as extreme 
heat sears living tissue.

Thanks to quick freezing and 
dry ice, housewives of today have an 
easier time than those of an earlier 
day in following the sensible advice 
so often given by physicians, to get 
your vitamins from the grocery and 
the food market rather than from 
the drug store, with one exception— 
cod liver oil. The availability at all 
seasons of a well balanced diet of 
fresh foods at a price within reach 
of all is an important factor in the 
maintenance of health, thus proving 
another paradox, that even frozen 
assets may be profitable, if they are 
of the right kind.

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Anniversary of First 
Balloon Tire Noted

June marked the 15th anniversaiy 
of one of the great epochal events 
in the history of transportation— 
the introduction of the first bal­
loon tire by The Firestone Tire &

per cent of all the automobile pro­
duced were in the open car class.

“The high pressure cord tii’es was 
then in universal use and, although 
it represented a great improvement 
over the old fabric type tire, it 
placed a definite restriction upon 
certain phases of motor car devel­
opment and utility. Its mileage life 
was less than half that of the pres­
ent day balloon tire, nothwithstand- 
ing the fact that a 60 horsepower 
automobile was considered a pow­
erful car and the speed of 50 miles 
an hour was considered next to 
flying.”

Midland and Scottish and the Lon­
don North Eastern Railway — has 
increased by more than 25,000,000.

Improvements in trade are held 
by the railway companies to be 
responsible in part for this early- 
rising tendency. More people are 
at work, and others are moving to 
the suburbs or to council estates. 
By rising a little earlier they can 
get these cheaper workmen’s tick­
ets to bring them to their work 
places in the center of London and 
other big towns. By this method 
quite a useful sum can be saved 
during a week.

The idea of workmen’s tickets 
began dbout 60 years ago when 
workmen were being displaced 
from their homes by the building 
of certain of the big railway sta­
tions.

Ten years ago, the Raii\vay Rates 
Tribunal fixed the scale of charges 
which at present work out at 
about 4 1/2 miles return for 5 1/2 
pence (11 cents), ten miles return 
for 10 pence (20 cents), and so on 
—roughly a cent a mile.

The hour at ŵ hich the ticket 
must be booked varies in different 
districts, but is is generally before 
7:30 a. m. or 8 a. m. The return 
journey may be made at any time.

According to figures released by 
the London Passenger Transport 
Board, the number of journeys 
made on its railways under the 
workmen’s ticket scheme increased 
from 68,000,000 in 1933-34 to 82,- 
000,000 in 1936-37.

The total number of journeys 
made increased from 415,000,000 
to 509,000,000 in the same period

At the majority of the stations 
the rule is that the workman’s 
ticket must be presented before 
7:30 a. m.

There is a minimum fare of 3 
pence (6 cents), and the general 
baisis of the workman’s ticket is a 
return ticket for the price of an 
ordinary single. But there are va­
riations of this, and where they 
occur they are really lagacies frozn 
the company or undertaking that 
the Transport Board took over 
after 1933, when the board came 
into existence.

C. J. Davidson Drilling 
Company, the contractor, will movd 
in rotary from Skelly No. 1 Eli- 
wood, test in the southeast part of 
county, which is now preparing to 
rig up standard tools after cement­

CONTINtED f r o m  PAGE ONE
commercially.
Many Natural Resources.

These natural resources include 
marl deposits, phosphate rock, 
timber for paper and hardwood, 
granite, kaolin, sand and other 
products. Vegetables for canning, 
cotton for textiles and tobacco are 
crops most commonly grown in the 
area.

The project will follow a course 
that was charted 150 years ago 
when rich planters built a canal to 
connect the two rivers and act as 
a trade artery between Charleston, 
then a famous seaport, and up­
state South Carolina.

This canal, 22 miles long, was 
dug with slave labor and cost 
$30,000 a mile. It required eight 
years to complete. Boats used 
the canal for many years, until 
seasonal failure of the water sup­
ply and the growing use of rail­
roads made it no longer profitable.

Today only traces of the once 
busy canal remain, and many of 
the historic old plantations along 
its banks have long since been 
abandoned.
