EASl AURORA, N. Y.. Aug. 24 
(A’).—Cojrima)icler I'rank Hawk.s and 
a .socialite companion were killed 
last night in a ilaniing plane crash 
le.ss than a year alter Hawks gave 
up the speefl Hying wliich made 
him fajnoiis and took up “safety 
and coin tort” flying.

Hawks, wlio for years escaped 
death in daring- speed exploits, lost 
his life in the crash of a small

* safety plane which he had said he 
would rather fly than any other.

He died in a hospital in Buffalo, 
15 miles away, soon after he had

* been dragged from the burning 
wreckage of his ship.

J. Hazard Campbell, of East Au­
rora, a stock broker who was tak­
ing a demonsti’ation ride in the 
plane, died in the same hospital 
from his injuries later last night.

The “Gwinn aircar” in which the 
two men were flying tripped across 
a group of electric and telephone 
wires and plunged into a field a 
short distance from this village.

A  few minutes before they had 
taken off from an estate nearby, 
a friend had handed Hawks a four- 
leaf clover with a wish of “good 
luck.”

Horrified farmers pulled the two 
men away from their burning craft 
but Hawks died a few hours later 
in a Buffalo hospital. The aircar. 
burned to a mass of twisted wreck­
age.

A fire extinguisher in the plane 
exploded adding to the danger of 
those seeking to aid the two men, 

“Hawks and his companion were 
taking o ff from the polo field on 
the E. H. Rogers estate,” J. M. 
Gwinn, president of the Gwinn air- 
car corporation, said.

“Hawks was demonstrating the 
i craft to Campbell,” he continued. 
“Wind conditions were against 
them. They had to take off the 
long way of the field and apparent­
ly they were up in the air before 
they saw the wires and it was too. 
late to avoid them.”

Rogers, sportsman and socialite 
from whose estate Hawks took off 
described the crash as follows: 

“Conunander Hawks landed on 
our field about 5 p. m. and offered 
to take myself or any of our guests 
for a ride. Campbell climbed in 
first.

“Tlie plane lifted in the air and 
Hawks tilted it 50 feet above the 
ground to enable it to pass between 
two tall trees. As lie passed out of 
sight it looked as though he had 
not been able to gain sufficient al­
titude and was trying to bring the 
plane down.

“Just' as he disappeared we heard 
a loud crash and saw a flash of 
flame from behind the trees and we 
knew he had struck the electric 
wires and telephone poles.

, “Myself and members of the fam­
ily ran to the plane and found 
Hawks inside the burning machine 
on the seat. His clothes were on 
fire so we stripped him and pulled 
him away.

“Mr. Campbell was thrown from 
the plane and pinned under a 
crumpled and burning wing.

“Our first attempt to get aid was 
hampered because the crash had 
ripped down all the telephone 
wires.”

By driving several miles down 
the road, members of the Rogers 
party summoned ambulances and 
the injured men were taken to a 
Buffalo hospital.

Both men were unconscious when 
found and Hawks never regained

Permitting no sedatives to ease his almost constant agony, they read 
to him instead, f»3 shown above, from the Bible.

They have refused to allow physicians to treat him, though medical 
examination reveals an infection that has already paralyzed one leg 
and hip and is slowly spreading toward the 8-year-old boy’s heart. 
Should it strike there it would be fatal.

County Attorney J. G. Young tried to force the parents to provide 
medical attention, but failing to find warrant at law for this action, 
has said that he. will prosecute the parents on manslaughter charges 
should the boy die.

Fifty feet from the boy’s bedside, members of the father’s congre­
gation, the Assembly of God, Pentecostal church, gather periodically 
to pray for the boy. The Rev. Winstead told the assembly: “ I  say to 
the unbeliever, God is healing my child.”

Carl Rae avers his own faith in recovery through prayer while a 
wave of callers and correspondents appeal constantly to the parents, 
some ̂ urging immediate medical treatment, others commending their 
stand and offering prayers for the boy’s recovery.

