Florid of face and shouting, Pres-
ident Green of the A. F. of L. and
Tobin, teamster union head, upset
the usual calm of the convention
delegates with a torrid debate on
the peace issue.

Tobin, at one point, threatened
to take the teamsters’ union out of
organized labor’s field, as he, the
lone outstanding advocate of a plan
to force the executive council to
reopen peace negotiations where
they were broken off between the
A F. of L. and the C. 1. O. last
December, bitterly assailed the res-
olutions committee report.

The resolutions committee wound
up its scathing attack on the rival
CIO and its leadership by recom-
mending the council ‘“‘carry on the
battle” but stand ready to respond
“to any genuine appeal for peace.”

Scornfully, Tobin said: “That’s
.what we did last year and the year
before and what we will do next
year unless the members of our na-
tional and international unions in-
sist we do otherwise.”

Czech Town
Handed Over
To Hungary

First Transfer of
Land Lost After
World War Ended

IPOLYSAG, Oct. 11. (#). — Hun-
garian troops occupied this Czech-
oslovak border town today in the
first actual transfer of territory in
Hungary’s drive to regain a part of
the land lost after the world war.

Four thousand residents danced
in the streets and kissed the Hun-
garian trocpers as they entered the
city. Czechoslovak soldiers had pre-
viously retreated from the town.

The German army last night had
complete control of all Sudeten Ger-
man territory awarded from Czecho-
slovakia by the Munich four-power
accord and decisions of the infor-
mational commission sitting in Ber-
lin.

“Withinz ten days the national
change of title to Sudetenland was
accomplished,” Dienst Aus Deutsch-
land observed, “and nowhere were
there incidents worth ' mentioning,
although the atmosphere had be-

come decidedly  heated through
events preceding.
Dienst Aus Deutschland reflects

the general attitude of both official
and unofficial Germany.

(Reichsfuehrer Adolf Hitler in a
Sunday address at Saarbruecken in-
ferentially placed at 10,000 square
miles the amount of Czechoslovak
territory occupied. Unofficial esti-
mates had/placed it ata 11,500 square
miles. He said the Nazis in 1938
had added 110,000 square kilometers
or 42,470 square miles to the Reich.
Austria added 32,369 square miles
of this, leaving the Sudetenland
figure at approximately 10,000
square miles).

There is a feeling of relief that
the entire Sudetenland occupation
occurred smoothly and, so far as
the army is concerned, practically
on the minute.

dictator-appeasement policy.
Earlier the labor paper, Daily
Herald, quoted Lady Astor as de-
claring the Lindhergh story a “com-
plete lie.”

‘him,” the newspaper quoted her.
" “It is a complete lie, too, that

Col. Lindbergh has ever made any
sort of pronouncement about the
Russian air force or about anything
else during a dinner party at my
house or in my house at all.”

Col. Lindbergh was denounced by
eleven Soviet airmen in a letter
published in Moscow., They assert-
ed he was a guest in Lady Astor’s
home when he made statements
derogatory of Soviet aviation and
may have encouraged influential
conservative circles to urge Prime
Minister Chamberlain to go ahead
with his agreement to permit Adolf
Hitler to dismember Czechoslovakia.

Col. Lindbergh refused comment
when he landed in Rotterdam en
route from Paris to Berlin.

Price of West Texas and New
Mexico crude was slashed 13 cents
per barrel, effective at 7 a. m. to-
day, by Humble 0il & Refining
Company, largest purchager of
West Texas oil.

The cut was in line with general
statewide reductions posted by
Humble.

According to the new price sche-
dule, all West Texas crude below
20 degrees of gravity will hence-
forth bring 53 cents per barrel.
Crude ranging from 20.0 to 208
gravity will bring 55 cents, and price
will increase two cents for each de-
gree of gravity, with top price of
95 cents per barrel for 40 gravity
and above. All Pecos crude, includ-

| ing the Yates field, was cut to 78

cents per bharrel, a reduction of 13
cents from former price.

Other major buyers of West Texas
crude, including Shell, Texas-New
Mexico, Atlantic and Gulf, had not
yet met the price cut fostered by
Humble, but all were expected to
post a similar reduction shortly.

Attackers of Vienna

na Monday intent upon sending to
concentration camps persons re-
sponsible for nazi attacks upon 62-
year-old Theodore Cardinal Innit-
Zer.

The attacks are “deeply regret-
ted” in official Germany, it was
said.

The agency Dienst Aus Deutsch-
land in an inspired article from
Berlin said Buerckel had “taken
most vigorous action” against dem-
onstrations including that Saturday
night, when the cardinal was cut
by flying glass in the stoning of his
palace at St. Stephen’s square by
nazi mobs.

Lienst Aus Deutschland said:

“Incidents in Vienna in the course
of which demonstrations were made
against Cardinal Innitzer are deep-~
l,sl' regretted in official German cir-
cles.

“Reich Commissar Buerckel has
taken most vigorous action against
the provocative demonstrations.

“He has taken the guilty parties
severely to account and has an-
t_1ounced that after undergoing pun-
ishment inflicted by the courts they
will he given time to reflect upon
their conduct in a concentration
camp.” \

All churches and parochial offi-
ces in Vienna were being guarded
tonight. by police or storm troopers
to prevent attack “by radical anti-
Catholic elements.”

