Grant Gives High-Tech
To Elementary School

Bovina ISD has received
a grant from the Texas
Education Agency to enhance
instruction and learning in
the third, fourth and fifth
grades. The funds are part of
a successful sixteen-school
regional application for the
TARGET grant program.

Schools in the collabora-
tive project will receive a
total of S900,000 in the first
year of implementation.
Bovina Elementary will re-

_ceive approximately $40,000.

The focus of the grant is
the introduction and utiliza-
tion of "'mew and emerging"
technologies. Training and
implementation will focus on
the third, fourth and fifth
grade reading and fifth grade
math curriculum.

prices (farmers receive) and
the volume they can produce.
Most people have forgotten
the Great Depression, when
our nation suffered food
shortages," she said.

"When China joined the
World Trade Organization
(WTO), they agreed to buy a
certain volume of cotton from
U.S. farmers. But they have
reneged. China has dumped
cotton onto the world’s supply
(which keeps prices low for
producers)."

She noted that if the U.S.
leaders make deals to import
vast amounts of food from
third world countries, this

could get our country in a
bind, especially if we get into
a wartime situation. "Buying
from developing countries
would be a very unstable
arrangment at best. We
cannot depend on third world
nations for our food and
energy supply,” she stated.

Sutton said that the
nation’s textile industry is
also needing support, and
pointed out that our area
produces 50 percent of the
nation’s cotton.

"Water will be a major
issue in the next ten years
for West Texas. Our area of
the state has only 20 percent
of the state’s population, but
uses a disproportionate
amount of water due to
irrigation. The big cities will
put more pressure on water
usage in our area," the
candidate stated.

Sutton also addressed
healthcare and prescription
drugs situation, especially as
it affects senior citizens.

"The administration has
made a good start in
assisting healthcare. I would
sponsor legislation to limit
the liability of drug

On February 6, 2003, VALOR Telecommunications of Texas, LP (VALOR) filed an application with the Public Utility Commission
of Texas (Commission) to establish surcharges to recover lost revenues and increased costs associated with seven hundred
thiteen (713) Expanded Local Calling Service (ELCS) routes implemented in and between VALOR's Texas telephone
exchanges and in many instances, exchanges of other local telephone companies. The application is filed based on the
Commission's Substantive Rule 26.221 titled, "Applications to Establish or Increase Expanded Local Calling Service
Surcharges”.

ELCS expands a local calling scope to include one or more additional telephone exchanges, if customers in a petitioning
exchange approve by ballot, the payment of an ELCS fee in lieu of long distance charges. The cosls and lost revenues asso-
ciated with VALOR's surcharge application are those nol recoverable through the ELCS fee.

In the application, VALOR proposes to implement on an interim basis a monthly per line surcharge of $.99 for residential cus-
tomers and $1.98 for business customers beginning with the April, 2003 bill cycle. This proposed surcharge will apply in addi-
tion to any monthly ELCS fees. If rates al or above the level of the interim surcharges are nol ultimately approved by the
Commission, VALOR will refund all or part of the interim surcharges, as directed by the Commission. Ultimately, VALOR seeks
approval of monthly surcharges of $3.38 for business lines and $1.69 for residential lines to replace the interim surcharges.
Additionally, the application proposes that customers currently billed ELCS fees lower than $3.50 per residential line and $7 per
business line, will have those fees raised to $3.50 per residential line and $7 per business line.

The net annual effect on the revenues of VALOR will be zero since the requested surcharge replaces lost revenues and reim-
burses VALOR for the increased cost of service associated with ELCS. The estimated lotal lost revenues and increased cosls
VALOR seeks to recover through this proceeding is $7,601,145 annually.
