Strong Address 
Delivered to Texas 
Labor Convention
BEAUMONT, Oct. 18 (A>;.—Rank 

and file members o f the CIO were 
asked Monday by President William 
Green of the American Federation 
of Labor to come back to the AFL.

The national labor leader address­
ed the Texas State Federation of 
Labor convention before he crossed 
into Louisiana en route to New Or­
leans and Washington.

“We have kept the door open to 
the CIO rank and file,” he shouted. 
“We ask theip, we beg them, we 
plead with them to come back.

“There would be no division in 
labor today,” he continued, “ if the 
rank and file, who plead for peace, 
refused to follow' those who set up 
the dual labor movement. The 
American Federation of Labor has 
nothing to give them except a labor 
home—let them come back and we 
will have labor peace in this na­
tion.”

The address was considered one 
of the strongest Green has delivered 
in Texas, which he termed one of 
the strongholds of the AFL.

“We stood three years ago, when 
the division came, where we stood in 
the beginning, in our house — the 
house of labor,” the AFL boss said. 
“We have not left it. Would it not be 
proper that those who left it should 
return? They can come back. We 
can have labor peace, if they will 
only come home.”

The dual movement is expensive 
to the wage earner and a waste of 
money, he said.

• fourths of a mile east and 660 feet 
south of Cities Service No. 1-K

»Helmerich & Payne, Inc. and Con­
oco No. l-G-36 State, test indicat­
ing two miles southeast extension 
of the pool. No. l-G-36 State still 
is cleaning out after shot.

Shell No. 1-U State, two miles 
west by southwest of the Helmerich 
dc Payne and Conoco well, swabbed 
27 barrels in eight hours, cut 1.4 
per cent with basic sediment and 
one per cent with water, through 2- 
inch tubing set at 4,895 feet. Total 
depth is 4,900 feet in lime. No. 1-U 
State is two and a quarter miles 
east of the south end of the pool 
and one and one-quarter miles due 
south of Phillips No. 7 Santa Fe, 
original east extension well.

Preparations were being made to 
deepen Shell No. 1-S State, pool 
well, from 4,675 feet in lime after 
it swabbed only 28 barrels of oil in 
16 hours.

State has been completed after

Kendrick Plugging Back.

Plugging back with lead wool and 
lathe cuttings had reached 5,158 Vs 
feet this morning in Honolulu No. 1 
R. M. Kendrick, mile and 990 feet 
east extender of the Denver pool in 
southern Yoakum. Operators plan 
next to run limit plug, then a lead 
plug. Hole is being plugged back 
to shut off one-third of a bailer 
of salt water per hour encountered 
from 5,162-69, the total depth.

May Abandon Gaines Test.

Abandonment was near for A t­
lantic No. 1 Parker, wildcat two 
and a half miles northwest of the 
Seminole pool in G-aines, as it swab­
bed one and one-half bairels of 
sulphur water hourly yesterday in 
swabbing down to packer at 4,946. 
After a shut-down of eight and one- 
half hours overnight, water was 
found to have risen 2,500 feet. Swab­
bing has been resumed early to­
day. The well is bottomed at 5,290 
feet in lime.

Montecito Corporation No. 3 Em­
ma Cowden, short west outpost to 
the Emma pool in southern An­
drews, was reported showing oil as 
it drilled to 4,163 feet with cable 
tools. Farther north, Superior No. 
1 Universtiy halted coring at 4,227, 
ran 2 1/2-inch tubing, and is swab­
bing oil load for acid treatment. Last 
core, from 4,220-27, recovered four 
and one-half feet of hard lime, only 
slightly porous, and showing oil at 
the fractures.

