WASHINGTON, Nov. 16. (#). —
The White House said today
President Roosevelt’s condemna-
tion taken against minorities ap-
plied to Catholic elements as well
as Jewish. :

Secretary Stephen Early, re-
ferring to the President's state-
ment yesterday denouncing nazi
attacks, said the meorning news-
papers had “overplayed” the Jew-
ish angle and neglected to point
out that Catholics were also in-
volved.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16. (). —
President Roosevelt denounced the
German dictatorship’s treatment of
Jews Tuesday as almost beyond be-
liei, and then pictured a vast two-
continent detense system in which
all thé Americas would present a
united front . against aggression
from ahroad.

His remarks on .the Jews, given
out of a press conference, were as
follows:

“The news from the past few days
from Germany has deeply shocked
qulic opinion in the United States.
Such news from any part of the
world would inevitably produce a
similar profound reaction among
American people in every part of
the nation.

“F myself could scarcely believe
that such things could occur in ‘a
twentieth century civilization.

“With a view to gaining a first
hand picture of the situation in
Germany, I asked the secretary :of
state to order our ambassador in
Berlin to return at once for report
and consultation.”

Thus Mr. Roosevelt disclosed that
he himself was back of yesterday's
order calling Ambassador Hugh R.
Wilson home.. Mr. Roosevelt said
he could not disclose how long the
ambflssador would stay here.  This
gave rise to speculation that the
envoy might be kept at home in-
definitely.

Mr. Roosevelt’s work on military

In Germany Subject
Of Talk at Luncheon

“The Jewish ‘Situation in Ger-
many Today” was the subject of an
open discussion at the regular week-
ly luncheon of the Midland Lions
club today noon, Lions Duke Kim-
‘brough, Joe Mims and Frank Stub-
beman making brief but interesting
talks on the subject. Kimbrough
said that the . severe punishment
being inflicted upon the Jewish race
in Germany today is the will of a
strongly orgdnized minority and is
not the desire of the majority of
people in Germany. He stated that
the Jews in Germany are being
reduced to serfdom and slavery and
that such action on the part of the
Germans cannot readily be compre-
hended by other ‘mdtions of the
world. Such action is opposed to
every principle of Lionism and Lions
clubs over the world should pro-
test the infliction on the Jews, he
said. International difficulties will
arise over the matter, but will' per-
haps be settled without war, he pre-
dicted. .

Lion Mims told of the early day
persecution of the Jews and of the
ultimate destruction of the powers
who have led in the persecution.

Mims quoted a verse;of Scripture
in predicting the downfall of the
present Jewish persecutors. Any na-
tion who so ruthlessly persecutes a
people without any just cause will
suffer, he said, and any persons
who lead,n such persecutions may
have a nationality but certainly do
not have humanity.

attorney general, will leave Presi-
dent Roosevelt’s cabinet in January
to resume the private practice of
law.

The president - disclosed at his
press conference Tuesday that Cum-
mings had asked to be relieved and
said the resignation—which has not
yet been formally presented—would
be effective in the new year, The
date has not been determined.

At the same time, Mr. Roosevelt
said his 30-year-old son, James, had
resigned from the White House sec-
retariat pending his complete re-
covery from an operation he had
last September. James, now recu-
perating on a California ranch, is
expected to return to his post in
the spring. ¢

The president said he had not
considered, so far, appointment of a
successor to Cummings. James’ post
probably will not he filled during
the interim.

In announcing Cummings’ inten-
tion to resign, the chief executive
took cognizance for the first time
of persistent reports of possible
cabinet changes. He left the door
open for other cabinet replacements

when he told ingquirers there were
no other resignations as yet.

An Amarillo man followed a Texas Highway Patrol car from White
Deer ‘to Panhandle afier the football game at White Deer Armistice ‘Day.
The. highway was crowded, for a majority of ‘Panhandle residents had
driven over to watch ‘their high school Panthers battle the White -Deer
Bucks on the gridiron.

The Amarillo man kept his car about .50 yards behind the patrol car.
Several - sp2eding machines passed him, but when the drivers saw the
patrel ecar they slowed down, took their places behind the state police.

Although a.-dozen cars passed the Amarillo man on tihe 15-mile streteh |

of highway, not a one attempted to pass the patrol car.

This proves :one peint conclusively—that the drivers had respect fer
the law to the extent that they ‘wanted to save themselves the trouble
of being arrested and the expense of paying fines. Whether they had
any regard for the lives.of the hundreds of other persons on the highway
is not known, but some of them were driving between 60 and 70 miles
an hour until they saw the patrol car. Then they were content, or
persuaded, ‘to cut down the speed to about 50 miles/an hour and drive
on in to Panhandle. They likely are as happy and as prosperous as they
would have been had they clipped five minutes off the time it took to
drive from’ White Deer to Panhandle. -

There is rarely a major fraffic accident that does not bring this
question: “What’s wrong with the cops—why don’t they do something?”
That is a good way to start a discussion on the matbter of paving taxes.

