Those facing the possible maxi­
mum of 20 years in prison under 
the U. S. code concerning espion­
age are Johanna Hofmann, 26, a 
hairdresser on the German Imer 
Europa, and Otto Hermann Voss, 39,

^ Sentencing will be at 2 p. m. Fri­

day by Federal Judge John C. Knox.
After Glasers conviction the judge 

< praised the government’s prosecu­
tion staff for having had “ the cour­
age to divulge what it had learn­
ed.’’

He said the trial “should teach 
persons coming here that they 
must understand that to engage in 
espionage is dangerous work nnd 
that such persons shall be pun­
ished.’’

Judge Knox also praised the 
jury.

Glaser w'.as accused of supplying 
the army’s “z-signal” code for air­
planes approaching a landing field 
to Guenther Gustav Rumrich, U. 
S. aa-my deserter, who pleaded 
guilty, testified for the government 
and now also awaits sentence.

U. S. Attorney Lamar Handy, 
one of several who made investiga­
tions of the spy ring abroad, said 
in a statement;

“The conviction in this case is a 
condemnation of ' the German es- 
piotiage system operating in this 
Country, directed by high officials 
residing in Germany x x x.

“We have no counter-espionage in 
this country, and as long as that 
is so, the United States is an open 
field for the work of foreign spies, x

Philanthropist Is 
Found Dead at Home 
Near Corsicana

CORSICANA, Dec. 1 (Â )—Frank 
Neal Drane, 76, philanthropist who 
pledged $800,000 to help his fellow- 
man, was found dead today, his 
throat slashed. His body was found 
near a b u z z  saw at his 
home west of Corsicana. Justice of 
Peac A. E. Foster returned a ver­
dict of “self destruction.’’

Drane’s body almost, decapitated, 
was found on the floor of his work­
shop by an employe, the justice 
said. The saw, electrically power­
ed, had been switched off.

Di’ane made a fortune out of 
electric power, banking and agri­
culture. He organized the Navarro 
Community Foundation, a chari­
table institution, last May, donating 
approximately $800.000 to it.

BERLIN, Dec. 1. (/Pj—A wave of 
Jewish •suicides was reported by re­
sponsible persons Wednesday to 
have spread throughout Germany 
as the nazis decreed new “ghetto” 
measures.

Rabbis worked overtime conduct­
ing funerals. Tliey and other auth­
oritative sources were forbidden to 
disclose how many killed tliemselves 
or died suddenly from causes at­
tributed directly to anti-Jewish 
actions.

Police in all parts of Geimany 
were empowered by a new order to 
forbid Jews to appear in certain 
districts or leave home at certain 
times.

A new attack on the United States 
was opened by the newspaper 
Fraenkische Tageszietung, oi’gan of 
strongly anti-Jewish Jullius Streich­
er, nazi leader of Franconia.

The newspaper called the United 
States a “land of lynch justice, Idd- 
napking, false prophets and strip 
dancers” and added:

“America mixes in the most vio­
lent manner in the inner affairs of 
Germany and laments over the 
Jews without helping them, it for­
gets completely to tend to its own 
affairs. Tliey are dirty enough and 
we all have reason enough to re­
mind them.”

The official Gazette printed the 
“Jewish Curfew” measure under the 
heading, “Police order regarding

the appearance of Jews in public.”
The regulation declared “ the 

pz'opev provincial police depart­
ments” may forbid German Jews 
or Jews without nationality to ap­
pear in definite districts or to leave 
their homes at definite times.

Violations may be punished by 
fines up to 150 marks (.$60) or im­
prisonment up to six weeks.

Tlie sudden deaths of both men 
and women fall into two classifica­
tions:

1. Those who could not stand the 
unaccustomed rigors of concentra­
tion camps and either died while 
still confined or shortly after their 
release from the effects.

2 Men and women who died aft­
er heart attacks resulting f r o m  
strain of repeated searches by po­
lice and destruction of their prop­
erty .

Applicants for passports who have 
been trying to pay their share of 
the $400,000,000 levy against Jews 
so they could emigrate are being 
told by banks they may not sell 
their securities except by special 
permit.

It is explained the finance min­
istry wants Jews to give up their 
gold, jewelry and art objects first.

Financial sources believed the 
reason for this regulation was that 
gold and jewelry can be converted 
into badly-needed foreign ex­
change.

