Roosevelt 
Urges Demos 
To Stand Pat
. Says Suicide Would 

Be Result If Party 
Went Conservative

WASHINGTON, April 20. (Â ). 
President Roosevelt, declaring last 
night that the democratic pafty 
would commit suicide if it turned 
“ conservative,” called on democrats 
who disagree with present policies 
to “subordinate their prejudices” or 
get out of the party.

In a message to the jmiior Jackson 
day dinner of the young democratic 
club here, he said:

“Tliere never was, and never will 
be ,a political party whose policies 
absolutely fit the views of all of its 
members. Where men ai’e at vari­
ance with the course tlielr party is 
taking, it seems to me there are 
only two honorable com’se — to 
join a party that more accurately 
mirrors their ideas, or to subordin­
ate their prejudices and remain 
loyal.”

Looking ahead to 1940, and call­
ing on the party to cleave to the 
principles that “brought it to pow­
er,” he said:

“Tliere is no use fooling ourselves. 
If we are to have a reactionary re­
gime—or if that term is too horrific 
—call it a conservative regime, you 
may depend on it that it will be the 
other fellow’s, regime.”

In inviting democrats to leave 
the party if they cannot remain 
“loyal” , he said he was not seek­
ing to prevent them from trying to 
cliange the party’s program.

“ It would be a poor sort of pol­
itician or statesman,” he said, “ who 
did not fight for his sincere prin- 
clple.s, but that is a different thing 
from allying themselves with their 
party’s enemies and getting in a 
stab wherever and whenever they 
can do so safely.”

Unless the party keeps “stx'aight 
ahead,” he said, the comiti'y will 
find itself traveling. in a direction 
opposite to that in which it wants 
to go.

“Incidentally, the progress of our 
political car is not helped by the 
clamor of back-seat drivers who 
point out the apparent smoothness 
of the detom’s of compromise and 
subterfuge, and complain of the 
speed of our going.”

Explaining his prediction that 
the party was doomed to defeat if it 
abandoned its present course, he 
said the multitude of independent 
voters and “republican liberals” 
who voted democi'atic in 1932 and 
1936 would “quit us in disgust if we 
throw them down now.”

Wl'ienever the democratic party 
offered the country an “ex’satz” 
(imitation) republican, he said the 
people “spux’xied the imitation and 
sent our pax’ty to stand in a coxmer 
until it had learned its lessoxi.” 

James A. Farley, democratic na­
tional chairmaix asserted in a 
speech prepax*ed for the dinner that 
democrats should not “delude” 
thexnselves ixito thixiking that an­
other landslide was inevitable ixa 
1940.

“It would be silly and stupid for 
. me or anyoxxe else to assert that 
the smashing triumps which the 
democratic pax-ty won over a bank­
rupt republican party in the last 
two presidential elections will be 
repeated in 1940,” he asserted.

— Adolf 
Hitler proudly showed off ixxammoth 
new types of long range air defense 
guns uixder the keen eyes of tlxe 
world’s military observers today as a 
part of Germany’s celebratioix of hxs 
fiftieth birthday.

So large were tlxe weapons that 
four trucks were assigixed to carry 
parts of each.

It was the largest military re­
view ever witnessed iix Berlin. Forty 
thousaixd soldiers, tanks, motorized 
equipment and artillery passed .in 
a pm-ade which lasted four and a 
hall hours while aii’ squadrons roar­
ed overhead.

Before leaving tlxe chancellery to 
take his place in the reviewing 
staixd. Hitler spexxt busy hours re- 
ceivxng coixgx’atulations.

Nazi flags waved from almost 
every buildiixg. Downtowxx streets 
were packed with citizens long be- 
lore tlxe official festivities started. 
Tralfic was almost at a standstill 
as ixeighboriixg groups of nazi 
workers streamed toward Wilhelnx- 
¿tx-asses, unter deix linden and the 
new, broad, east-west arterial boule­
vard. Formal openuig of this boule­
vard by Hitler tonight was one of 
the main events of the elebratioix.

ler's answer April 28 to President 
Roosevelt’s week-end appeal for at 
least ten years of peace also took a 
holiday.

New Neutrality Act 
Proposed for Nation

WASHINGTON, April 20 (A’) —

LONDON, April 20. (A>). — Bri­
tain offered a “no encirclement” 
pledge to Adolf Hitler last night as 
the cabinet urgently stepped up its 
drive for more arms aixd allies.

