1200 Students Taken

PRAGUE, Nov. 17. (AP). — Czech
high schools and Karlovy University
Technical Institute buildings were
occupied today by German Chultz-
stafflel detachments and about 1,200
boys and girls were hauled away in
busses.

The reason for this action by Hit-
ler's blackshirt elite guard was
vague. Shots were heard at Masaryk
college, but apparently no one was
injured.

Wednesday, 2,000 Czech sLu(lel}ts
demonstrated against the Bohemia-
Moravia protectorate government
gel up by Germany in the dissolu-
tion of Czechoslovakia.

The Prague radio announced last
night that members of the so-called
Czech legion—patriots who fought
in Poland—would be shot, whether
taken as prisonsr of war or caught
after returning home.

General Lev Prchala, former of-
ficer in the now disbanded Czecho-
Slovak army and commander .uf
the legion, escaped to France with
a number of his followers. Somec,
however, were reported to have re-
turned secretly to the nazi pro-
tectorate of Bohemia-Moravia.

The strength of the legion has
not, been estahlished definitely, but
one report said it numhered more
than 30,000 men.

British Ship Said
. Sunk by Raider in
The Indian Ocean

. By the Associated Press

The sinking of a British ship by
a far-ranking Nazi raider yesterday
carried the current German-British
sea warfare to the Indian ocean
where the famed little German
cruiser Emden I preyed upon Allied
shipping in the World War.

Authoritative . Capetown circles
said an armed merchantman of
about 10,000 tons sank the 706-ton
tanker Africa Shell off the coast of
East Africa, although there were
some reports the attacker was a
warship.

Speculation arose over the where-
abouts of the 10,000-ton German
pocket battleships Deutschland and
Admiral Scheer which have been
on the loose since slipping past the
British North sea blockade.

The last British report on the

Deutschland said she sank the
Norwegian freighter Hansen off
Newfoundland, Oct. 14.

- Previously, the Deutschland was

reported officially by the British to
have sunk the British freighter
Stonegate, 500 miles off Florida

- Oct. 5, four days before the Nazi
raider seized the United States
freighter City of Flint.

The Admiral Scheer, which sank
the British merchant ship Clement
off South America Sept. 30, was
said more recently to have rounded
Cape Horn and sailed into the Pa-

cifie.
Prime Minister Chamberlain,
mednwhile, discounted Britain’s

naval losses as “the price we pay
for command of the seas.”

Recounting British accomplish-
ment’s Chamberlain’s weekly report
to the House of Commons told of
the capture or scuttling of four
German merchant ships in the past
week.

Is Alleged

British Say Hitler
And General Staff
Not in Agreement

T.ONDON, Nov. 17. (AP). — High
British military authorities express-
ed ‘“conviction” today that what
they called Germany’s ‘“indecisive
tactics” on the western front were
the result of a disagreement between
Adolf Hitler and his general staff.

These authorities did not’ disclose
what information they had to sup-
port this view, but pointed out the
Germans had not directed any hard
blows, their usual tactics.

Meanwhile, the air ministry re-
ported German aircraft flew over
the Shetland Islands.

Alarms were sounded in 13 towns
in southwest Lancashier, Cheshire
and North Wales after an uniden-
tified. plane flew over the region.
Anti-aircraft guns and British
fighters went into action near Man-
chester. It was the first air raid
warnings of the war on the west
coast.

The war office announced 20,000
men were needed for home defense
battalions. The announcement was
made as recruiting opened to double
‘the strength of the women’s auxil-
iary territorial service.

Eeaih ol—Buller Signifies the
Arrival of New Era for Judiciary

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17. (AP). —
The death of Associate Justice
Pierce. Butler signified today the
arrival of a new and probably long
era in the nation’s judicial history

in which appointees of Presidenl
Roosevelt, will dominate the su-
preme court,

When Butler's place has been

filled, thie present chief executive,
with his insistence upon a “libral”
interpretation of the constitution
giving the federal government wide
authority, will have named five of
the tribunal’ nine members.

Thus, time has given Mr. Roose-
velt what he could not achieve in
1937 through his bill to reorganize
the court.

