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Finnish Defense Successes Reported
Expropriation 
Of Oil Upheld 
By Mex. Court

Appeals Rejected in 
Final Decision to Be 
Given by Mexicans

MEXICO CITY, Dec. 2 (AP).— 
The supreme court today voted un­
animously to uphold the govern­
ment’s expropriation of the vast 
foreign oil industry in Mexico.

The decision rejected the appeal 
of 17 American, British and Neth­
erlands companies which have car­
ried on a two-year court fight.

The opinion provided that:
Companies are entitled to com­

pensation for expropriation of their 
wells and their capital invested di­
rectly and “legitimately" for ex­
ploitation of the oU industry;

Indemnification must be made 
within 10 years from proceeds of 
the government’s operation of the 

ft industry;
Companies are entitled to a re­

turn of their records and archives, 
accounts and cash seized in the 

«' course of expropriation.
The next move is expected to 

come when the departments of fi­
nance and national economy pre­
sent. valuations of properties as a 
basis for indemnifications.

The valuations thus far placed on 
properties by Mexico and the com- 
anies differ by millions of dollars. 
The companies claim $40,000,000 in 
property was seized.

An oil company spokesman indi­
cated they intended to appeal to 
Washington for intervention. One 
said the court decision meant “oil 
companies are through in Mexico.”

Airplane Sales Are

WASHINGTON, Dec.' 2. (AP). —

of civilians.

The statement was issued after the 
president conferred with Secretary 
of State Hull and followed the pres­
ident’s appeals to Finland and Rus­
sia not to bomb civilian populations.

These countries were not named 
in the statement but there was little 
doubt it was intended to apply to 
their conflict.

Presidential Secretary Early said 
Finland was preparing a formal re­
ply to the president’s appeal there 
be no bombing of civilians.

Health Officer 
Praises Results 
Of Past Seal Sale

Dr. W. E. Ryan, county health 
officer, Saturday issued the follow­
ing statement in connection with 
the tuberculosis Christmas Seal Sale 
now underway;

“It is gratifying to observe the 
progress made in tuberculosis con­
trol in Midland in the past year. 
Through the sale of Seals last year 
it was made possible to give 488 tu­
berculin tests and 23 X-rays. There 
were ten people sent to Sanatorium 
at the expense of the county and 
about 50 are being cared for here 
through the county and. the Christ­
mas Seal Sale.

“There were 196 smallpox vacci­
nations made and 50 diphtheria 
innoculations to people who could 
not afford to pay for them. These 
were all paid for through the funds 
collected last year by the Anti- 
Tuberculosis Association.

“There were 11 deaths in Midland 
from tuberculosis in the past year. 
Most people are more tuberculosis­
conscious than ever before. They 
realize that the disease is what 
might be called ‘unnecessary,’ that 
if the public generally were fully 
alive to its dangers, we might grad­
ually bring about its elimination.

“I hope that the people of Mid­
land will give their best support 
to the Christmas Seal Sale so the 
good work may go on and the rav­
ages of tuberculosis be lessened.”

CC Officials Greet 
Application for Air 
Line to Midland

Midland chamber of commerce of­
ficials said yesterday that filing of 
an application with the Civil Aero­
nautics Authority for an airline be­
tween Oklahoma City and Midland 
was news to them and that as they 
had not yet been contacted by offi­
cials of the Wichita Falls Air 
Transport company, but that they 
would cooperate and aid hi any way 
possible lo procure the line.

Permission was asked by the 
Wichita Falls company to operate 
a scheduled airline carrying mail, 
passengers and property between 
Oklahoma City and Midland.

Intermediate points on the route 
would be Chickasha and Lawton, 
Okla., and Wichita Falls, Abilene, 
Sweetwater and Big Spring. The 
airline distance from Oklahoma 
City to Midland is 392 miles.

The application bore signatures 
of Fulcher Armstrong, president, a 
veteran in commercial airline opera­
tions and a former Wichita Falls 
airport operator; and L. H. Cullum, 
vice president and Oral Jones, sec­
retary-treasurer, both also of Wich­
ita Falls.

Chamber of commerce manager 
Bill Collyns noted such an airline 
would give Midland its first such 
connection with Wichita Falls and 
Oklahoma City, and that it would 
provide air service all up and down 
the line between here and Abilene.

Island Is Reported 
Struck by Typhoon

MANILA, Dec. 2. (AP). — A severe 
typhoon swept Surigao on the 
northern tip of the Mindanao island 
today, causing heavy damage, then 
moved northward, battering towns 
in its pathway.

The storm damaged crops, curtail­
ed communications in the Samar 
province and the course indicated 
the typhoon would strike three pro­
vinces at the southeastern tip of 
Luzon Island.

Damaged communications made it 
impossible to determine at once 
whether there were any casualties.

Interest as the week closed was 
focused upon the Cedar Lake pool

Rayner, 1,279-barrel discovery well, 
responded to acidization with 2,000 
gallons by flowing 60 barrels of oil 
on air lift the first three hours of 
testing, making 38 barrels the third 
hour. Flow was through 2 1/2-inch 
tubing set at 4,737 feet, three feet 
off bottom. Testing still was under­
way yesterday at the well, with out­
put apparently increasing.

No. 1 American Warehouse Com­
pany, located in section 5, block H, 
D. & W. survey, had gauged natu­
ral flow on air lift of 153 barrels hi 
14 hours, following which hole was 
washed with 500 gallons of acid pre­
liminary to the pressure job. It is 
the second well in the pool.

Stanolind No. 1 A. L. Green, south 
offset to the discovery and in section 
5, block C-30, public school land, is 
drilling below 3,860 feet in anhy­
drite.

