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AMERICANS POUND FRANKFURT
British Grab Bridge 
18 Miles From Rome; 
Americans Advance

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, ALGIERS —  (AP) —  

The Allies have expanded the beachhead south of Rome 
in drives which have placed British troops within 18 
miles of the Eternal City and Americans within light 
artillery range of the vital point of Cisterna, 14 miles 
northeast of Anzio and 33 miles from Rome, Allied head­
quarters declared in a special announcement Saturday 
afternoon.

three miles beyond Carro- 
ceto where a railway' bridge 
18 miles south of Rome was 
captured. “Light artillery
range” in connection with Cisterna, 
might mean anything from small 
mortars with a range of a few 
hundred yards to a 75 millimeter 
field gun, so it was not known here 
just what this position was. But it 
was considered certain the Germans 
were unable to use either the air 
field, the Appian Way or the rail­
road in the area.

Cisterna is on both the Appian 
Way and the main rail line to the 
Cassino front which intersects 
th-rc. Citerna has an important 
air field, with concrete runways 
1,100 yards long, hangars and work­
shops.
Blast 37 Enemy Planes

The air war over Italy reached 
a new peak of intensity in which 
Allied planes of all types flew 1,500 
sorties and blasted 37 enemy planes 
out' of the skies against a loss of 
five Allied aircraft. It brought the 
Allied two-day total to 87 Nazi 
planes destroyed.

The British advance 12 miles 
north of Anzio placed Allied troops 
within eight miles, of Castel Gon- 
dolfo, summer home of Pope Pius 
XII and brought up the possibility 
of the fighting damaging papal or 
church property.

Sinc° the invasion of Italy all 
Allied troops have had standing 
orders not to use church property 
as military cover and to avoid dam­
aging. religious shrines wherever 
possible. However, thc Germans 
have used church steeples as ob­
servation towers and fortified other 
property. It is impassible to swing 
the battle around such places' and 
they must be taken as any other 
objective unless British and Amer­
ican soldiers are to pay a heavy 
price in lives.
French Recapture Hills 

The French recaptured two hills 
north of Mount Belvedere against 
stiff opposition and threw back 
three counterattacks. Thc Ameri­
cans north of Cassino lunged out 
with thc support of tanks against 
the powerful German Gustav Line 
positions. Repeated German coun­
terthrusts w-re beaten down.

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, AL­
GIERS — f/P) — Allied air forces, 
operating literally in swarms across 
the length and breadth of Italy in 
some of the greatest air battles of 
the war, have downed 37 more 
German planes, bringing their con- 
finned two-day total to 87 enemy 
aircraft destroyed, Allied head­
quarters announced Saturday.

Sky battles over the beachhead 
south of Rome Friday were un­
matched in voilence in the Medi­
terranean theater since those in 
which the Americans and British 
knocked the German Air Force out 
of the sky when the German army 
was making its last desperate stand 
at Tunis and Bizertc in North 
Africa last spring.

(The Rome radio said that Bol­
ogna* 200 miles above Rome, was 
heavily bombed by the Allies Sat­
urday. Bologna is an important 
junction in Northern Italy for 
railways radiating to France, 
Switzerland, Germany, and Yugo­
slavia. The broadcast was recorded 
in London by The Associated Press.)

More than 1,500 individual oper­
ational flights were flown Friday 
by all types of Allied aircraft. 
Five Allied planes are missing.

Thc world-famous editor of the 
Emporia Gazette had been in dec-, 
lining health for more than, a year.

At his bedside were his wife, 
Sally Lindsay White, and his son 
William L. White, himself a writer 
of note.

He entered the newspaper field 
through the back shop, learning 
the printing trade in his ’teens.

Presidents and tenant farmers 
equally were his friends. He wrote 
more than a dozen books.

NazisSlow 
Red Drive 
In Ukraine

LONDON — (AP)-— The 

Red Army lost ground to a 
bitter German counter-at­
tack in the South Ukraine 
in the fiercest fighting on 
the long Russian front Sat­
urday, while other Soviet forces in 
the north advanced to' within 32 
miles of the Estonian border, 
cleared the great Moscow-Lenin- 
grad trunk railway, and captured 
the rail junction of Novosokolinki, 
70 miles from the Latvian border, 
Moscow announced Sunday.

