Casualties ran
high for the Japanese, - un-
expectedly low for the Amer-
icans.

Operations
reached the mopping-up stage
Thursdey on Kwajalein Islet at the
southern tip, where Army forces
used tanks and field artillery to
beat back the hard-hit enemy.

The Navy said the known Japan-
ese dead on Kwajalein Islet as of
Wednesday night totaled 1,250 of an
estimated garrison of 2,000 men.
American casualties were announc-
ed as' 27 dead, 9 missing and 195
wounded. In the Roi-Namur sector,
100 U.' S. Marines were killed ana
400 wounded.

Tokyo Radio Comments

Radio Tokvo, in its first mention
of the Marshalls action in 24 hours,
asserted that “the Americans have
to risk it in order not to nullify
the costly -adventure in the Gil-
berts.” U. S. forces last November
captured the ;slaﬂds 300 miles south
of the bresefit fighting at a cost
of 3,700 casualties, but it provided
air bases for pre-invasion assaults
on the Marshails.

Paroled Convict
iIs Arrested For
Hammer Slayings

BROWNFIELD, TEXAS —(P)—

W. C. (Dick) Brown, 28, paroled
convict and former asylum in-
mate, was held Friday in an un-

announced jail for safekeeping
after being charged with the ham-
mer slaying of two women he eail-
ier had befriended.

Mrs. Cora Smith, 71, of Brown-
field, and her daughter, Mrs.
Quinley Dunlap, 40, of California,
were beaten to death Wednesday
night in front of Mrs. Smith’s
chicken house.

Brcwn and his parents had been
helping the two women crate some
chickens, “which Mrs. Smith was
selling, along with household fur-
nishings, so she and her daughter
could leave for California.

District Attorney Rollin Mc-
Ceord said Brown's parents went to
their home nearby for a truck and
found the hodies upon their re-
turn’ ten . minutes later.

Arresied In Denver City

A widespread search by Texas
Rangers, highway patrolmen and
county officers of the area ended
Thursday with the arrest of Brown
while he was calmly eating in a
cafe at Denver City, 11 miles
sodathwest of here.

Hearing a radio broadcast of
the crime, Deputy Sheriff Ike
Toler of Denver City decided fo
investigate a new truck driver he
heard was hired there. He located
the driver in a cafe and found by
auestioning that it was Brown, who
was airested without resistance.
Toler said Brown had an unloaded
pistol in his pocket.

Lrown  was  brought to jail here,
fhe murder complaints were filed
against him by McCord and State
Higbway Patrolman John M. Wood,
and then he was taken to another
jail.

Officers said Brown was released
on parole because of good behavior
afier serving 20 months of a five-
year vprison term for robbery by
assault, and that he had been sent
to an asylum for a period about
ten years ago.

en Nazi
Ivisions
Trapped

MOSCOW — (AP) — Sys-
tematic extermination by the
Red Armies of ten encircled
German divisions in the upper

Dnieper Bend was well under

way Friday, the army news-
paper Red Star said, while the
main Soviet forces continued to
forge westward from the Ukraine
to the Baltic.

The midnight communique indi-
cated nearly 10,000 of the trapped
Germans already were killed.

The situation west of Cherkasy,
where nine infantry and one tank
divisions have heen trapped by a
great five-day .offensive, presented
“the same picture as Stalingrad,”
Major Pavel Orender said in a
Red Star dispatch.

Thousands of German units have
become “groups of wanderers” with-
in the ring which the troops of
Generals Nikolai Vatutin and Ivan
S. Konev are tightening. around
them. Orender asserted.

The Germans were said to be in
an cxhausted condition, although
dispatches said nothing of their
surrendering in any large numbers.
Generally the Nazis were trying to
congregate on the banks of swollen
streams and in swamps.

No dispatches estimated the
numper of surrounded Germans,
but it was safe to assume that the
total was in the neighborhood oi
100,000 and possibly higher.

Germans Renew

The Ankara radio said the warn-
ing had been handed the Pope by
Baron Ernest von . Weizsaecker,
German ambassador to the Vati-
can, in the form of a statement
from Field Marshal Albert Kessel-
ring declaring that the ultimate
fate of Rome necessarily will be
“subject to military considera-
tions”

The cruiser Omaha, commanded
by Capt. Charles D. Leffler, Miami,
Fla., and the destroyer Jouett, skio<
pered by Commander John C. Par-
ham Jr., Tuscaloosa, Ala., account-
ed for the second of the:three en-
emy craft.

