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Hitler Tells]
Men To Fight
To Death

MCSCOW — () — The Russian
Army is less than 45 miles at some
points from the lines where Adolf
Hitler launched his invasion of the
Soviet Union, and all along the
1,200-mile long eastern front.: the
Genman army is suffering’ some of
the war's worst defeats, field dis-
patehes said Monday,

Gaining the upper hand along
the lower branches of the Dnieper
River with advances up to 40 miles
through a 100-mile wide gap, Gen.
Rodion Y. Malinovsky’s Third Uk-
rainian Army ruthlessly went aboub
the job of destroying five trapped
German divisions (normally 75,000
men) in the Nikopol sector. Mean-
while, 150 miles to the north, more
Nazi corpses littered the thawing
Ukrainian earth as the armies of
Gens. Nikolai F, Vatutin and Ivan
S. Konev drew ever tighter a ring
of death around the remnants of
10 divisions near Cherkasy.

The loss of Nikopol, which re-
portedly Rkas been furnishing Ger-
man industries the major amount
of manganese used in the Reich’s
production of war equipment, prob-
ably would be the hardest indus-
trial bhlow to be suffered by the
Germans during the entire Russian
offensive.

Red Army forces have encircled
five more German ‘infantry divi-
sions at Nikopol in the Dnieper
Bend, Moscow announced Sunday
night, and Monday the Russians
were reported gutting these units
to pieces while tightening a noose
around the remnants of 100,000 Nazi
troops previously trapped near Cher-
kasy.

“Dispatches-indicated- that-a-fotal’

of perhaps 175,000 of Germany’s
finest troops. faced certain death,
capture or starvation in the two
Ukrainian pockets. A captured Ger-
man officer, revealing the soldiers
in the Cherkasy trap are eating
o but- one meal daily, declared that
# Adolf Hitler had ordered them ‘“tc
hold to the last man,” as he did
just a year ago before the debacle
at Stalingrad.

Capture of the key rail junction
of ‘Apostolovo, 34 miles west of
Nikopol, by troops of Gen. Rodion
Y. Malinovsky’s Third Ukrainian
Army virtually sealed the fate of
five Nikopol divisions. It climaxev
a four-day, drive from the north-
east which ripped 37 miles through
the « German lines on a 100-mile
long front between Nikopol and
Krivoi Rog 1o occupy Marganets, a
town less than 10 miles northeast
ol Nikopol.

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Helsinki Stili
Burns After
'Russian Raid

STOCKHOLM —(/)— Fires still
were burning in Helsinki at noon
Monday from two Russian bomb-
ings Sunday which hit 200 build-
ings and Kkilled 38 persons, the
Finnish legaftion in Stockholm said.

The attacking bombers dropped
mine bombs and incendiarvies, it
was officially anncunc~d at the
Finnish capital. The announcement
listed 232 persons as wounded.

(Advices reaching London said
telephone communication between
Helsinki and Stockholm had been
cut: again Monday, suggesting the
possibility of a third raid in what
apparently is a concentrated effort
to drive Finland out of the war.)

Thousands- of women, children
and elderly persons began to evacu-
ate Helsinki. The refugees were re-
ported making use of every avail-
able means of travel in-their hur-
ried exodus.

The first eye-witness details of
the raid—which ended a long lull
in the war on the Finnish front—
came in a dispatch from the Hel-
sinki correspondent of the Stock-

Then, giving evidence
of becoming more rattled, they fir-
ed along their own beaches and at
the Pacific Ocean and Sea of Oh-
kotsk.

No ship of the attacking force,
which steamed under hright moon-
light within five miles of the shore
batteries, was hit.

The task force was commanded
by Read Admiral Wilder D. Baker,
operating under Vice Admiral Flet-
cher, commander of the North Pa-
cific Fleet.

Published newspaper reports show that the national
income for 11942 is estimated at $142,000,000,000, as
eompared with ‘$70,900,000,000 in 1939. War taxes to
absorb abnormal earnings from war production, are jus-
tified. But when peace comes, our nation should be pre-
pared to adopt immediately a revised tax schedule, or
progress will ‘be stifled. .

To meet this situation, a constitutional amendment
limiting” the power of Congress to impose taxes on in-
comes, inheritances, and gifts to a maximum rdte of 25
per ¢ent, has been 'proposed, except in case of war emer-
gency. If the legislatures of two-thirds of the states
adopt a reselution requesting Congress to call a conven-
tion for proposing an amendment to ‘the Constitution,
Congress must comply. Fifteen states have passed such
a resolution.

Here is a definite program looking to the formula-
. We should
not wait until the momentum of industry has been slowed
down before providing an incentive to keep it rolling.

Enemy successes in attack have
obscured their crafty stubbornness

Like Jodl, Rommel favors auda-
city. He is reportedly commanding
a .newly-formed armored motoriz-
ed army that in the Nazi defense
plans has a role worthy the- old
cavalry. Lancelike, it would thrust
into the flank of whichever Allied
landing force appeared® most” dan-
gerous.

