WASHINGTON —(&#)— President
Roosevelt, in a message calling
upon rural boys and girls to help
food production this year, declared
Saturday night the nation is rely-
ing on the ‘“determin ation and
courage of our youth to see us
through to victory.”

Roosevelt’s political advisers prob-
ably will urge him to veto the com-
promise service vote bill, if Con-
gress Iilially approves it in-its pres-
ent form, and: Republicans may be
justras well satisfied if he does.
The patchwork measure, combili-

ing a form of 1ederal and state
ballot, will get a final review Mon-
day by a Senate-House comnzittee.

It then will go hefore the Senate
where it is regarded with growing
suspicion - by  both Democrats —and
Republicans.

President Roosevelt has indicated
that his decision on whether or not
to veto the measure will turn on
whether he believes it will provide
opportunity for more members of
the armed forces to vote than does
the existing statute, which waives
state poll tax and registration re-
quirements for service men casting
state absentee ballots.

LONDON — () — Finland may
ask the United States to intervene
for mitigation of Russian' peace
terms, it was learned Saturday,
but it is believed such a Dplea
would be rejected “with sympathy.”

This view was based on the con-
viction that the Soviet Union dis-
closed ,its terms to the American
state department, as well as the
British government, before making
them public—even though the U.S.
is not at war with Finland.

Russia’s action in pressing its
demands, with Britain’s unofficial
but nevertheless firm backing, in-
dicated that it was likely that
America took the position it was
not seeking the role of arbiter.

“At present, I am not planning
any journey anywhere,” Juho K.
Paasikivi, Finnish representative
in the 1940 peace negotiations,

said in Helsinki, commenting on a

LONDON —(AP)— Mos-
cow announced Sunday
night Soviet troops striking

Other Berlin reports said the en-
tire front was a morass as rain and
thaw deteriorated roads.

Yank Bombers Raid
Capital First Time

LONDON —(AP)— Berlin was bombed by Ameri-
can Flying Fortresses Saturday for the first time of the
war as a part of an extensive daylight attack on Eastern
Germany by the U. S. Eighth Air Force.

Plunging 600 miles into the heart of the Reich, one
formation of heavy bombers hit the capital itself, it was
disclosed Saturday night, with the help of an escort of
Mustangs which also went all the way to Berlin to equal
the deepest fighter penetration ever made into Lurope.

Fourteen bombers and 26 flghters are missing from
the operations, headquarters stated in a tentative ac-
counting that said nine enemy planes were destroyed by

Blue Note On A Blueprint

One small blue note of disappointment might be
sounded in the wake of Bernard M. Baruch’s blueprint for
industrial demobilization. It has nothing to do with Bar-
uch’s excellent recommendations, but rather with its first
And, at the risk of borrowing
trouble, it might be feared that other groups may react in
a similar way.

Obviously, somebody’s blueprint must be used before
we start building sny machinery to demobilize and re-
convert. Structural changes can and will be made once
the machinery is under construction, but there is little point
in arguing mechanical niceties before a basic model can
be decided on.

Senator George of Georgia, one of the chief objectors
to the Baruch plan, would not admit, of course, that his
objections come under the head of mechanical niceties.
He feels that Baruch wants to put the country’s economic
destiny at the mercy of executive directives, rather than
under the guidance of the people’s elected representatives.

“That issue is so basie,” the senator states, “that the
two viewpoints can never be reconciled.”

: IR

Senator George says that the Senate Post-War Com-
mittee, of which he is chairman, would create an agency
responsible to the president, but required to carry out broad
general policies laid down by Congress. Baruch’s plan
would set up demobilization machinery among the agencies
that mobilized us for war, but would have a program of
legislation and *operations worked out by unified execu-
tive and congressional groups.

There are, of course, dozens of post-war planning
commiittées. The House as well as the Senate has one. So
do several organizations of industry and labor, veterang’
organizations, unofficial citizens’ committees, and indi-

viduals.

