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Swift Plant Should Give
Area Tremendous Boost

BY RICHARD HAPKE

"*A tremendous boost to agri-
culture in this area,’’ has been
a widespread reaction to an
announcement last week that
Swift and Company will locate
a new meat processing plant
in Clovis, 3

Construction of the $2 million
plant will probably start some-
time this summer and it should
be completed within a year
from the time that work gets
under way,

The official announcement

by Swift that it will locate in

this area, is the culmination
of several months negotiation
between the City of Clovis and

‘the major meat packing firm,

There are many ways in which

‘the plant will be a boost to the

economy of Curry and Parmer
counties, but basically itshould
increase cattle feeding oper-
ations and local utilization of

‘milo and other feed grains pro-
‘duced {n this area on a large

scale,
*“There's no question butwhat

it (the plant) will provide a new

supplemental market for

‘locally-grown feed,’’ says J.R.

‘‘Bob*’ Spencer, manager of the
Clovis Chamber of Commerce,
Local utilization of this area’s
largest cash crop is something
that has long been vital to the
region,

In pointing out that increased
cattle feeding activity will prob-
ably come about in the form of
larger feed-lot operations,
Spencer says that ‘‘I doubt
serjously whether it will in-
small-scale feeding

operations to any great extent,"’

He explains this by saying
that much of the cattle pro-
cessed by Swift will probably
be bought on a contract basis
from large feed lots, and also
that the same thing which has
kept many small cattlemen out
of the business in the past will
continue to apply.

Spencer cites a situation
which came about in the cattle
business eight or ten years ago,
when the market price suddenly
shot downward., “This
separated the cattlemen from
the sidewalk boys,’'’ the Cham-
ber manager says,

However, whether or not the
average farmer will get back
into the cattle business again,
is not of real essence regard-
ing the location of a major pack-
ing plant in this area.

The important thing is that
the new plant will provide a
ready local market for cattle
and grain, With a large-scale
meat processing plant located in
this area, the market for cattle
will be here instead of several
hundred miles away,

It is expected that initially
1,200 head of cattle will be
slaughtered at the plant per
week, ‘‘This is not too many,”’
Spencer points out and quite
likely the plant will soonhandle
considerably more than that,

Spencer says that, to meet
the demand for more cattle,
present feed lot operators in
the area will probably expand
their operations and new feed
lots will be started,

‘“The thing we hope to do
now is to encourage more peo-

ple to get into the cattle feeding
business,’’ Spencer says., The
more local feed lots there are,
the more cattle there will be for
slaughtering in the new plant.

Because there will be a much
greater demand for cattle In
this area, the acquisition of the
Swift plant {s expected to be a
big *“shot in the arm'' to the
livestock auction business in
Clovis.,

Cattle from many other parts
of this Southwestern region,
which has been going to market
elsewhere in the country will
now be going to Clovis,

Location of the Swift plant
in this area is a step toward
the reversal of a condition which
has existed for many years. In
the past, Texas, New Mexico and
other Southwestern states have
raised the cattle and shipped
them to the Midwest, where they
were fed out with corn and sent
on to the larger meat process-
ing plants like those in Chicago.

Also, the large amounts of
grain sorghum produced in this
area have also been shipped to
other areas where these feeding
operations have been carried
on, and eventually some of the
finished product would be
shipped back to this area in the
form of U,S., good, U,S, choice
and U,S, prime meats.

Local independent packers
have helped to remedy this
situation some, but this {is the
first time that a major packing
plant has decided to locate here.
The market that the Swift com-
pany will serve, according to
an announcement from the com-
pany, is that of the far South-
west,

In other words, no longer
will as many cattle and feed
grains produced in this area,
be shipped to other areas for
processing,

A statement from the Swift
company said that the Clovis
unit ‘‘will provide a very
efficient marketing channel for
the increasing volume of fed
cattle produced in Eastern New
Mexico and West Texas, and

Despite the past three years
of favorable rainfall conditions,
irrigated acreage in Texas has

continued to show a slow but

steady iIncrease Instead of a
curtailment.

This was brought out in
the latest biennial survey com=
pleted last year by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
The survey was compliled from
Information gathered by county
agents from each Texas county,
and the results have beencare=
fully checked with figures from
previous surveys.

The total irrigated area in
Texas in 1959 amounted to 7,
140,443 acres. In 1957 the total
acreage under irrigation was

it was 6,208,022, The increase
in acreage from 1957 to 1959
was markedly lower than in the
preceding two years, and this
was attributed to conditions of
favorable rainfall which were
generally in nearly every area
of the state,

Reports by counties show that
there is at least a sprinkling
of irrigation in 239 of the 254
counties in Texas. Areas of
heaviest {rrigation, of course,
are in the Rio Grande Valley'
and in the High Plains.

Wheat comes third with 637,000
acres, and other top-ranking
irrigated crops include rice,
with 436,000 acres; vegetables,
375,000 acres, and pastures,
200,000 acres. There is also
irrigated acreage in lesser
amounts for corn, forage sor=-
ghum, alfalfa, oats and various
other types of production.
I While irrigation did not ex-
pand as rapidly during the past
two years, any increase at all
during a period of highly favor-
able rainfall was taken as a
sound indication that irrigation
if being widely accepted by
farmers as a practice of good
managements instead of simply
as an emergency measure used
to maintain production in drouth
periods.

Replenishing ground water
supplies, of course, is one of
those problems yet to be solved
along with many others in the
Texas water outlook.
