The people who run the post
office, Gene Ezell, Flossie
Rhinehart, Mary Richards and
R, N, Williford, have ever-
ready smiles for the patrons
who were having trouble opening
their boxes and probably even
for those who had a little com-
plaining to do about the new
building®s location or some oth-
er incidental,

The atmosphere at the post
.office on opening day was more
like that of a picnic than the
first day in a new building, We

A $600,000 bond issue for Bo-
vina Independent School District
will be voted on April 2,

The election was called by
school board members ina
special meeting last week,

The bond issue, if it is ap-
proved by voters, will provide
funds for expansion and im-
provement of school facilities
over the next five years, The
plan is designed to meet the
needs of the school over a 10-
yer period,

A new l2-classroom grade
gchool building and a new gym-
nasium for high school are two
of the major proposed build-
ings in the plan, Estimated cost
of the grade school classrooms,
which would be for first, second
and third grades, is $275,000,
The new gym's estimated cost
is $130,000,

Also included in the plan is
improving the present football
field and adding more seating
space, more lights, etc, for an
estimated cost of $19,000, A
regulation track to be built
around the remodeled football
field will cost an estimated
$10,000 more,

A new fieldhouse is included
in the overall plan, It would
be a part of the new gym but
would, in all probability, be
constructed before the gym,
Fieldhouse estimated cost is
$30,000, ;

Other items in the proposal
are remodeling of the present
grade school classrooms for
use by junior high students,

We have given no examples where anadditional acreage (above
20%) id diverted under the program, Farmers can decide for
themselves as to whether it is profitable to signup for a diver-
sion of acreage above the 20% minimum, The signup period
extends thru the last day of this month (March), Farmers who
intend to participate are urged to come in and sign up at their
earliest convenience in order to avoid the ‘‘last-minute’’ rush,

No crop can be better than
the seed planted, Low priced
seed is often low quality seed,

There are many varieties of
each crop, and they differ in
yielding ability and other char-
acteristics, so it’s important
to select the best variety for
this,

All seed offered for sale must
have a Texas Tested Seed Label
attached, except when one farm-
er sells to another and when the
selling farmer does not adver-
tise outside his home county or
ship by a common carrier,

The percentage of pure seed,
inert material, other crop seed
and weed seed must be on the
seed label, and these should
add up to 100,

Good seed of corn, oats,
wheat, cotton, barley, rice and
sorghum should contain atleast
98,5 per cent pure seed, Good
seed seldom has more than 1,5
per cent inert materials,

Buying certified seed is the
best guarantee of varietal pur-
ity, Certified seed must meet
a certain standard of perfection
and should be the best seed of
1 particular variety available,

To be certified, each bag of
Texas certified seed must have
the blue certificationtagand the
small tin seal of the State of
Texas attached, If these are
not attached, the seed is not
certified,

Let us consider cottonseed
quality now, The single factor
which may have most influence
on yield is the uniformity and
vigor of the stand obtained, Re-
cent research has shown that
the quality of planting seed has
a very great influence on the
final stand and ultimately on
the yield,

Planted seed must resist
many micro-organisms which
attempt to destroy it, for long
enough that germination and
emergence are completed, Seed
must have the genetic capacity
for producing high yields of
good quality,

Planter-box surveys in the
High Plains have shown that
cottonseed quality is very low
when germinationand purityare
considered,

Cottonseed can deteriorate

and become susceptible to at-
tack by 15 soil-borne fungi and
bacteria, Non - deteriorated
gseed are susceptible tonomore
than 3 micro-organisms, High
moisture and high temperature
will cause rapid deterioration
and loss of cottonseed quality,

The best method for deter-
mining the degree of deter-
foration on seed is to know the
history of the seed during har-
vesting, ginning, processing and
storage,

A second method of estimat-
ing deterioration is through the
dual temperature germination
test, Germination test are run
for a period of seven days at
60 degrees and 70 degrees F,

We believe that in planning
for cotton planting this spring,
farmers could benefit by using
an in-furrow soil fungicide, re-
duce seeding rate to 20 to 25
Ibs, acid delinted seed, make
sure you are planting non-de-
teriorated seed and plant after
soil temperatures have been
above 60 degrees for about three
days, All of these factors should
work together to give you a
healthy, quick emerging cotton
plant that will grow off rapidly
and not be too thick for maxi-
mum Yyields,

MUSTARD IN WHEAT

We have had a couple of calls
for information on controlling
Tansy mustard in wheat, Gen-
erally mustard does not invade
our wheat fields and is not
much of a problem, However,
if you do not have a good stand
of wheat, mustard plants
may very likely have invaded
your wheat,

Tansy mustard can be con-
trolled with one-half pound of
2,4-D ester per acre applied
after the wheat is fully tiller-
ed but before vigorous spring
growth begins, By spraying at
this time mustard is controlled
and does not compete with wheat

for moisture,

FIRST AID FOR SILK FABRICS
When in doubt, dry clean silk,
It's wise to check the fabric

label and follow the caredirec-
tions, If no cleaning care in-
structions are provided, and you
are in doubt, have the garment
dry cleaned.

Problems occur with many
silks when they are stained or
spotted with water soluble sub-
stances, Food and perspiration
are common examples of this
type of stain,

When water and detergents
are applied to the stained area,
the dye in silk often bleeds.
This is particularly noticeable
in silk fabrics made with dif-
ferent colored yarns, The dye
from the darker yarn will blend
onto the lighter yarn and create
a noticeable and permanent
stain,
