Hit Japs From
Mindoro Base

A hundred Saipan-based
B-29s bombed aircraft plants
in Nagoya on Japan’s main
island Friday while U. S.
fighter planes in the Philip-
pines began operating from
newly-built airfields on Min-
doro, only half an hour from
Manila.

American ground forces closedd
their nutecracker on Leyte Island‘s
shattered Yamashita line. The 77th
Infantry Division and the First Dis-
mounted Cavalry Division joined
forces in Ormoc Valley—once stud-
ded with Japanese fortifications.
They counted 2,032 more enemy
dead. That makes 11,327 Nipponese
soldiers slain in a seven-day cli-
mactic drive.

“Enemy remnants,” Gen. Douglas
MacArthur said, ‘are ‘desperately
but futilely trying to cut their way
out” to the northwestern corner of
Leyte.

Tokyo claimed ten Superforts were
shot down in the daylight raid on
Nagoya—the fourth B-29 strike this
week against Japanese aircraft fac-
tories.

Sizeable Force

Dispatches from Saipan reported
a sizeable force of Superforts, strik-
ing in waves, bombed the Hatsudoki
aireraft factory for two and a haif
hours early Friday afternoon. It was
the gecond’vald this week on a Mit-
subishi - aircraft. plant.-at. Nagoya:
The raid may have been designed
to finish off the Hatsudoki works,
badly damaged ten days ago.

Tokyo  said about 100 Superfort-
resses were in the attacking waves,
with the usual claim that little dam-
age was done.

The ' War Department made the
first announcement of the raid
scarcely 12 hours after reporting
about 60 China-based B-29s effect-
ively bombed an aircraft plant at
Mukden, Manchuria. Two attacking
planes were lost. At least 15 and

The broadcast failed, however, to
give any details concerning the
progress of the fighting, declaring:

Stettinius Begins Reorganization .
Of State Department With Purpose
Of Abolishing A Lot Of Secrecy

WASHINGTON—(/P)— This story
about .the State Department is as-
tonishing”’in a way. Nothing like it
has happened before.

Secretary of Sate Stettinius, new
in his job, has been trying to re-
organize the department. It has
heen sticky with secrecy.

You can get information there,
sometimes. Too often it is “off the
record” or ‘“not for attribution.”

Which means: Mister, if you want
to print it, it’s your baby. I didn’t
tell it to you. ’

Stettinius is determined to hum-
anize the place, loosen it up, warm
it up, and wip= out unnecessary sec-
recy.

Thursday he called 2,500 depart-
ment employes frem their desks to
Constitution Hall. It' was the first
time they had been brought togeth-
er.
He wanted to introduce to them
his new top aides: Undersecretary
Joseph C. Grew, and Assistant Sec-
retaries Nelson Rockefeller, will
L. Clayton, James C. Dunn and Ar-
chibald MacLeish.

Stettinius and his aides walked
out on the stage. He told the 2,500
something like this:

“I'm reorganizing the department.
These are my new aides. I wanted
you to meet them and see them. We

all have a lot of work to do. It's
important work and we’ll have to
work together. We are going to ex-
pand the department. Youll have
opportunities for promotion.”

That was it. It was probably the
most simple, direct, human thing
I've seen among top officials in
Washington. It certainly was one
of the most s2nsible.

I think maybe most cf the 2,500
felt that way, tco. Maybe seeing it
happen in the State Department
makes it seem much more human
than if it had happened anywhere
else.

But there was one jarring note:
Settinius told the newspaper people
present that the whole thing—~>ven
the fact of the meeting—was coff the
record.

Here was an open, friendly act by
Stettinius. It couldn’t possibly be
criticized. Yet it couldn’t be pub-
lished. <Someone—apparently his
information service—advised him
that way.

At least he so indicated when,
hours later, the ban was lifted.

It may appear from all this—and
that’s the intention—that, even
though Stettinius has the best good-
will, he has plenty of work ahead
to root out the department’s long
tradition of secrecy on practically
everything.

Life In The Old Boys Yet

Dr. Eafnest A. Hooton of Harvard is a distinguished
. anthropologist. " His books—which include “Tyvilight o,fy
Man” and “Why Men Behave Like Apes, and Vice Versa
—are full of pungent and provocative thought. ‘So are
some of his statements like his recent one on war.

It appears that Dr. Hooton disapproves of war. But
‘it is certain that he disapproves of middle age even more.
And he would take care of both by bringing home our
voung fighting men and letting them raise families while
the men over 45 carry on the fight and presumably Kkill
themselevs off.

“We might as well have our coronary thrombosis on
the battlefield as on the golf course,” says the eminent
doctor, who incidentally is 57.

