Council Hears 
Phone Proposal 
Bovina's city council heard 

an explanation of the General 
Telephone Co. proposal to make

Those who are opposed to the 
swimming pool proposition 
think that the money involved 
could better be spent on other 
projects, like paying off present 
indebtedness or buying land for 
new city dump grounds. 

Possibly that argument is 
a valid one. Certainly everyone 
is in favor of the city paying 
its just debts and providing 
adequate dumpgrounds for its 
citizens. However, it seems to 
us that the city is probably 
in a financial position to take 
on the aforementioned projects 
as they are needed. We said 
probably and we meant possibly. 

If and when the community has 
a swimming pool, we think the 
city government will have to pay 
for it. Other plans have been 
tried here and failed. That's the 
best alternative remaining even 
if it takes a few months and the 
pool isn't ready until swimming 
season, 1967! 

• * * * 
Most people, farmers except-

ed, think their jobs are hard 
ones. And while we don't mean 
to complain about ours here in 
print, we'd like to take the lib-
erty to point out that there is a 
whale of a lot more to obtain-
ing the baseball standings which 
appear weekly in The Blade 
than meet the casual observ-
er's eye.

Still another excellent reason 
eral days during emergencies of 
this sort. 

for keeping such a pantry is 
an economic one. Although the 
original investment could run 
into several dollars, a food 
stockpile could become quite a 
budget stretcher. For example, 
a carefully planned and well 
stocked 14-day pantry can prac-
tically eliminate those extra 
fill-in trips to the grocery 
store. Over a period of time, 
considerable savings may re-
sult—food budget savings, sav-
ings in time spent on trips, 
savings in money spent on 
transportation, and savings in 
money spent for "extras." 

Many families already have 
close to 14-days' supply of food 
on hand or more at all times, 
whether they realize it or not. 
Make a start with foods already 
on hand, then build up a 14-day 
pantry over a period of weeks 
or months if you need to do it 
that way. Such a reserve food 
supply could then be emergency 
insurance as well as a family 
budget boon.

Grandmother had quite a pan-
try, probably backed up with a 
cellar, a smoke house, and ice 
house, and some meat on the 
hoof. It was a rare occasion 
indeed when she did not have 
several weeks' supply of food on 
hand. 

Often we think that a pantry 
is not needed today. After all, 
you can gu out almost any time 
and pick up what you need. So 
why bother about maintaining 
a pantry or sizable reserve of 
food supplies? 

This is not quite so, claims 
Cricket B. Taylor, County Home 
Demonstration Agent of Parmer 
County, with the Texas A&M Ex-
tension Service. According to 
her, each person should keep 
enough food on hand for at least 
14 days. This recommendation 
is not based solely upon possi-
bilities of war emergencies, 
either. Natural disasters, such 
as floods, power failure, hurri-
canes and the like also make this 
14-day pantry a desirable poss-
ession. It is not unusual to find 
persons shut off from sources 
of food and pure water for sev-

From Holland we drove 
through part of Germany and 
took a Ferry to one of the is-
lands of Denmark. We spent 
the night just over the border 
and drove into Copenhagen the 
next morning (Sunday) In time 
for church services. As l wrote 
on our card, the Bob Eubanks 
who used to be in Plainview 
are now missionaries inCopen-
hagen. We finally found the 
church building and surprised 
him and his family when we 
walked in. The worship service 
was in Danish, so we didn't 
understand much that was said, 
but the songs had the same 
tunes and the order of worship 
was the same. After church the 
Eubanks insisted that we have 
dinner with them. That after-
noon and night we did some 
sight-seeing. The major attrac-
tion for us (after we had seen 
it), was a lovely amusement 
park. The park is named Tivoli 
and has a ferris wheel, roily 
coaster, games, etc. plus all 
types of entertainment from 
concerts to acrobatics.

full We took many pictures there 
and hope they make it look as 
pretty as it was. Of course, 
we didn't ride anything or play 
any of the games.

