We were frankly surprised 
at the outcome of the vote, es-
pecially in this county. Those 
who favored the Republican 
candidates did so in a quiet 
way. As far as we know, back-
ers of the winning candidates did 
no work at all locally in the 
representative race and there 
was little done for Tower. 

We realize, believe it or not, 
that big city daily newspapers 
are shipped in and television 
commercials are piped in and 
possibly this made the differ-
ence. But we doubt it. Some-
thing else was the matter. 

As far as we're concerned, 
the best thing that can be said 
about Bovina's voting box is 
that it's next door to Oklahoma 
Lane, which gave a comfortable 
margin to Demo candidates in 
both the aforementioned races. 

The Oklahoma Lane box was 
the only one of eight in Parmer 
County to go for Carr and 
Miller. 

Bouquets to those fine voters I 
Bovinians didn't favor Carr 

and Miller, but the Bovina box 
had a better percentage, Demo-
cratically-speaking, than did 
any other box in the county ex-
cept Oklahoma Lane. For that, 
we're glad, of course, even if 
it is sort of a lefthanded way 
to say something good about the 
vote results here. 

Ideas about why the election 
Tuesday of last week went the 
way it did have been expressed 
freely for the past week. We 
won't argue with any of them 
since most have some merit. 

c‘hscbrvation we'd 1::ke to 
make here, though, is that the 
Republican candidate for gov-
ernor, his last name was Kin-
nerly, made a mistake, or his 
party did, by not campaigning 
more. With the Republican ma-
chine in high gear as it was this 
year, he might have made a 
showing against Governor Con-
nally. But it was a cinch he 
couldn't if he didn't try. 

That's Monday morning quar-
terbacking on our part, we'll 
admit, and Kinnerly himself 
probably realizes what we're 
saying as well or better than 
any one now. 

We understand, though, that 
campaign funds weren't avail-
able for other GOP candidates 
because they (Republicans of 
the state) were going all out to 
see that Tower was re-elected 
to a six-year term. If that's 
the way they wanted it, they 
should be happy:. they were suc-
cessful if that was the goal. 

We think it was. a poor goal, 
but they didn't ask us. 

New Mexico, for instance, 
had a Republican candidate for 
governor come from out in left 
field and win over a strong 
Democratic candidate.

Ballot To Have 
Three Proposals 

A $268,000 bond election, to be presented in three pro-
posals, has been set for Saturday, Dec. 3 by the board of 
trustees of Bovina Independent School District for a new 
elementary school, a football stadium and track, and a field 
house. 

The board called the election at a meeting of the organi-
zation Monday night, which was attended by Bob Estes, fiscal 
agent for the school district, and Arnold Meeker, school 
architect. 

Voters will have the privilege of approving or rejecting 
any or all of the three proposals submitted on the building 
program, Otis Spears, superintendent, pointed out. 

No. 1 will be for a $212,000 bond issue for a new ele-
mentary school, and for paving and parking areas behind 
the existing school buildings. This originally had been 
planned by the board to be presented in two proposals, but 
technicalities in bonding laws prohibited this action and the 
two had to be presented together, according to Estes. 

No. 2 is $30,000 for a football stadium and track. 
No, 3 proposes $26,000 for a field house. 
Absentee voting on the bond issue will begin as soon as 

the ballots are printed, probably Wednesday or Thursday, 
Estes said. Those casting absentee ballots may do so until 
three days preceding the election, or Nov. 29, in the office 
of Mrs. Pearl Dodson, school district tax assessor-col-
leator. 

Polling place in the Dec. 3 election will be the American 
Legion Hall. 

In April, voters in Bovina School District defeated a 
$600,000 bond issue by a 226-103 count. Lumped together 
in one proposal, the issue submitted was for construction 
of a new elementary school, improvement to football field, 
new fieldhouse, new gymnasium, remodel present grade 
school classrooms and remodel homemaking building. 

