The American Third Army seized virlually all of

While the Germans reported a major break­
through in the starkest terms they ever have used in the 
war, General Eisenhower warned civilians in Frankfurt.

The retreating German First and Seventh armies were 
feeling the weight of Allied air mig’.  as U. S. Ninth Air 
Force fighters and medium bombers blasted road .junc­
tions and strafed infantry and motorized columns in the 
Moselle-Rhine triangle.

Meal Ration To 
Be Slashed 12 
Per Cenl April 1

WASHINGTON —(/P;— The gov­
ernment Saturday night announced 
a 12 per cent cut in meat -supplies 
for civilians starting April 1, re­
ducing them to “the lowest point 
in ten years.”

Less beef and pork will bo avail­
able, said the announcement issued 
by the Office of War Information, 
but the civilian table will get more 
veal, lamb and mutton.

The War Food Administration 
allotted meat to civilians for the 
April, May, June quarter at rate of 
only 115 pounds per person a year, 
compared- with 130 pounds in the 
.-juartei- now clcsing.

Simultaneously OWI announced 
a “substantial reduction” in lend- 
lca.se shipment. of meat, and in- 
.-‘.reased supplies for U. S. Army 
and Navy use.

Obfain New Gas Coupons

Owners of trucks in Midland 
County have been mail-'d their nev 
gasoline renewal forms, it was an­
nounced Saturday by Mrs. Elenora 
Charlton, chief clerk of the Mid­
land County War Price and Ra­
tioning Board.

The Voling Compromise
There might have been a good deal of wailing in this 

country when the Big Three’s agreement on voting pro­
cedure in the international security organization was final­
ly announced. Fortunately there was not. Official and 
public reaction was generally, if temperately, favorable, 
even though the agreement meant that many who have 
aimed at permanent peace will now have to lower their 
sights considerably.

The agreement was a compromise solution of a thorny 
and persi.stent problem. And while compromises are never 
very idealistic, this one carries a particularly .stiff dose 
of realism.

By giving a ma.i'or power the right to veto armed oppo­
sition to its own aggression, the agreement admits 
that if a ma,ior power is determined to go to war, the world 
is powerless to stop it by any means short of another and 
certainly more terrible war than this one.

This agreement makes it clear that the world organiza­
tion could take steps to stop, let us say, Bolivia from push­
ing Chile around. But it could do nothing to stop aggres­
sion by the United States against Argentina, for example, 
or Britain again.st Egypt, or Russia aganist Poland, unless 
the United States or Britain or Russia voted themselves the 
aggressor, which they certainly would never do.

i\i * t-
It became known after the Dumbarton Oaks meeting 

that Russia was holding out for the veto power against 
American and British oppositon. In the ma,ior points of 
the compromise Russia was thé winner. But perhaps by 
this very victory Russia has given American senators of 
isolationist tendency their strongest reason for supporting 
our participation in the international peace organinzation.

That seems incongruous until one notes that the veto 
power applies, among other things, to “ approval of agree­
ments for supply of armed forces.” And if there is any­
thing about international cooperation that “ nationalists” 
seem particularly to abhor it is the prospect of sending 
American troops to guarantee or defend some European 
boundary^ ^

This veto power would offer an out from this obliga­
tion, if they could mu.ster .strength to put through a pro­
vision making our representative on the Security Council 
accountable to the Senate in all major decisions. And so 
these senators might support the organization in the hope 
of making our participation in it purely advisory.

Why then the general mild rejoicing? Because, it 
.seems to us, that people realize that this voting arrange­
ment is another step toward unity among the great nations.

It may be dn imperfect step, but it take.s us that much 
farther away from the deadly opposition of what the 
Pre.sident has called “ perfectionism.”

But it has reaffirmed what has always been abundant­
ly clear— that no rules, laws or leagues can achieve inter­
national peace without each government’s sincere desire 
for peace.

The well-worn phrase about “ paying a debt to society” 
takes on new meaning in the case of the several hundred 
inmates of three prisons who have volunteered as “ guinea 
])igs” in testing new drugs to combat malaria.”

Their voluntai-y duty will e.xtend beyond that of the 
soldiers who bared their arms to the anopheles mosquito 
in Walter Reed’s .search for the malaria carrier. For these 
men will not only contract the disease, but will submit to 
experiments with potential remedies whose properties and 
correct dosage are as yet imperfectly known.

If the testa are succea.sful, malaria sufferers have prom­
ise not of the relief and control that quinine and atabrine 
bring, but of complete cure of this recurring disease. Most 
important, success will provide a remedy for thousands of 
soldiers who have contracted this painful, exhausting and 
sometimes fatal disease.

It is significant that these prisoners are promised noth­
ing beyond the best of care. They take full responsibility 
for all consequences. They are offered no special priv­
ileges, comniutation of sentence, or other reward. They 
are .«imply, in the best and truest sen.se, paying their debt 
to society.