Frank Hawks, the noted air speed 

flier who was killed in an accident 
. yesterday at East Aurora, N. Y., 
 ̂ was well known in Midland, having 

landed at the airport here several 
times. »

His last flight to Midland was
- made about two years ago when he 

toured the country in the interest 
of thè Will Rogers Memoi'ial fund. 
Haw'ks was a close friend of the 
noted humorist and often carried 
Rogers with him on flights. Ttiey 
spent several weeks together at one 
time while Rogers was appearing in 
the interest of raising Red Cross 
funds for the aid of drouth strick­
en farmers of the country.

Hawks, a fluent conversationist, 
made many friends in his stops here. 
On his last appearance here, he 
arrived about an hour before he 
had been expected and explained 
it by saying “ I wish people would 
quit trying to figure out how fast

- I  am going to fly. Sometimes I  fly 
slow, sometimes fast — usually 
FAST.”

In talking of his efforts to play 
polo with Will Rogers and others 
Hawks said “Every time I  get ready 
to hit the ball I  have to stop and 
do something to the horse.”

Half-mile southwest extension to

Gulf No. 2 Mallett Land & Cat­
tle Company, promising a three- 
mile north extension of the east 
side of the Slaugliter pool in Hock­
ley, had 3,250 feet of oil in the 
hole this morning as it diilled' to 
5,028 feet in lime. No apparent in­
crease in oil had been logged below 
4,993-5,004. First show came in from 
4,975-85. There was no gas present. 
Yesterday, after hole had been 
swabbed down to bottom of casing, 
bailing test was made, and no wa­
ter showed up.

S. W. Richardson No. 2 Sue Alice 
Slaughter, extending the north end 
of the pool over a half-mile east, 
is preparing to shoot, bottomed at 
4,984 feet in lime. It made its first 
flow at 4,962, later heading 37 bar­
rels in two hours.

J, F. Morrisey No. 1 C. D. Bird, was 
shut in for storage after heading 
oil over derrick following initial 
1,000-gallon acid treatment. Total 
depth is 2,556 feet in Jime.
Osage Test Abandoned.

Osage Diilling Company No. 1 
Sun-B. E. ^Miller, central Gaines 
failure which tried unsuccessfully to 
extend the Seminole pool, two and 
one-half miles farther northwest, 
this morning was pulling 8 5/8-inch 
pipe preparatoi'y to plugging. Total 
depth 'of 5,507, with no shows en­
countered, was reached. The well 
ran approximately 200 feet low on 
upper markers and over 300 feet low 
on the lime.

Boy Drowns, Camp 
Director Shot by 
Distraught Father

NEW ORLEANS, Aug. 24. (^). — 
The Rev. G. Kearnie Keegan, 31, 
president of the Louisiana State E-n 
campment of 500 boys, was in a hos­
pital here last night suffering from 
bullot wounds that Phillips Smith, 
Marshal of Mandeville, La., said 
were inflicted by the father of a 
boy who drowned near the camp 
Saturday.

Immediately arrested, Murray Mc­
Guire of New Orleans was held at 
Covington.

Dr. H. E. Gautreaux administer­
ed sedatives -and said McGuire 
should not be disturbed for hours.

The 15-year-old boy drowned In 
Lake Fontchartrain, between New 
Orleans and the encampment at 
Mandeville. The body was found 
and was towed in a small boat by 
a coast guard cutter aboard 
which was his father to the Bayou 
Castaigne boat landing. McGuire 
was reported to have been without 
sleep or food throughout the search 
tor his son’s body.

At the boat landing the Rev. Mr. 
Keegan was said to have placed his 
hand pn McGuire’s shoulder with 
the remark: “ I ’m sorry this has hap­
pened.”

McGuire, according to Marshal 
Smith, drew a pistol and fired sev- 

1 eral shots. Elmer Feldner of Hous­
ton, Tex., McGuire’s brotlTer-in-law, 
pinioned McGuire’s arms and the 
Rev. L. L. Scharfenstein of Grace 
Baptist Church, New Orleans, took 
the pistol from McGuire.