Texas University

Enrollment 10,061

AUSTIN. — Enrollment at
University of Texas this fall has
inereased 7.7 per cent over last
yedar, it is shown by statistics on
j registration wup to September 27,
| compiled by the Registrar’s Office.
A total of 9,975 students had enroll-
ed up te that date, as compared
with 9,266 on the comparable date
last year. Total enrollment by Oecto-
ber 5, however, including late regis-
trations with loss of crdit, totaled
10,061.

There are more than two men for
every woman student at the Uni-
versity this year, 6,918 boys have
enrolled as compared with 3,057
girls.

The largest percentage increase in
enroliment oceurred in the College
of Pharmacy, which showed a gain
of 17.9 per cent over last year. In
actual individual enrellments, how-
ever, the College ‘of Arts and Sci-
ences showed the largest gain, 220
students, or 4 per cent.

A total of 115 students enrolied
in the university’s newest branch,
the College of Fine Arts, 25 men
and 90 women.

Of the total enroliment, 6,630 were
old students, 1,730 were freshmen
from high sechool, and <1579 were
transfers from other colleges.
Thirty-six students were admiited
)y individual approval.

Freshmen students were permitted
fo enter four schools—Arts and Sci-
enees,
neering with 324; Fine Arts, 59; and
Pharmacy, 42.

KNOXVILLE, Tenn, — A million
children living sub-standard lives,

That is the picture of 205 Appa-
lachian Mountain counties, a side
of the picture not often seen by
tourists and others {ascinated by
the “quaint” lives of the natives
of the mountain regions of Ten-
nessee, Kentucky, Virginia @ and
North Carolina.

Its workers have found many in-
stances of the stark privation that
lies behind the “quaint” life of the
highlanders. For instance in = one
school attendance rose from 48 to
65 in a single week. That was the
week in which the SCF  welfare
worker was in the district distri-
buting shoes and clothing. The 17
families did not have even the rudi-
mentary clothing a child needs (o
attend the mountain schoolhouses.

Welfare workers who travel hun-
dreds of miles into the hills where
the “traces” are mere paths half-

obliterated in the prush, tell of c¢hil-
dren walking miles barefoot on ‘snow
and ice to get to school. Thousands
of such children have been given
the shoes whose lack meant con-
demnation to ignorance and illiter-
acy.

The- report of such welfare work-
ers tell a tale of squalid helpless-
ness that includes children brought
into the world® without a doctor’s
services, old flour sacks their only
alyette. sent shoeless to school if
indeed a school is available, con-
demned to a life of heart-breaking
toil on washed-out hillsides, depriv-
ed of medical care in illness, and
even of an undertaker's services in
death.

Half of the farms in the 205~
mountain-county area, Dr. Taylor
found, are of less than 50 acres.
A fourth of them are of less than
20 acres. The average of culti-

vated land'is only seven acres per

adult male worker. Three fourths
of the crop land has a slope of 40
per cent, or more, and “where
there is poor land, there are poor
people.”

ATTACK ROOTS
OF PROBLEM.

Cne mountain woman walked six
miles each day to make soup for
her own and 50 other school chil-
dren. On one occasion she asked
each child to bring one potato for
soup. Only five were able to do so.|

Arguments Are Cited
For Locating Cotton

Laboratory in Texas

COLLEGE STATION, Oct. 11. (4).
—The Agricultural and - Mechanical
College of Texas took  advantage
of a wvisit recently of W.. B. Van
Arsdel, representative of the Bureau
of Chemistry and Soils, to make a
strenuous- bid for location of one
of the four proposed million dol-
lar cotton research laboratories in
the state in general and at College
Station in particulat.

Van Arsdel, making a tour ot
Texas to gather material for a re-
port to the U. S. Department of
Agriculture locating committee and
Secretary of Agriculture Henry Wal-
lace, inspected the A. and M. camp-
us and facilities.

In presenting the claims for Tex-
as as the leocation for the labora-
tory the state’s importance as an
agricultural state was stressed in a
brief presented by Col. Ike Ash-
burn, assistant to president T. O.
Walton of A.&M.

“First in total acreage of princi-
pal crops in the United States, Tex-

as holds many ‘firsts’ in ' produc-
tion,” the brief @ recited. “Among
these are first in cotton and cot-

tonseed production, in beef cattle,
sheep and wool, goats and mohair
and mule production.

“Like wise Texas leads in grain
sorghum and sweet sorghum for
forage and hay. First also in pro-
duction of spinach, early cabbage
and onions comes Texas. ]

“Peanut and sweet potato pro-
duction are widespread in Texas,
with at least two-thirds of its area
suitable for growing ‘these crops.

“In addition there is the great
importance of a vast wheat crop in
the plains country and the rapidly
growing citrus industry in the Rio
Grande @ Valley. Pecans likewise
constitute a great money crop for
the 501,000 farm homes of Texas.”

Specific claims of the college for
location of the laboratory were pre-
dicted upon an offer of the board
of director to deed to the govern-
ment, free of cost, “such land as
may be needed for building sites;
to make available research facilities
now operative at the college, in-
cluding the- research library, fo
tender full cooperation of employes
of the A. and M. college in the
furtherance of these important in-
vestigations and to furnish to the
federal government utilities- and
facilities such as power, water, etc.,
at actual cost to the college.”