Bert Fields, Inc. No. 1 Owenwood, 
three miles northwest of the Harper 
pool in Ector, is drilling at 4,440 
■feet in lime, showing 100 feet 
oil. Steel line measurement corrected 
4,395 to equal 4,404. Slight show of 
oil had been logged from 4,375-80, 
with slight increase in gas at 4,380- 
82, and more oil at 4,430-40,

Wentz No. 3-B TXL, Harper pool 
well, flowed 2,468.73 barrels a day, 
with gas-oil ratio of 955-1, after 
4,000-gailon acid job. It topped pay 
at 4,054 and reached a total depth 
o f 4,183.

General McKenzie, 
Early Rancher, to 
Be Buried Here

Funeral services for one of Mid­
land’s first settlers, J. M. “General” 
McKenzie, who died late yesterday 
aftemoon at Big Spring, will be held 
today, rites at 3 o’clock being at 
Big Spring, with commitment serv­
ice at the Midland cemetery at 5 
p. m. He was born September 9, 
1857.

Coming here in 1884 or 1885, 
“General” McKenzie was one of the 
most widely known ranchmen of 
West Texas. His eldest son, accord­
ing to relatives, was the first child 
born in Midland after the town was 
settled. The first wife of the early 
resident is buried at the local cem­
etery.

After ranching here for a number 
of years “General” McKenzie mov­
ed to Arizona, engaging in the cat­
tle business. He returned to M id­
land later, starting a real estate 
business in partnership with Jack 
Carter. For the past fifteen years 
he-had lived at Big Spring.

Survivors include his wife, Mrs. 
Norma McKenzie of Big Spring; 
three sons, Thomas N., E. Waller 
and James G.; one step-son, R. A. 
Roberts; four daughters, Mrs. Mary 
Bell Childress of San Antonio, Mrs. 
Flora Swarbauch of Cleveland, O.; 
Miss Ada McKenzie of Boston, Mass, 
and Mrs. Ruth Edwards McDonald 
of Big Spring; and several grand­
children; two brothers, J. F. of El 
Paso anci R. E. of , Fort Sumner, both 
of whom will be here this afternoon; 
six sisters, Mrs. Jenny B. Moody of 
Bartlesville, Okla., Mrs. N. Wantz- 
loeven, Mrs. Alice D. Sanders of 
El Paso, Mrs. Ora A. Daley, Mrs. 
Theresa Dockrell of Massachusetts 
and Mrs. Walt Wood of Montana.

Box Takes Stand in 
His Own Defense in 
Murder Trial Today

Defense witnesses were being 
heal'd this afternoon in the trial 
of S. L. Box, charged with the 
murder of Heishell Gunter in Mid­
land last May 30.

Box took the stand in his own 
defense shortly before noon and 
went back to the witness box when 
the trial was started again at 
1:30. This morning, he related how 
he arrived in Midland the night 
before the shooting incident and 
spent the remainder of it with his 
estranged wife’s family. He then 
told of meeting with Gunter and 
calling him over the curb where an 
argument and fight ensued, culmi­
nating in his grabbing a pistol from 
a paper bag and firing one shot 
that proved fatal to Gunter.

He testified he did not know 
whether or not the shot hit Gunter 
in the back, since he was badly 
frightened at the time for fear 
Gunter would stab him with a 
knife he had in his hand. He said 
that after Gunter was shot and fell 
he was still able to close the knife.

John Massingill and Travis Mas- 
singill, father and brother-in-law, 
respectively, of Box, testified that 
Box spent the night with them and 
that he was told o f his wife “run­
ning around” with Gunter.

Enoch McTerry, cafe proprietor, 
told of hearing an argument be­
tween the two men; and Bill Ram- 
sier told of driving up and parking 
at the curb where the two men 
started fighting.

Previous to testimony by defense 
witnesses, the state rested its case 
after testimony by officers A. J. 
Norwood and Dave Morren and Dr. 
W. E. Ryan.