It Amarillo had enough policemen {o place one on every cerner in
the city and the state had enough policemen to place one on -each 500
yards of the 25000 miles of highway in Texas the officers likely could
prevent :many accidents. But who would pay the bill? The situation
that actually exists this moment is this: There are many tax-payers who
are helping pay, police and patrolmen to prevent the said tax-pavers from
killing themselves ‘and their neighbors in traffic accidents.

Policemen have to be assigned to the schools on the busy streets in
Amarillo’ because motor vehicle drivers have to be watched or some of
them will kill a'child. "The ‘policemen have to be paid to stand and act
as an individual euard ‘of ‘each child in the scheol. That is one answer
to the question of “What's wrong with the ‘cops?”

With policemen stationed at the schools—a necessity because of the
feol drivers—the force ‘is cut for .other duty. There are fewer officers to
patrol .other sections. If the property owners want to pay the price of
increasing ‘the force therz is no doubt that the city would be willing to
add many traffic officers. If the tax-payers of the state want to pay the
price of increasing the highway patrol there is no doubt that the state
would be willing to'double or triple it.

What are we going {o do? Are we going to let a few careless drivers
run up our tax bill.dnd, in the meantime, keep killing persons who have
every right in the world. to life and happiness? “Enough traffic officers
can make the streets and highways safer. Do we want to pay the bill
or do we want to bring into-action the sharp sword of public .opinion and
cut down the careless drivers?

The public opinion exists, of course, but there “has been no public
proncuncement of ‘an open révolt against the careless and drunken drivers.
The Junioi” Chamber of Commerce is sponsoring a “not over 50 mile per
hour” campaign, which is lavdable. But what shall we do when a mem-
ber of the “nof.over 50 club” is killed by some worthless chump who is
driving 70 miles an: hour to.a drug store to get a cold drink?

The public has not petitiened the city to establish ‘a farm on which
careless drivers must spend 30 days -at hard ‘labor. Kansas City, as
pointed «out in a previous editorial, ‘has such a farm. Possibly the pub-
Jic, if it wants G0 put fear in the hearts of murderous drivers, would like
to see such a iarm in Amarillo—one on which careless drivers, women and
men, would be given slédge hammers and the privilege of hammering
Tor eiznt hours a «day en wrecked automobiles.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16. — Tom
Dewey will continue to be a re-

publican - presidential peossibility,
despite his defeat by Gov. Herbert
Lehman.

Only a few votes—less than 70,-
000 -among nearly 5,000,000—have
kept Dewey from becoming almost
a sure-shot for the 1940 nomination
and reduced him to the ranks on a
more or less even basis with other
G.--O. P, hopefuls. The group now
includes two other New Yorkers,
Mayor LaGuardia who already
seems to be flirting with- the third
party - idea, and Bruce Barton.
Their names would have been eras-
ed from the board had Dewey be-
come governor.

As New York's district attor-
ney, crusading -against racketeer-
ing and pelitical corruption, Dewey
can continue to build up “both his
Iyisition as the party’s ‘glamor
boy” and his national prestige as
a public official who ‘gave Roosevelt,
Farley and New Dealers the scare
of their lives. You can expect him
to declare himself frequently on
public issues other than crime.
Such, at least, 'is “the view 'of
liberals prominent in the New York
G. 0. P. organization, who support-
ed Dewey in his effori to sever the
ties with the “old gang” and “re-
make” the party. Significantly : or
not, mneither Herbert Hoover hor
National Chairman John Ham-

ilton became identified with the

Dewey campaign.

TAFT LOOKS
PROMISING.

REPUBLICAN victors have yet
to make their records as senators
and governors. But the heftiest
piece of presidential timber in the
new -crop appears to be ‘Senator-
elect Robert A. Taft of Ohio, who
defeated Senator Robert J. Bulkley
in an outstanding test of New Deal
sentiment.

AUSTIN, Nov. (). Why
mountain sheep in West Texas ap-
parently “are not propagating sas
rapidly as antelope, both species
being protected by a perpetually
clesed season, is the subject of spe-
cial study these «days by the state
game department.

The department recently conclud-
cd an agreement with the U. S

game department calling for an ex-
tensive field research_survey of the
spectacular game animal.

While factors limiting the number
and increase of the sure-iooted spe-
cies are undetermined, residents
of the Guadalupe, Beech and Sierra
Diablo mountains blame the moun-
tain lion apd more especially the
golden eagle.

Rober; Snow, an experienced field
naturalist -sent by the department
to study the sheep, said he trailed
four bighorns three days ,and found
they became excited but once
when a flock of eagles circled over
them. Then they huddled together
as if for protection.

Snow said he animals, leaping
from crag to mag almost unbeliev-
ably scale sheer clitfs hundreds of
feet high as easily as a man walks
on a sidewalk.