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Sport and Education
There is a strange voice in the academic shadows. It 

speaks of sport and of education in distinct tones, but the 
words are unusual indeed.

“ A ll subjects should be taught in the same way as ath­
letics and the system of giving gtades in school subjects should 
be abolished since, as in athletics, it is only the results that 
count.“

Sounds like a football coach, irked by the tradition that 
holds many a scholar to an age old routine.

But wait. “ Because a student gets o grade of 95 per 
cent in a language under the present educational system, it 
doesn't meon that he knows that much, but simply that the 
teacher's score in catching him in mistakes is 5 per cent."

“ You can't interrupt a boy playing football by teaching 
hihn the history of the sport. He isn't interested in getting a 
Phi Beta Kappa in the subject because the results are obvious."

That was no football coach speaking, but Dr. John Er- 
skine, an internationally known author and for 35 years pro­
fessor of English at Columbia University. He was addressing 
a foreign language conference of 200 teachers and public 
school adm inistrators sponsored by New York University.

Grapefruit and Oranges
Organized retailers who met in W ashington to draft a 

program for distribution and increased consumption of this 
year's bumper crop of oranges and grapefruit may have taken 
a most sign ificant step in modern selling.

’ For the distributors proposed a plan where handling and 
distribution costs be reduced in that “ such savings be applied 
toward lowering consumer prices and improvement of producer 
p rices."

There were other important provisions such os the e lim i­
nation of third grade fru it from shipments, the provision of a 
maxim um  mark-up of 25 per cent, the reduction of transpor­
tation charges, and a permanent board to advertise and mer­
chandise the product.

But the vital part of the program was the willingness of 
the growers to share their bumper crop, the bounty of nature, 
with the ultim ate consumer, the housewife, by reducing prices.

Retailers of the country will do well to watch this effort 
on the part of one industry to move a bumper crop for the 
ultim ate advantage of everyone along the line, producer to 
consumer.

United States turns her eyes to- 
ward South America in search of 
what President Roosevelt calls 
American “continental solidarity,’’ 
there is one danger which seems 
to be overlooked.

One of the commonest of human 
frailties is found in the perversity 
with which men flee from imagi­
nary perils into the arms of real 
ones. At present an immense 
nojse fills the ears about the Ger­
man menace ih South America. 
'Tlijs is set up as a giant enemy to 
bC: met and conquered. And so 
much energy is developed to meet 
and overcome this ogre that we 
give no thought to the great ser­
pent coiled in the bushes which is 
the real danger.

The trouble iix our South Ameri­
can approach is to be found in our 
confusion of the terms “Nazism’’ 
and “Fascism.” They are continual­
ly used interchangeably. Hence the 
discussion as to w'hether South 
America has gone Nazi or Fascist 
becomes obscured in a good deal 
of-fog.

South America is not Nazi, is 
not going Nazi and probably never 
will. But South America is going 
Fascist.

Fascism represents a new ap­
proach to the solution of the diffi­
culties of capitalism. It is a form 
o f , social government in which the 
state attempts to organize and 
plan and control the economic life 
of the people.

The essence of it is the division 
between the economic life and the 
purely political life. The latter is 
still entrusted to direct state serv­
ants, political officials and even a 
political legislatiue. The former— 
the economic life—is entrusted di­
rectly to the representatives of 
business organized into groups and 
empowered to make rules a n d  
regulations affecting production, 
p r i c e s ,  competition, investmen’’:, 
etc.

THE NECESSARY 
DICTAK'OR.

WHILE business groups thus or­
ganized exercise jurisdiction over 
these economic problems in the first 
place, they are subject, of course, to 
the veto or supervision or interfer­
ence or domination in the last ana­
lysis of the state which is repre­
sented by a dictator. A dictator is 
essential to the operation of this 
system.

This dictator-governed, dual or­
ganization of tlie state into politi­
cal and economic authorities in 
which democracy is rigidly ex­
cluded involves minute regimen­
tation, regulation at every point, 
drastic enforcement, espionage, as 
an aid to enforcement, etc.

It involves the sacrifice of de­
mocracy to save the economic sys­
tem, but oddly in practice ends

to save. j

This is not German or Italian, 
although the .idea was first tried 
in Italy and has spread to Ger­
many and other countries. In each j 
case it originated within the coun­
try itself.

Nazi.sm includes a Fascist form 
of government, but it is something 
essentially German. It includes, 
not only tin. Fascist government 
forms, but ail those other racial, 
cultural, military and external 
policies which we associate with 
Hitler’s regime.