Foreign Seci’etary Viscouixt Hali­
fax, discussing the “cry of eixcircle- 
ment” raised by Germaixy aixd Italy 
against the Frenh-Britislx defensive 
front, declai'ed :

“I would be prepared at any time 
to give a most solemn understand­
ing on the autiiority of the govern­
ment that no such idea would ever 
find a place in British policy.”

Lord Halifax said ixegotiotions 
with Soviet Russia for an air pact 
were being actively pmsued and he 
hoped “f./jcognition of different 
points of view” would pcnxxit the 
“progress that we all desire.”

It was reported reliably that, as 
part of the armaments speed up. 
Prime Minister Chamberlain had 
agi’eed to set up a department of 
supply to equip the expanding Brit­
ish Army. A new cabinet post may 
be created for it, and announcement 
is expected this week.

Lord Halifax made perhaps an-

other conciliatorj’ gesture in saying 
that Sir Nevlle Henderson, ambas­
sador to Berlin, would return to 
his post wlien liis period of leave 
was ended. Ho did not specify a 
date. Sir Nevile came home Mai'ch 
17 after Gennany took Czecho-Slo- 
vakia.

The foi'eign secretary furhter de­
clared that Britain’s purpose, farther 
than encirclement, was “a compre- 
phensive system against aggression 
excluding no one who will come 
with us” and was without regal'd 
for “ the internal political organi­
zation of any country.

He praised the Roosevelt appeal 
to Italy and Germany for a 10-year 
peace agreement and expressed con­
fidence that jiiillions everywhere 
“trust that his initiative may have 
a successful outcome.” (Hitler is 
to I’eply to the appeal April 28 be­
fore the German Reichstag.)

The government asked local au­
thorities to push civil defense meas­
ures ahead of other business for 
three months and arrangements 
were made for bakers to store more 
flour to meet wartime requirements.

Mexico Makes Oil 
Barter With Italy

MEVICO CITY, April 20 (A’) —

But, speaking in the shadow of 
the statue of Julius Caesar, II Duce 
cited Italy’s plans for a world ex­
position in 1942 as a “promising 
indication we do not intend to at­
tack any more.”

The remarks were made as Musso­
lini gave a report on the exposition’s 
progress. He indicated he would 
make no further formal reply to 
Roosevelt’s message.

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Number of Catile on Feed in II Corn Belt 
Slates 13 Per Cent Larger Than Year Ago

The number of cattle on feed for 
market in the 11 Corn Belt states 
on April 1 was about 13 per cent 
larger than a year earlier, it is 
estimated by the Bureau of Agricul­
tural Economics. This increase was 
equivalent to about 160,000 head, 
though the increase of 13 per cent 
this year follows an estimated in­
crease of 20 per cent on April 1, 
1938 over April 1, 1937. The number 
on feed in early April this year is 
not yet ¡back to the number on the 
corresponding date in most of the 
15 years prior to 1934.

The number on feed on April 1 
this year was larger than last in 
all of the states with thè largest 
increases in the Western Corn Beit. 
The moderate increases in the 
Eastern Corn Belt states brings the 
number on feed in the .states on 
April 1 to the highest level for the 
past .10 years. The number in the 
Western Corn Belt, however, is still 
considerably below the, average for 
the pre-drought years, 1929-1933.

Information as to the number of 
cattle still on feed in Colorado on 
April 1 indicates that the number 
this year was about 5 per cent be­
low a year earlier. Thè number in 
the Seottsbluff section of Nebraska 
was about 10 per cent smaller on 
April 1 than a year earlier.

The number on feed in. the Corn 
Belt January 1, 1938, was estimated 
at 7 per cent larger than a year 
earlier compared with an increase 
of 13 per cent on April 1. Market- 
ingvS of fed cattle during the three 
months from January through 
March this year were smaller than 
during the corresponding months in 
1938, although the number on feed 
January 1 was larger. This bears out 
the indication from the January re­
port that an unusually large per­
centage of the cattle on feed Jan­
uary 1 would not ibe marketed until 
April 1. Reports received from feed­
ers in April show that for the Corn 
Belt as a whole, 65 per cent of the 
cattle on feed April 1 had been on 
feed over three months. This per­
centage as reported was much larg­
er in the Eastern Corn Belt than in 
the Western, averaging about 80 
per cent in the former and about 
55 per cent in the latter.