Justice Butler was one of
four members of the court, as it
was constituted when Mr. Roose-
velt took office, who steadfastly
voted against major new deal
measures. With the help of one or
two other justices they weré for
a time uniformly successful in kiil-

the

ing such enactments as unconsti-
futional.

Standing with him at that time
| were Associate . Justices McRey-

nolds, Sutherland and Van Devan-
ter. Sutherland and Van Devanter
have since retired, and Butler’s
passing means that only one of the
old group — McReynolds — remains
on the high bench.

In addition to the retirement of
Van Devanter and Sutherland, As-
sociate Justice Brandeis withdrew
and Associate Justice Cardozo died.
These places Mr. Roosevelt filled
with appointments of Associate
Justices Black, Reed, Douglas and
PFrankfurter, all believers in Mr.
Roosevelt’s phliosophy of constitu-
tional interpretation.

That Butler's sucaessor would be
one of like mind was regarded as
a foregone conclusion. Speculation
as to the coming appointment cov-
ered a nation-wide list.

Frank Murphy, Judge Harold M.

| Stephens of the court of appeals for

the District of Columbia, Thurmand
Arnold, assistant attorney general;
Circuit Judge William Denman,
(California), Circuit Judge Sam
Brattan (New Mexico), and Senatois
Schwellenbach (Washington). and
Minton (Indiana).

Others mentioned included sol-
icitor general Robert H. Jackson
(New York), Senator Wagner, (New
York, Donald R. Richberg, Judges
Samuel Roseman and Ferdinand
Pecora (New York), Dean Landis
of the Harvard law school, Presi-
dent Robert M. Hutchins, of the
University of Chicago, and Dean
Lloyd K. Harrison of the University
of Wisconsin law school.

General Motors Is
Convicted by Jury
On Anti-Trust Laws

SOUTH BEND, Ind. Nov. 17, (AP)
—Federal Judge Walter Lindley to-
day imposed fines of $5,000 each on
the General Motors corporation and
three affiliates convicted last night
by a jury for violating the Serman
anti-trust laws.

SOUTH BEND, Ind., Nov. 17 (\AP)
—A federal court jury last night
convicted the General Motors Cor-
poration and three subsidiaries of
violating the Sherman Anti-Trust
Act, The subsidiaries were the Gen-
eral Motors Sales Corporation, Gen-
eral Motors Acceptance Corpora-
tion and GMAC of Indiana.

The jury acquitted 17 officials
of the firms.

Jurors reported to Special Judge
Walter C. Lindley of Danville, Ill.,
that they had reached a verdict 25
hours and 40 minutes after they
began deliberations.

Judge Lindley adjourned court
until 10 o’clock this morning after
the verdict was announced.

Penalty was expected to be im-
posed at that time. Under the Sher-
man act, the corporations may be
fined up to $5,000 each.

The officials asquitted ~ included
Roy W. Hill, Chevrolet regional
manager at Dallas; William S.
Knudsen of Detroit, president of
General Motors; John J. Schu-
mann, Jr., of New York, presi-
dent of GMAC, and Alfred P.
Sloan, Jr., of New York, chair-
man of General Motors’ board of
directors.

The defendants were charged with
conspiring to monopolize install-
ment' sales financing of automo-
byes by coercing General Motors
deales to use General Motors Ac-
ceptance Corporation faeilities.

Rumored Weniz May Drill ﬂrdongan
Test in Pecos Southeast of Girvin

Rumors current around town to-
day were to the effect that L. H.
Wentz-0il Division of Ponca City,
Okla., will start an Ordovician test
by the first of thie year in north-
eastern Pecos county, six miles south
and slightly east of the town of
Girvin.

It was reported that location will
be on J. A. McDonald land and
will be either in the northeast
corner of the northwest quarter or
the northwest corner of the north-
east quarter of section 39, block 11,
H. & G. N. survey. If drilled on
that site, the test will lie approx-
imately 17 miles southeast of the
Apco - pool, first Ordovician field
in the county and the third in the
entire Permian Basin.