San Andres lime was topped at 
4,435 feet, datum of minus 1,286, by 
Stanolind No. 1 T. S. Riley, section 
11, block H, D. & W. survey, it was 
learned yesterday, and the test is 
drilling ahead past 4,649 feet in lime. 
The lime marker in No. 1 Riley oc­
curred 13 feet low to No. 1 Rayner, 
three miles to the south and a mile 
and a half to the east, which top­
ped it at 4,330 feet, datum of minus 
1,273. No. 1 Riley also encountered a 
chert break at 4,570 feet, datum of 
minus 1,421, which is 23 feet lower 
than a similar point at 4,455 feet, 
datum Of minus 1,398, in the discov­
ery well.

Humble Oil & Refining Company 
and Texas Pacific Coal & OH Com­
pany No. 1 H. T. Hahn, in the 
Seminole pool of central Gaines, is 
standing, bottomed at 3,087 feet in 
anhydrite, after cementing 7 5/8- 
inch casing at 3,071 feet with 500 
sacks.

Atlantic Refining Company yes­
terday announced location for No. 
2 H. T. Boyd, 580 feet from the 
north and east lines of labour 19, 
league 56, Oldham county school 
land, in extreme southeastern Coch­
ran comity. Drilling with rotary to 
scheduled depth of 5,100 feet is to 
start immediately. The test is a 
diagonal southwest offset to Atlan­
tic No. 1 Boyd, 840-barrel producer 
and record well of the county, which 
recently spread the Duggan pool two 
and one-half miles east and Indicat­
ed its eventual linking with the 
Slaughter pool in southwestern 
Hockley county.

Determined to- 
Fight to Last

Extermination of 
Foes Chief Aim of 
The Russian Army

Finland fought back fiercely Sat­

urday in defense of the homeland 
and reported signal success in the 
Anartctic Petsamo district wliUe in 
the south her troops withdrew be­
fore the crush of Russian manpower 
to prepared defenses of the Manner- 
heirn line.

On that line, miles of pHl boxes 
and blockhouses made it apparent 
that the Finns intended to make 
a determined stand. The embat­
tled Finns’ will to resist was re­
flected hr public demeanor and 
statements of their leaders,

Vaino Tanner, foreign minister of 
the recognized cabinet, said hr a 
broadcast to the United States that 
the “independence and integrity” of 
Finland “cannot be destroyed by 
our eastern neighbor.”

Soviet Russia, meanwhile, showed 
no weakening in her determination 
to batter down Finnish resistance 
and replace the Finnish government 
with a head proclaimed by the 
Soviet Union.

While Finnish officials hr bomb- 
torn Helsinki heaped scorn upon its 
members, a “peoples’ government” 
organized at Terijokl and recog­
nized by Russia was reported in 
Moscow.

A Soviet broadcast said the "dem­
ocratic Finnish republic” govern­
ment headed by leader Otto Kusi- 
nen agreed to incorporation of Rus­
sian Karalia and Finland in return 
for the Finnish islands, naval and 
air bases.

These were items hr the original 
Finnish-rejected Russian demands 
which led to hostilities.

A Finnish spokesman called Kusi- 
nen "the so-called prime minister 
who lived for 20 years hr Moscow 
as a traitor to the Finnish cause 
and is now seeking revenge.”

HELSINKI, Dec. 2. (AP). — Big 
guns thundered today along tire 
Karelian front where Finns were 
reported standing firm after inflict­
ing lreavy losses among invading 
Russians.

Defense forces claimed widespread 
successes on land, sea and ah en­
gagements.

(Refugees reaching Kirkenes, Nor­
way, said the Finns had recaptured 
Petsamo, which Russians occupied 
yesterday. Over 150 Russians were 
kiUed, they added, west of Petsamo 
and north of Salnrijarvi).

A defense ministry communique 
said at least 16, “perhaps 18 or 
more,” Russian planes were shot 
down yesterday with Finnish air- 
losses very small.

Tire largest land action occurred 
at Saujarvi, eastern frontier, Where 
the ministry said “enemy losses 
were heavy. Finnish machine gun 
fire annihUated two enemy com­
panies to the last man.”

On the Karelian front, Finnish 
officials said 36 or more invading 
tanks were destroyed.

What a battle royal it would be if those two teams could meet each 
other. And what wouldn’t a coach give to have either one and open 
the season with them. There is very little difference between the two 
teams, although the first team would be a slight favorite because of the 
better backfield.

There was the poorest crop of 
tackles in district 3AA this year 
than has come along in many a 
season. Foster of Midland, the light­
est man chosen on either team, rates 
ilie number one tackle position de­
spite the positions usually are fill­
ed. with the heaviest boys that can 
be found. The other position went 
to Jordan of-Odessa because he Is 
the best left of a mediocre bunch 
indeed.

Tire biggest headache of all came 
at picking the guards. Four boys, 
Klatt of Midland, Gill of Sweet­
water, Battle of Big Spring and 
Wilkins of Odessa, rated the head­
lines all fall and there is little dif­
ference to choose between any of 
them. Klatt was a star for Midland 
in. every game while Gill was gener­
ally rated the outstanding lineman 
fin the championship Mustang club. 
Gill played guard on offense and 
-backed up the line on defense and 
never made a mistake.

Coates of Odessa rated the center 
position on the games he played 
against Sweetwater and Midland. He 
meant the difference between close 
defeats for the Broncs and routs. 
-Wherever the action was the thick­
est, his red head could be found.

Choosing the ends on the first 
team was another difficult job. Wil­
liams of Midland waited until the 
Odessa game to really pro\e his 
worth and for that reason must 
be dropped below May of Sweetwater 
and White of Lamesa. Against Mid­
land, White played the best termi­
nal game seen by this correspondent 
all.season.

The first team backfield is a 
“coach’s dream." Every one of the 
boys on it rates as triple threat. It 
would indeed be hard to find a 
more capable backfield anywhere in 
tire state—choose as you would.
- The secondary must be headed by 
Francis of Midland. He rates as the 
most valuable man in the district in 
this corner because he was the spear 
head of the Midland attack, second 
most effective over the season and 
first in the conference. Francis ran 
away with scoring honors in the 
league by making 121 points, he was

a fair punter and passer and there 
are far worse tacklers and blockers 
holding down regular jobs. He was 
the most feared ball carrier in, the 
loop and his leading the leagufe in 
scoring came the hard way since 
all opponents of the Bulldogs were 
pointed for him.