The Nazis lost 2,800 men and 86 
of their tanks in their Ukraine 
counter-offensive east of Vinnitsa, 
said tlie Moscow midnight com­
munique recorded by thc Soviet 
monitor, but “our troops by order 
of (lie command, withdrew from 
several populated places and took 
up positions more advantageous 
for defense.”

Tlie Germans, who have been at­
tacking steadily in this area since 
Jan. 12, were throwing all their 
weight against Soviet forces which 
not only menaced the approaches 
to the Rumanian frontier but 
threatened thc main German sup­
ply artery into the Dnieper bend, 
the Odessa-Lwow railway. ':
Abandon Rail Junction

At the same time Berlin an­
nounced it had abandoned the Ukr 
rainian railway junction of Smela 
150 miles east of Vinnitsa.

The major Russian successes 
were scored in the north where 
the Russians reached the town of 
Zagoritsi, 22 miles east of the 
Estonian border, and moved west­
ward to the Narva railway.

More than 2,000 Germans were 
killed in this fighting, and in an 
ambush the Russians wiped out a 
column of German artillery men, 
captured 60 of their heavy guns 
and 100 trucks loaded with am­
munition.

The captured guns then were 
turned on German units stationed 
nearby, Moscow said.
Capture Cliudovo

Other Soviet forces pried the 
Germans from their last hold on 
the double-track Moscow-Lcnin- 
grad railway line by taking the 
town of Chudovo. Many Germans 
were killed or taken prisoner and 
remnants of the garrison fled into 
the forests and marshes where they 
were being hunted down. Large 
quantities of booty were still being 
counted.

The Russians also captured thc 
railway station of Viritsa, 33 miles 
south of Leningrad on the Vietbsk 
line, capturing important war mat­
erial.

In on area, about 200 miles south 
of this northernmost fighting, the 
Second Baltic Front Army of Gen. 
Markian M. Popov captured the 
rail junction of Novosokolinki in a 
surprise attack that sent the Ger­
mans “floundering from side to 
side" as Russians broke into then- 
lines from several directions.

To the north in the Novgorod 
area, thc left wing of Gen. Kyriil 
A. Meretskov’s forces killed 1,700 
Germans and captured three heav­
ily fortified points in their drive 
toward the Leningrad-Pskov-War- 
saw railroad, the Germans' last re­
treat, line from the north.

More than' 80 towns were liber­
ated by the Russians in the day’s 
advances.

Marshall Islands 
Bases Bombed

PEARL HARBOR. —(IF)—Possibly 
presaging imminent invasion of 
Japan’s mandated Marshall Islands 
in tlie mid-Pacific, swarms of planes 
from United States carriers heav­
ily pounded three atolls Saturday 
which significantly had drawn some 
of tlie major attention during more 
than 20 consecutive air raids.

Admiral Chester W. Nimitz. an­
nouncing thc major assault Satur­
day night, said tlie targets included 
the air base at Taroa on Maloelap, 
an atoll which already had under­
gone 21 raids; the atoll of Wotje 
which had taken 18; and Kwajalein, 
previously hit 16 times.

(Tlie terse communique ; did not 
make cl°ar whether the attacks 
had been completed or were con­
tinuing. The fact that the assault 
was 'announced on the same day 
it occurred, instead of waiting for 
the usual period of radio silence 
in attack-and-retire operations, in­
dicated the attack might be the 
opening stroke of actual invasion.)

Fighting Halls 
While Bodies Of 
Soldiers Removed

WITH/ THE FIFTH ARMY IN 
ITALY—UP)—After a German re­
quest for a battle lull to evacuate 
casualties, botli sides withheld fire 
while 75 American medical officers 
and a smaller number of Germans 
removed dead and wounded from 
a bloody battleground along the 
Rapido River.

Capt. David Kaplan, 30, American 
medical officer of Sioux City, la., 
and Pvt. Arnold Fleischman, 20, ipf 
Wood Haven, L. I., a German-born 
student who acted as interpreter, 
carrying a Red Cross banner, 
marched across battered no-man’s- 
land to a barbed-wire barrier, where 
they were greeted by a German 
officer.

They vycrc there in response to 
the German request, and after 
terms were agreed upon, the Amer­
icans went into the area to re­
move 25 bodies and four wounded 
men.

The unusual incident happened 
last Thursday after one bridgehead 
force was pushed back across the 
stream in the fighting that tied up 
German troops who otherwise would 
have been free to attabk tlie beaches 
south of Rome. Since then the 
Americans have forded tlie Rapido 
at other points and are now press­
ing the enemy strongly north of 
Cassino.