A lookout in the Omaha’s foretop
and the pilot of her scouting plane
sighted the 6,062-ton Rio Grande
almost sunultancously

Racing in, the Omoha and Jou-_
ett were drawing mnear: to the
stranger when she burst into smoke
and llames. Demolition charges, the
Nayy said, had been placed and
fired by the erew of the Rio Grande.
Again the American warships turn-

U. S. Marines
'Learn Lesson In
'Tarawa Fighting

WASHINGTON—(#)— It doesn't
take the U. S. fighting men long to
catch on and brother, when they
do—get out of the way.

The capture of Tarawa by the
Marines last November was the
bloodiest battle in the corps’ his-
tory, partly through bad luck but
mostly because the shore and other
defenses of the Japanese hadn’t
been cleared away by preliminary
bombing.

As a result, when assault troops
swept up onto Kwajalein, in the
Marshall Islands, the most inten-
sified Allied bombardment of the
Pacific war had preceded them.

“No opposition was encountered,”
reported Percy Finch, who represen-
ted the combined Allied press, “and
I discovered the reason when I went
ashore later. S

“The shellfire and bombing had
obliterated the powerful defense
works protecting the island’s end.
Two concrete beach walls had dis-
appeared. Here was no sign of mas-
sive concrete tank obstacles.

“Formidable pillboxes of concrete
and heach coral stones had been rip-
ped open and flattened so thorough-
ly that the features of the defense
line built by the Japanese to halt
invaders were undistinguishakle.”

Finch added that nearly a fifth
of the 5,000 tons of hombs and shells
which had rained on the island for
four days, had hit the beach on
which the troops made their land-
ings.

Marines Wipe Out
Jap Snipers On Na

NAMUR ISLAND, KWAJALIEN
ATOLL, THE MARSHALLS—(®)—
Shattered snipers and unseen ene-
my wounded remain on this shat-
tered, stinking island, but the ac-
tual end of sustained combat came
at 1 p. m. Wednesday in a little

corner near the northwest tip of
Namur Island as the Marines
pressed in for the Kkill.

-Organized enemy resistance was
ended, and -even the toughened,
battle-hardened Marines were dis-
gusted with the task of wiping out
Japanese troops who hovered on
the borderline of insanity as the
result of the Allied bombardment
and the ensuing hopeless retreat
across the island.

Only a few score Japanese of
the original force who garrisoned
Namur and the adjoining island
of Roi were left as a ring of Mar-
ine gunfire tightened about their
defensive position, which probably
was a command post.

Japs ‘Were Surrounded

Their fight was hopeless from
the very beginning. It was a mur-
derous bombardment, then an in-
evitable retreat in- the face of
superior Marine fire power. Light
mobile artillery, flame throwers

ed against the erumbling concrete
pillboxes and then the Japanese
were surrounded. -

Most remained in hiding, wait-
ing the end whiech came quickly in
most cases.

Friday as the administration made
another-shift in top-ranking Agri-
culture Department personnel in
preparation for its strenuous 1944
production effort.

The change was not without its
political implications. Paul  H.
Appleby, the right-hand-man of
Vice-President Wallace when Wal-
lace was Secretary of Agriculture,
was replaced as undersecretary of
agriculture by Grover B. Hill, Texas
cattleman from Amarillo and a
close personal friend of War Food
Administrator Marvin Jones.

Appleby takes a new post as as-
sistant director of the budget.
Texans Hold Key Jobs

As things stand now, Texans hold
four of the five most important
offices in the Agriculture Depait-
ment. Besides Jones, long a con-
gressman  from Texas, and Hill,
others from the Lone Star State
in key positions are Ashley Sellers,
director of ‘the WFA's “office of
price, and Wilson Cowen, assistant
food administrator. i

The head of the . department,
Claude R. Wickard, is an Indiana
farmer, but under the present set-
up he has little part in determin-
ing food production. and distribu-
tion policies and programs.

Sellers is a former county attor-
ney of Andrews County,
while Cowen is a former county
judge of Dallamy County, Texas.

Hill has been and will continue
to serve as Jones' first assistant
and right-hand-man.

Under the present WFA setup,
virtually all important = decisions
relating to food production and
(distribution are made by either
Jones, Hill; Sellers, or Cowen. They
have adjoining offices.