This, addition to the plan of of-
fensive-defense carries one step

The Germans
will defend not lines, but zones,
many miles deep, allowing every-
where for interlocking flanking
fire by artillery (including many
captured French, Belgian and
Dutch pieces) and for local coun-
ter-attacks. In approaching them,
our troops not only must run a
gantlet but an obstacle Tace, es-
pecially through mines laid to
delay them while these counter-
attacks are prepared.

Chaos By AMG

Naples—Three months ago when
the Tifth Army fought its way in-
to the most important city in
gouthern ' Italy, the prize they saw
was -a ghost. Naples had no water,
rio power, no light, no télephones,
no {ransport, little food, no gar-
hage colleetion, no police, no courts.
no schools.

The Fascist' mayor had fled. The
port seemed ‘a heap of rubble. A
time-bomb wrecked the post of-
fice: sheops were closed; criminals
had been freed; the dead were un=

puried; the living—two-thirds of
Naples' 1,000,000 population had
stayed in -the city—were hungry,

Girty, many of them living in caves
at night, looting by day.

Two months later, Naples had
witer. There was light in most of
the city. There was phone service
{or essential Army uses. There
was transportation—even a @ few
taxis for civilians. Now, there is
food; @ garbage *is being collected;
the police force is at work; courts
are open; schools will open soon.

The’ port, as the Germans know
only too well, is doing a  lot of
business.  Postal = service is being
resunmed,  Shops dre doing a land-
office "business. The dead are buri-
ed: looting is’ stopped; trolleys are
running. /

Such is the Allied Military Gov-
errment’s answer to its critics. Na-
ples. still is in bad shape. It will
be years after the war before this
city is really back on her feet. But
Naples is, alive today despite the
supreme efforts of Germany’s maost
expert destroyers.

The Germans did their best or
worst to. wreck the city complete-
ly. Take only: a few examples:
Thirty German sappers spent twn
weeks doing’ nothing but mine the
machinery -at the inportant Ilva
steel and iron works. Mines in Na-
ples’ most dimportant telephone
exchange wrecked 20,000 dial num-
kers and many other important in-
stallations. The -electric power net-
work was systematically blown up.
The acqueduct was -blown up in =2
¢ozem major places.

- “The  restoration of the water
system in ‘incredibly. fast time was
our biggest and - best job,” said
Lieut. Col. A. Kraege of ‘Burling-
ton, Kan., AMG’s senior officer in
Naples.

Icredibly fast time it was too.
The worst damage was the com-
plete destructior " of one long sec-
tion spanning a deep valley. Civi-
lian exverts said it couldn’t be re-
paired in" less than three months.
i'he  Fifth Army engineers with
civilian help bypassed the' place
in three days. Water was coming
through within ‘eight days.

The water ran at a comparative
trickle because, without °electric
power, pumps - could not work to
keep the main resexvoir at its prop-
er level. The. rigging up of make-
shift electrieal system was AMG'S
second biggest job.

To begin with, the marriage
wasnt between a couple of kids
who met on a furlough and decided
fhey were in love — but between
young people who had known each
other for years.

On Solid Ground

Then, too, in the face of all the
juvenile delinquency there is today,
it doesn’t seem sensible to annul a
marriage between a boy and girl
who are honestly in love and des-
perately want the marriage to
stand.

Also, in this case, the young
husband is out of the country—and
it may be a long time before he
can return home to live with his
bride. In the meantime she can go
on with her schooling.”

The Sofia regime, which is
a Hitlerite puppet, is charged with
aggression against Russia and
Yugoslavia.

This Soviet move would seem cal-
culated to unhorse the Bulgarian
government-and bring- the-country
into the Red camp. Indications long
have ‘been that it wouldn’t take
much pressure to persuade the Bul-
garian people to take matters into

‘their own hands, since the majori-

ty of them are pro-Russian and
have been clamoring for the gov-
ernment to desert Hitler.

This corridor is the natural route
to the Italian capital. We know if:
and the Nazis know it. They have
both feet braced agdinst the door-
way leading to the corridor, and
the hinges of this. door are une
mountains around Cassino. We ap-
pear to be operating on the prin-
ciple that it.is easier to unhinge
the door than to pound it in with

a bloody fist. That means flank-
ing instead of head-on assaults.
‘The easiest avenue to Rome is

Highway No. 6, a well-surfaced road
which curves past Cassino. Rome is
75 miles awav .bv Flying Fortress,
but farther by jeep.

“Toothpick Acres” stretches on
each side of this highway into the
pastures and bordering hills on the
approach to Cassino.

For weeks some of the heaviest
artillery concentrations of the war
were fired into this valley. It was
pounded daily by bombs. The Nazis
still shell tho highway {trying to
halt traffic pmlring up to the front.
The vehicles pause, then race
through the danger zorne, trusting
to make it between bursts. They
usually do.