But it is most likely that all these committees are ham-
pered either by special interest or insufficient knowledge,
or both. Congress’ wholesome jealvasy of its prerogatives
is currently. swollen to acute distrust, after a period of sub-
servience.

In Baruch we have a man of demonstrated experience
and wisdom,*and with no discernible axe to grind. Few, if
any, will doubt his statesmanship, his sincerity, or his hu-
manity. He seems to be as good a person as could be found
to draw the post-war blueprint.

A startling story came out of Switzerland the other
day. It seems that Hitler’s personal physician had gone
there and made a bold speech in favor of individual ini-
tiative and individual conscience. As we read it we won-
dered not enly if the doctor would keep his job, but if
any German would heed his advice.

The question was soon answered. Next day came
news from Sweden that police had seized a Nazi youth
who had come over from Germany and, in a forthright
bit of private, unregimented enterprise, had organized a
gang of thieves responsible for a recent series of bur-
glaries in Stockholm.

If it will help solve the “what to do with Germany”
question, here seems to be a conclusive example that a
Nazi is still a Nazi, jointly or severally.

Petain's Collaboration Policy Is Already Dead

ALGIERS —(#)— Pierre Pucheu,
on triali for treason for his acts -as
minister of the interior in the
Vichy government, declared Satur-
day that Marshal Petain now he-
lieves Germany eventually will be
defeated and that “the policy of
collaboration is dead.”

Fighting for his life before a
military court after indictment by
the French Committee of National
Liberation in its purge of collabora-
tionists, Pucheu dramatically spoke
in his own defense at the opening

Acute Shortage Of
Teachers Hampers
Texas Schools

AUSTIN —(#)— An unprecedent-
ed shortage of teachers, with no
prospects of easing the situation,
was reported here.

The teachers appointment bureau
of ‘the University of Texas had
2,741 requests to fill yacancies dur-
ing 1943, with only 41 candidates
on its available list.

The teacher shortage is now
much more acute than at the
corresponding period in World War
I In 1918-19 the bureau had 1,017
calls for teachers and 456 appli-
cants registered, or almost haif
enough to fill all vacancies. In
1943, however, if all applicants had
been placed, there would still have
been nearly 85 per cent of the
teaching positions open.

One superintendent seeking teach-
ers said:

“We are finding that -college
placement bureaus are not much
better off for teachers than we
are, consequently many vacancies
are not being reported.”

The number of appliecants for
teaching jcbs declined more than
50 per cent from 1942 to 1943, the
report showed.

“This is the smallest number of

candidates registered in  recent
years,” Dr. Frederick Eby, chair-
man of the board, said. “Perhaps
it is the number ever

Is ‘“‘juvenile delinquency” just a
term adults have invented because
they don’t know how to cope with
youth’s fast-changing standards?
You can’t help wondering that
when you read what Dorris Clarke,
liaison officer of the Wayward
Minors Court in New York, has to
say on the subject:
“My contention has always been
that the girls brought before courts
are heing charged under the law
with conduct which far too oiften.
and increasingly— is characteristic
of the adolescent period of growth.”
It is, perhaps. true that Susie
X, who is mauled into court and
branded a “delinquent” because she
gets into trouble, actually is no
better or no worse morally than
dozens of her high school compan-
ions who are a little bit smarter
or a little bit luckier than she.

It certainly seems as though that
might be true—with the increase
in juvenile delinquency all over
the country as great as it is.
Old Standards Going

The terrific increase would seem
to indicate that there is something
more than a bumper crop of de-
linquent boys and girls—that the
present generations of teen-agers
has accepted for itself a

eration before them.

There is no real way, of course,
of knowing. Because the ounly
ords we have are of delinquents—

So we may have a bigger prcblem
on our hands than the problem of
juvenlile delinquency.- We may have
2 generation of teen-agers who are
breaking away from the old stan-
dards.