Dr. Hooton is not alone when he deplores war’s tragic
waste of youthful life and talent and promise. And few
will quarrel with his implication that, after 45 the average
man is no biological prize package. But his utter contempt

of man’s later years seems overly severe.
£ s Eg

—

The doctor argues thus: Most men at 45 have com-
pleted their families and the greater part of their life’s
work. They’ve had about enough of their families, and
vice versa. They might as well be satisfied to pay for past
benefits and happiness by spending the rest of their years
in service with the present and postwar armies. Food,
shelter and plenty of cigarets (try and get ’em, doc) should
be ample recompense.

In short, says the doctor, a man killed in battle at
50 is no biological loss and precious little economic loss,
while a boy killed at 18 loses his whole life, including all
the upbringing and education put into it. )

Dr. Hooton has some sound argument on his side. Some
of history’s brightest pages were written by youngsters.
The steamboat, cotton gin, electric light, telephone, air-
plane phonograph and magnetic ahd wireless telegraphy,
to name a handful of historic inventions, were the work of
young men. And the world of the arts offers hundreds of
examples of youthful masternieces.

*, ¥ *

But it is also evident that some men have done their
best work when, according to Dr. Hooton, they should
have been total washouts. Washington’s greatness was
just becoming apparent at 45. The versatile Franklin be-
came a great statesman in his seventies. Lincoln was 52
when he came to the White House. Or, in our own day,
there is Franklin Roosevelt, who became President at 51,
and Churchill, made Prime Minister when he was past 65.

But there is no need to go on. It would take a week to
make up even a fairly representative list of contemporaries
who. at 45-plus, are considerably more valuable than can-
non fodder,

Perhaps it might be well, also, to mention a plan now
being worked on by a group of aging men which would
settle Dr. Hooton’s cannon-fodder controversy by doing
away with war entirely.

U. S. Aviation Gains Upheld

U. S. Department of State and other executive agency
technical experts and delegates to the Chicago Civil Avia~
tion Conference have returned to Washington prepared to
defend their work to the limit, regardless of whether
criticism comes from Congressional or private commercial
aviation interests. In direct contradiction to the idea that
the U. S. lost its flying shirt at Chicago, they claim that the
United States gave up little of value and gained a lot of
rights it did not have before.

Chief of the victories claimed for U. 8. aviation are the
rights to fly across any country and to land in any country
for refueling and repair. These are the so-called first and
second freedoms of the air.

Where the United States kept its shirt, it is claimed,
was in refusing to give in to British and Canadian demands
that postwar commereial aviation be controlled by an In-
ternational Civil Aeronautics Board which would have,
had the absolute regulatory power to assien routes and
determine frequencies of flight. The.U. S. delegation view
on this point was that international flying should be on
an unlimited frequency basis, the number of schedules
being determined only by the amount of traffic there is
to carry. The British idea was restrictive and would have
resulted in a lot of uneconomic flying. The U. S. idea was
expansive, to prevent planes having to fly with empty
seats or cargo space if passengers or freight are available
to haul. :

U. S Circuit
Court Remands
Humble 0il Case

NEW ORLEANS—/(#)—The U. S.
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals has
reversed and remanded an inter-
locutory order of the Federal Dis-
trict Court at Dallas granting the
Humble -Oil and Refining Company
an injunction against the National
War Labor Board and other federal
agencies.

The ‘injunction vrestrained the
defendants from seizing the com-
pany’s Ingleside refinery to force
compliance with a WLB directive.

The appeals court remanded the
case to the original court “for fur-
ther proceedings not inconsistent
with the opinion.”

“No Sound Basis”

In its opinion the circuit court
stated that “jurisdiction of a dis-
trict court is confined within strict
limits and its injunction power is
further encompassed” and that “no
sound basis existed for the isstiance
of the injunction. x x x”

Defendant with the NWLB were
the Eighth Regional WLB at Dal-
las, the National Economic Stabiliz-
ation Director and the Federal Pet-
roleum Administrator for War.

The opinion said the Washington
defendants were not residents .of
Texas and added the oil company
‘had no real controversy with the
Texas defendants at the time the
injunction was issued.”

Humble brought the original ac-
tion after a NWLB directive last
April 1 sought to require the coni-
pany to discharge any empioye who
resigned from or was not in good
standing with the local CIO union,
the employes’ bargaining agent.

WITH THE U.S. FIRST ARMY—
(#)—Films taken from a captured
German photographer have provi-
ded visual verification of recent
frontline accounts of the massaere
of American prisoners by Nazi ma-
chinegunners.

Developed by the U.S. Army Sig-
jnal Corps, the films proved to be
pictures taken after the massacre
and showed th2 bodies of American
troops lying where they were mow-
ed down. That they were not ordi~
nary battle casualties was incated
by the absence of equipment whicl
American troops always carry into
action.

All the bodies had been stripped
of belongings—in several cases even
of shoes. ;

(The shooting incident was re-~
ported in a front dispateh Dec. 18
by Associated Press Correspondent
Hal Boyle, who interviewed a hand-
ful of doughboys who escaped the
massacre by playing dead. Later
dispatehes from headguarters said
the incident had been fully con-
firmed.)