She says that her 
idea of an American was that of 
a fat person in bright, gaudy 
clothes, who boasted about the 
United States. She thought that 
Americans were all wealthy be-
cause money came so easily 
here. Now she thinks of Amer-
icans as friendly, hospitable, 
honest, hard-working people. 
She knows that money is hard 
to get everywhere! 

One difference between Nor-
weigian and American people is 
the way they spend their mon-
ey. In Norway those who spend 
their money on luxuries are 
considered spendthrifts. Nor-
wegians are by nature frugal. 
She thinks that this difference 
may be because in America, 
luxuries are easier to get. 

Upon her return to Norway, 
Torild plans to finish high 
school (this year did not count 
toward her graduation over 
there) and teach a year to make 
some money. Because the Nor-
wegian high school is equival-
ent academically to the Amer-
ican junior college, a person 
may teach in elementary school 
after high school graduation. 
After this year of teaching, she 
may attend a university, but her 
plans are not definite. 

"Exchange of students is im-
portant," she says, "because 
by living with another people, 
one can learn of their culture, 

Denmark, where she will take a 
train to Oslo, Norway. 

tier parents plan to meet her 
there in Oslo. 

Torild has spent the last year 
in Bovina with the A. NI. Wilson 
family. She was a member of 
the senior class of 1966 at 
BHS. 

An interview with Torild, or 
Trudy, as she is called in Bo-
vina, brought forth her impres-
sions and comments about Bo-
vina, Texas, and the United 
States. 

Torild says that her most 
difficult adjustment, besides the 
language, was in school. Amer-
ican and Norwegian schools dif-
fer in almost every way. Both 
the school periods and the 
school days here are longer. 
In Norway all sports and organ-
izations are outside the schook, 
so football games, club meet-
ings, and other extracurricular 
activities were a new ex-
perience. 

In Norway, the teenagers stay 
at home most of the time to 
study. Trudy says that teachers 
and students have a much more 
familiar attitude toward one 
another here then they do in 
Norway. Although the schools 
in Norway are not as formal as 
in some European countries, 
the students are expected to 
rise when the teacher enters the 
room and to be more formal in 
all their actions toward 
teachers. 

In comparing the American 
and the Norwegian teenager, 
Trudy states that in attitudes 
and thinking, they are about the 
same; however, she says 
that the Norwegians take acad-
emic work more seriously-- in 
fact social activities there are 
few. She thinks that the Amer-
ican way of dividing social and 
academic learning is good. The 
American teenager has more 
freedom than does the Norweg-
ian. Driving the family car, 
much less having one's own 
car, is unthinkable there! 

When asked about our educa-
tional system, she said that she 
likes the idea of free and equal 
education for all. In Norway 
students who finish high school 
must furnish their own books 
and supplies during the last 
three years; whereas, here in 
the U. S. these are furnished 
by the school system. She says

they were closed. He said yes, 
that they closed at 6:00 p.m. (it 
was about 6:30). He spoke very 
good English, so we talked with 
him for a few minutes and learn-
ed that he had spent a year 
in the United States as an ex-
change student. He asked us 
about our plans for the evening 
and we told him that we had 
none other than eating at his 
"closed" restaurant. He gave 
us a suggestion for dinner, and 
asked if he could be our guide 
for our evening of sight-seeing. 
He even took us to the cafe-
teria he had suggested, helped 
us get what we wanted to eat, 
then came back in a few min-
utes to start our sight-seeing 
tour. We walked for quite a 
while, then rode buses and 
streetcars for the rest of the 
tour. The last thing we did was 
to go to his house to meet his 
mother and have some coffee 
and Finnish cheeses. It was a 
very interesting evening. He is 
about 19 years old and will 
graduate from high school this 
year. One of the most interest-
ing parts of the evening was a 
visit with his mother, for she is 
a home economics teacher in 
a hotel and restaurant school. 
She teaches the "cooks how to 
cook". She spoke some English. 