All of these proposals will not be submitted to the voters 
in this year's bond election, Spears said,

The Community MedicalSur-
vey, conducted since Oct. 26 
by the Bovina Woman's Study 
Club, was completed Tuesday 
morning. Final figures show the 
area far "over the top" in com-
parison to what is required to 
receive a Sears-Roebuck Foun-
dation grant which will furnish 
equipment for a medical clinic 
and provide a doctor. 

The survey, which quizzed 
100 families in this area, drawn 
from a hat, shows that these 
100 spend nearly $60,000 per 
year for medical services.This 
is an average of $582.50 per 
family. 

To qualify for aid from the 
Sears-Roebuck Foundation, the 
100 families contacted was re-
quired to spend in the vicinity 
of $25,000 per year for medical 
services. 

Mrs. Jesse Walling, chair-
mari of the Community Improve-
memt Committee, who has head-
ed the survey, said even though 
the total seems extremelyhigh, 

equip a clinic in Bovina and 
provide a doctor in good stand-
ing with the American Medical 
Association. 

Bovina will be required to 
provide a building to house the 
clinic.

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Editorial Comment 

School Bond Election 
The board of trustees of Bovina Independ-

ent School District has called a bond election 
for Dec. 3 to improve and expand facilities of 
the school plant. 

The forthcoming election, if it carries, will 
provide a total of $268,000 to be used to up-
grade the school system. This is a consider-
ably smaller proposal than was submitted to 
voters of the school district last Spring. 

That election called for more than twice the 
amount proposed this time. It was defeated by 
the voters by a margin of more than two to 
one, 226-103. 

The major portion of this election is for 
construction of an elementary school, Class-
room space is now limited and will be filled 
to overflow in the near future, according to 
school officials who are in a pcsition to ac-
curately see school population - increase 
trends. 

There seems to be no question about the 
need for more classrooms. To provide the 
kind of facilities most citizens here want for 
their school system, classrooms must be con-
structed. The only question is when. 

Bovina Schools also have a tremendous lack, 
co mparative ly ,in football facilities. The pres-
ent fieldhouse, which would b e replaced if 
Proposition No. 3 carries in the December 
election, is highly inadequate. It is better than 
nothing, but that's about all that can favorably 
be said about it. 

The football field itself, which would be im- 
proved if Proposition No. 2 is approved, is 
just not up to par for Class A standards. Bo-
vina now has, by far, the poorest football fa- 
cilities of any school in our present district. 
There's no reason for this that we can see. 
We're not in a district with oil-field r ich 
schools. 

Other members of District 3-A at present 
are Farwell, Sudan, Springlake -Earth and 
Kress. 

Can those communities afford better facil- 
ities for their young people than Bovina can? 

We're in favor of a 1 1 three propositions 
which will appear on the December 3 ballot. 

- 	The school board, and school officials and 
advisors, have done a better job this time in 
presenting the needs of the school district in 
a way which the voters can more easily un- 
derstand and approve. 

We think the people of the Bovina Independ- 
ent School District are progressive in their 
views toward their school system and will ap-
prove school board presented proposals in 
next month's election,

A CROP shipment including 

120,000. pounds of corn, 60,000 
pounds of wheat and 10,000 
pounds of non-fat dry milk will 
be on its way this week to 
Port-au-Prince, Haiti, to meet 
emergency needs created by 
Hurricane Inez in Haiti accord-
ing to Norman A. Sundwall, 
Field Representative for 
Church World Service in Tex-
as. 

Shipments are made possible 
by such drives as conducted 
here by Bovina Methodist Youth 
Fellowship when over $250 was 
collected, according to Rev. 
J. B. Fowler, pastor of Bovina 
Methodist Church. 

An on-the-spot survey in Hai-
ti by Wilson Radway, Special 
Projects Director of Church 
World Service and former CROP 
National Field Representative, 
reports 50-80 per cent loss or 
damage to housing in the Jac-
mel area of southern Haita. 