LONDON —(J>1— The Ministry 
of Aircraft Pioduction, making 
further disclosures concerning 
the new 11-ton “Town Buster” 
bomb, said Saturday that it is 
“the m o s t  destructive lethai 
weapon ever made” and that its 
explosive charge is greater than 
any one-piece explosive ever de­
tonated before the super-bomb 
was put in use.

The ministry added that the 
bomb is more powerful than 10 
German flying bombs of two 
rockets.

During the period of experi­
mentation with the new bomb, a 
dummy bomb weighing 22,000 
pounds and filled with inert mat­
erial was dropped from opera­
tional height to verify calcula­
tions. The dummy penetrated the 
earth to such a depth that 18 
men, w'orking 12 hours daily, 
took nine days to find it.

Tariff Reduclion Bid 
Finding Opposition 
From High-Duty Group

By JACK BELL
WASHINGTON—(/P)—The admin­

istration’s bid for tariff-reducing 
authority looks to some senators 
like a move in the campaign to 
trade the British out of their em­
pire preference system. But that 
doe.sn’t popularize it with the high- 
duty group.

With resumption of postwar in­
ternational commerce in view, the 
State Department has asked for 
power to cut tariffs as much as 50 
per cent under levels of last Jan- 
uai-y 1, along with extension of 
trade agreements authority.
Primary Objective

Chairman George (D-Ga) of tire 
Senate Finance Committee told a 
reporter it is his understanding 
that the primary objective is to 
put the United States in a position 
where it can urge Britain to junk 
the scheme by which members of 
the commonwealth give tariff pre­
ferences to each other.

In return, the State Department 
could promise tariff reductions 
that might be pleasing to the 
British, Australians, Canadians and 
others. But George .said lie ex­
pected the request for duty-cutting 
power to “aggravate” the usual 
Senate fight on reciprocal agree­
ment authority.

Duties on some items w'hich al­
ready have been reduced by one- 
half from the level fixed by Con­
gress in the Smoot-Hawley Bill — 
last direct action by the legisla­
tors on tariff schedules—could be 
halved again under the proposed 
new authority. Thus they would 
represent charges only one-fourth 
of what Congress approved in 1928,

cock field, recovered 1,110 feet of 
fluid—including' two stands of 
free oil—during a 23-minute drill- 
stem test at 8,353-8,470 feet in a 
shale and lime section.
In five minutes after tool was 

opened gas came to the surface 
and recovery when drill-pipe was 
broken down was 180 feet of oil 
and gas cut drilling mud, then the 
well unloaded two stands of free 
oil and then an additional 7£0 
feet of oil and gas cut drilling 
fluid was recovered.
No Official Information 

.Operator lias not released any 
official information on the test, on 
the identity of the section yielding 
the petroleum, or on any shows 
which might have deyeloped. How­
ever, reliable sources reported the 
project was being circulated Sat­
urday.

The Texas Company No. 1 W. 
Edwards, 1,980 feet from north 
and 660 feet from west lines of 
east half of section 58, district 11, 
SP survey, in Central Tom Green 
County, and in the edge of the 
village of Wail, is a new Ellen- 
burger exploration location, ac- 
cordin.g to reports from the Fort 
Worth division office of the op­
erator Saturday.
Drilling is scheduled to start at 

once. Dx'ill-site is about five miles 
west and around three miles south 
of same owner’s No. 1 Garmon, 
drilled several months ago.

months. Tliey tell her merely that 
he is well.

When he left for overseas a year 
ago she, like every woman who has 
a man in combat, watched the activ­
ities of the Eighth Air Force, knew

every mission, how many planes 
shot down and how many lost. His 
last letter stated that he had had 
com]ileted fourteen missions. Then 
there was silence, a painful silence.

Tlu’ough members of his crew she 
learned that in his anxiety to com- 
))lete his tour of duty and return 
liome, he had volunteered to fly 
with another crew on a day when 
he . was not scheduled. It was going 
to be an easy mission and would 
bring his total to fifteen—one njis- 
sioii nearer home. It was easy. 
There was no flak—no fighters— 
but a fire developed in the hydrau­
lic s,vstem and the crew was forced 
1o bail out. Two of them never liv­
ed to tell their story, five escaped 
with the aid of the underground, 
and the remaining three were cap­
tured by the Germans.

The waiting for news was long and 
heartbreaking, but finally a letter 
came. A brief, uninformative letter. 
He was in a German prison camp— 
and well. The food, the treatment 
was—tine.
Greatest Thrill

Her greatest thrill came when 
she rec"'ived the government tele- 
firam saying that he was alive, 
though a prisoner. Since then she 
has followed the progress of the

Wit’ll a breathle.ss, “America is 

wonderful!” .the first Australian 
war-bride to anive in Midland 
summed up her impressions of the 
United States in an interview Fri­
day afternoon. She is Mrs. Kenneth 
E. Ogle, formerly of Melbourne, 
who was married July 7, 1942, to 
T.'Sgt. Kenneth Ogle, now at the 
Midland Army Air Field.