Mr. Keegan wais awayfrom the 
encampment Saturday when the 
McGuire boy was drowned.

En route to a doctor, Mr. Keegan, 
shot in the right groin and left leg 
said: “ I hope the Lord forgives 
him; he did not know what he was 
doing.”

From his hospital bed the Rev, 
Keegan said:

“ I  don’t want the man held and 
I hope no charges will be filed 
against him. I realize he was crazy 
with grief.”

Shirley Briggs, vice-president of 
the encampment, said the McGuire 
boy had asked tlie Rev. Keegan 
for permission to take a boat out 
into the lake, he had been refused, 
but took the boat, and was drowned.

Nipponese Army 
Continues Move 
Along Yangtze

By Associated Press
The Japanese embassy in Paris 

said today the foreign office was 
“investigating reports” France had 
made a loan to China in exchange 
lor a lease on ttie strategic island 
oi Hainan, near French Indo-Chi- 
na.

They said work had been reported 
under way for several months on 
construction of a railway from Nan­
ning, Kwangsi province, to the In- 
do-Chma frontier, with Chinese la­
bor. French equipment, engineers 
and money being used.

In Tokyo, a foreign office spokes­
man said that if the report was 
true, It would cause a “gdat sensa­
tion in Japan and necessitate tak­
ing steps.” He accused the French 
of already furnishing an avenue 
for shipment of war supplies through 
Indo-China.

Heavily reinforced Japanese arm­
ies V ere reported to have smashed 
detonses and captured the strategic 
tow il of Juichang on the south bank 
Oi the Yangtze.

“ Each succeeding summer brings its protest against 
the. nuisance of uncut weeds. During the last few days 
the South Dallas Improvement League and other organi­
zations have petitioned the City Health Department for 
weed-cutting campaigns in.various parts of the city. Some­
thing will be done about it— more or less— at least, enough 

, to silence the protest. Next year the rank weeds, pro- 
i tests and half-hearted weed-cutting will be done over 
; again in approximately the same way. ;

“ The damage from these rank growths is heavy in - 
the spread of malaria, increased suffering by hay fever j 

- victims and in other ways, but the weed nuisance is suf- 
:i' fered to exist from year to year because there is nothing I 
i ’ spectacular about the harm it does. The way to control 

weed growth is summed up in the old maxim that itself 
pr’obably arose from controlling weed growth, that is, “ by 

in going to the roots.” To go to the roots in weed control 
‘ ■ is to go at them early. When protests against rank weed 

growth are made before weeds are rank then there will 
be weed control, at least there will be ten times as much 
.weed control for the same expenditure we have at present,

“ A  potentially “ high pressure minority” is the group 
of hay fever sufferers, amounting to an estimated 30,000 
in Dallas alone. I f these could be organized to exert pres­
sure they would probably get results. But seemingly, 
the hay fever sufferer himself has a way of not taking 

, hay fever seriously until he begins to sneeze.”

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24. — The 
renewed vigor with which Mr. 
Roosevelt has moved to eliminate 
anti-New Dealers from office is at­
tributed largely to Harry Hopkins 
hy some insiders.

From the time he left Washing­
ton on his western trip, the presi­
dent was exposed only to such con­
servative. or cautious associates as 
White House secretaries Marvin 
Mclntyrie and Steve Early, Basil 
O ’Connor, the family lawyer, and 
young Elliott Rjoosevelt of Fort 

, Worth, Texas.
The further he went the less one 

heard of “purge” , the more his 
opponents were convinced F. D. R. 
had lost his nerve, and the more it 
appeared the idea of a hot fight 
for 1940 party control in this year’s 
primaries was all off. '

But Harry Hopkins, with a minir 
mum of publicity, met Roosevelt at 
the dock at Pensacola and gave 
him a pep talk. Overnight every­
thing changed. Roosevelt imme­
diately started swinging at Senator 
Walter George, prepared for a 
swipe at Senator “Cotton Ed’’ 
Smith in South Carolina and .began

laying plans for attack on Sena­
tor Tydings of Maryland, Congress­
man John O’Connor of New York 
and probably others.