Selection of a jury was completed 
at 4:30 yesterday afternoon v/ith A. 
G. Bohannon, C. W. Kerr, C. R. 
Fryar, N. G. Baker, J. M. Arm­
strong, Jas. L. Daugherty, A. L. 
Hallman, L. T. Boynton, J. M. Gray- 
beal, J. E. Davis, C. A. Messamore, 
F. E. Curtis being selected. Selec­
tion of the jury was delayed through 
the many men excused by defense 
counsel.

E. W. Jennings was the first state 
witness called by the state and he 
testified he was standing in what 
was then Shelton’s paint store when 
he saw a couple of men in what ap­
peared to be a scuffle. He said that 
he walked to the door, calling to 
John R. Truss, Jr., to watch as he 
did so. He said he saw. Box knock 
Gunter down, Gunter got up and 
raced across the street with Box 
in pursuit. Just before they reach­
ed the opposite side of the street 
Gunter whirled with something in 
his hand that he had jerked from 
his pocket, Jennings said, and pur­
sued Box back across the street. 
As Box reached the sidewalk he 
reached down and picked up a pa­
per sack and after some apparent 
difficulty he managed to pull a gun 
from it, saying as he did so “I ’d 
like to see you,” in answer to some­
thing said to him by Gunter. Gunt­
er whirled and started running, then 
Box fired one time. After firing 
he placed the gun back in the pa­
per sack, Jennings testified, .

John J. Bailey, a brother-in-law 
of Gunter, testified that he and 
Gunter 'were sitting in his (Bailey’s) 
car in front of the Montgomery- 
Ward store when Box walked up, 
with the paper sack in his hand, 
and motioned for Gunter to come 
to the curb. As he neared the curb.

S p y  R e la t e s
H o w  He Stole 
War Secrets

Says Information 
Was Passed Along 
To One ‘Sanders’
NEW YORK, Oct. 18. (/P). —Guen­

ther Gustav Rumrich, confessed 
spy, testified today at the trial of 
three persons on espionage charges 
that a mysterious “Sanders.” to 
whom he was supposed to turn over 
his United States military infor­
mation was “very critical” of his 
progress.

Rumrich related how he exchang­
ed letters with Sanders, reputed to 
be assistant to the chief of the naval 
intelligence office in Bremen. He 
testified Sanders asked him to send 
two catalogues of the federal print­
ing office with a list of a,rmy and 
aviation publications.

“Sanders said I  wasn’t prompt 
enough in complying with his re­
quest,” Rimirich said.

The witness said when he had 
asked for financial support Sand­
ers replied he would have to take 
it up with the “war ministry.”

Rumrich, 32, confessed spy and 
U. S. Army deserter, began his wav­
ering-voiced story in federal court 
Monday of how the jibes of “sol­
diers who made life pretty tough 
for me” led him into complicity in 
a spy plot in this counti'y.

The witness said he sold out his 
country after reading a book on 
spies written by Col. Walter Nicolai, 
famous head of German espionage 
during the World War.

He went “A. W. O. L.” from his 
army post on Governor’s Island, he 
said, “because by English was very 
bad and the soldiers were very pre­
judiced against me.”

Rumrich topk the stand after 
United States Attorney Lamar 
Hardy, w'hite-haired former Missis- 
ippian, bluntly charged “high o ffi­
cials of the German war ministry” 
with directing an espionage plot 
that included attempted forgery of 
President Roosevelt’s signature on 
White House letter paper, a thw'art- 
ed plot to murder a United States 
army fort commander and the theft 
of vital American defense secrets.

Czech Areas Under 
Martial Law After 
‘Incidents’ Occur

BUDAPEST, Oct. 18 (A"). — One
thousand university students dem­
onstrated today, demanding arms to 
enforce Hungary’s territorial de­
mands of Czechoslovakia.

Renewal of conversations between 
Czechoslovakia and Hungary were 
expected because of pressure Hun­
garian sources indicated had been 
exerted by Rome and Berlin on 
Czechoslovakia.