Antelope, on the other hand, are re-
ported increasing steadily in some
of West Texas. Game
Warden W. D. Stubblefield, station-
ed at VYsleta, estimate there alel
about 3,000 ‘in Hudspeth county
where conditions are good and the
landowners generally, favor protec-
tion of the animals.

Stubblefield said, howewver, exten-
sive clearing operations along the
Rio Grande valley below El Paso will
be detrimental not only to the ante-
lope but o ganibel quail and ring-
neek ‘pheasants.

In the opinion of Dr. H. T. Man-~
uel, professor of educational psycho-
logy «at ‘the University of Texas,
numbered grades, promotion, and
grades showing comparitive ability
in classwork eventually will disap-
pear in schools.

The ' grade system, Dr. Mamnuel
claims, is built on the fallacy a num-
ber of children can be lumped toge-
ther without regard for their indi-
vidual differences. He would substi-
tute what he ealls a “social group.”

“Whether in the first, second or
third year of school, those of like
abilities will work best together and
if a child’s ability is low, he should
be placed with those of like capa-
eity,”  said Dr. Manuel. “By  the
same rule, the child who knows
how to réad when he enters school
should not be bored with the tedium
of first readers bu: be advanced into
a reading class of his caliber.”

Collections Hold on
At Same Pace in Oct.

AUSTIN. — Average monthly
collections on open accounts of re-'
porting stores in San Antonio ana
Austin showed no change in 1937,
according to a recent announcement
by Dr. F. A. Buechel assisbant di-
rector of the Bureau of Business Re-
search, University of Texas. Stat-’
ing that the returns from credit-
granting retailers in San Antonio
and Austin are combined in the
survey -of credit conditions -in 86
cities, made annually by the De-
part of Commerce, Bureau of For-
eign and Domestic Commerce, Dr.
Buechel said that in the two cities
open accounts were collected on an
average of 66 1/2 days in 1937. This
was the same time required in 1936,
calculated from average monthly
collection ratios of 45.1 per cent
and 452 per cent for the respective
years. Throughout the 86 cities il
retailers averaged open-account col-
lections of 63 days during 1937, the

Identical stores in
the West South Central area re-
ported an average loss of forty-seven
one-hundredths of one cent per dol-
lar of open-credit sales in 1936,
which was also slightly above fhe
average loss of forty-three one-hun-

dredths of one cent for all cities in
that year. Installment losses.of re-

porting retailers in the 86 cities

averaged one and one-tenth cents
per dollar of installment -sales- in
both 1936 and 1937. In the West
South Central area the average in-
stallment loss was above the nation-
wide average and increased slightly
from one and two-tenths cents per
dollar of installment sales in 1936 to
one and four-tenths cents in 1937.”

in San Antonio and Austin owing to

may give @ disproportionate influ-
ence to these types of business in
the summary picture. This prob-
lem is not presented in the separate
sections -of the study which analyze
data for -each of the 'selected trades
by size of store, geographic region,

and city. The fourteen trades are:
Automobile; automobile tire and ac-
cesory; coal, fuel, oil, ‘and wood; de-
partment; furniture; grocery; hard-
ware; heating and plumbing; house-
hold appliance; jewelry;“lumber and
building material; men’s clothing;

Social Security
Account Numbers
Necessary on Jobs

Persons who expect to work tem-
perarily in. stores, shops and other
business establishments during the
holicay season were urged by David
S. Pruitt, manager of the El Paso
office of the Social Security board,
to assure themselves thai they can
produce their social security account

numbers before making application |

{or employment.

“These who have not already done
so should equip themselves with an
account number because many emi-
ployers now require numbers to be
recorded Dbefore fthie worker . inay
start on the job,” Pruitt said. “Dup-
licate cards should be requested by
workers whose originally issued
cards have keen lost or destroyed.”

Employment in seasonal business-
es such as turkey picking and pecan
shelling »usually is covered by the
law. It was pointed out that the
fact that -workers are employed on a
temporary basis does unot excludé
them from participation in the old-
age insurance program. Generally,
any employment in the fields ‘of
commerce and industry are covered.

“Employers should  request all
employees to obtain-aceount num-
bers promptly, since each employer
is required to vreport each three
months the name of each worker,
his number, and amount of wages
paid him,” Pruitt said.

“Applicaiions orms, available in
El- Paso at the Social Security
Board office, and elsewhere in this
area at post offices, should be filled
out and returned to the Social Se-
curity Board, 224 U. S. Courthouse,
El Paso. To those who . apply. at
our office personally, we are able
to issue an account number in just
a few minutes. Accocunt cards - are
lorwarded for applications received
by mail on the same day. they are
received, provided they are properly
executed.”

It was explained that persons who
already have established social se-
curity accounts should not apply for
another number. Pruitt-emphasized
that a worker keeps his one social