This Nazism has made no head­
way in South America whatever. 
But Fascism is making immense 
headw'ay there and promises to 
make still more.

Our real danger, therefore, in 
South America, arises not out of 
German penetration, but out of 
the driit of our southern sisters 
to Fascist 'forms of government. 
If we enter into any sort of 
League of Nations of the West 
with South America we may well 
find before long that we are in a 
league with a whole group of Fas­
cist states—states as violently op­
posed to Germany as we are, but 
operated upon the Fascist model.

Wage-Hour Law No 
Bother to Students

DALLAS (/P)—The new wage-hour 
law has had practically no affect 
on Dallas high school students who 
work after classes and week-ends, 
said Miss Katherine Ball, supervisor 
of the student placement bureau at 
Dallas Technical High School. With 
the legislation in effect for several 
weeks, only a few students have lost 
their jobs because of the new regu­
lations and business men have made 
practically no calls for additional 
help othe.r than that ordinarily re­
quested at the Christmas buying 
season.

“I expected the law to cause con­
siderable need for new workers,” Miss 
Ball said, “But so far only tele­
graph messengers and newspaper 
carriers have been in additional 
demand.”

I suppose teams went through 
seasons upscored on in the old days.

Terracing Allows 
Farmer fo Make Crop

LITTLEFIELD (iP)—“Terraces and 
contour tillage made possible the 
production of good crops on my 
farm with only three and a half 
inches of rainfall in the growing 
season this year because moisture 
from the heavy rains of last year 
was stored in the subsoil,” says J. 
H. Hureska. He owns and operates a 
177-acre farm near here.

“If my land had not been ter­

raced and farmed on the contour, 
I probably would have made no crop 
at all this year.”

When Hureska decided to adopt 
a soil and moisture conservation 
program in cooperation with the 
Soil Conservation Service CCC camp 
at Littlefield in 1936, his land was 
being damaged by wind erosion and 
there was considerable gullying and 
.sheet erosion.

First, he abandoned straight-row 
methods of tillage and the practice 
of planting his field solid to cotton. 
Terraces were constructed to hold 
most of the water where it fell and 
crops were planted on the contour. 
Sudan grass was planted on the 
terraces to strengthen the struc­
tures and prevent blowing. The 
field then was strip cropped, 4 rows 
of cotton being alternated with 12 
rows of grain sorghums.

As a result Hureska harvested 
a bumper crop in 1937, cotton, cot­
ton yielding 91 bales from 125 acres 
and the sorghum strips producing 
a ton of threshed grain to the acre.

“This year, only three and a half 
inches of rain fell after I planted 
my cotton,” Hureska said. “Mois­
ture stored in the .soil from rain 
the previous year resulted in a 
uniform stand of high grade cotton. 
Despite the low rainfall in the 
growing season, I have harvested 
around a half bale of cotton and 
three-fourths of a ton of grain 
to the acre. Erosion on my farm 
has been checked because I head 
the .sorghums by hand leaving a 
good stubble which furnishes pro­
tection against blowing in the alter­
nate cotton strips.”

Hureska also planted a tree wind­
break around his home in the spring

of 1936 and the trees now have atr 
tained heights of 10 to 12 feet.

AUSTIN, Dec. 1. — The lives of 
three hundred eleven motorists in 
Texas were saved during the first 
ten montlis of this year as compared 
to the same period last year, State 
Police announced today. The loss of 
130 lives in tiaffic accidents in 
October brought the 1938 death toll

for the year to 1,278 with a mount­
ing toll expected durhig November 
and December.

Homer GaiTison, Jr., director of 
public safety, compared the traffic 
pictures of this and last year and 
acclaimed Texas as a state with a 
much greater traffic death reduc­
tion— 20 per cent—than state offi­
cers had anticipated last January 
1, when the heaviest street and 
highway slaughter in the history 
of the. state was recorded.

Although there were 100 more 
crashes this October than in the 
same month of 1937, there were 29 
fewer deaths. Garrison said this 
indicated that lowered speeds are 
lessening the serious consequences 
in collisions. He furthered his theory 
by pointing to the death list which 
showed 14 fewer pedestrian names 
than in October of 1937.