eports from a large number of 
Corn Belt feeders giving che months 
in which they expected to market 
cattle on feed April 1 show that 
the proportion to be marketed dur­
ing the three months April through 
June was a little larger than the 
very small proportion reported last 
year, but was much below the pro­
portion reported in any of the pre­
ceding ten years. The proportion to 
be marketed after August 1 was the 
iarge.at, with the exception of last 
year, in ten years. These market­
ing intentions reports would indi­
cate that the supply of fed cat­
ile would be larger than last year 
in most months from April through 
early fall, with the lai’gest increases 
in July and Augu.st.

It may be that the court will

much below the exceptionally fav­
orable development in March 1938, 
Mild temperatures during much of 
March in all of the important early 
lambinb states was favorable for 
the growth of early lambs, but the 
shortage of green feed in California 
and Texas, resulting from deficient 
moisture, and too many rainy and 
cloudy days in some of the other 
states more than offset the favor­
able effects of the mild tempera­
tures.

With rather general rains and 
cool weather during March, feed 
conditions in California i^nproyed 
somewhat but range and pasture 
conditions on April 1 were still much 
below average. A large percentage 
of the early lambs will only reach 
feeder condition, and the slaughter 
lambs will be below average in 
weight and finish. Early lamb mar­
ketings in volume started in Cali­
fornia and Arizona in March with 
eastern shipments from the former 
state of record size for the month; 
a considerable proportion consisted 
of feeder lambs. A continuation of 
poor feed conditions in Texas tend­
ed to further retard the develop­
ment of both early lambs and yearl­
ing lambs. In the Southeastern early 
lamb states the percentage of ewes 
lambed by April 1 was a little below 
average and the lambs saved per 
100 ewes was also below average. 
Green feed was somewhat short be­
cause of the poor condition of grain 
pastures and the slow start of other 
pastures.

Conditions in the principal early 
lambing states about April 1 were 
reported as follows:

California—Fairly general rains in 
California and cool weather during 
much of March improved the feed 
situation which was becoming criti­
cal. The condition of pastures and 
ranges in the early lambing ai-eas 
on April 1, however, was the second 
lowest for ,the month in the past 
ten years. Feed conditions have been 
fairly good in areas that produce 
about 30 per cent of the early lambs 
and from these areas about the 
usual proportion of the lambs Will 
reach slaughter condition. In other 
areas feed continues short and 
pi’obably not more than one third 
of the lambs wül reach slaughter 
condition.

Becaue of poor feed prospects, 
coiltracting of lambs for early 
delivery was on a large scale in 
March, with a broad demand for 
both fat and feeder lambs. Ship­
ments out of the state in March 
were much the largest on record 
for the month and Included a large 
proportion of feeder lambs going to 
the Corn Belt and Colorado feed 
lots. Eastern shipments in April ai*e 
also expected to set a new record, 
especially if warm, dry weather be­
gins to dry up feed. There has been 
also a heavy movement of feeder 
lambs to ladino cover pastures in 
California. The movement of Cali­
fornia early lambs into slaughter 
channels this year will be character­
ized by a smaller than average pro­
portion of milk fat lambs in April 
and May and a larger proportion out 
of feed lots in June and July.

Arizon—Early spring lambs in 
Arizona developed rapidly during 
March and relatively heavy ship­
ments took place the latter half of 
thè month. The lambs were of good 
weight and finish and at midwest- 
ern markets brought about $1.50 
per hundred more than the March 
lambs a year earlier. Rather heavy 
shipments in April are also expect­
ed. : j

Texas—insufficient moisture and 
cool weather were Unfavorable for 
growth of feed in Texas during 
March. New feed has been short or 
lacking over much of the principal 
sheep area in that state. EWes are 
generally in rather poor condition 
and the early lambs have not de­
veloped very well. Some eai’ly lambs.

however, were marketed late in 
March. Th shortage of feed has 
also been unfavorable for the growth 
of yearling lambs and wethers and 
this will delay the movement of 
these to market and tend to re'

duce the volume, especially in April 
and May.