It is understood that Wentz has
assembled a block of approximately
8,800 acres surrounding the pro-
posed test. All in block 11, acreage is
said to consist of the following: the

R. E. Thomason of the sixteenth
district as principal speaker. Judge
Ed M. Whitaker, president of the
chamber of commerce, will be mas-
ter of ceremonies and Mayor M. C.
Ulmer will give the address of wel-
come.. Visiting notgbles will be
recognized.

From 75 to 100 airplanes, many
of them of the newest types, are
expected to be on the field dur-
‘ing the dedication ceremonies. Ap-
proximately twenty United States
army planes will be here froin Kelly
field, flown by officers on leave for
the week end, six or more will
bring the Houston flying chapter of
the Texas National Guard, the
American Airlines transport plane,
“Flagship,” will be here and num-
erous other craft of interest to the
public may be viewed. 4

The Midland High School Bané
will furnish music. during -the pro-
gram and' a special stunt will be
staged in which the Houstons na-
tional guard planes will be landed
by radio control.

At some time during the after-
noon program, the public will be
given an opportunity to inspect
planes which are on hand, but
spectators are urged to stay back
from the landing field until in-
structed to move out from the lines.

Reforming the Complex
Tax Structure

Gov. (Culbert D. Olson «of California, troubled by the
wide variance in income tax rates among the states and
by the small percentage of income taxes collected com-
pared to the total tax levy, recently proposed a rearrange-
ment in the tax picture. He suggested, among other things,
that uniform rates be established by the federal govern-
ment go that all income taxes might be collected centrally
and proportionate shares returned to the states.

The governor’s plan would certainly eliminate fears
among states that industries are driven out because of
high state income taxes. But to place such a proposal into
effect might initiate an economic revolution in this coun-
try, the results of which might be too disastrous to imag-
ine. The tax structure of the United States is much too
involved today to admit any sudden sweeping reforms,
however meritorious they may be.

Seventeen states today levy income taxes, but no sales
tax. Six states have sales taxes without income taxes, and
17 depend on both for their revenues. Eight states have
neither income nor sales taxes but rely entirely on other
forms of taxation, such as property, gasoline, liguor and
tobaceo ‘taxes. :

Sales ‘taxes vary from % of 1 per cent to 8 per cent

and produce yields anywhere from half a million dollars,
in Connecticut, to .86 millions, in California. Income tax
rates vary from %% of 1 per cent on both personal and
corporate incomes, in Maryland, to a 1 to 10 per cent
range on personal :and a straight 6 per cent levy on ccor-
porate incomes, in Minnesota.
; The federal graduated income tax rate is the same
in every state «of the union. In states which depend, not
on sales taxes, but on income taxes for their chief source
of revenue, it ‘might be assumed that the proportions of
state to federal revenue would remain reasonably con-
stant. But it doesn’t.

In Delaware, the state revenue 'approximates only
12 per cent of the federal collected. In Kansas the per-
centage is 33; in Kentucky, 31; in Maryland, 27; in Ore-
ga_n,,.83; in South Carolina, 60; in Tennessee, 20, and in
*Wigconsin, 75. None of these states has a sales tax to
supplement its income taxes. 'Obviously some of these
;tateq must depend more heavily on other forms of taxa-

.1t was only & generation ago that the income tax was
inaugurated, but in the year ending in June, 1939, 27 per
cent of the total revenue in the United States was col-
lected through income taxes.

Taxes in
certain fields, which may be too high, must be made up
somewhere. Some uniform and centralized tax ‘basis
might be advisable as a means of eliminating unfair mul-
tiple taxation.

AUSTIN. — “Educurgy,” :a coined
word to suggest «coordination of .edu-
cation with chemurgy—or working
chemistry—is today under consider-
ation by the applied science sec-
tion of the Texas Academy of Sci-
ence following an academy meeting
at the University of Texas last week.

The new word was offered to the
scientists hy Lynn Landrum, Dallas
News ‘eolumnist, as ‘the tag for a
state-wide coordinated research pro-
gram to apply science to the soil,
making education, from high school
to university, pay for itself through
scientific ‘utilization of surplus or
waste products.