Freeze was the spearhead of the 
Sweetwater attack. He was second 
high scorer in the league and had 
the best passing average of any back. 
Calm under fire, he directed the 
Mustangs to an undefeated season 
and- must be named leader of the 
all-star team. Criticized early in the 
season as a poor punter, Freeze 
proved he could boot the ball when 
necessary by twice placing the ball 
out of bounds inside the Odessa 10 
to set up two touchdowns and sew 
up the game.

Vaughn of Lamesa was one of the 
hardest backs in the league to bring 
to a. halt. Only Iris- indifferent atti­
tude toward the game kept him from 
being a far better player than he 
was. In those games when he really 
felt like playing he was a holy ter­
ror—ask Midland. He was the best 
back of thé year against the Bull­
dogs. Running with lots of power, 
he had a shifty hip movement that 
made him extremely hard to, tackle 
and down. He could hold his own at 
.passing and punting with most of 
the other backs in the league.

Bethell of Big ' Spring rated next 
to Francis When it- came to carry­
ing.: the ball. He, didn't make a lot 
of points but neither did his team 
as a whole. He was a fair pasèer but 
it was a punter that hé really rated 
number one position in the district. 
Playing on a field that was far from 
dry, he averaged 43 yards on 11 
punts against the Sweetwater club. 
Two of his punts were short of 30 
yards to cut down his average. His 
job that day cannot be overlooked 
as the best demonstration of kicking 
all season.

Had any one of the bocks picked 
on the first team faltered through­
out the year someone chosen on the 
second team could have taken their 
place. Billy Hogan of Odessa rated

as Midland is concerned, but the 
memory of it will last lor a long 
time to come.

It was the third year-Midland has 
ever had a representative, in what 
is now Class-AA ball and the local 
team was good enough to finish 
second in the district—the highest 
finish in the three seasons with larg­
er cities.

Back in 1931. Midland was in 
Class-A (now AA) and had a good 
year despite losing to Big- Spring, 
Sweetwater and San Angelo, The 
next year, the team could win over 
only one conference team and the 
Midland team was, one that. would 
not have won a Class-B district! .This 
year, the team was defeated only 
by Sweetwater.

Next to the Lamesa game, the 
Midland boys probably played their 
worst game of the year against 
Sweetwater. The one mistake that 
Bud Taylor made during the season 
was to let the Bulldogs see Sweet­
water beat Abilene. After that game 
the. Bulldogs were all of one opinion 
—that they could defeat both clubs 
in the same night. Sweetwater play­
ed its worst game of the year against 
Abilene and there is no doubt the 
Bulldogs could have defeated the 
Mustangs had they been playing 
that night;

As it was, the Bulldogs were more 
than a bit chesty when the Sweet­
water club arrived here. After get­
ting off to a two-touchdown lead, 
the Bulldogs let up for a short while, 
believing they could score again 
whenever it became necessary. Once 
they let down they could never get 
baok up and the Mustangs took the 
team completely apart in the last 
20 minutes. This is no claim that 
the Midland team was better than 
Sweetwater. But they had a good 
chance to win had they played it 
smart all the way through the 
game. Certainly, there is no doubt 
Midland could play Sweetwater a 
much closer game if the two teams 
met again. But the boys had their 
chance and muffed it and it is too 
late to do anything about it now.

Even had the Bulldogs won the 
district, it is doubtful if they would 
have gone far in the state race. 
The Midland coaches had only 13 
boys that they could depend upon 
for regular service and that would 
not have carried them far against 
clubs that would outweigh them ten 
or 15 pounds per player and one 
that had a lot of capable substitut­
es.

(The cham­
pionship is to be decided by com­
mittee Monday.) Odessa holds a

that should indicate pretty thor­
oughly the strength of the border 
district. The game will be played in 
El Paso next Saturday afternoon.

As a reward for the successful 
season had by the Midland team, 
20 members of tile squad, will get to 
see the Rose Bowl game New Year's 
day in Pasadena. Bud Taylor prom­
ised the boys that if they would de­
feat San Angelo and Odessa.

Many things stand out in the 
Bulldog season just ended. Like 
most of the local fans, the finish 
put on by Jay Francis in the Lamesa 
game is the brightest memory.

Crime Said Biggest 
Business in America

Costing 15 billion dollars annual­
ly, crime is the .biggest business in 
the country, Inspector W. H. Drane 
Lester, assistant to J. Edgar Hoov­
er and often caleld the "No. 2 G- 
man" told an audience of Town 
Hall club members and guests at the 
liigh school auditorium Friday eve­
ning. The average family of four 
pays, whether consciously or not, a 
yearly tribute of $500 to crime, he 
said.

Speaking clearly but at a tre­
mendous rate of speed, the lecturer 
put before his audience, in specific 
figures, cost of crime and its pre­
vention, concrete results of work 
done by the Federal Bureau of In­
vestigation, and the part which he 
declared the United States citizen 
should take in the prevention of 
crime, particularly of crime among 
the boys and girls under 21 who 
composed almost one fourth of the 
total number of persons arrested 
in the United States last year.

America's Soda!
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BEST YEAR SINCE 1929 IS SEEN 
TOR HOME CONSTRUCTION IN U S.

The prediction that the current 
year will be the best for residential 
construction since 1929 and, in spite 
of conditions abroad, will exceed 
last year in the number of non­
farms units constructed by about 30 
per cent was made by Federal 
Housing Administrator S t e w a r t  
McDonald.