Six American Planes Lost 

Six American planes were lost 
in that attack but heavy bombers 
making a later sweep on a nearby 
supply dump encountered no inter­
ception. Two direct hits sank an 
enemy cargo vessel at nearby Ka- 
vieng, New Ireland.

Whatever encouragement Tokyo’s 
broadcast may have had for Ameri­
cans was offset by a sobering 
House military subcommittee re­
port declaring “long and even 
longer casualty lists will be a rude 
awakening to the realization that 
victory is yet to be bought and at 
a heavy price.”

The Japanese “are tough, their 
defenses are deep and strong,” 
added Lt. Gen. Alexander A. Van- 
degrift, commander of the Mar­
ines, “and the American people 
are going to have to fight hard 
and untiringly to beat them.”
Big Ship Is Launched 

Another powerful weapon to help 
beat Japan was added with the 
launching at New York of the 
45.000 - ton battleship Missouri, 
scheduled to be commissioned nine 
months ahead of schedule.

Chinese troops were pushing back 
Japanese patrols in Northern Bur­
ma and spreading out into jungles. 
Allied planes raided Burmese tar­
gets from Rangoon in the south

Selective Service 
System Overhauled

WASHINGTON (/P) — Draft 
boards grappled Saturday with the 
doubly-difficult task of overhaul­
ing, their selective service machinery 
without slowing the flow of about 
GOO,000 men into the armed service 
,n January and February.

Major changes effective Tuesday 
provide that;

1. No registrant shall be in ­
ducted until he has passed a thor­
ough physical examination by 
Army-Navy doctors at least 21 days 
previously. Under the old system 
the examination was given at in­
duction. Pre-induction physicals 
were ordered by Congress.

2. Registrants 18 through 21 
years old no longer will be granted 
occupational deferments unless en­
gaged in fanning, or unless a state 
Selective Service director certifies 
that a man is necessary in indus­
try.

Deferments in effect before Tues­
day will run their course but will 
not be renewed. College students 
will find deferment more difficult 
under the new regulations.

The armed forces have asked for 
about 900,000 men during the first 
three months of 1944, and about 
500,000 more in the second quarter.

Greatest Armada O f 
U .S. Planes Downs 
102 German Fighters

LONDON— (A P)— More than 1,800 tons of bombs' 
were hurled on Frankfurt, Germany, in daylight Satur-1 
day by more than 800 U. S. Flying Fortresses and Liber­
ators— the greatest armada of heavy American bombers 
ever sent into action.

They and their fighter escort, totalling more than 
1,500 planes, shot down 102 German fighters, it was an­
nounced in a joint communique early Sunday from U .S.: 
headquarters and the British Air Ministry.

Thirty-one U. S. bombers and 13 fighters failed to 
return.

The bombers’ airmen shot down 60 enemy planes
* and the escort pilots 42.

BUENOS AIRES — (AP)—  President Roosevelt 
has expressed his pleasure at Argentina's severance 
of diplomatic relations with the Axis by sending a 
note to President Pedro Ramirez, the foreign office 
disclosed Saturday.

The big German manu­
facturing and transport cen-;

The Americans flew an 800-mile 
round-trip by daylight to deliver 
their blows less than 12 hours 
after the RAF’s night fleet, attack­
ing in unusually great strength, 
handed Berlin its thirteenth heavy 
bombing, the second in two nights 
and according to Swedish reports 
one of the most damaging of the 
war.
Use Delayed-Action Bombs

Tire leaflets the Americans drop­
ped on Frankfurt were copies of the 
Atlantic Charter printed in the 
German language. The attack re­
verberated through Frankfurt for 
hours afterward because the bomb- 
loads included delayed-action high 
explosives.

With the two attacks on Berlin , 
and the one -on Frankfurt, the Al ­
lies in a little more than 36 hours 
staggered the German homeland 
with three crippling main blows and 
in ad'ition engaged in a number of 
secondary mine-laying and bomb­
ing operations which were excep­
tionally widespread, the entire ef­
fort involving probably well over 
2,000 planes.

Saturday night the German long­
wave transmitters, including tlie 
country’s largest, Deutschlandsen- , 
der, went off the air, suggesting 
new night raids on German ter­
ritory and perhaps the third in a 
row on Berlin.