British and-Americans who. are re-
ported ‘to have poured more. than
six divisions ashore. The' Germal
Luftwaffer almost absent from-Ital-
ian- skies for several days; dppeéared
to support the thrusts.

Germans Are Repulsed

In each case, Allied headquarters
said, the Germans were repulsed
with heavy losses and the Allies im-
provéd their positions slightly.

The enemy opened his offensive
with three successive thrusts north
of - Padiglione, eight miles north-
west of Anzio. They also lunged out
at the Americans in the are west
of Cisterna where the Americans
had driven to the outskirts of that
Appian Way town 14 miles north-
east of Anzio.

(Padiglione is about six miles be-
Jow Campolenone, farthest advance
of the British who had approached
to within 16 miles of Rome. Allied
headquarters announcements that
the German attacks had been re-
pulsed indicated, however, that the
British had not heen thrown back
that distance. The German attack
may have been aimed at the British
flank.)

‘Warships Shell Formia Area

In repulsing the attacks the Al-
lies captured 140 prisoners.

Sowmie of the fiercest fighting eve:r
seen in the Mediterranean theater
was taking place at Cassino where
the Germans held on grimly in the
face of the fury of the American
attacks and the storm of artillery
stiells. American patrols once pene-
trated toward the center of the
town but were forced to fall back to
the outskirts when they encountered
anti-tank guns and strong posts.

Again Allied naval . power, this
time French and Dutch warships,
supported the British near the coast
leiow Cassino with' heavy shelling
of the area around Formia. In this
sector ‘the British made some local
advances and took a few prisoners.

Allied planes again ripped .into
German lifelines behind the fronis
despite adverse weather, with lib-
crators of the\ 15th Air Force at-
tacking the railroad town of Stim-
igliano, 25 miles above Rome on the
railroad to Florence, and the Get-
man mountain stronghold of Sui-
mona, facing the Eighth Army fronc
about 15 miles west of Torricella.

“We must also remember that as
we go on, the enemy’s lines of com-
munications grow ever shorter as
ours grow ever longer. That the
enemy defensive positions will be
more theroughly dug in and that
we will need all the fighting power
we can muster to attain the vic-
tory.” 3
Marshall Praises Teamwork

General George C. Marshall,
Army chief of staff, said the Mar-
shalls campaign provided the Jap-
anese with “an expert demonstra-
tion of the overwhelming air and
sea power which is rapidly devel-
oping in the Pacific and the perfect
teamwork of our landing parties.”

The Allied drive on Madang, big
Japanese base on the northeast
coast of New Guinea, was heizhten-
ed by a T7-ton bombing of Alexs-
hafen and the dropping of an addi-
tional 30 tons of explosive on other
enemy positions in the same sector.

Allied patrols were disclosed to
have crossed Central Bougainvill:
for an attack on the Japanese with-
in two miles of the enemy-held east
coast. ~Destroyers and P-T boats
pounded ai Nipponese positions on
the west coast as well as Buka on
the morthern tip of the Solomons
Islands.

Fliers Blast Sampans

In Burma, American and RAP
fliers ganged over the waterways of
the Mayu Peninsula, hitting five
large troop-carrying sampans, and
smashed at Irradaddy River bridges
in the south. American-trained Chi-
nese troops hunted dewn Japanese
in the dense jungle north and west
of captured Taipha Ga in Northern
Burma.

A Duteh newspaper in London
published new details of Japanese
artocities perpetrated against Al-
lied - prisoners. The Tokyo radio
quoted Kumaichi Yamamoto, vice
minister for occupied areas in Asia,
as saying Japanese treatment of Al-
lied nationals interned in China was
“too -leniént in comparison to the
treatment given by the enemy na-
tions.”

North Africa:

Omnipres-
ent uninhibited Moroccan flies—
probably - the world’s peskiest—
swarmed over his table, buzzed
into his eyes and nose, made nests
in his ears. (

“Get rid of these flies!” the doc-
tor demanded of the French waiter.
“Drive them out of here like w2
drove the British out of Europe.”

The waiter obediently flicked his
apron. and swatted until the air
was a bit clearer. But in less than
five minutes the flies had return-
ed in numbers as great as ever.

“The flies -are back!” bellowed
the doctor. 5

The waiter solemnly replied in
French: “Just so, Herr Doktor, will
the British be back.”