Fred Zinn, Without Official War Status, Keeps Up
Hunt For U. S. Fliers Reported Missing In Action

By KENNETH L. DIXON

WITH THE AEF IN ITALY—(®)
—With a pocket full of cigarettes
and-a handful of clues, chunky, be-
spectacled Fred Zinn is stalking
around over Africa, Sicily and Italy
doing the same grim job he did in
Europe 25 years ago.

He’s locating the last traces of.
airmen missing in action.

Working alone on a volunteer
mission, the 52-year old seed manu-
facturer from Battle Creek, Mich.,
(his wife is waiting in Rosedale
Garden, a Detroit suburb) is al-
most unknown. He has no official
status for hjs mission, no trans-
portation excent what he hegs or
borrows, and no assistants.

But Fred goes plodding on, ques-
tioning an Italian farmer who saw
a plane crash, asking to see hospi-
tal records, erstwhile enemy air
force * victory reports, old registry
‘beoks, hunting clues to clear up the
record of another missing airman.
Joins Foreign Legion

‘When the last war broke out
Zinn was just out of Michigan
University, a kid scrounging around
Europe. In Rqoqt he joined the
French Foreign Legion.

When the Yanks started coming
he transferred {0 the Lafayette |
Escadrille as a captain, served as
aerial machinegunner and observer,
was picked by Lt. Col. Billy Mitch-
ell to organize aerial photo work, |
and then was placed in charge of
assigning American flying person-
nel. :

Now the percentage of airmen
who remain listed as “missing in
action” is inevitably much higher
than among ground troops, for the
fliers vanish over enemy territory

and clues to their fate have become |,

faint by the time we tak: that ter-
ritory.

When the last war was over ‘more
than 200 American airmen Fred had
known still were listed as missing
and there were many whose graves |
had never been found.

Fred had assigned them, he had
their squadron records, the reports
of their buddies 'who returned, and
he knew that “their folks back home
were going crazy to know if they
were dead, captured or in some hos-

Woman ' Makes Careef
Of Flowers Without
Owning A Single Bud

In the middle register years which
many women let go to drab waste,
Kathryn Churchill has made a ca-
reer of doing what no young “crea-
tive’” person ever thought of doing.

After the death of her husband,
Warner Churchill, a Westchester
real estate®broker, she turned tc
her two outstanding assets — a
knowledge of how to handls flo-
wers and an extensive list of bene-
fit patrons which she had assembled
in giving musical benefits in her
Rye, N. Y., house. She moved to a
New York hotel, telephoned her
long list of friends that she was
cpening the Flower Mart and was
ready to furnish special flower ar-
rangements for any special events
in their lives. The friends respond-
ecd en masse.

Since then Mrs. Churchill has
done thousands - of  dollars worth
of business in flowers without. own-
ing a single flower. She makes her
headquarters in. a bhig bare room
in an old 28th Street house .in the
wholesale flower district, buys -only
on -ordsr, makes - her arrangements
and sends them-to their destination.

With her flowers Mrs.. Churchill
has guided many clients through
crises in their lives—helped a so:-
dier - court: his girl long distance,
patched up quarrels with a mother-
in-law. : !

When one New Yorker wanted
to ‘propose to the girl who had his
heart aflame, Mrs. Churchill worked
out the flower letter for his pro-
posal. To begin with she took four
big® sheets of cellophane about 32
by 18 inches.

35 MAAF Enlisted
Men Take Red Cross
First Aid Course

Thirty-five picked enlisted men
at Midland Army Air Field, rep-
resenting evely squadron on the
field, are now training as first aid
instructors, under the direction of
Elmo ' Lowe, American Re% Cross
field representative for first aid,
water . safety and accident preven-
tion, at the Station Hospital.

Lowe eame tQ the bombardier
school at the request of the mili-
tary authorities-from the headquar-
ters of the American Red Cross in
St. Louis, and is in eharge of the
45-hour instructors course. Purpose
of the first aid eourse is to prepare
the 35 men as instrueters that they
may in ‘turn teach the fundamen-
tals of first aid to the entire per-
sonnel of Midland Army Air Field.