Sunday morning we took afew 
pictures of the impressive 
sights we had seen the night 
before, then caught our plane 
from Helsinki back to Stock-
holm where we left our car. 
The flight was very nice, and 
lasted only an hour. We had left 
our car in the custody of a 
man who watched it and kept 
it locked inside a fence until we 
were to call for it. When we 
flew into the airport, we noticed 
that things didn't look familiar. 
Upon inquiring, we learned that 
we had flown into the Interna-
tional Airport, andrealized that 
we had left our car 30 miles 
away at the Municipal Airport. 
(The lady who sold us our tick-
ets and told us where to leave 
our car at the Municipal Air-
port didn't bother to tell us that 
we would fly into a different 
airport), So, I stayed with our 
bags while Joe took two buses 
and a trolley to get our car. 
After about two-hours we left 
Stockholm for Oslo, Norway. 
We stayed in our car again Sun-
day night, and drove into Oslo 
early the next morning. 

Oslo is much smaller than 
the other capitals we visited - 
Copenhagen, Stockholm, and 
Helsinki -- and much less 
sophisticated. The prices were 
lower for sightseeing and for 
merchandise. I bought a pair of 
casual shoes, and we bought a 
basket for flowers, nuts, etc. 
Our third purchase will be more 
meaningful if I tell you about 
it after you hear what we saw 
on our sight-seeing tours. 
First, we went to three mu-
seums, each one housing one or 
more ships. The first was a 
museum with three viking ships 
in it, These ships were used as 
burial ships for great viking 
kings and queens about a thous-
and years ago. Like the Wasa, 
they were buried in the mud, 
and thus were well preserved. 
Seeing these ships and reading 
about them was very interest-

While in Stockholm we did a 
lot of sightseeing and saw 
"Sound of Music" the first 
night we were there. (1 had al-
ready seen the move, but was 
anxious to see it again and for 
Joe to see it), We visited a mu-
seum which now houses the Wa-
sa--a Swedish warship which 
sunk on her first voyage in 1627. 
In 1956 the warship was dis-
covered on the bottom of Stock-
holm harbor and it has since 
been excavated. Very extensive 
work has been done and is in 
progress to replace the parts 
of the ship which were dam-
aged or lost. Much of the ship 
was perfectly preserved be-
cause it was buried deep in the 
mud. 

The first night we spent in 
the car held a surprise for us: 
I was wakened after a few 
hours of sleep by Joe saying, 
"Oh, no we have overslept, look 
how bright the sun isl We have 
got to start taking some pic-
tures." We then looked at the 
clock to find out that it was 
3;00 a.m. We then realized that 
we were getting so far north 
that we had very few hours of 
darkness. The sun rose every 
day around 3:00 a.m. and it was 
daylight about 2:30 a.m. Soon we 
got used of it, and could sleep 
until 6:00 even if the sun was 
up. 

The afternoon of the second 
day we were in Stockholm, we 
started our first train ride to 
Narvick, Norway. We left at 
5:00 p.m. and got into Narvick 
about 24 hours later the next 
day. On our way, we crossed 
the Arctic Circle. Things didn't 
look much different across the 
Arctic Circle, but it was an 
interesting experience to be that 
far north. Of course, we were 
still many miles south of the 
North Pole. We did a little walk-
ing around in Narvick, bought a 
spoon for my collection, and 
spent the evening relaxing at 
the hotel. At 4:05 a.m. the next 
day we caught our train from 
Narvick to Helsinki, Finland. 
This was a longer ride (on four 
trains) which lasted about 31 
hours. We got into Helsinki 
about 1:45 p.m. on Saturday, 
May 14. We had read that the 
stores closed at 3:00 and I 
was wanting to do some shop-
ping. So we left our bags at 
the train station, (after locat-
ing a hotel reservation) and 
went shopping. We had only a 
few minutes, but that was long 
enough for Joe: he found what 
he was wanting -- a decorative 
kerosene lamp. We founds good 
price on it, and it is pretty, 
so we bought that as a souvenir. 
The lamp was made in Sweden 
and bought in Finland, so we 
have a souvenir from both coun-
tries.