"There is virtually no food 
available in the area," says 
Radway. "We have already pro-
vided 45 tons of food, from sup-
plies warehoused in Haiti. While 
some fruit is now available from

*The following information 
concerning nitrogen was pre-
sented by John Box, Associate 
Extension Agronomist. 

*As much as two-thirds of 
the total uptake of nitrogen may 
occur during the first 60 days 
of the life cycle of cotton, corn 
or grain sorghum. 

*Functions of nitrogen in 
plants are as follows: 

(1) increase seed and fruit 
yield (2) improve quality of 
leaf and forage crops (3) plen-
tiful supply of N means higher 
protein content in grains such 
as milo and wheat. 

*Pale yellow leaves on the 
lower part of plant that look 
burned are deficiency sym-
ptoms of nitrogen. 

•A good rule of thumb is the 
addition of 20 to 25 lbs. of ni-
trogen per ton of residue. This 
does not necessarily hasten de-
composition of residues, but 
will keep soil nitrogen from 
becoming unavailable for the 
following crop. 

*Nitrogen can be applied in 
late fall or winter after soil 
temperatures fall below 55 de-
grees F.

The following information 
was taken from a report made 
by the Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc. This information was col-
lected from 1960 through 1965. 

*The highest total bales pro-
duced of these six years was in 
1962 when 80,328 were 
produced. The lowest total bales 
produced was in 1960 when 39,-
946 were produced. In 1965 
a total of 58,050 bales were 
produced. 

*As for pounds of lint pro-
duced per acre 1962 was again 
the highest with 789 lbs. 1960 
was the low year with 375 lbs. 
and 1965 averaged 588 lbs. 

*To compute the quality of 
cotton for these six years a 
high of 3,613 samples were 
taken in 1962 and a low of 
1,284 were taken in '65.

Pheasant Hunt 
Set Dec. 1-7 
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Pheasant hunting season will be the first week in Decem-
ber again this year in Parmer County, announces Jack Pat-
terson, president of Parmer County Game Management As-
sociation. 

Pheasant hunting has been drawing a larger share of the 
sports spotlight each year since the first season was es-
tablished in '64. 

The county was stocked with pheasants by individual 
farmers a few years ago. The bird population has evidently 
increased on a gradual basis each year. 

"More pheasants than ever" is the unofficial reportfrom 
farmers and sportsmen from all across the county. 

Only cocks may be killed again this year. The limit is 
two birds a day with four in possession. 

There are a few reports of hunters from outside the 
county coming here this year for the pheasant hunting sea-
son. 

State game wardens are expected to patrol the county 
during the season. 

Contests have been conducted during the past two 
years to reward hunters who bring in the longest tail 
feathers and will possibly be again this year. These have 
been handled by businesses in the county. 

Thanksgiving -- 

Turkey Baking 
Time Arriving 
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turn the bird breast side up 
for the last hour of cooking. 
Special racks may be purchas-
ed to hold bird up with breast 
down. 

Sometimes turning the turkey 
is just too difficult. Good re-
sults can be obtained by roast-
ing the turkey breast side up 
for the entire cooking period. 
To prevent excessive browning 
and drying out, cover the bird 
with a piece of cheesecloth 
dipped in melted fat or a tent 
of aluminum foil. 

Baste the turkey several 
times during roasting. When 
it is half or two thirds done, 
cut the string or skin to re-
lease the legs. 

Roasting time is affected by 
the size of the turkey, and 
whether or not it is stuffed. 
There are several quick ways 
to tell if the turkey is done to 
tender perfection. The drum-
sticks should twist freely and 
the joint break easily. The meat 
in the fleshy areas like thighs 
and breast should feel soft when 
pressed with the fingers. If a 
meat thermometer is used, the 
internal temperatures should 
register at the poultry mark --
around 190 to 200 degrees F.