Mrs. Ogle met her husband while 
he was stationed in Australia, and 
became his bride after a oourt.ship 
of seven months. Soon after their 
marriage, Sergeant Ogle was trans­
ferred, and it was not until Jan­
uary, 1945, when he returned from 
active duty in the Southwest Pac­
ific, that they were able to be to­
gether.

After five months of planning 
and waiting to "get on the list,” 
Mrs. Ogle left Australia last Au­
gust and arrived in San Francisco 
two weeks later. From there, she 
went to the home of her husband’s 
parents in Bonne Terre, Mo., where 
she found them "even nicer than I 
expected.”
Not Nervous

Mrs. Ogle had some idea oi what 
to expect in her far-away in-laws, 
however, from her husband’s des­
criptions and pictures of them, and 
from the correspondence she has 
carried on with them for two years. 
As a result of this coriesponilence, 
she was the only one of the Aus­
tralian brides on the boat who was 
not at all nervous about “what his 
family would think,” and as such, 
she was the “envy of all the girls.” 
Her calm attitude towards the 
situation, wdiich almost every bride 
faces with some degree of trepida­
tion, was justified when her new 
mother, father, and brother re­
ceived her with open arms, and did 
everything in their power to make 
her liappy during the five months 
of waiting for her husband to re 
turn from combat.

“Of course,” she added with a 
mischievous twinkle in her blue 
eyes, “Maybe I was lucky that Ken 
doesn’t have any sisters. Sisters are 
inclined to be more critical, don’t 
you thin'K?”

So far. Mrs. Ogle can find noth­
ing whatever v/rong with America 
’V\’hen Sgt. Ogle returned in Jan­
uary, they v/ent to Miami Beach 
for a two weeks rest, and the Mel 
bourne girl found Miami “simply 
out of this world.”

They were a little worried when 
he got his orders to report to Mid­
land, she said, thinking it would be 
just a little hamlet somewhere in 
the middle of the prairie, and were 
delighted to iind it “bigger and 
better” than they dared hope. 
Seeks Apartment 

Like every other war-bride com­
ing to Midland, Mrs. Ogle's days 
are filled with looking for an 
apai'tment, where she can learn to 
cook “American style,” American 
cooking is not too much different 
from Australian, however, sh e  
finds, excep't that “Americans go 
in more for fried foods.”

On the whole, Mrs. Ogle does

not find the. adjustment from the 
Australian t?  the American way of 
living very ditficult, because of 
the similarity of customs and be­
liefs. There is a greater variety of 
everything—people, clothing, stores 
and arcliitecture—than in Austra­
lia, and it is partly this variety 
that ma'xes the country so fascin­
ating, she reports. Most of the 
cities she has visited are not un­
like her home city of Melbourne, 
or Sydney, where she lived for a 
time.

Mrs. Ogle wa.= born in Rhodesia, 
South Africa, where her father had 
an interest in gold mines. Since his 
death several years ago, the family 
has resided in Australia.

Sergeant and Mrs. Ogle have 
two important post-war plans—to 
go into business for themselves 
somewhere, and to take out citizen- 
ship papers for Mrs. Ogle as soon 
as legally possible. One of her first 
acts upon coming to this country 
was to apply fo)- her papers, and 
she was quité disappointed when 
she learned that .she yrould have 
to live here two years before she 
could get them.

In the meantime, however, she' 
will do everything Hie can to pre­
pare herself to be a good citizen of 
her adopted country, a job that 
should not be very difficult for one 
whose -enthusia-sm for the United 
States is in Itself a lesson in 
patriotism.

Edmond Tom Is New 
Supervisor For Soil 
Conservation Area

Edmond Tom, rancher cooperator 
in the Martin-Howard Soil Conser­
vation District, was elected super­
visor of the district in a meeting 
held at Stanton, Texas. Tom will 
fill the vacancy left by the resigna­
tion of Earl Heald, who served as 
supervisor of Zone 1, including the 
area in Midland County, north of 
Highway 80.

Tom has been a cooperator with 
the district since 1942 in establish­
ing soil conservation practices on 
his 11-.section ranch, including a 
section of cultivated land. The elec- i [< 
tion was held by Howarcl Goss, field 
representative of the State Soil 
Conservation Board.
Trial Plantings

.Several district cooperators will 
make trial plantings of different 
kinds of pasture grasses this year. 
The seed for these planting, in­
cluding little bluestem, weeping 
lovegrass, sand blu"stem and sand 
lovegrass, will be furnished by the 
superviors. If succesful, these plant­
ings will be used for seed plats to 
furnish seed for regrassing retired 
cultivated land. Farmers who will 
plane these grasses are: -B. C. Bry­
son, P. A. Brooks, L. O. Free, Terry 
Elkin, and Herd Midkiff. They will 
be assisted by the Soil Conserva­
tion Service.

R. E. Walker, J. G. Bennett and 
Herd Midkiff will also make trial 
plantings of various legumes, in­
cluding guar, lespedeza and sweet 
clover. These legumes are soil build­
ing crops, and can be used for hay 
or grazing.