How much of this F. D. R. had 
in mind before he landed may 
never be known. But the speech 
against George was made at Warm 
Springs and Hopkins was with him 
when he wrote it. Hopkins’ chief 
argument to Roosevelt for a fight­
ing policy is that the President has 
nothing to lose thereby, while if he 
keeps quiet his political foes are 
renominated, and re-elected with­
out White House opposition.

Mrs. Elmer F. Andrews, wife 
of the wage-hour administrator, 
already is receiving cond.olences 
from wives of other officials 
who warn her that her hus­
band’s job will be on the big­
gest headaches of them, all.

“Yes, I know,” says Mrs. An­
drews. “We brought along sev­
eral barrels of aspirin.”

preme Court decisions in recent in­
stances, ai’e certain to rise again 
as a result of increasing concen­
tration of federal authority.

Both in Tennessee, where Gov­
ernor Browning threatened to send 
state troops to supervise Demo­
cratic parimary voting in Memphis, 
and in Iowa, where Governor Kra- 
schel threatened to use martial 
law to stop the National Labor 
Relations Board froni holding hear­
ings in the- Maytag case, Washing­
ton officials were far busier calm­
ing troubled waters than anyone 
admitted. Busiest was Acting -At­
torney General Joseph B. Keenan.

A federal pudge in Memphis, 
after issuing an injunction against 
Browning’s use of troops, asked over 
the phone for the 250 armed men 
which the local U. S. marshal want­
ed for enforcement of the injunc­
tion. Keenan talked him out of it, 
warning of many dangers. Similarly 
he persuaded Browning not to use 
troops. When the NLRB decided to 
defy Kraschel by continuing its 
hearings, although moving them 
from Newton to Des Moines, Keen­
an got on the phone to arrange a 
long distance conference between 
the governor and Chairman Warren 
Madden. Kraschel was reasosable 
enough, but had been up all night 
trying to settle the strike and said; 
“ I ’m punch-drunk. I  have trouble 
thinking straight.”

After this admission Kraschel 
was persuaded not to interfere With 
the hearing. He “settled” the strike 
by reopening the plant under mar­
tial law.

GOVERNMENT  
IN  BUSINESS.

The most popular form of “gov­
ernment interference in business,” 
is in federal purchases of surplus 
commodities, lately extended from 
food stuffs to include clothing.

The Millers’ National Federa­
tion recently issued a public state­
ment urging the Federal Surplus 
Commidities Corporation to buy 
up flour , “ for the needy” as quickly 
as possible and to buy from the 
greatest possible number of mills.

The motorist who is usu­
ally careful' will, after he has had 
a little alcohol, do things that he 
otherwise would not attempt. These 
facts have promoted the warning: 
“ I f  you want to di'ive don’t drink. 
I f  you want to drink, don’t drive.”

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Independent Arab  
Nation Being Built

JERUSALEM (Correspondence of 
the Associated Press). — Tales of 
the hirth of a ghost-like “ inde­
pendent Arab nation” run by chief­
tains fighting for the “ freedom of 
our race” are filtering down from 
the Holy Land hills.

These tales are increasing even 
as Palestine talks of the possibility 
of a peace pact to end the 28 
months of guerrilla warfare be­
tween Ai'abs and Jews who claim 
this Bi’itish mandated land as their 
home.

Some of the stories of the forma­
tion of a hidden “Arab nation” are 
told by peasants who have been 
captured by hillmen and released. 
Others are brought back by police 
or British military intelligence 
agents.

All Palestine, the stories have it, 
is divided by the Arab chieftains 
into three districts—north, central 
and south—and at the head of 
each region is a “commanding o f­
ficer” with sub-officers and a spy 
service.