Meanwhile in Berlin a foreign 
spokesman said Germany’s army 
reservices, marshaled during the 
German-Czechoslovakia crisis, were 
being dismissed daily.

PRAGUE, Oct. 18 (A*).—Districts 
along most of the length of Czecho­
slovakia’s frontier with Hungary 
were' under martial law last night 
as this republic took firm action 
against alleged Hungarian terrorism 
pending resumption of territorial 
negotiations.

Thousands of persons—including 
Hungarian army officers and sol­
diers, according to Czechoslovak ac­
counts—^were arrested on charges of 
violence and sabotage. A  general 
staff bulletin reported open fight­
ing near Kraluv and Chlumec.

The bulletin asserted Hungarian 
soldiers opened fire there on Czech­
oslovak troops on patrol and threw 
grenades across the border.

It  said the Czechoslovaks obey­
ed orders not to reply to attacks, 
however.

Officials said martial law was 
imposed especially in a determina­
tion to prevent a chaotic situation 
which might offer Hungary a rea­
son for military occupation of the 
Hungarian - populated regions she 
has demanded.

Official circles still were without 
official information on when nego­
tiations with Hungary, which the 
latter broke off at Komarom last 
Thursday, would be renewed.

Maybe Barney I^as 
Just Flying Low

Flying here this morning in his 
own plane, Robert Bean, Lubbock 
attorney, transacted business with 
Barney Grafa of Midland. He was 
accompanied by R. Q. Pierce, Lub­
bock real estate man. According to 
previous arrangement, when Grafa 
heard the plane circle over town, 
he drove at once to the airport to 
bring the Lubbock men in. He ar­
rived just as plane landed. Bean 
said he may have been flying high­
er, but apparently no faster than 
Grafa.

10,000 Bales 
Destroyed 
During Day
Origin of Blaze 
Unknown, Firemen 
Isolate Fire Area
BIG  SPRING, (Special). Oct. 18. 

—^Fire loss of a half million dol­
lars occurred at Big Spring this 
morning when a blaze of uncertain 
origin broke out in the Big Spring 
compress, just north of the down­
town viaduct, at about 5:30 o’clock 
•and still was smouldering at noon. 
The building and machinery of the 
compress suffered damage of $90,000, 
being reduced to a blackened ruin, 
and approximately 10,000 bales of 
cotton, estimated at more than 
$400,000 in value, were destroyed, 
according to a statement by E. B. 
Bethell, city fii'e marshal.

Approximately 80 per cent of the 
cotton destroyed was financed 
through government loans and held 
over for storage, it was reported, 
the remainder being in freight cars 
on sidings, ready to be shipped.

The compress proper covers a city 
block, with warehouses nearby cov­
ering several acres. Firemen suc­
ceeded in restricting the blaze to 
the compress site but could do noth­
ing toward extinguishing the flames 
there, using both water hose and 
chemicals. The cotton was slowly 
burning itself out early this after­
noon.

Firemen thought possibly the 
blaze could have been caused by 
a “hot bale” sent over from one of 
the gins. A  night watchman dis­
covered the blaze at six o’clock this 
morning, attempted to extinguish 
it himself for a short time before 
calling the fire department. A 
strong wind' had made a holacaust 
of the compress before firemen ar­
rived.

United States Attorney Lamar 
Hardy, pictured outside the 
courtroom where he is prose­
cuting the alleged spies, has 
conferred with President Roose­
velt about the problem of alien 
prying into U. S. military secrets.

That is, unless 
the crowd that attends the Midland- 
Wink football game here Friday 
night exceeds 3,000, school officials 
announced this afternoon.
* The last of the 2,100 reserved seats 
in the east and west side grand­
stands was sold this morning and 
officials immediately went into a 
huddle to devise some way of seat­
ing the crowd expected. At the 
meeting plans were adopted calling 
for the erection of 900 bleacher seats, 
600 of them to be reseiwed. Half the 
reserved seats will be offered to 
Wink, half to Midland residents and 
the remaining 300 will be thrown 
open to the public when the gates 
are opened Pi’iday night.