“Even the most skillful and physi­
cally fit drivers, passengers, ped­
estrians are unable to survive crash­
es at high speeds,’’ Garrison de­
clared. “That's why state patrolmen 
have emphasized speeding. It vio­
lates all foundations of safe driv­
ing.’’

Bodily injury marked almost every 
collision reported in October, rec­
ords of the safety department re­
vealed. In the 1,224 accidents, 1,220 
persons suffered wounds. Eleven of 
the 119 fatal crackups killed more 
than one person. Forty-two bicycle

riders were involved in accidents of 
which number tlnee died. Four 
motorists were killed at railroad 
crossing, one in collision with a 
horse drawn vehicle and two died 
after colliding with livestock at 
large on the highway.

Jay Floyd reports finding the sly 
foxes sleeping in hawk’s nests, in 
the day time, finding no difficulty 
in climbing the large mesquite bush­
es to avail themselves o f such 
refuge. Pie said a rider recently 
kept his horse near a bush where 
there was a hawk’s nest for some 
time, helping hold a herd. After the 
rider had gone away, a fox was 
seen to slip out of the bush. Another 
time, Floyd saw one in a nest near 
the ranch headquarters. He gallop­
ed up to the house to get his pistol 
but the fox evidently guessed his 
motive and jumped out, running 
away, as Floyd got within 300 yards 
of him.

O’possumt coons, and bob-cats 
also are becoming common south­
east of here. Their presence prob­
ably is accounted for also by the 
scarcity of coyotes in the sheep 
country.

Industrial Recovery in Country Felt 
Lighter in Texas Than Host States

Up to tlie present time Te.xas 
lias not sliared appreciably in the 
marked improvemenl in inaustry 
and trade which has been noted for 
the United States as a whole. On 
the other hand when the sharp de­
cline in business and industrial ac­
tivity occurred last fall in the Nortli 
and East, Texas business activity 
was slow to follow the downward 
trend; and tlie decline from the 
peak levels of 1937 iias during tlie 
entire business recession been re­
latively moderate conipared witli 
that of the country at large. Among 
the reasons for tiiis situation arc 
the dominance of Uie oil industry 
in the economic structure of Texas 
Whlcli is compavativoly stable and 
the large number of small indus­
tries in tlie State wiiicli arc not so 
seriously affected by a National de­
pression us tlic muss production 
industries of tlie Nortli and East un­
less tlie depression is quite prolong­
ed. Indications point to a more fav­
orable business trend in Texas dur­
ing the monili;-; immediately aliead, 
iltiiougli Octolicr macìe a poor sliow- 

''ing bolli ill comparison witli tlic 
preceding mouth and tlie corres­
ponding inontli last year.

Tlie composite index for Octob­
er was 92.7 compared with 95.6 in 
September and 100.8 during October 
last year, declines of 3 per cent 
and 6 per cent respectively from 
tliese two comparable montlis.

The principal factors causing tlie 
decline- were tlic siiarp drop in de­
partment store sales and miscellan­
eous freiglit carloadings—tlie index 
of tlie former liaviiig dropped 14 
per cent from September and 9 per 
cent from October last year, and of 
the later 4 per cent and 19 per 
cent respectively.

All of the standard national bus­
iness indexes have for some weeks 
been showing consistent gains, and 
current activity in a few major lines 
of industry is making a favorable 
comparison with the corresponding

ness index adjusted for long time 
trend and for seasonal influences 
has risen from 50 last iVIarch to 
72.4 on November 14, an increase of 
more than 44 per cent. The Iron 
Age index of Capital Goods activ­
ity has. been registering consistent 
gains since the early party of June, 
and on November had reached a fig­
ure well above that of the cori’es- 
jionding date last year. Tire Iron 
Age Capital Goods index on No­
vember 5 stood at 74.7 compared 
with 72.2 a year ago. In comparison 
with 1929, liowever, W'heii Barron’s 
index registered 115 and The Iron 
Age, 113, current business and in­
dustrial activity still has a long 
way to go before reaching the pace 
attained ten years ago. Of tlie Cap­
ital Goods industries steel is emerg­
ing from the recession most rapidly, 
supported mainly tlius far by tlie 
automobile and miscellaneous min­
or industries and government .spend­
ing.