Southeastern States—The devel­
opment of early lambs in the Tenne­
ssee—Kentuck-Virginia areas during 
March was somewhat below average 
and much below a year ago. While 
the average temperature was fairly 
mild there were several cold spells 
and too many wet cloudy days for 
the best growth of the lambs. Gi'ain 
pastures were short and permanent 
pastures somewhat late. The per­
centage of ewes that had lambed by 
April 1 was considerably below last 
year and a little below average. The 
number of lambs dropped and saved 
per 100 ewes that had lambed by 
April 1 was ¡below average in all 
states. Marketings in volume may be 
a little later than last year.

Because of the shortage of wheat 
pasture during the winter and 
rather late growth of other pas­
tures, the ewes and early lambs in 
Tennessee are not in very good 
condition. The reported condition of 
the lambs on April 1 was the fourth 
lowest in the past 15 years. Market­
ings may be somewhat later than 
last year but not much different 
from usual. The early lambs in 
Kentucky grew moderately well dur­
ing March and about April 1 the 
condition of ewes and lambs was 
fair to good. Lack of green feed 
and too many wet, cloudy days re­
tarded growth. By early April, 
however, pasture prospects were 
much impi-oved. Marketings may be 
a little later than last year and 
the quality of the lambs not so 
good as last year. Lambs in Vir- 
finia generally made favorable pro­
gress in March although some grow­
ers reported rather heavy losses as 
a result of vvet weather early in the 
month. While pastures in the state 
are a little late, prospects for grass 
are good. Marketings will start about 
the usual lime.

Missouri—Weather in Marcli was 
fairly favorable to lambs in Miss­
ouri and feed supplies were abun­
dant. Pastures by April 1 had made 
a fair start. The percentage lamb 
crop reported is smaller than la.st 
year and below average.

Northwestern States—The weath­
er in the first half of March was 
too cold and wet for the best de- 1 
velopment of the early lambs and 
for growth of new grass in the 
Northwe.stern states. Warm weather 
during the last half of the month, 
however, was rather favorable. In 
Idaho the early lambs are reported 
as in unusually good condition and 
prospects for feed are excellent. In 
Washington the cold weather in 
early March caused rather heavy 
losses of lambs in some areas and 
held back the growth, of feed blit

High School Track 
Records Close lo 
SW Conference Ones

AUSTIN.—Split seconds and frac­
tions of an inch are all that sep­
arate the efforts of ace high school 
tracksters and those of the veteran 
Southwest Conference collegiate 
champions, records here revealed 
today.

As a matter of fact, say League 
officials, although the schoolboy 
thinly clads never run against col­
legiate marks, the annual Interscho­
lastic League State meet here. May 
5 and 6, will see collegiate marks 
trembling on their standards. In 
previous attempts high school ath­
letes already h a v e  equalled one 
Southwest Conference mark a n d  
just fallen short of several others.

League officials today predicted 
the heaviest field of contenders in 
the history of the State meets. The 
track and field events will be one 
of many divisions of the meet spon­
sored each year by the League, a 
department of The University of 
Texas for stimulating extra-cur­
ricular activities in S t a t e  high 
schools.

Here’s how the high school-col­
legiate records compared:

In 1936, Walter (Red) Cecil of 
Freeport ran the 100-yard dash in 
9.6 seconds, setting a new Inter­
scholastic League record and equal­
ing the Southwest Conference mark 
held by Hauser of T. C. U. and 
Wallender of the University.

Fred Wolcott of Rice holds the 
Southwest Conference record for the 
120-yard high hurdles with a time 
of 14.1 seconds. The Interscholastic 
League mark is 14.9 seconds, held 
by Desmond Daniel of Eastland,

In the 440-yard dash, Horace Tay­
lor Luling high school set a record 
of 49 seconds, one second short of 
the Southwest Conference mark of 
48 seconds held by Rice’s Sanders.

Wallender of the University also 
holds the 220-yard record with a 
time of 20.5 seconds. The Inter­
scholastic mark made by Helbing 
of North Side High School, Fort 
Worth, is 20.8 seconds.

A scant two seconds separate thq 
Southwest Conference and Inter- 
scholastic marks in the 880-yard 
run. 'The Interscholastic ' time of 1 
minute, 55.4 seconds, made by Bush 
of Sunset High School, Dallas, is 
slightly more than the Southwest 
Conference record of 1 minute, 
54.2 seconds, set by Calvin Bell, of 
Rice last year.