The applied science section, de-
signed “to set all the brains of Texas

working ; one brain,” would act

as :an .administrative agency.
Mr. Landrum -proposed to survey

chemical-physical ‘laboratory facili-
ties in Texas schools and -colleges,
assign research projects, pool re-
ports of scientific findings and make
discoveries available for commercial
use. :

Education would “earn its keep”
through ‘patents, licenses, and com-
mercial use of the findings, he said,
with returns prorated to the discovs
erer, 'the school whose laboratory
was used, .-and a general Texas re-
search education fund.

The research structure would be

pyramided, with elementary jinvesti-

gations carried on in ‘the " high
schools, farm-chemurgic projects as-
signed to junior and small colleges,
and complicated, highly technical re-
search centered in the University of
Texas.and Texas A. & M. College.

Saocial groups would be enlisted
to anake the surveys determining
equipment, staff-training and cur-
ricula needed, and to devise cooper-
ation with local industrial labora-
{ories.

Feasibility of the proposed plan
was backed by a “test-tube” project
in a sample high school, whose sci-
ence. students, Mr. Landrum said,
have discovered a superior method
of dehydration of potatoes, and de-

vised a ‘formula for making face

“Two-in-One” Beauty Routines Bring

THE woman who has little time

for beauty routines but a great de-
termination to remain youthfully at-
tractive through the years has
learned to make time for many a
simple beauty routine allow for the
work of two. She always has a man-
icure while her finger-wave is dry-
ing, of course, but in addition, she
manages to make the most of sev-
eral other beauty rituals.

INSTEAD of standing under the
shower with shoulders hunched
forward and stomach protruding,
she stands erect with backbone in
as straight a line as possible, chest
high and stomach in.

Instead of crouching and mak-
ing the water, so to speak, come
down to her, she stretches up to
meet it. And so pulls her torso
up and away from - hipbone. sockets,
giving waistline muscles a much-
needed stretch.

She bends and stretches while
she dries herself viborously with a
coarse towel. And again when. she
applies a friction lotion for a post-
bath rubdown. She bends from the
waistline and dries the back of her
legs with long sweeping strokes.

She reaches way back to her
shoulder blades and rubs afterbath
lotion into them. She figures that
the farther
arm and neck exercises she’ll have
to do that day.

She tries to keep her knees stiff
while bending forward to- dry feet
and ankles. She stands erect with
head high and stomach in while
see-sawing the towel across her
back.

Bible Shifts Lineup
In Order to Keep His
Ace Kicker in Game

AUSTIN—You may talk of the

Southwest’s dagzzling passing game,
and the trend back to ground pow-
er like Texas A&M, SMU and Bay-
lor have unleashed this autumn,
but take it from Dana X. Bible—
the foot is still in football.

So important does Texas TU.'s
bald mentor deem good punting that
he has decided on a rather drastic
lineup change to get it—the shift
of little Gilly Davis from left half-
back to fullback.

Texas has been consistently out-
punted this season, but:Davis has
been fairly long and accurate on
his relatively few efforts. Bible
hasn’t been able to use him regu-
larly, however, because he played
the ~same position as Jack Crain,
the Longhorns' most dangerous bhall-
carrier.

For the Texas Christian game
here Saturday Bible plans to use
both Crain and Davis in his start-
ing backfield. Davis, weighing a
scant 150, “probably becomes the
lightest fullback in major college
football today.

He will replace Pete Layden, a
170-pounder with drive and some
passing skill but also a sore knee
that has kept him hovering around
the hospital all fall. Layden is
Texas’ best punter —but kicking
hurts his knee more than anything
else.

So it looks as if Texas will start
a real “lighthorse” backfield against
the Horned Frogs. Here are the
weights: Davis, 150, Crain, 165, No-
ble Doss, 170, Bullett Gray or Jimmy
Grubbs, 185. The average is around
167 pounds. When Johnny Gill, 160,
goes in for Gray or Grubbs, the
average will drop to 161.

Saturday’s game will be the last
home stand of the 39 Longhorns.