Contrasting this situation with 
1914 when the Great War started 
in Europe, Administrator McDon- 

> aid declared that the existence of 
machinery for home purchase by 
families of small incomes, through 
the loan insurance operations of the 
FHA, was a chief reason why con­
ditions of the two periods differed.

Through the FHA plan, he said, 
the average American family can 
pay for a home over a long period 
of years with small monthly pay­
ments suited to income and at low 
interest costs. Down payments on 
first-mortgage loans as low as ten 
per cent have become available only 
in recent years, making home own­
ership attractive and feasible for 
thousands more families, he con­
tinued.
Facilities Previously Unavailable.

“ Twenty-five years ago no such 
facilities were available,” Mr. Mc­
Donald said. “The average family 
was unable to buy a home at all or 
was compelled to undertake exces­
sive debt burdens often leading to 
foreclosure and loss ol' home. 
These new facilities mean tapping 

■ a vast market for home ownership 
and residential construction which 
previously had not been touched. 
Naturally, this broad new market 
is giving stability and strength to 
residential construction.

“Furthermore, conditions gener­
ally differ gr.eatly this year from 
the summer of 1914. America as a 
whole was prepared for war in 

. Europe this time, whereas the war 
of 1914 came as a shock to our peo. 
pie. Residential construction in 
1914 had already turned down after 
some years of large activity, and 
the market for new homes, limited 
as it was at that time, was over­
supplied. This time the outbreak 
of war found our residential con­
struction on the upturn after a 
number of leans years; this year 
home building for the first time 
since the twenties is at a relatively 
normal pace.
Other Factors Favorable.

“Another factor in the situation 
today as against 1914 is that the 
foreclosure r a t e  is decreasing, 

'whereas 25 years ago foreclosures 
were rising. Today there is a much 
more plentiful supply of funds in 
our lending institutions.- The Na- 

1 tional Housing Act has enabled 
many more lending institutions 
than before, with enormous re­
sources, to enter the long-term 
home lending field; ten times more 
money is at hand for that purpose 
today jthan a few years ago.

“Tire Federal Reserve System 
and the Federal Home Loan Bank 
System—one brand new, the other 
nonexistent in 1914 — are estab­
lished agencies offering credit fa­
cilities to lenders on home mort­
gages. Of considerable importance 
is the Federal National Mort­
gage Association which buys FHA 
insured mortgages, thus assuring 
lenders of a market for these as­
sets.
FHA System Farsighted.

“Tire FHA intends to encourage 
home ownership based upon sound 
lending practices and farsighted 
residential growth. It does not in­
tend to foster or participate in 
mushroom or war-boonr building 
activities, which twenty years ago 
left slums hr industrial areas when 
abnormal production ceased. Not 
only have changed conditions of 
living, such as the general use of 
the automobile, made a repetition 
of this experience unnecessary, but 
in additions, the Fédéral Govern- 
inent definitely aims to prevent the 
development of such unhealthy 
conditions.

"On the whole, the situation for 
home building in the United States 
appears favorable for the immedi­
ate future regardless of conditions 
elsewhere. So long as home owir-

Home Loan Bank System were esti­
mated to have numbered 13,375 and 
amounted to $33,946,848, it was re­
ported today by officials of the Fed­
eral Home Loan Bank Board.

All types of mortgage lending in­
stitutions in the state financed 47,- 
910 mortgages valued at $142,645,- 
000 on city and town property in the 
same period, it was estimated. These 
figures included all banks, trust 
companies, insurance companies, 
savings, buildings and loan associa­
tions and other types of mortgage 
lending organizations, a,nd indivi­
duals.

Tlie Federal Home Loan Bank 
System comprises about 4,000 thrift 
and home-financing institutions 
served by twele regional home mort­
gage credit reserve banks.

Accordion Folding Door
The , most difficult door problem 

likely to face the home planner oc­
curs when a door is necessary and 
yet there Is not enough space in 
which one may operate.

.One solqtion to this problem 
which conforms to modern space­
saving requirements is the accor­
dion folding door. Accordion-type 
m e t a l  frames provide a durable 
foundation to which fabrics may 
be attached and at the same time 
permit a wide choice of materials 
for the interior-decorating scheme.

In remodeling homes it is fre­
quently possible to install accor­
dion-type doors where there is not 
sufficient space for the swing area 
required by the regular Type door. 
These doors may be installed with

funds obtained from qualified 
lending institutions under the Mod­
ernization Credit Plan of the Fed­
eral Housing Administration.

Caulking Window Woodwork

Gold air can be prevented, to a 
large extent, from entering around 
the woodwork of the windows. If 
the walls are of masonry, the joints 
between the masonry walls and the 
window frames should be thor­
oughly caulked. If the walls are 
of wood, shrinkage has probably 
taken place, and the joints in the 
wood must be caulked.

Tow or cotton candlewick may be 
used as the packing, and this should 
be mixed with white lead and 
packed in ticghtly. There are many 
commercial caulking compounds 
which may be used-.

Roof Painting

A bad roof can cause more an­
noyance during Winter weather 
than at any other season of the

year, so home owners are urged to 
check their roofs before the severe 
blasts of Winter arrive.

Most roofing authorities recom­
mend that the in roof be painted 
immediately upon installation and 
every two years thereafter. In 
cases where galvanized sheet metal 
is used, th e  roof should not be 
painted for at least six months 
after installation, as this period of 
conditioning is necessary to free 
the surface from acids which other­
wise may tend to lossen the paint.

Peeling paint should be removed 
with steel wool, sandpaper, of a 
wire brush before new paint’ is 
applied.

In preparing a budget for roof 
improvements, as well as other last- 
minute repairs for Winter that 
meet eligibility requirements, the 
home owner may bear in mind that 
funds for such work are obtainable 
from qualified lending institutions 
under the Federal Housing Admin­
istration’s Modernization Credit 
Plan.