The RAF, flying “in very great 
strength”— probably 800 planes — 
kept their bombing “well concen­
trated and large areas of fire were 
observed,” the Air Ministry an­
nounced. Forty-seven of the big 
bombers were lost. ‘
Fires Rage In Berlin

Swedish dispatches reported great 
fires raging in the German capital 
after the two nights of assault, and 
one report said the great Tempelhof 
Airport apparently was knocked out.

The authoritative British Press 
Association speculated, however, 
that it might require a half-million 
men and 20.000 bomber flights to 
win the battle of Berlin. It esti­
mated the cost might be C.000 men 

800 aircraft and noted that 
more than 250,000 persons in the 
air or at British bases already 
were participating in the attack 
“which is believed now half over.”

While tlie record force of 
“heavies" was blasting Frankfurt. 
American medium Marauders again 
stabbed across the channel at sec­
ret fortifications blocking the short­
est invasion route to Europe. It 
was the 28th attack in a 40-day old 
campaign to obliterate . these de­
fenses along the coast of North­
ern France.

Tlie Marauder raid was comple­
mented by sweeps carried out by 
RAF light bombers and fighters 
which also hit a Brittany air base 
and enemy shipping off the chan­
nel island of Jersey.

American Officers 
Forced To Saluie 
Lowesf Japanese

FORT WORTH —(ZP)—American 
officers captured on Corregidor 
were required to salute the lowest 
Japanese private, Major Jack Haw­
kins, who escap’ d from prison, said 
here Saturday.

“If they failed to do so—what­
ever their rank—they were usually 
slapped or beaten.” .

Standing in the rain for his first 
bath in a month, subsisting on rice 
alone, and living among the dead 
and the dying were among the ex­
periences recounted by the 27-year 
old Marine officer of Roxton, Texas, 
who is honeymooning here with his 
bride of a month.

He was among 7,000 Americans 
and 5,000 Filipinos captured at the 
fail of Corregidor May 6, 1942.
Hawkins said they were herded 
onto the beach where for two days 
the Japanese provided no shelter, 
food or water.

Victory Fleet
The S. S- United Victory, first of the new fleet of Vic- 

Itory ships, was launched the other day at Henry Kaiser’s 
Portland, Ore., yards. And with it was lanched an ambi­
tious American program of post-war shipping.

The Victory is a fast cargo vessel— fast enough to 
sail without convoy and to cut a Liberty ship’s round-trip 
time to England by two-thirds. For all its heroic, indispen­
sable service, the Liberty is outmoded. It would be useless 
in competitive peacetime trade. So it was very likely the 
Victory that Rear Admiral Howard Vickery, the Mari­
time Commission’s vice chairman, had in mind when he 
told the British Ministry of Shipping: “The United States 
intends to become a maritime nation, and to remain one 
after the war.”

That this is a new, or rather, a revived ambition is 
shown by shipping figures. Not since the Civil War has as 
much as 50 per cent of our foreign trade been transported 
in American ships. At the turn of the century the figure 
was about 10 per cent, and as recently as 1939 less than
a quarter of our trade was carried in our own vessels.

* * *
But this war has taught us the value of an adequate 

merchant fleet as an instrument of national defense. Our 
shortage of ships, coupled with submarine sinkings, 
taught what was very nearly a disastrous lesson. It is un­
likely, then, that we shall again subscribe to the idea that, 
since other nations with lower wage-scales can carry our 
goods for less, we should let them do so.

America’s emergence as a power in merchant ship­
ping, however, carries its own set of peculiar post-war 
problems. First of all, there will need to be complete and 
friendly cooperation and understanding among the var­
ious nations, particularly between this country and Great 
Britain. * * *

Britain received Admiral Vickery’s statement, quoted 
above, in good grace- As this friendly threat to British 
maritime eminence becomes a reality, this country’s job 
will be to preserve that feeling of good grace without 
backing down on its own expressed intentions-.

These and many other problems are bound to come 
up. Their solution, and the settling of similar problems in 
all fields, is going to require much of the justice and gen­
erosity and friendly understanding that now unites these 
nations in their determination to defeat their enemies 
quickly and decisively.

National Service
Secretary of War Stimson made an eloquent plea for 

a national service law before the Senate Military Affairs 
Committee. The accomplishments he urged upon the 
country are unassailable. But there is still reasonable 
doubt that national service would attain them.