Check the Calendar -- only 
a few days are left until Thanks-
giving. 

It's time to place an order 
for the traditional turkey. Shop-
ping a little early assures one 
of getting jdSt the desired size 
bird. 

To be sure of quality, buy 
a turkey that has been graded 
by the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture's Consumer and 
Marketing Service. Birds have 
to be inspected before they can 
be graded, so shoppers are 
automatically assured of whole- 

. 	sameness. 
To rate U. S. Grade A, the 

turkey must have a well-flesh-
ed, long and broad breast. The 
entire carcass must be well-
covered with fat. It has an over-
all pleasing appearance -- no 
pinfeathers and only a few cuts, 
tears and bruises. It has no 
broken bones, and the breast 
and back may be slightly curv-
ed. 

The U. S. Grade B turkey 
is fairly well-fleshed and the 
breast bone not , praminent. It 
should have enough fat to pre-
vent a dark appearance of the 
skin. The carcass must look 
fairly desirable, with only a 
few pinfeathers and small cuts, 
tears and brilses. No protrud-
ing broken brines are permitted. 
The breast and back bone may 
be slightly curved. 

Aside from the time that is 
needed for thawing a frozen 
turkey in cold water, keep both 
the tu_rkey and giblets in the 
refrigerator until time for 
cooking. Then check to see that 
all the pinfeathers have been 
removed. Rinse the bird inside 
and out under cold running water 
and blot dry. Slow ovenroasting 

• in an open pan assures a very 
flavorful and evenly browned 
turkey with a minimum amount 
of shrinkage and juice loss. 
After the inside of the turkey 
has been washed, the cavity 
should be salted and stuffed, if 
desired. To hold the wings in 
place during cooking, bring wing 
tips onto the back of the bird 
and place over the flap of neck 
skin. Wrap string around 
the ends of the legs and tail, 
then tie. Or if there is a band 
of skin above the tail, tuck the 
legs into it. 

Brush the skin with soft but-
ter, margarine, or other short-
ening. If a meat thermometer 
is used, place it in a thick, 
meaty part like the thign, 
so it does not touch bone and 
can easily be read. 

Place the turkey on a rack in 
the roasting pan to keep it out 
of the juice. A good way to 
insure even browning of large 
turkeys is to start roasting the 
turkey breast side down, then

Producers of upland cotton 
will vote Dec. 5-9 to determine 
whether a research and promo-
tion order should be issued for 
upland cotton, the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture announced 
today. 

Parmer County cotton farm-
ers will receive their ballots 
by mail from the ASCS office 
in Farwell, in conjunction with 
the upland cotton marketing 
quota referendum, but will be 
in a separate ballot. After 
marking the ballot for or again-
st, it will be returned by the 
farmer to the Farwell office. 

Approval by two-thirds of the 
producers votin,;, or by a ma-
jority of proct.cers voting if 
that majority accounts for two-
thirds of the cotton represent-
ed in the referendum, is neces-
sary for the order to become 
effective. 

The proposed cotton research 
and promotion program would 
be administered by a Cotton 
Board composed of members 
nominated by cotton producing 
organizations and selected by 
the Secretary of Agriculture. 

The program would be 
financed through assessments 
of $1 per bale from upland cot-
ton producers, to be collected 
by cotton handlers designated 
by the Cotton Board. Collec-
tions from any producer who did 
not wish to contribute would be 
refunded upon written applica-
tion. Assessment would start at 
the beginning of the ginning 
season for the 1967 crop. 

C&MS officials said produ& • 
ers are eligible to vote in the 
referendum if they were "en-
gaged in the production" of the 
1966 upland cotton crop during 
calendar year 1966. The term 
"engaged in the production" is 
defined to include planting an 
upland cotton crop even though 
the crop is not harvested if 
the failure to harvest is not 
caused by the neglect of the 
farmer.