Each district has a military court 
to deal with Arab peoples and with 
victims of their raids. Civil courts 
of the hidden nation administer 
the neec ŝ of the hillmen.' Verdicts 
of death are carried out by a fir ­
ing squad.

A loose military organization has 
its signal corps, medical corps and 
commissary. Over the three regions 
presides a board of higher strategy. 
Men, munitions, supplies and mon­
ey are said to be smuggled into 
Palestine from bordering states, 
where strategists of the nation are 
in hiding.

Diphtheria Declared 
Preventable, Curable 
By Modern Methods

Editor’s Note; Mrs. E. H. El­
lison presented the following 
paper, written by Dr. W. W. 
Bauer, on the weekly health 
program broadcast over station 
KRLH this morning at 11 
o’clock. It is published below 
for its educational value to the 
reading public.

Those of you whose memory ex­
tends back forty years or more will 
have a veiy different picture of 
diphtheria from that of today. 
Prior to 1893. when diphtheria an­
titoxin was introduced in Germany 
and Prance by Von Behring and 
Roux, diphtheria was- a disease 
probably more dreaded by parents 
than any other misfortune that 
could befall their children.

From a pui’ely statistical point 
of view, it may be said that from { 
one third to one half of all chil­
dren wlxo acquired diplitheria might 
be expected to die and the num­
ber of children afflicted each year 
was very large. Deaths from dipli- 
theria in important centers were 
numbered in many instances by 
thousands, and there seemed to be 
no escape from this dreadful ca­
lamity.

Then came the discovery of anti­
toxin and its introduction into this 
country. At first antitoxin was not 
universally adopted. The experi­
enced physician is conservative, be­
cause he has seen many apparently 
brilliant discoveries prove to be 
merely “a flash in the pan/’ Slow­
ly, but steadily, however, the new 
mode of treatment won its way in­
to the confidence of the medical 
profession and so gradually into 
the confidence of the public, with 
results that were significant, if not 
actually dramatic.

Beginning in 1895. there was a 
steady drop in diphtheria deaths, 
if you figure them in jiroportion 
to the number of cases. For ex­
ample, if a given city was accus­
tomed to having 1000 cases of diph­
theria a year, it would, before the 
days of antitoxin, have expected 500 
deaths, but now would expect only 
about 50 deaths out of each thou­
sand cases.

On the other hand, cities do not 
stand still, but grow, as you all 
know, witli astonishing rapidity. As 
a result cities whicli used to have 
1000 cases of diphtheria might now 
expect 1500 or 2000, or even more. 
Though the proportion of deatlis 
was reduced by the use of anti­
toxin, the total number of deaths 
was not greatly reduced because of 
the increased prevalence of the dis­
ease due to the growth of cities. 
With growth came increasing con­
gestion and crowding, especially of 
the poorer people.

In 1913 a new advance was re­
corded in the treatment of diph­
theria. Professor Bela Schick, of

Vienna, devised a simiile test, now 
Known to practically everyone ns 
tne Schick lest, by means of wMiich 
it can be determined in any given 
individual whetlier tha.. person i.s 
capable of having diphtheria or not. 
This was of importance because m 
schools, ‘ oiplianages, and otlier 
places where many children congre­
gate it is very useful to know which 
children are capable of having diph­
theria. and on the other hand, 
rvhich are not. Closely following 
upon the heels of the Schick test 
came the discovery of toxin-anti- 
toxin which was capable of protect­
ing those whom the Schick test had 
shown to be unprotected. Within 
the last few' years, there has been 
available, in addition to toxin-anti- 
toxin, a similar preparation known 
as toxoid.

All this may seem rather con­
fusing to the average person, be­
cause of so many similar names 
applied to all these products. Yet 
the parent need remember but one 
or two simple facts which are as 
follows:

(a) That diphtheria once ac­
quired is curable by antitoxin given 
on the first day of illness and that 
treatment with antitoxin is pro­
gressively less successful on each 
successive day thereafter.