Superintendent Lee Johnson of 
the Wink schools came here last 
night for tickets and was success­
ful in landing only 560, less than 
one half what he wanted. He call­
ed back this morning to say that 
he had sold the tickets in less than 
15 minutes and “ just had to have” 
a lot more. He expressed the belief 
he could sell at least 1,000 more 
tickets in the Winkler county oil 
field city. Arrangements were made 
this afternoon to send him the 300 
tickets alloted in the bleachers, and 
to prepare to seat more Wink fans 
if the demand for them is made

will be placed on the east side of 
the field and 300 on the west side.

With the erection of the addition­
al 900 seats school officials will be 
better prepared to handle the scores 
of requests for tickets that áre com­
ing in. Taylor Rushing, principal 
of the Odessa high school, has ask­
ed for 100 tickets. In making the re­
quest, Rushing expressed the opin­
ion, three, possible five times, that 
many persons would be here from 
Odessa to see the game.

Requests for reservations contin­
ued to pour in from all cities in 
West Texas. Many Big Spring foot­
ball fans are planning on seeing the 
game here in preference to follow­
ing the Big Spring team to Sweet­
water for a game Friday night.

All persons desiring to reserve 
seats can secure them at the cham­
ber of commerce office Thursday 
morning. Tickets will be printed 
and plats showing the location of 
the stands will be drawn tomorrow.

Principal D. D. Shiflett announced 
this afternoon that no tickets will 
be sold before Thursday morning, 
at which time the entire 300 re­
served for Midland fans will be 
placed on sale. He requests fans 
desiring tickets not to call the high 
school for tickets since the entire 
block will be placed on sale at one

CHICAGO, Oct. 18 (/P).—The mid­
dle west and east basked in sum­
mer temperatures today while the 
plains and mountain sections of the 
west shivered.

O f Sitdown Strikes

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18. (Â ). — 
Jacob Spolansky, criminal investiga­
tor under the Wayne county, Mich­
igan, sheriff, testified today before 
the house committee investigating 
un-American activities thal Joseph 
Stalin, Russian communist dictator, 
had ordered the outright destme- 
tion of the American Federation of 
Labor.

The witness said Stalin at a Mos­
cow conference ordered communist 
agents in America to boost the cause 
of Industrial unionism and to ex­
pand activity among negroes.

Spolansky attributed to commun­
ists the major part in sit-dov/ii 
strikes in recent years.

Simple facts cannot be said to hold any great degree of widespread 
popularity just. now. Indeed, it is the history of unpleasant facts that 
they are Snored by most people just as long as possible—and a great 
many of the facts about life in the United States today are not pleasant. 
Plea.sant or not, however, they are facts which are going to have to be 
faced sooner or later. And “ later” may not be soon enmigh.

Some of these Unpleasant facts recently were brought together by 
the United Stâtes Chamber of Commerce in a compendium on taxes and 
public spending. Most of the facts included were obtained from official 
sources. Hère are some of them: The cost of government—^Federal, 
■State, and local— în the United States increased from $8,918,000,000. in 
1923 to $16,900,000,000 in. 1937, or from $79.9& per capita to $130.75. The 

^national indebtedness for all classes of government stood in 1937 at 
^$55,579,000,000, which is $429,99 per capita. During the last fiscal year
-  the Federal Government spent more than $21,000,000 a day.