A number of factors is now ex­
erting a powerful influence toward 
bringing about industrial and basi- 
ness improvement which, if it should 
get definitely under way,  might 
well extend over a period of years. 
The money supply of the Nation, 
for example, has never been greater 
tlian at present and could support 
a volume of economic activity far 
above the present level. The prob­
lem i.s how to make this element 
work constmctively. Activity in a 
number of basic industries, such as 
commercial and industrial building 
construction, manufacturing of rail­
road equipment, and plant expan­
sion of public utilities, has. been far 
below normal f o r  several years. 
Catching up with deferred require­
ments along these lines will in it­
self furnish an important stimulus 
to the heavy industries once the 
more distant business outlook be­
comes clearer.

Another current influence of 
growing importance is the huge 
Government emergency spending

ment Administration, a n d  other 
Federal agencies. Soon these will be 
supplemented by a vastly increased 
armament program which will be 
gaining momentum when some of 
the others begin to decline. 

Prom the political angle, too, the 
outlook gradually becomes more en­
couraging. Leaüers of both major 
parties appear to recognize more 
and more the potency of middle 
class public opinion once the atten­
tion of this class becomes focused 
upon the fundamental socio-eco­
nomic and ixilitical problems of the 
Nation. Indu.strial leaders, too, seem 
slowly but surely to be awakening 
to the fact Unit tlicre are trustees 
and not absolute owners of the 
properties under tlie management 
and as sucli are cliarged witir pro­
found social responsibility. Above 
all, tliere appears to be a growing 
recognition among public-spirited 
citiezns of all classes that unbiased 
facts clearly presented to the pub­
lic constitute the best antidote 
against selfish propaganda and are 
the only sound foundation for a 
democracy.

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'"Forge" oi Alien Americans in U. S* 
Urged to Stop Persecution of Jews

People in the eastern slates are 
up in arms, so to speak, about the 
recent anti-Semetic purge which is 
going on in Nazi Germany, says 
Craig Van Hunter, field superviser 
for a piano company, who has re­
cently returned from the east on a 
business trip.

Hunter, who in 1926 took a trip 
around the world and spent some 
time in Germany, says that it was 
the Jews who rehal9ilitatcd G er­
many after the war. That if It had 
not been for the Jews going in and 
lending and giving both of their 
time and money to stabilize the 
credit and economic structure, there 
î ôuld not have been anything like 
■a Germany, as we know it today. 
The Jews with their money and thetr 
credit made the world recognize a 
fallen nation, allowed them to raise 
their heads in the family of nations, 
that if it- had not of been for this 
Jewish support Germany would be 
today where she was at the close of 
the war, a social and economic out­
cast.

Hunter says there is one sure way 
to stop the purge in Germany, and 
that is to start one here. He moans, 
that if the United States were to 
confiscate all monies and property 
of Germans, who have come to this 
country since the wnrld war, and 
when it is proven that they are not 
United States citizens, that all theh 
px’operty shall be confiscated in the 
name of the government, allowing 
them only a certain per ■ cent of 
their gross capital to allow them co 
return to Germany, and the monies 
so received from the confiscation of 
these Nazi Germans, would in turn 
help- to rehabilitate the Jews in

tiicir homeland of Palestine.
Hunter says no doubt that Hitler 

would speak to the third Reich, and 
show' the people of Germany how 
they were being treated in other 
countries, so that they could justify 
their own actions. But if this rvere 
to take place no doubt the Jews 
would not want this to happen 
against the Germans in this coun­
try. because they feel that they are 
not w'anting anything from anyone 
except to be allowed to live in their 
chosen countries in peace with their 
fellowman. But it seems, says Hunt­
er, this they are not allowed to do,

them often 12 inches deep. The 
eggs ai’e about one-fourth inch in 
diameter, and hatch near the close 
of winter.

The young fish depend on a 
large yolk-sac for noux'ishxncnt 
for a month or two. After that 
the fry, scarcely more than an 
inch long, emerge and swim m 
the shoals, feeding on bugs. Gen­
erally in about two i'eai’s the sal­
mon If! six inches long and big 
enough to .go down to the sea on 
his own.

Very few salmon live more ijxan 
to years or spawn more tlian 
three or four times. Often tliey 
attain 80 pounds weight, but tins 
Is not because they are necessarily 
old; they have merely spent sev­
eral years in the sea without 
.spav.m'ing.'

A.s in trees,' salmon reveal their 
life history in their concentric 
rings. These lines of gx'owth are 
located close together on the cen­
tral parr of the scale formed dur­
ing life xn fresh water. The more 
rapid growth in the sea • is 
marked by more rings fanher 
apart.