Texas Today
“The Jersey Lilly,” where ice 

beer and frontier justice were dis­
pensed at the turn of the century, 
will be restored and preserved by 
the State Highway Department, the 
Texas Legislature has directed.

The saloon-court house where 
Judge Roy Bean, known as “The 
Law West of the'Pecos,” held forth 
is situated at Langtry, up the Rio 
Grande from Del Rio. A photograph 
taken about 1900 indicates the place 
was weatherbeaten, unpainted clap­
board structure. The picture shows 
the bearded magistrate, with his hat 
on, holding court on the porch. The 
court is sitting on a beer keg; on 
the floor beside the /keg is a huge 
brown jug.Leaning against a nearby 
gallery post is what appears to be a 
muzzle-loading shotgun. Before the 
court is the defencfant—a suspected 
horse thief. Alongside the porch are 
the stolen horse, unsaddled, and 
four men, all mounted. Two of the 
quartet are officers and the other

two alleged accomplices of the man 
on trial.

—O—
Tire court believed in advertising 

himself and his place of business. 
The establishment, according to the 
photograph, bore these signs: “Judge 
Roy Bean, Notary Public; Law West 
of the Pecos; Justice of the Peace; 
the Jersey Lilly; ice beer.”

In a cemetery at Del Rio, on the 
judge’s slap are the words: “Judge 
Roy Bean, Justice of the Peace, Law 
West of the Pecos.” There are no 
dates. In the next grave is the 
body of Beaii’s son, Sam, who was 
killed in a fight. Sam was born in 

i 1874 and died in 1907.
The Southern Pacific penetrated 

this far West Texas area in the 
early 80’s. The contingent of ruf­
fians who came with the construc­
tion crews, augmenting the native 
rustlers and fugitives from other 
parts, created conditions which call­
ed for summary action.

—O—
The court record of Val Verde and 

Kinney counties contain few refer­
ences to Judge Bean. Some of his 
contemporaries say he “did not 
bother to write up his cases” for the 
county-seat records.

Perhaps the lack of records has 
helped to create this Paul Bunyan 
of Texas, frontier jurisprudence. The 
evidence indicates Bean did not dis­
courage ^he legend making process 
which set in long before his death.

In fact the point in one of his 
own favorite yarns was that he was 
better known than the district judge 
from El Paso. The latter, who had 
come down to see the Pecos high 
bridge, tried to cash a check in Del 
Rio on an El Paso bank. The clerk 
demanded identification. The visit­
ing jurist was indignant. Judge Bean 
so the story goes, came on the 
scene and to the rescue.

“Simon, shake hands with Judge 
Flavey—he’s the judge for this dis­
trict”, Bean quoted himself, ac­
cording to one of his contemporary 
justices, “he wants to ca.sh a little 
check here.”

“Wliy certainly” said the clerk, 
lifting a bag of silver from under 
the counter and counted out the 
money, “anything you say, Judge 
Bean.”

Bean’.s icont^inporary as.'-̂ irted 
“Judge Beau told me that story 
himself—a justice of the peace hav­
ing more prestige than a district 
judge.”
- That story, together with the 

fact that it was repeated frequently 
by the judge, probably is a more 
faithful insight into the man than, 
most of the stories aliout his judi­
cial acts.

—O—
Of course, the old standby is the 

story of the dead Cliinese found m 
Judge Bean’s bailwick. If you have 
not heaid this one you are not up 
on yoqr Beanana.

The judge examined the corpse. 
There, was evidence the Chinese had 
been murderd. On the corpse the 
court found a pistol and $16.50. The 
judge paged through a dusty law­
book and announced solemnly that 
he found no law against killing a 
Chinese in Texas.

However, there was a law against 
pistol-toting. The court found the 
Chinese guilty of carrying a pistol 
and he fined the corpse $16.50.

Then there was the story of the 
double wedding. Perhaps the prin­
ciples were befuddled by some of 
the Jersey Lilly’s hospitality, but 
after the ceremony the bridegrooms 
told the judge he had married them 
to the wrong women. They wanted 
to switch wives. The court ruled 
they first would have to obtain di­
vorces. Which was done there and 
then at $15 per divorce decree— 
and the judge collected another 
fee for joining the proper mates.