McDonald Sees Achievements 
In FHA Insuring Operations

With the end of 1939's building 
season approaching for tile nation 
as a whole, Federal Housing Ad­
ministrator S t e w a r t  McDonald 
pointed to striking achievements all 
along the line this year for home 
construction, properly moderniza­
tion, and FHA insuring operations.

The year will see approximately
450.000 nonfarm dewlling units con­
structed, a gain of 30 per cent over 
1938 and the highest of any year 
since 1929. The construction of 
new single-family homes possibly 
will equal or surpass the number 
built in 1929.

Insurance of new home mort­
gages by the Federal Housing Ad­
ministration will show a gain of 
about 40 per cent over 1938 and will 
total the largest volume in its five- 
year history.
Week Shows Increase.

An average of between 2,500 and
3.000 small homes have b e e n  
started under FHA inspection each 
week during the past six months, 
and in the week ending November 
11 the 2,855 new houses started was 
more than 50 per cent ahead of the 
similar week of 1938.'

By tlie end of the year more than 
2,000,000 people will be living in 
houses built or financed under the 
FHA’s .home ownership program. 
Almost 100,000 . more will toe living 
in large-scale housing projects built 
for rent under the FHA program.

Modernization and improvement 
of residential and other properties 
under the FHA program reached a 
new high during October and Nov­
ember, generally the peak months 
of the year for this type of building 
operations.

FHA-insured modernization loans 
have now been made in the amount 
of nearly $1,000,000,000, with more 
than 2,225,000 loans insured.
FHA’s Status Summarized.

These accomplishments have been 
carried out on a sound financial 
basis, Mr. McDonald asserted. He 
summarized the FHA's financial 
status as follows:

Under the FHA’s small homes 
program, only 980 properties had 
been acquired by the FHA after 
foreclosure by lending institutions 
through September 30th. Of these, 
450 had been sold and 530 remained 
on- hand. Net charges to the in­
surance fund through the sale of 
these 450 properties < amounted to 
$250,000. Against these charges 
the FHA has reserves of $30,000,- 
000 which are being constantly in­
creased out of income, and the 
FHA’s income during the next fiscal 
year will exceed operating expenses 
by about $8,500,000.

Under the modernization and 
property improvement program, 
claims had been paid to lending in­
stitutions amounting to $22,700,000, 
as of September 30. Recoveries 
had been made thus far amounting 
to $8,000,000. Claims unrecovered 
at that date equalled only 1.6 per 
cent of total modernization loans 
insured.

Travel Service Maps 
Special Tours, Trips

Announcement is made of a new­
ly organized travel service for Mid­
land, with headquarters at the Book 
Stall in Hotel Scharbauer.

Questions and 
Answers

Q. I am contemplating the build­
ing of a new home and wish to use 
the services of an architect. When 
will his fees be payable?

A. Tlie payment of fees to the 
architect is a matter of mutual 
agreement. However, it is cus­
tomary to pay 20 per cent of the 
total fee at the time the architect 
completes the preliminary sketches, 
40 per cent upon completion of the 
working drawings and specifica­
tions, and the remaining 40 per cent 
as the certificates of payment are 
issued.

• Q. Should the hot-water pipes hi 
my house be insulated?

A. Hot-water lines are a source 
of considerable heat loss, and the 
insulation of these pipes will make 
the operation of the water heater 
more economical. The most com­
monly used material for this pur­
pose is an asbestos ah'-cell cover­
ing.

—o —
Q. What proportions of mate­

rials should be used in mixing 
mortar?

A. For all masonry work below 
grade, the mortar mixture -should 
not be leaner than 1 part Portland 
cement a n d  3 parts sand. Lime 
may be added to increase tlie work­
ability of the mixture but should 
not exceed 15 per cent of the cement. 
For all other masonry work use a 
mix not leaner than 1 part Portland 
cement, 1 part lime putty, 6 parts 
sand. Measurement of the mate­
rials should be by volume. There 
are also good prepared motrars. 
These should be mixed in accord­
ance with the manufacturer’s di­
rections.

Q. Can you advise me as to the 
best way to store my screens for 
the Winter months?

A. Screens should be laid flat 
and stored in a dry well-ventilated 
place to prevent swelling and sub­
sequent shrinking and warping. A 
special storage room in the attic, 
basement, or upper part of the 
garage is suggested. Screens should 
not be placed agahist basement 
walls or floors.

SAN ANTONIO, Dec. 2. — Jobs 
for an additional 10,000 workers on 
WPA projects in Texas will be avail­
able during the month of December, 
State Administrator H. P. Drought 
announced today.

Notification of the increased WPA 
quota for Texas was sent to the 
Texas state office from Washington.

Tire 10,000 increase will bring the 
Texas WPA employment for Decem­
ber to 89,100, Drought said. Jobs are 
also available for 8,000 farmers in 
drought-stricken Texas counties un­
der a special two-months’ drought 
relief fund which has been granted 
this state. These positions are being 
filled in counties which have been 
dsignated at drougth stricken, WPA 
officials reported.

Fruii Business Is 
Likely to Be Hurt 
By European War

COLLEGE STATION—The war
is expected to hurt the fruit busi­
ness, although citrus will fare better 

| than the deciduous and dried fruit 
items. . •

, This summary comes from the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture B,ureau 
r.f Agricultural Economics.

A comparison of the effect of 
the current war on fruits with that 
cf the World War is of little value, 
for the present fruit situation is 
markedly different from that of 
1914.

Fruit production lias increased 
greatly and is more highly commer­
cialized in the United States, and 
the world in general. Meanwhile 
fruit consumption has jumped 
sharply in the Ul S. and in Europe. 
People who regarded grapefruit as 
a luxury 25 years ago now look Viprin 
it as a staple part of the diet, and. 
the same is true of other fruit.

Exports did not amount to much' 
around 1914, blit have been an im­
portant market outlet in the past 
few yeai's. Even wtili trade restric­
tions and tariff walls that have 
fended to curtail United States fruit 
exports during the past 10 years, the 
lolal volume exported has been 
milch greater in the period 1929- 
1939 than in 1909-1913.