Stimson asked an end to strikes and a quickened 
sense of national responsibility as a minimum contribution 
to our fighting men’s morale- But England’s experience 
with national service has shown that strikes do not end 
under this system of universal draft. Rather, English 
strikes have increased, each year since the system has been 
in force, and that country now .has a proportionately 
greater number of strikes than we do.

The secretary said that national service would in­
crease our production effectiveness and minimize turn­
over, and that the coming year-would call for greater pro­
duction effort. The War Manpower Commission, however, 
already has machinery for regulation turnover and effi­
ciency, and the commission has already scaled down its 
future manpower needs by 600,000 from the original esti­
mate.

The regimentation of military life is an unfortunate 
but- necessary consequence of war. To regiment civilian 
life further would, we believe, rather lower the morale of 
the country than raise the morale of the fighting forces. 
Further, it would seem that better application of present 
controls, not more controls, is the answer to our major 
production problems.

Saving Bonds
As the Fourth War Loan gets under way, and people 

prepare to “buy more in ’44,” it is encouraging to note 
how tightly most of us have hung onto the first three is­
sues. From May 1, 1941, until the end of 1943, Americans 
had bought more than §25,000,000,000 in Series E, F and 
G bonds. Redemptions up to that time amounted to $1,- 
763,000,000 or 7 per cent— including the accrued interest.

That seems to us a remarkably good record. And it 
is interesting to learn, from Treasury statistics, that most 
bonds were cashed in at Christmas time, during the flu 
epidemic, and in months when taxes were due. That’s all 
right, too. It is better to sacrifice a bond than to be haunt­
ed by delinquent taxes, unpaid doctor bills or the thought 
that you scrimped on the kids at Christmas.

And we suspect that a good share of that cashed-in 
§1,763,000,000 found its way back into Uncle Sam’s sock 
anyway, in taxes or more bonds.

Return Of Ship

The “Coughin’ Coffin” has a 
prayer printed on its sides and 
Capt. Paul N. Gregory of Brown- 
wood, Texas, is inclined to give more 
than a fair share of credit to the 
prayer for the safe return of the 
bomber from many hazardous mis­
sions over Mediterranean targets.

Captain Gregory, who has recent­
ly arrived at Midland Army Air 
Field to enter the Bombardier In­
structors School, holds the Distin­
guished Flying Cross and the Air 
Medal with seven oak leaf clusters.

Of the 42 missions Captain Greg­
ory participated in during the 11 
months he spent in North Africa, 
18 were in the “Coughin’ Coffin.” 
The prayer, placed on the plane by 
an unknown mechanic in Indiana 
before it left the States, reads: “God 
bless the crew of this plane. I’ll say 
a prayer for your safe return.” The 
“Coffin,” after giving a good ac­
count of itself in: the North African 
theater, has indeed since returned 
safely home.

The DFC was awarded to Captain 
Gregory for a shipping sweep made 
in March, 1943, in the waters north 
of Bizerte. A convoy was sighted, 
making for Bizerte. The going be­
came v/ry rough, because of ac­
curate ant.i-aircrat fire from cruis­
ers escorting the convoy, and be­
cause land-based enemy fighter 
patrols jumped the six-bomber for­
mation before the bombing run 
could be made. In spite of such dif­
ficult conditions, the formation 
made its rqn, and Captain Gregory 
was credited with sinking one of 
the freighters. Although one bomber 
was crippled by the enemy fighters, 
all returned safely to their bass.

the Garigliano River made a short 
advance northeast of Suio.

(The German communique said 
the Allies had taken Mt. Rotondo, 
a mile and half beyond Castelforte 
and about five miles inland on the 
Garigliano front.)

Targets for naval guns included 
Formia on the Gulf of Gaeta.

The capture of the bridge in the 
beachhead beyond Carroceto repre­
sented an advance of 12 miles from 
Anzio at a point eight miles in­
land. The bridge carries the road 
north out of Anzio over a railway 
line and stream. The railroad is 
not the main Naples-Rome line, but 
a spur from Anzio.

Elsewhere in the beachhead area 
American and British troops were 
finding German resistance more 
determined. They were encounter­
ing Nazi tanks and heavy artillery 
and small arms fire.