(b) That diphtheria Ls prevent­
able by the use of either toxin an­
titoxin or toxoid^ The choice to be 
made by the physician.

The question of diphtheria is of 
particular interest to rural people. 
In the cities physicians and health 
departments have gone far toward 
the complete conquest of diphtheria, 
but outside the cities where organi­
zation is not so compact, there is 
great need for realizing that diph­
theria can be conquered. The use 
of antitoxin, toxin-antitoxin, and 
toxoid has greatly reduced diph­
theria deaths and the number of 
cases all over the counti’j' as a 
whole. The decrease is more mark­
ed in the cities than in the rural 
areas, for reasons just stated. Quite 
obviously, a rural child i.s entitled 
to precisely tlie same liealth advan-

tages as a city child. In many
places rural people through com­
munity ciubs, parent-teacher asso­
ciations. and other groups are or­
ganizing for diphtheria prevention, 
and are getting in touch with the 
doctors of their community for ad­
vice relating to this important 
health movement. In all rural areas 
where there is no organized anti- 
diphtheria campaign, one should be 
organized at once. The best place 
to go for information on how to 
proceed is to the secretary of the 
county medical society.

Foi' Germany has launched on 
what im y very well prove to be 
the important achievement of H it­
lerism—making available low-cost 
oars for people to whom automotive 
travel was formerly out of the 
•|uestion.

At Pallersleben, one of the largest 
factories in the world is already un­
der coilstruction. When completed 
d will lurn' out approximately 1,- 
500,000 voIksviuLos or “people’s car^’’ 
a year. The Nazi gasoline wagons 
whicJi are also known to Fritz and 
his fellows ■ as “Baby Hitlers’’ and 
'Strength Through Joy Autos,’’ will 
co.st 990 marks or about $400 in Am­
erican money.

And, although the first of these 
cars won’t roll off the assembly line 
until the end of 1939, good Fritz 
by the thousands is already paying 
iOr his volksauto at the rate of 5 
marks a week. He is also paying 1 
mark a week for insurance and a 
small extra charge which will en­
title him to quarterly overhaulings 
and garage service. At this install­
ment rate, Fritz will have paid for 
his gas buggy in a little under four 
years.

But Fritz can’t get his Volksauto 
until he has paid the purchase price 
in full. In the meantime, the gov­
ernment will have the use of mil­
lions of marks paid in by the peo­
ple., Nominally, these funds are 
supposed to go into construction of 
the factory and ttie 20 villages which 
will surround the plant and house 
approximately 120,000 Volksauto 
workers, and into working capital 
for automobile production. But they 
can also go into military uses if 
Hitler is so minded.

For his $400 and some, the Ger­
man purchaser will receive a car 
whose body is made of plastic ma­
terials. Plastics are handsome but 
not very good protection against 
•smash-ups. It is true that Germany 
has a low accident record. The tires 
on the Volksauto will be o f “buna” , 
the artificial rubber developed by 
Germany's great substitute industry, 
the seats of artificial leather, the 
tire casings of artificial silk.

The volksauto will be capable of 
covering 60 miles on 1 3/4 gallons of 
gasoline and 1/10 liter of oil. It will 
have its air-cooled motor in the 
rear, will develop 24 horsepower, 
will weigh 650 kilograms, be over 4 
meters long and over 1 1/2 meters 
high and wide. It will ride five pas­
sengers comfortably and will be 
equipped with windshield wiper and 
possibly a radio if engineers can 
make one cheap enough. Thei’e will 
be three models.

In theory, every worker in Ger­
many will be able to buy a Volks­
auto. Nazis point proudly to the low 
installments, the cheap operating 
costs. In practice, it is probable that 
only the better paid workers will 
be able to buy cars in Germany, as

For the aver­
age wages of 97 per cent of the 
population does not exceed $100 a 
month, and 5 marks a week comes 
to about $10 monthly?