“Spending for recovery” is the slogan of the New Dealers. Well, 
“ the Department of Commerce estimated the other day that the national 
^income of the United States for 1938 will approximate sixty-four billion
-  dollars. The estimate is based on the assumption that the income for 
^ the last four months Of the year will hold up to the average of the first 
" eight months. I f  it turns out that the national income this year does 
^amount to about sixty-four billion dollars, that will still be more than

five and one-third billion dollars below the national income in 1937. 
■«The spending continues, but where is the recovery?
”  And if any person has the quaint idea that the spending activities of 
^the Federal Governmeht affect him only remoteljl, let him consider one 
.-further fact: That approximately three-fourths of the direct obliga- 
~tions of the Federal Government are held by (1) banks, (2) reserve

CAPITOL JIGSAW

AUSTIN, Oct. 18 (A*).—Revision of 
election laws in Texas will be con­
sidered by the general session of the 
legislature.

For several years the state demo­
cratic executive committee has been 
urging overhauling the election sta­
tutes, not to change their intent or 
alter policies, but to remove am­
biguities.

A bill in line with views of the 
committee, introduced at the last 
biennial session, probably will be 
sent up again but only slightly re­
vamped.

Senator - Nominate Penrose Met­
calfe of San Angelo also has been 
having some thoughts of the sub­
ject, especially as concerns poll tax 
exemptions.

The present system is very lax 
and encourages fraud, he .said in 
Austin recently.

UAder the law citizen.s 60 years 
and older are exempt from the tax. 
Those residing in cities of more 
than 10,000 population must obtain 
an exemption certificate while those 
living in towns of less than 10,000 
and in rural areas do not have to 
have one.

Metcalfe would require everyone 
exempt from the tax to obtain a 
certificate.

“The sy,stem is very loose and 
ought to be corrected,” he said. “No 
county in Texas knows Imw many

invested for him through UESCO— 
in A. G. & E. securities.

After the hearing Hopson talked 
lengthily to this correspondent— 
of UESCO as a fulfillment of an 
old dream of his to devise an em­
ploye savings plan.

NO HORNS 
FOR HOPSON,

LAWYERS from another hearing 
came up to shake the great man’s 
hand. One asked Hopson to remove 
his hat so he could “see his horns.” 
Hopson complied.

“I ’m de-horned,”  said Hopson. 
“I ’m just what they call out west 
a mooly cow!”

The manipulator of hundreds of 
millions reminisced. There was 
the time in the Chicago office dur­
ing boom days — “one of our sales­
men sold a million dollars of se­
curities over the telephone in an 
day”— when Hopson found the 
cashier’s cage piled and littered 
with cash, checks and bonds. He 
thought there must be two or three 
millions there. He a,sked. Only $250,■■ 
000.

“My respect for a million dol­
lars increased tremendously” , said 
Hopson.

SEC officials regard Hopson, and 
UESCO sourly. UESCO sought 
exemption from the holding com­
pany act, passed on the ihecry 
that many utility holding com­
panies were primarily big milking, 
machines for men like Hop.son. 
SEC countered for a decision 
whether UESCO, which buys up 
netmities of A. ¿r. & E. top hold­
ing companies— n̂ow selling low — 
and can hold up the market for 
them as well as taken them over 
from insiders, Ls an A. G. & E. 
affiliate. I f  it is a subsidiary, se- 
liurities can’t be sold to employes 
without SEC approval and the pre­
cedent will affect many other com­
panies which SEC believes are sub- 
( idiaries of the .system and wants to 
regulate.

The record indicates an SEC at-

tempt to prove that any profits 
of UESCO and the others flow to 
Hopson and that employes are 
takiirg a risk in UESCO. Pending 
a decision, UESCO and the others, 
—are exempt. Hopson’s lawyers ,got 
an injunction restraining two firms 
of accountants from telling SEC of 
UESCO affairs. They went to court 
to protest a consolidation of hear­
ings on their motion and SEC’s mo­
tion. They moved before SEC that 
all hearing be confidential— . 'and 
may appeal any denial of that mo­
tion to the courts.. And so on-—, 
persons it. has exempt from tbe tax, 
such records as ai'e poorly kept and 
are very inaccurate.