The Board pointed out that, as of 
June 30, 1938, the close of the fis­
cal year, ‘Tiiere were 2,868 couxities 
in the United States approximately 
95 per cent of all counties, beuxg 
served vholly or in part by Federal 
saviixg,':; and loans associatioxxs, 
an area within fifty miles of their 
an area within gfifty miles of their 
location.”

When, in 1933, Congress exxacted 
special legislation for Federal sav­
ings axid loaxx associatioxxs, “there 
were 1,555 counties—approximately 
one-half of the total number of 
counties—in which there were xio 
local home-financing institutions 
whatever.”

Further outlining its studies, the 
Boai’cl said;

“During the fiscal year 1938. the 
number of Federal savings axxd loan 
associations increased froixx 1.286 
to 1,346, the number of investox’s ixx 
such associations, 801,347 to 1,030,- 
096, and the estimated total assets 
ii’om $986.298,000 to $1,213,874,000.

“In this period 90 new charters 
were issued, of which 13 were for 
xxewl>-established Federal associa­
tions and 77 for converted State- 
chartered associatioxis. On the other 
hand, there were 30 termixxatioxis of 
charter because of coxxsolxdatioxxs, 
merger, or liquidatioxx.”

The Board noted the gratifyixig 
rise of private investxnexxts (sav- 
ixxgs) in Federal savings axxd loaxx 
associations, which now ixxakes 
luxnecessary Government assistance 
formerly rendered. “Federal savings 
and loaxx associatioxxs have beexx 
able to expaixd their total share 
capital considerably by a steady ixx- 
crease of private share iixvestxxxeixts. 
***;Oxi June 30, 1933, the ratio 
of private ixxvestmcnts to total irx- 
vestmeixfcs was 77.7 per ceixt as 
aaaixxst 74.8 per cent oxx June 30, 
1937.”

Sunxnxixxg up the steady cxpansioxi 
of the sphere of Federal savings axxd 
loaxx associations ixx home fiixaixc- 
hxg, the Baixk Board disclosed that 
in the fiscal years 1937 and 1938 
such a.ssociatioixs supplied moi’e tixaxi 
35 per cent of the total amount 
loaned on home ixxortgages by all 
savings and loan associations.

“Between August 8, 1933, on which 
da te tixe fir.sl. charter was issued to 
a I'hdcral savings and loan associa­
tion. and Juxie 30. 1938. these insti- 
tnlion.'-; loaned .$799,775.158, exclus­
ive ot loans made for the purpose 
ot jofinaucing loans previously held 
by them." it was stated.

“One effcct^of chartering Federal 
.savings and loan associatioxxs 
throughout the country has beexx 'to 
encourage the movement toward 
standardized practice in state-chart­
ered institutions of similar tJTC- 
Many such iixstitutions have adopt­
ed the direct reduction loaxx plaix 
and other features of Federal sav­
ings and loan associations when 
opportunity has beexx afforded tlxcnx 
to witness the results of such prac­
tices in the growth of Federally- 
chartered associations.”

Production of Sugar 
Beets Studied at Tech

LUBBOCK, (J’) — Experiment ixx 
coixxmercial production o f  sugar 
beets is beixxg carried oxx at Texas 
Techxxological College under the di- 
rectioxx of Dr. A. W. Young, licad 
professor of agxoixomy. Two acres 
plaxxted oxx the college farm yielded 
17 toixs aix acre.

The total yield oxx tlie South 
Plains this year is estimated at 35 
to 40 carloads, 20 loads being ship­
ped to a plant at Rocky Ford, Col. 
Advance tests showed a sugar con­
tent of 14.3 to 20.3 per cent.

The average yield varies consid­
erably from 17 tons an acre on the 
Tech plot and 20 tons ax’ound Mule- 
shoe, down to five tons in other 
places. Shipments have been made 
from Lubbock, Lockney. Muleshoe, 
Hale Center, Roundup, Anton, axxd 
other poixxts.

Experiments on a small scale Ixave 
been coxxducted for several years, 
especially ixx the Muleshoe, Plaixx-

via, Tulia, and Hale Ceixter areas. 
Owing largely to a disease knowix̂ * 
as “ cux'ly top” the earlier experi­
ments largely failed. Axxother diffi­
culty is getting the seed up, several 
plaixtiixgs have been necessary ii ,̂ 
many cases the past seasoxx.