—O—
• Stories about the judge as the 

butt of a joke are comparatively 
rare. One of these is laid, in a bar­
room in San Antonio. Judge Bean 
and a group of convivial companions 
were making merry. An easterner 
joined the Texans, possibly in the 
conviviality of the occasion. The 
judge invited the easterner to come 
to Langtry. He dwelt on the attrac­
tions of the place, supposed to have 
been named for Lily Langtry, Eng­
lish actress.

The magistrate mentioned a pet 
black bear he had at home. 'I^e 
easterner always had wanted a bear 
skin.

in excess of $200,000 went to pic­
ture makers in 1937.

Ordinarily Hollywood is not in­
clined to be sensitive about its big 
incomes and usually it even exag­
gerates the wages of its stars.

But the Treasury report this 
month came at an embarrassing 
time —■ when the government is 
conducting examinations in prep­
aration for its anti-trust suit 
against all the major studios, and 
when hearings are being held in 
Washington on th e  Neely anti­
block booking bill, a measure to 
regulate the rental of films.

Both of these federal moves 
might affect the incomes of movie

companies and their executives, 
and the salaries of 1937 are 
scarcely of a meagerness to incite 
pity in the hearts of those who 
are hearing the testimony of stu­
dio representatives.

For example, Louis B. Mayer,

AUSTIN, April 20. (A>) — The 
senate Wednesday sent to the house 
a departmental appropriation bill 
earmarking approximately $21,285,- 
000 for operating state departments 
the next biennium.

The allotment was about $1,500,- 
000 more than the finance commit­
tee had recommended and $1,500,000 
less than appropriations for the 
current biennium.

Meanwhile the house considering 
appropriations for vocational train­
ing in schools, treatment of crippled 
children and civilian rehabilization, 
managed fairly well against mem­
bers bent on boosting the figures. 
Tlie allotment was raised, however, 
$45,000 a year, making a total of 
$815,000 annually or $1,630,000 for 
the biennium.

These services heretofore have 
been included in the rural aid 
bill but were separated this year 
by the house appropriations com­
mittee.

Tlie biggest stioiggle in the upper I 
chamber came on consideration of 
public safety dcpai*tmcnt appropr- 1 
riation.s. The finance committee bad i 
reconiinmded slicing the state 
police budget by some $050,000 
yearly but the senate by a 17-10 
vote boosted exfrenses In $1,400,000 
annually, about $150,000 less than 
allowed for each year of the cur­
rent biennium.

Senators George Moffett of Chil- 
licothc and Penrose Metcalf of 
San, Angelo introduced the succe.ss- 
ful amendment raising police ex­
penditures, Metcalfe asserting the 
department liad rendered a real 
service to the state.

The senate erased an action of 
yesterday by killing 15, allotments 
totaling $437,000 for river au­
thorities and flood control districts 
members had inserted against com­
mittee recommendations.

The major increases over the 
committee bill, aside from the 
safety department boost, was $200,-

Birthday Fete 
For Oklahoma 
Slated April 22

OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla. (UP).— 
Oklahoma will observe its 50th an- 
nivensary o n , April 22 with celebra­
tions throughout the state.

The Oklahoma legislature re­
cently approved a resolution fixing 
April 22 as a legal holiday in the 
state and designating Guthrie, 
Okla., as the official host city of 
the various celebrations.

Oklahoma was opened to white 
settlers at noon, April 22, 1889. It 
was not admitted to the union as 
the 46th state until Sept. 16, 1907.

The city of Guthrie was the ter­
ritorial capital at the opening to 
white settlers. It was the state 
capital for a period of nearly three 
years, then by a vote of the people 
the capital was ti’ansferred to Ok­
lahoma City.

Among the pioneprs who will 
join in the celebration this year is 
W. N. Rice, 87-year-old educator of 
Oklahoma City.

Rice is one of the four original 
faculty members of the University 
of Oklahoma at Norman, which 
was founded in 1892. He retired 
from teaching several years ago.

Rice joined the university fac­
ulty at the invitation of the 
school’s first president, Dr. David 
Ross Boyd. Rice ancl Dr. Boyd 
were school associates at the Uni­
versity of Kansas. Rice, a native 
of Marietta, O.. at.t.endfd Ohio Wes­
leyan university.

“I am glad the city is paying 
tribute to its past,” said Rice. “ It 
was a. grand pei’iod, and I ’m proud 
to have had a part in its history.”