Fruit export markets in Germany 
and the Baltic countries have been' 
lost because of the war, but the 
Scandinavian nations, the Nether­
lands, France, and the United 
Kingdom will continue to use Unit­
ed States fruit—how much depends 
upon shipping difficulties and the 
degree to which these governments 
substitute purchases of war mater­
ials for fruit.

The exchange situation, increased 
ocean insurance and higher ship­
ping rates will also tend to decrease 
exports.

Meanwhile the domestic demand, 
because of general improving con­
ditions, is expected to increase, 
perhaps more than enough to offset 
any expected loss of exports.

There are relatively large sup­
plies of fruit in sight for the com­
ing year. It is probable that ex­
ports of apples, pears, and other 
deciduous fruits will drop, while 
those of citrus will hold up pretty 
well. That means that supplies of 
deciduous fruits normally exported 
will compete- with citrus for the do­
mestic market.

All in all, says J. F. Rosborough, 
horticulturist of the Texas A. • & 
M. College Extension Service, in in­
terpreting the information given 
by the economists, Texas fruit 
growers may look for a market 
largely undisturbed by war condi­
tions.

Local markets for citrus, straw­
berries, watermelons, cantaloupes, 
peaches, plums, and so on, will prob­
ably handle slightly more fruit at 
steady -prices as consumer incomes 
rise. The bulk of Texas citrus ex­
ports go to Canada, which will prob­
ably continue to use close to the 
3,552,000 boxes imported from the 
1938-1939 U. S. crop.

SAN ANTONIO. — Texas’ special 
drought relief employment quota of 
8,000 workers on WPA projects will 
be spread over approximately 140 
counties which the Farm Security 
Administration has classed as 
drought-stricken, it was announced 
today by State Work Projects Ad­
ministrator H. P. Drought.

This special group of workers will 
receive two months of empioyme.it 

I and authorization for their employ­
ment is in addition to the normal 
Texas WPA employment quota 
which, for the month of November, 
is 79,100 workers, Drought stated.

Assignments will be made from 
among farmers and other agricul­
tural workers formerly on the WPA 
rolls and who are being forced to 
return to the rolls because of the 
drought and from among new cases 
of drought-stricken farmers referred 
to WPA by the Farm Security Ad­
ministration. Those who receive em­
ployment in the temporary program 
■nust comply with all WPA employ­
ment regulations, including the exe­
cution of an affidavit of citizen­
ship.

Since funds allocated for the two 
months’ program may be used only 
to employ those who are in need be­
cause of drought conditions, none of 
the funds may be expended in coun­
ties not designated as drought- 
stricken counties by qualified agen­
cies, it was pointed out. WPA offi­
cials have conferred with represen­
tatives of the Farm Security Ad-

ministration and the Extension Ser­
vice of Texas A. and M. College in 
preparing to execute the drought 
program.

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Formal Inauguration of Rainey 
At University Scheduled Dec. 9

AUSTIN. — When Dr., Homer P. 
Rainey is formally inaugurated as 
president of the University of Texas 
December 9, he will become official 
head of an institution of 10,206 stu­
dents and 575 faculty members, as 
contrasted with a student body of 
216 and a faculty of 13 fifty-six 
years ago when J. W. Mallett, as 
chairman of the faculty, assumed 
executive direction of the infant 
university.

While enrollment has been climb­
ing at the rate of almost 10 per 
cent, and often more rapidly, ex­
penditures per student have been 
dropping steadily until last year 
cost per student was,less than half 
what it was the year the university 
opened.

In 1883-84, expenditures totaled 
$121,792, or approximately $551 per 
student. In 1938-39, expenditures 
aggregated approximately $2,300,000, 
or only $211 per student. This fig-

* ure compares with an average of 
the $412 per student among mem­
ber schools of the American Asso­
ciation of Universities.

At the time the fledgling univer­
sity made its bow to the state, only 
two branches of study were offered 
to its students—academic and law 
—and it was able to confer only five 
degrees—bachelors of letters, science, 
arts and law, and master of arts.

Today, a student may enroll for 
academic work or may enter schools 
or colleges of fine arts, engineer­
ing, law, business administration, 
pharmacy, or education, and may 
continue his education in the Grad­
uate School on through the master's 
degree to the doctor of philosophy 
or education. He may obtain one or 
more of 16 bachelor’s degrees and 
nine master's.

By satisfying proper entrance re­
quirements, he may enter the School 
of Medicine at Galveston. A girl may 
elect to attend the College of Nurs­
ing. likewise at Galveston. Still an-

* other branch of the University is 
the College of Mines and Metallurgy 
at El Paso, which offers both tech­
nical and academic training. Func-

(i tioning under its own Board of Re­
gents but constitutionally a branch 
of the University and receiving a 
share of University oil revenue is 
Texas Aricullural and Mechanical 
College at College Station.

The physical campus likewise has 
undergone tremendous chance in the 
last 65 years.

Filipino Labor Wins 
Majority of Disputes

MANILA, P. I. (U.R) — Labor has 
won the vast majority of its dis­
putes with employers under Presi­
dent Manuel L. Quezon's “Social 
Justice’’ program this year, ac­
cording to a report released by 
the Philippines Department of 
Labor.

With then encouragement of the 
Philippine government, laborers tnis 
year have obtained legislation pro­
viding for an eight hour working 
day and a minimum daily wage of 
one peso (50 U. S. cents). These in­
creases have stimulated a sharp 
gain in labor unions.