Now For Spring Work

Wise farmers are checking their 
farm equipment so it will be ready 
io go m me spring, Oscar M. Fow­
ler, Farm' Security Administration 
supervisor, said baturuay m urging 
iarni?rs to place orders early ioi 
needed repair parts.

"wo aie ren.mumg FSA families 
to get their machinery in condition 
now, rather than wait umil tney are 
ieaay to go to the fields,” Fowler 
said. “Also, now is the time for 
the farmer to put in necessarj 
wooden parts in his equipment— 
cut and form the single ana double 
trees he may need, and replace any 
broken ax or hoe handles.”

In checking farm machinery, Fow­
ler suggests seeing ii the planters 
are in good order or if the plates 
need adjusting to drop the seed 
evenly.

“JusL one day lost at planting 
time may mean the loss ol essen­
tial moisture, and in turn loss oi 
looa for freedom,” he emphasized

Other January and February jobs 
on the farm should include check­
ing the harnesses for needed re­
pairs, and attention to "the feeding 
of work stock so they will he strong 
and healthy enough for the spring 
work. Now also is the time for or­
dering baby chicks and getting 
brooder houses in condition, lor 
ordering seed for fields and garden, 
and for repairing fences.

Dies Committee Says 
Jap Invasion Of U. S. 
Began 12 Years Ago

WASHINGTON —(A*)—“The Axis 
invasion of the United States” be­
gan 10 years before Pearl Harbor, 
the Dies Committee said Saturday 
in a report recommending legisla­
tion which "will once and for all 
stop this foreign penetration of our 
country by those governments and 
groups which seek to destroy it.”

The report, by the House group 
charged with investigation of un- 
American activities, dealt almost 
exclusively with Japanese activities 
and commented that “the complete 
story of a Japanese treachery and 
objectives may never be known, 
since the Japanese operate with 
cunning and trickery and also since 
the Japanese language is almost 
impossible of comprehensive inter­
pretation and translation by a non- 
Japanese.”

Long before the sneak attack oil 
Pearl Harbor on Dec. 7. 1941, the 
committee said, the invasion by the 
enemy began “in the guise of cul­
ture organizations, youth move 
ments, bunds, singing socieLiesj kens 
tourist bureaus, forums, associa­
tions, news bureaus, treaty mer­
chants, etc.”

Minister Objects To 
Atrocities Story

PORT ARTHUR—(A)—The Rev. 
R. E. Day, pastor of Port Arthur’s 
First Baptist Church and father of 
a son who is a Japanese captive 
in the Philippines, Saturday charg­
ed that the government “is making 
propaganda and politics out of the 
torture of our soldiers and the brok­
en hearts of their families.”

“Wliy was the truth about the 
Japanese barbarism so long sup­
pressed,” Mr. Day demanded.

“It looks to me that our gov­

R ICH old Mrs. Piggott had be­

come bored with Every Man 
being a priest, and for two years 
now Dr. Planish had been with 
the Blessed to Give Brotherhood. 
Flis salary there had been reason­
ably adjusted at $4800 a year.

The Blessed to Give was the de­
partment store of philanthropic 
enterprises. It was interested in 
helping out fifty different chari­
ties. Often it worked through ap­
parently rival associations, and it 
announced, “Whenever we see 
that somebody can do any given 
job better thah we can, we do not- 
hesitate to pass any contribution 
/right on to them, with no charge 
for routing or bookkeeping.”

There were scurrilous and un­
charitable enemies who charged 
that quite a little of the money 
stuck to the Blessed to Give mail- 
chute in passing on.

Dr. Planish didn’t very much 
like his commander, Deacon Ernest 
Wheyfish, to whom Peony referred 
as “Soapy Ernie,” but with him 
he had taken profound grad­
uate work in the professions of 
fund-raising and organization- 
executivity.

“What we need today is to per­
ceive that raising money, raising 
lots of money, not for one single 
second stopping in raising all the 
money we possibly can and then 
going beyond that and doing the 
impossible in money-raising—this 
is not, as some old-fashioned sen­
timentalists like to think, just a 
minor detail and bother in organi­
zational work, but our first big 
duly, our very biggest one, first, 
last and all the time.

“ We all talk too much about the 
supposed purposes of organiza­
tions: how we feed so and so 
many children or help the victims 
of T. B. That work is glorious, that 
is near divine, and yet I want to 
tell you right here and now that 
our primary mission isn’t to spend 
the money we collect, but to train 
people, all the people, to give, to 
give generously, to keep on giving 
not only to accomplish charitable

ends, but to expand their own mis­
erable, narrow peanut seals by 
the divine habit of giving.