“People get an exemption certifi­
cate in one county and move to 
another. Certificates are lost. O f­
ficials have to guess at the amount 
of supplies which will be needed for 
an election.

“The, place to start in .straight­
ening out the situation is to require 
an exemption certificate of all. per- 
,sons who are exempt from the tax.”

If Gov. James V. Allred bad it 
to do over again he would file sep­
arate suits against the 15 major oil 
companies and the two associations 
which seven years ago he accused of 
violating the Texas anti-trust laws.

The state agreed the other day 
to a settlement of the suit for $450,- 
000, which was paid by the 'Texas 
Marketers a.ssociation. C h a r g e s  
against the other defendants were 
dre^ped.

Gov. Allred commented that the 
settlement on the whole probably 
was a good thing, adding later:

“I f  I  had it to do over again I 
would file separate suits. There 
were just too many big companies 
to put into one suit. There were 
50 lawyers in the courtroom and it 
would have taken possibly six 
months to try the case.”

The chief result of the famous 
suit, filed by Allred when he was 
attorney general, seems to be that 
the civil provisions of the anti-trust 
laws have been upheld by the Tex­
as supreme court.

Criminal provisions are under at­
tack and are expected to be pas.sed 
upon soon by the court of criminal 
appeals, acting on a case from 
Houston involving beer distribution.

The .supreme court sustained the 
civil sections of the antitrust sta­
tutes about a year ago. The Austin 
court of civil appeals had held them 
invalid because they exempted farm­
ers and stockmen from their appli­
cation.

It was after the supreme court 
had upheld the laws that the case 
went back to the Travis county dis­
trict court v/here, on the recommen­
dation of Judge J. D. Moore, the 
settlement was reached.

Lawyers, judge, defendants and 
press correspondents all apparently 
were quite happy that a compro­
mise was achieved. " ,

None who had had anything to 
do with the suit in its preliminary 
trial relished the prospect o f a trial 
on merits.

and unlimited by time or expense 
the triar Would have gone on no one * 
could predict how long. There was j 
no prote.st against calling a halt.

Dana X. Bible, head football 
coach at the University of Texas, 
ha.s a warm supporter in Governor 
Allred.

After the Longhorns had lost to 
Kansas and Louisiana State the 
governor was asked at a press con­
ference what he thought o f Bible.

“I ’d rather have good leadership 
than a winning team and the Long­
horns now have great leadership,” 
he said.

“All the Southwe.st conference 
football teams can’t win. I t ’s just 
like politics. Only one candidate 
can be elected to an office; the 
other must lose.

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How to See Football
The 7-1-2-1 Defense

I been forced to design detenses to meet manv styies of attack, 
j Probably the oldest ot all delen.sive seu-i ps is the 7-1-2-1, which 
! still comes in for use today despite the tendenify toward six-man lines.

As the numbers and illustra- 
Lions indicate, seven men are 
placed on the line- of scrimmage.
The line backer, usually tlie full­
back, takes a spot about two yards 
behind the line and slightly to the 
left of the center, because tnat 
would be the. strong side of the 
opposition’s attack. The line­
backer roves along the line of 
scrimmage . . . diagnosing and
meeting plays.

The halfbacks take posts seven 
or eight yards behind their 
tackles. The safety man takes a 
position 25 yards or so behind the 
line of scrimmage.

This set-up is fairly effective 
when the attacking team is deep 
within its own territory, where the 
danger of passes is not so great.
The seven-man line works very well 
in stopping line plays.

The chief weakness of the 7-1- 
2-1. defen.se is against' pas.ses I  he 
halfbacks have too much territory 
to patrol . . . and they must
cover It by themselves . . . when 
aerials start coming over. The 
saterv man is too far back to help 
out much, and a weak spot is left 
straight down the middle.

Laterals, too, pi'esent a. big 
problem to a 7-1-2-1 defense.