According to the Department of 
Labor. 97 strikes and labor dis­
putes involving 13,529 workers were 
registered during the first half of 
1939. Sixty of the cases were settled 
in favor of the laborers, five in fav­
or of employers. The remaining 32 
disputes were submitted to the Court 
of Industrial Relations after the 
Department of Labor failed to effect

November Listed os 
Garlic Planting Time

Bantam Rooster Sets 
Records for 12 Years

COLLEGE STATION. (AP). -
October, November and December 
are the months for planting garlic 
in Texas, saj>s C. E. Altstatt, plant 
pathologist at the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment station here. Tex­
as is one of the three states that 
produces the major part of this 
pungent bulb for American con­
sumers. The others are California 
and Louisiana.

Investigation, Altstatt says, show 
that the production of high quality 
garlic and the prevention of loss 
through decay at time of harvest 
is possible if a few simple rules aie 
observed.

Garlic is propagated by planting 
the individual pieces of the bulb, 
called cloves. Since the cloves must 
be separated by hand before plant­
ing, the farmer should select medi­
um-sized bulbs, free of smut and 
soft rot, with thin scales and a small 
neck and avoid “splits” and mis­
shapen bulbs.

If good clean seed is not avail­
able, select the best at hand and 
dust with Semesan or Ceresan (four 
heaping teaspoons to the bushel) or 
dip into a 1:1000 solution of mercuric 
chloride until thoroughly wet.

Garlic should be dug as soon as 
the tops have become brown and 
dry, and the bulbs should not be 
exposed to the hot sun for ..any 
length of time. They should be plac­
ed in a well-ventilated and shaded 
storage place as soon as possible.

Altstatt says the regular Texas 
white garlic, widely planted in this 
state, seems to be the variety best 
adapted to Texas condition's. How­
ever, experiments at the station, he 
adds, have shown that the Louisiana 
Italian variety matures early and 
cures readily.

I T A L Y ,  Tex. (AP(.—Pat Nelf, 
president of Baylor University and 
a former governor of Texas, has a 
namesake here almost as renowned 
in leadership as the educator is.

Pat Neff No. 2 is a 13-year-old 
black breasted Red Game bantam 
rooster which maintains its roost, 
when not competing in some big 
poultry show, at the home of its 
owner, Henry Smithwick, poultry 
fancier of Center Point, near Italy. 
In the past 12 years the feathered 
Pat Neff has been entered in 50 
leading poultry shows in Texas and 
adjoining states, and 45 times award­
ed first prize and five times took 
second place in competition with the 
greatest birds of its breed. Smith­
wick believes this record is unex­
celled by any bird of any breed in 
Texas. The feathered Neff’s last ap­
pearance was at the recent Shreve­
port exhibition where it again was 
awarded first place among leading 
show birds of the South.

Smithwick was persuaded to name 
the bird after thé Texas governor 
because Neff, when chief executive, 
was friendly to a bill sponsored by 
an Italy man which made theft of 
poultry a felony in Texas. Smith­
wick says Pat Neff will now rest on 
the unbeaten record and henceforth 
appear.only at exhibits. Smithwick 
may consider a proposal to donate 
the bird to Baylor University, if it 
should appear that two Nat Neff’s 
are needed on the campus.

"THE PRESIDENT’S DAUGH­
TER” is married.

Eilizabeth Ann, who was revealed 
to the country by her mother, Nan 
Britton, in 1927 as the daughter of 
the late President Warren G. Har­
ding, is today a fine-looking, grown­
up young woman of 20.

Britton’s eyes. "But now her 
whole life is wrapped up in her 
cooking a n d housekeeping,” she 
said. “She is a wonderful little 
housekeeper.”
MOTHER WRITES 
NEW BOOK

MISS BRITTON says her pres­
ent income is derived from an ad­
vertising business she entered six 
years ago when sire came to Chicago 
from New Rochester. N. Y. Every 
day she works at a little “hideout" 
in Chicago as she terms it, using a

fictitious name in h e r  business 
hours, and writing steadily from 
difcvn to dusk at a book which she 
expects to have completed within 
a year. She refuses to reveal its 
subject, but says it is not a sequel 
to "The President’s Daughter.”

Bitterness still rings in her 
voice, however, whenever she 
mentions the Harding family, and 
the way they refused her appeals 
for a t r u s t  'fund for her child. 
Site will not speak of Mrs. Hard­
ing. Nan says she knows that 
somewhere there is »a fund which 
President Harding arranged for 
his child before he died.

Miss Britton prefers not to re­
veal the names of Elizabeth Ann’s 
husband and his place of business 
because she is anxious to keep her 
family out of the iimelight.

Trek to Russia 
By Doukhobors 
Seems Nearer

BRILLIANT, B. C., Nov. 25 (U.R) 
—If Peter Veregin III can’t leave 
his Russian exile to join his Douk- 
hobor flock in British Columbia, 
then tlie Doukhobors will have to 
go to him.

With an eye to this eventuality, 
a conference of Doukhobors in the 
West Kootenays recently decided 
that all their children must be 
given equal schooling in Russian 
and English.

Spokesmen for t.h e Doukhobors 
said th e  plan was a precaution 
against the day when they might 
have to return to Russia, whence 
they emibrated at the turn of the 
century to escape religious perse­
cution.

Sect leaders said they hoped 
Peter Veregin III, heir-designate 
to the mitre of Peter Veregin II, 
eventually would be able to come 
to Canada from his Russian exile.

They said that “ international 
complications’’ had prevented his 
coming, and that if he did not 
come, the Doukhobors of British 
Columbia would join him in Rus­
sia.

At the conference it was decid­
ed that births in the community 
should be registered in conform­
ity with th e  regulations of th e  
provincial government. Marriages 
and deaths were not covered in 
the decision. The Doukhobors in­
sist on contiuuing to flout autho­
rity in this matter.

The conference consisted of 100 
members of the Spiritual Com­
munity of Christ, a union formed 
last year by the late Peter Vere­
gin II.

Peter Veregin II died in Sas- 
katoo, Sask., on Feb. 11, 1939. He 
came to Canada from Russia in 1927 
to succeed his father who was kill­
ed in 1924 in a train explosion near 
Farron, B. C.