“That’s our job. Don’t reason 
with folks—get -them into the 
habit of filling out pledge cards 
just as regularly as they brush 
their teeth, and make ’em feel 
guilty as hell if they fail to do 
either one!” * * *

Hon. Ernest Wheyfish, ex­
congressman, author of “Make 

Them Pay While They Pray,” was 
not a nice man, but he was an 
authority on Giving to Philanthro­
pies, and an inspired diagnostician 
of Prospects. Let him take an or­
dinary sucker list and he could, 
by innate genius, by an inner and 
spiritual nose, smell out the fact 
that this name was useless, but 
that other marked a man who 
could be encouraged to double his 
annual contribution. .

He stood four-square on the 
principle that, far from harvesting 
only the rich and middle class, 
we ought to look on the glorious 
majority of the poor as a philan­
thropic field yet unplowed, but so 
fertile that the pioneer fund-raiser 
could only lift up his eyes in 
thanksgiving.

“ What really gets my goat is 
the highly undemocratic belief 
that the mass of the people are so 
miserably shiftless and ornery 
that they don’t even want to join 
their betters in giving. I tell you', 
I come from the commonest kind 
of common people, and I resent 
the imputation against* the morale 
of this great class, and the un­
professional incompetence that 
fails to see that here is not a 
negligible but the very most im­
portant. source of fund-raising.

“ It’s the deepest and richest 
mine in the country, and yet it 
hasn’t hardly been prospected. 
Don’t the Scriptures say, ‘As a 
man thinketh, so he is’? Well, if 
you’ll get your thinking right, and 
on a higher plane, you’ll realize 
that there’s almost a hundred and 
thirty million people in this far- 
flung land, and that, at a mere 
dollar apiece, means one-hundred-

and-thirty-million gold simole- 
ons!”

* * *
J^RNEST WHEYFISH was the 

first organizator to go right 
after the l a r g e  corporations, 
which, to save their corporate 
souls and keep down income taxes,, 
were now sending checks to phil­
anthropies. As he himself gaily 
said, “No one else put so much 
punch into selling the fat boys on 
the idea that we who tote the! 
grievous load of raising funds: 
should be taken as seriously in 
the financial line as any other 
merchant.” So it came to pass that 
a corporation which employed two 
chemists, three industrial engi­
neers, a Burmese explorer, an in­
terpreter, and a press agent to 
reduce the cost of cable $00.0001 
per yard, handed over large checks 
to Deacon Wheyfish for distribu­
tion as he pleased—merely with 
the prayer that this offering to the 
tribal priesthood might, by some 
pious magic, propitiate the dark 
diabolic powers of the New Deal 
and the Congress.

Wheyfish, a little later, was one 
of the first to note that when the 
Government permitted a fifteen 
per cent deduction from income1 
taxes for charities, this really 
didn’t mean that the tax-payer 
could give away fifteen per cent, 
but that he had to give it, and that, 
Ernest Wheyfish was practically 
the Government official put there 
to receive it. His new “ literature,” 
prepared by Dr. Planish, was 
starred and shining with refer­
ences to “ 15 per cent—be gener­
ous without its costing anything,” 
and hinted that if you didn’t do 
this, the Government would 
merely take it in taxes anyway, 
and waste it on a lot of worthless 
loafers, so that a gift to Wheyfish 
was practically a social duty.

“ Sometimes I wonder if I ought 
to write that stuff. It seems almost 
against true charitableness,” Dr. 
Planish fretted to Peony.

“ You’re always so conscien­
tious,”  she admired.

“ I know what I could do—make 
Vesper write that junk for me.”

“But would he? He’s such a 
sanctimonious crank.”

“He’ll damn well do what I tell 
him to, after the loyalty I ’ve 
shown him—almost risking my 
own job, getting the Deacon to, 
take him over from the Every 
Man at thirty a week. Oh, yes, I 
think Mr. Saintly J. Vesper is be­
ginning to realize that in this 
world, one should be sanctified in 
purpose but practical in methods 
Well, Mrs. Planish, and whai 
would you say to a bottle of 
Rhine wine?”