Football certainly isn't a waiting 
game in this day of high explosive 
offensive fireworks, but a team with 
an accomplished kicker can afford 
to boot the opposition back on its 
heels time and again and wait for 
a break.

The late Leroy Mills, the Mount 
Vernon, N. Y., attorney who spent 
spare hours teaching youngsters to 
punt, always contended good kick­
ers could be made. . . .that they 
didn’t have to be born with the tal­
ent. Coaches spend more time than

ever with boys who show the slight­
est tendency toward laying foot to 
the ball in the grand manner.

Good punters are foiuid,- in every 
section of the country but par­
ticularly in the midwest have the *■ •
results been outstanding.

At this point there may not be 
another Harry Kipke, Elmer Lay- 
den, or Ollie Okson in sight, but 
the trend is to better kicking all 
the way round, rather than just 
a remarkable booter every 500 
miles.

0ne midwest punter is so good, in 
fact, that he kicked his team into 
defe'at. Mike Kabealo of Ohio State 
kicked 62 yards against Southern 
California, giving Granny Lansdell 
plenty of time to shove the throt­
tle to full speed on his 85-yavd 
touchdown jaunt before Buckeye 
linemen could get close to him.

Herbert Hoover 
Urges Election 
Of Independents

HARTFORD, Conn. Oct. 18. (JP). — 
Herbert Hoover called on the Amer­
ican electrorate in a speech last 
night to elect “ independent minded” 
men to congress to halt what he 
termed new deal “assaults” on 
representative government.

With that plea, the former presi­
dent coupled a suggestion that the 
voter evperiment for the next two 
years with a “stop, look, and listen” 
policy.

The republican chieftain, warning 
that “subservience in legislative 
halls is the spot where liberty and 
political morals coimnit suicide,” 
accused his democratic successor, 
President Roosevelt, with attempt­
ing “to control election.s”

“That alone,” he asserted, “should 
make the election of independent 
minded men tb congress the first 
task of men who would be free.”

Hoover, who prepared the speech 
for delivery to a rally sponsored by 
the Connecticut council of republi­
can women as a follow.-up to one he 
gave last month at Kansas City, 
Mo., charged the “new deal and 
its yes-yes men in congress” had 
experimented “with the American 
way of life for six years at dreadful 
cost in human misery and despaii’.”

“The voter might well experiment 
for himself for once,” he suggested. 
“He might vote for men who would 
halt this whole movement. For a 
nation to take the next two years 
to stop, look and listen is an ex­
periment that cohld not make the 
situation worse. It  is not a very 
great risk for the voter to take.”

The speaker listed the “malignant 
growth of personal power” among 
“evil products” which he charged 
had grown from the “new deal cor­
ruption of liberalism.”

“Under a screen of fair-sound­
ing phrases,” he said, “we have 
seen the president of the United 
States steadily driving for more and 
more power over the daily lives of 
the people. We have seen him at­
tempt to control the supreme court. 
We have seen his domination of 
congress. We have seen personal 
control of expenditures. We have 
seen the attemjjt through the power 
of government expenditure to pol­
lute the ballot. We have seen the 
attempt to mix in a system of free 
enterprise a system of creeping 
collectivism. We have seen a vin­
dictive campaign to array class 
against class and group against 
group.

“All this is the destruction of 
freedom and prosperity.”

Asserting that the people alone 
“can make congress the sword and 
buckler of their liberties,” Hoover 
said an “ independent, courageous 
congress” would furnish “a start at 
the solution of our ills.”

“Therefore my first recommenda­
tion to you is: elect to congress in­
dependent-minded men,” he urged. 
“Elect men who will stand on theii’ 
own feet. Elect men of character 
and capacity.”

“Second: defeat evej^y man of the 
kind who says he is a follower of 
any president 100 per cent or 50 per 
cent or any other per cent. Such a 
man is not fit to serve. Members of 
the congress of the United States, 
if they are men, do not take orders 
from anybody.”