Fire Prevention in 
Rural Homes Urged

COLLEGE STATION. — With 
cold weather in prospect, rural 
families would do well to adopt 
measures which protect farm homes 
from fires. The major portion of 
farm house losses are caused by 
faulty stove pipes and chimneys or 
by blazes started on roofs.

M. R. Bentley, agricultural engi­
neer for the A. & M. College Exten­
sion Service, suggests inspection 
and repair of old chimneys on the 
farm and replacement of faulty 
stove pipes. Roof fires can be pre­
vented by keeping out of stoves 
material which is so light that :L 
can be carried out of the chimney 
before it is wholly burned; chimney 
screens will catch sparks.

Other hazards include the danger 
of spontaneous combustion in paper 
or rags soaked in linseed or soy­
bean oil. Piles of paper near the 
stove may be ignited by sparks which 
fly out unnoticed when tlie doors

; Oil Production in 
Yates Pool Heavy

SAN ANGELO (AP).^Oil recov­
ered from the Ira G. Yates oil field 
in Pecos county in the first nine 
months of this year boosted total 
production of the 13-year-old field 
to 243,354,366 barrels. The produc­
tion from the field, also the birth­
place of Texas oil proration, for 
three-fourths of 1939 totaled 5,688,- 
418 barrels.

Oil authorities estimate the field 
has a reserve of 375,000,000 barrels 
and a flowing life of 50 years.

Ira G. Yates, one of many made 
wealthy by the strike in 1926, died 
in San Antonio last April 12.

Development this year was the 
lightest in the field’s history, only 
four wells being added to increase 
the total to 553. These raised the 
daily potential production 30,960 
barrels to 8,299,608. Daily allowable 
production fluctuated during the 12 
months between 19,034 barrels in 
February and 35,303 in October, but 
on the whole represented a steady 
rise.

Perhaps the most significant de­
velopments in the field this year 
have been an increase in reservoir 
pressure and a slight decrease in 
the volume of water with only a 
small gas in the gas-oil ratio de­
spite substantial boosting of the 
daily allowable. In mid-year only 
81 wells were showing water and 29 
pumping.

Ten wells have produced more 
than 6,000,000 barrels and the prize 
well, Ohio Oil Company’s No. 5-D 
Yates, has yielded more than 8,000,- 
000. The Standard Oil Company of 
Texas’ No. 3 Bob Reid has the larg­
est 24-hour potential, 168,438 bar­
rels, believed a world's record. Yates 
has unrivaled shallow production— 
the average pay depth ranging from 
875 to 1,650 feet—and this gives the 
field low drilling costs. Railroad 
commission rules limit penetration 
of the Permian lime, the big pay, 
to 225 feet.

Yates has 20,000 productive acres 
and approximately 3,000,000 feet of 
reservoir. Almost eight miles long, 
northwest and southeast, with an 
average width of five miles, it lias 
been defined in all directions.

Suit Is Filed to 
Protect Townsite

S H E R M A N  (AP). — The public 
square at Macomb, townsite 14 
miles from Sherman and once a 
thriving community, is the center of 
a controversy which has resulted in 
the filing of a suit in fifteenth dis­
trict court here. The townsite is 
now largely farming land.

The public square was deeded to 
Macomb citizens in 1870 for a re­
serve and pleasure ground, the con­
sideration being four cents, provid­
ing that no public or private build­
ings should ever be constructed on 
this square. C. R. Eavey, agent for 
M. B. and W. K. Pringle, original 
owners, signed the deed Nov. 15, 
1870.

F. E. Stone who lives on the west 
side of the square sued to prevent 
the plot being plowed and fenced 
and Judge R. M. Carter granted an 
injunction until the case is heard 
on its merits in the January term 
of court.

Ohio Converts 
Big Wine Crop

C L E V E L A N D ,  O. (U.R)—.The 
largest, and perhaps th e  finest, 
prop of Ohio grapes in history—75 
per cent of which will be convert­
ed into wine — is anticipated this 
year from the vineyards on the 
shores arid islands of Lake Erie.

More 'that 4,200,000 gallons will 
flow into the cellars this year, ac­
cording to U. S. Department of 
Agriculture estimates.

“But the quality will not suf­
fer,” said G. A. Runner, U. S. en­
tomologist stationed in nearby 
Sandusky. "The indications are 
that the grapes—and consequent­
ly the wine — will be finer than 
those of past years.”

In celebration of the crop this 
year the first Ohio Grape festival, 
reminiscent of those in old world 
cities, was held in Sandusky, 
where the wineries form a major 
inpus try.
Blending Is Difficult

Blending in the Ohio wineries 
has become a fine art.

"More skill is required' in blend­
ing Ohio wines than others,” said 
William L. Steuk, a mainland 
grower. “That is because of their 
low alcoholic content and the 
high acid content brought about 
by the cooler climate.”

Processes used in making th e  
wines are complicated. After the 
grapes have b e e n  crushed to a 
pulp large pipes carry off t l^e 
juice into tanks where it is dis­
tributed into large wooden casks 
and left to age.

This process takes from six 
months to three years, depending 
upon the kind of wine wanted.

Of the varieties grown in Ohio, 
perhaps the best known are th e  
Delaware and the Catawba. Others 
are the Concord, making up a large 
percentage of the state’s grape crop, 
and the Ives, Isabella, Norton and 
Worden.
Catawbas Thrive in Ohio

Ohio is world - famous for its 
Catawabas, from which is made the 
light, smooth, slightly acid dry 
wine which connisseurs rank sec­
ond only to some of the Rhine and 
Moselle wines.

This dull purplish red grape 
was discovered growing on the 
banks of th e  Catawba river in 
North Carolina about 1801. Nicho­
las Longworth, father of the late 
speaker of the House of Represen­
tatives, brought the variety to 
Ohio.

The shores of Lake Erie and 
particularly the sunny islands in 
these northern waters were found 
ideal for the Qatawba.