“Why, I think I would say 
‘Thank you very much, Professor; 
Planish, you sweet, saintly, and) 
sanctified honeybee!’ ”

NESSEE (</P))—’Tired men trooped 
in from maneuvers, soaked from 
ihe rain and coated with mud. 
Some of them settled down in a 
mobile U.S.O. field unit to relax 
and see a movie. Name of the 
movie: “Stormy Weather.” Name
of the projectionist; Mr. Water­
man.

The GI Joes and Josies at Mid­
land Army Air Field are now eat­
ing their meals to strains from such 
big name orchestras as Harry 
James, Glenn Miller, Tommy Dorsey 
or almost any other you’d like to 
hear. You’d prefer Bing Crosby? 
Okay, that can be managed, too.

Of course they are not at Mid­
land in person every day. The 
music is piped into the mess halls 
from a central control room at the 
special services building.

The idea of supplying free music 
with the free meals came from Ma­
jor Russell B. Brown, special serv­
ice officer, who has been working 
for some time to make the idea an 
accomplished fact.

NEW YORK—News in 1944 ac­
cessories are dramatic two-somes— 
hats co-starred with bags, gloves, 
muffler-type scarves, collars and 
blouses — enlivening simple war- 
styled clothes.

The reason hats share star bill­
ing with other accessories,, say mil­
liners, is because they are small. 
They need and get an echo in color, 
material or trimming somewhere in 
the costume.

They get it in bags made of 
fabric, leathers that > drape, wash­
able plastic and straw cloth. Plas­
tic is cut into penny-sized discs, 
which, laid end to end, form a bag 
and trim a hat. Straw cloth, really 
a misnomer because it’s actually a 
hand-loomed rayon material shot 
through with a metallic thread to 
make it more interesting, is as 
pliant as fabric. A straw cloth bag 
doing a sister act gets the same 
dye bath as the pretty pastel hat 
with which it appears. A bag loses 
none of its style importance, either, 
by appearing as a twin. They’re still 
big, are often pouchy and provide 
new devices for being swung—not 
carried—because of a woman’s war­
time need to keep her hands free 
for packages.
Gloves Match Hats

Gloves making matches with hats 
are of fabric and leather. There 
are taffeta and other rayons, ging­
ham and other cottons, and a jer­
sey that looks like suede. The 
leather family is represented among 
others by suede, reptile, pigskin and 
capeskin. Capeskin in the hands of 
one high-style milliner is painted 
in plaid and other designs to match 
patterns painted on panama hats. 
Gingham Gloves—for instance, a 
pair of checkerboard black and 
white—reach a new high in ele­
gance when they appear trimmed 
with pink satin turn-back cuffs. 
The beret teamed with them is 
matching black and white cheeked 
gingham adorned with a solitary 
pink silk rose.

Ellenburger Topped In Mitchell; 
Packer Slipped On Third Carter Test

Phillips Petroleum Company has 
iiled applications to drill five new 
explorations in various sections of 
the Permian Basin.

One of them will be a one-half 
mile east outpost to production 
from the Ellenburger, in the Embar 
field of South-Central Andrews 
County: another will be a one-loca­
tion southeast stepout from an El­
lenburger oil well in the Embar 
area.

BASIN OIL MAY GO TO 
WEST COAST SOON

Substantial evidence is develop­
ing to indicate that considerable 
Permian Basin crude will move by 
tank cars to the West Coast by 
the middle of 1944.

With the new Stanolind pipe 
line from Sundown to Cushing, 
Okla., and the Magnolia line from 
Midland to Corsiciana, both due 
to be in use within 90 days, it ap­
pears that the full amount of 
crude needed in the east and the 
middlewest, can be handled by 
those carriers.
-In  the face of that possibility, 

the ODT and the Association of 
American Railroads are redoubling 
efforts' to get more use from tank 
cars. More of the car’s are being 
assigned to West Coast service and 
the railroad association, with the 
sanction of ODT, has re-issued 
orders requiring oil traffic to be 
handled on a priority next to 
troops and other special war items. 
—All those features, together with 
the fact that the government has 
provided .freight equalization for 
all crude shipped by rail, adds up 
to a picture which looks as if the 
Atlantic loading rack at Midland 
likely will be operating at full 
capacity of around 40,000 barrels 
per day, before long, and the 
further probabilty that within a 
few weeks, a part of those loadings 
may be consigned to Pacific Coast 
refineries.
—The Permian Basin is going to 
have to produce all the oil it can, 
without waste, before much longer.
