LONDON— (.'T)— The Russians redoubled the fury of 

their onslaught against Stettin, “key to Northern Ger­
many,” and in Hungary reinforced attempts on a 50-mile 
front to batter through the Danube gate to Airstria, the 
Germans said Thursday.

In East Prussia Soviet storm units fought into Heiligen­
heil, last of the Baltic coastal fortress towns southwest of 
Koenigsberg, Moscow dispatches reported.

They drove to within si.v 
miles of D(inzig, around 
which they had drawn a 25- 
mile siege arc, and were 
within 2 1'2 miles of wedging Dan­
zig and Gdynia apart.
Moving Reinforcements 

On the Berlin front, Soviet cor­
respondents said Marshal Gregory 
Zhukov was moving reinforcements 
up to the Oder “in unbroken 
streams” in waim weather which 
forced the Russians to doff their 
greatcoats and cotton-padded jack­
ets. Tankmen in undershu’ts rode 
the decks of their machines.

Describing Stettin as a city whose 
fall would open the way to a sweep 
across the Northern German plain 
east of Berlin perhaps as far as the 
Elbe, a German war reporter said 
the Russian assault was “extraor­
dinary even considering the scale of 
previous deployments of strength 
elsewhere on the eastern front.” 
Still Undecided

“Hundreds of Russian guns have 
been in action since Thursday,” a 
week ago, he said. “The battle js 
still undecided. Russian efforts to 
enter the heart of the city and pos­
sibly to capture the Oder bridges 
intact continue with unabated vio­
lence.”

For two days the Russians have 
been just outside Stettin, Berlin’s 
chief port, with the muzzles of their

A himdied or more Syper- 
forts blasted Rangoon Thurs­
day as milions of Japane.se 
fled from their B-29 threat­
ened hom{3.s in Japan and 
thousands of others were 
killed on invaded islands or aboard 
blockade-running ships.

The “sizable force of India- 
based B-29s raiding Rangoon for 
the second time within a week, was 
acting in support of British troop.s 
who have trapped some 30,000 Nip­
ponese in Central Burma. Rangoon 
was their principal source of sup­
ply.

Tokyo’s population has dwindled 
from nearly seven million to “less 
than four million” as non-essential 
civilians fled from the terror of 
B-29 incendiaries raids, Japan’s 
home minister announced. Approx­
imately 25 per cent of the popula­
tion has deserted other Superfort­
ress-plagued industrial centers. 
Shimbu Line Shattered

“Extraordinarily heavy” Japanese 
losses were reported as American 
infantrymen shattered 'the Shimbu 
Lino east of Maniia in Central Lu­
zon. Gen. Douglas MacArthur pre­
viously estimated Nipponese losses 
in the Philippines at 282,000. All 
but minor pockets of enemy soldiers 
were crushed by guerrillas and the 
U. S. 40th Division on Panay in the 
Central Philippines where Yanks 
captured the city of Iloilo, 70 per 
cent of which was destroyed by ene­
my-set fires and mines.

Hundred.s of Japanese- were lost, 
at sea when low-flying Mitchell 
bombers virtually wiped out a six- 
ship convoy off Amoy, China. Aus­
tralia’s air minister announced that 
Aussies flying over the Dutch East 
Indies sank 29 Japanese ships and 
damaged 32 others in February. 
Most of them were small.

Virtual martial law over bomb- 
scarred Japan was urged by Pre­
mier Gen. Kuniaki Koiso, who 
warned “we must either win a vic­
tory or we shall all die.” He asked 
the Diet to appropriate the equiv­
alent of $1,000,000,000 to pay “first 
aid expenses to tire victims of air 
raids and other wartime disasters.”

ho'w prominent the parents of the 
youths might be.

Ellington told members of the 
council of an Incident last week 
when a Midland man used a gun to 
thr-aten several youths who were 
throwing at his house. It turned out 
later this man’s son was throwing 
eggs at a house in another neigh­
borhood at the same time.
Will Hold Youtlis

The opinion of the council was 
that any youtlis caught throwing

eggs or pfdnt at houses, splashing 
ink against hoin'’s, or playing the 
dangerous game of ‘.ditch ’em” with 
automobiles should be held at the 
police station until parents called 
and made bond for thetm,

Ellington told the councilmen h” 
would keep two police cars on the 
lookout for the youngsters who have 
b“en causing the trouble. The police 
chief explained to council members 
that he had urged parents of the 
youngst''rs to exercise stricter con­
trol over tl,iem. but many of the 
parents did not believe their child­
ren were involved in the escapad's.

Ellington told the council he 
would employ the strictest measures 
nec"Esary to curb the youths, and 
the council members told Ellington 
he had their unanimous and whole­
hearted supnort.

Four youths were fined $10 each 
in police court recently for throwing 
eggs at homes, but the fines were 
suspended after parents had agreed 
to prevent further escapades by the 
boys.

Fleeing Germans 
Jam Highways, 
Hindering Nazis

LONDON — {H’j — Hundreds of 
tiiousonds o f German civilians were 
reported in full flight Thursday 
from the Ruhr Valley and menaced 
ar^as immediately east of the 
Rhine, gravely hindering Nazi mili­
tary transport in their frantic haste 
to escape the advancing Allied 
armlets.

Swedish advices said roads lead­
ing eastward to Nuernberg and 
Munich were clogged with fleeing 
civilians, and likened the situation 
to the dark days of 1940 when the 
conquering Nazi armies overran the 
low countries and France, driving 
before them a flood of refugees 
which impeded Allied troops trying 
to stem the enemy tide.
More Bad News
. Speeding the mass exodus was 

news of the disaster which has be­
fallen the German armies east of 
the Rhine and ominous German 
radio predictions of an impending 
Allied airborne invasion of »the 
Ruhr—predictions given, color by 
concentrated Allied air attacks 
Wednesday on Nazi airfields In that 
area.

Allied propagandists gave added 
impetus to the migration by din­
ning into German ears Gen. Eisen­
hower’s warning that areas in the 
path of the Allied armies would be 
deathtraps for any civilian remain­
ing there.

The German people were told by 
their government Wednesday night 
they are facing a sharp cut in food 
rations and that they soon may get 
no meat at all.

stamped out all but bewildered pockets of Germans west 
of the Rhine and formed numerous .junctions in the Saar­
land and Palatinate in a mighty comiuest probably costing 
the Germans well over 100,000 men and two complete 
armies.

While the Third Army mopped up enemy remnants 
in the chemical center of Ludwigshafen and fought hard 
for the Hessian capital of Mainz, Seventh Army elements 
broke loose in advances of 28 miles from last reported

positions to points many 
miles north of areas caii- 
tured earlier by the Third 
Army— which was rampag­
ing southward.

Lt. Gen. George S. Putton’s Third 
Army counted 11,335 prisoners Mon­
day iind had another 11,000 still not 
processed for a total of around 22,- 
335 prisoners—raising the estimated 
prison bag alone for the campaign 
to around 88,335 tired, dirty and 
thoroughly beaten Germans.
One of Greatest Victories 

Even as this victoir—one of the 
greatest of the war—was being con­
summated in the Palatinate, Banr- 
land and Hesse, sky-darkening fleets 
of Ailed planes battered the whole 
flat tank country mirth of the Ruhr 
to Bremen in prelude to perhaps 
the next campaign toward the north 
door to Berlin.

LONDON-¡.Pi- T he full iury of 
Allied air might .was turned di­
rectly on German troops jammed 
into the Ruhr Thursday as 1,300 
American heavy bombers blasted 
nine of the largest army camps in 
Western Germany and five more 
airfields near the front.

Incomplete reports indicated that 
more than 7,000 warplanes were 
taking a crack at German targets.

Fourteen waves of Fortresses and 
Liberators were protected by 700 
Mustangs in the attacks on camps 
and air bases in the Ruhr. The 
Mustangs also patrolled the sky 
on 'other widespread air operations 
ranging from the North Sea to 
Austria,
Uirowing Full 'Weight

The tactical air commands thus 
were able to throw their full weight 
into the merciless bomb and rocket 
offensive which Gen. Eisenhower 
had warned was coming.

The weather again favored the 
airmen, and so many hundreds of 
aiicraft were flashi.ng in all direc­
tions over the Reich that the Nazi 
radio finally gave up ti-ying to fol­
low them in its warning service.

Nineteen Gerrhan planes, includ­
ing several jets, were shot down 
Wednesday, while 45 other planes 
and three gliders were destroyed 
aground.

RAF Mosquitos rounded off the 
month of raids on Berlin by at­
tacking the capital twice during 
Wednesday night. The first visit 
was by the largest force of Mos­
quitos ever sent to Berlin, possibly 
close to 100.

Allied Artillery 
Hits Nazis In Italy

ROME — (fPi — Allied artillery 
strongly hammered 'German strong- 
points opposite the entire Fifth 
Army sector Wednesday, but infan­
try activity on the Italian battle 
line was limited to patrols and .no 
positions changed hands, the Allied 
command announced.

A number of prisoners was taken 
from German raiding parties which 
attempted- to strike into Fifth 
Army positions.

On the British Eighth Army front 
German patrols assaulted several 
points in strength, but failed to 
hold any ground.

Barely heard above the cheers 
and counter-cheers, Churchill roared 
back that Shinwell “has done every- 
thing_ in his power to break up this 
government and hopes to gain after 
its dissolution what he would never 
gain while national affairs predom­
inated in men’s minds.”
Irritated

Obviously irritated by Shinwell’s 
accusation, he added: “Any fair-
minded man would say that the 
Labor Party had a fair representa­
tion.”

“Not from you,” shouted Shinwell.
Churchill leaned forward, his chin 

lifted and shot back: "I am the
person responsible for nominating 
this delegation, and they (Labor» 
have a fair representation in this 
delegation.”

Flarlier, Moelyn Hughes, a Labor- 
lie, had asked if there was any rea­
son why Clement Attlee, lord presi­
dent of the council and Labor party 
leader, should not lead the delega­
tion. instead of Foreign Secretary 
Anthony Eden.

Churchill said normal practice 
was for the foreign secretary to lead 
such missions and expliined Attlee’s 
title of deputy prime minister wa.s 
a courtesy title “which has no con­
stitutional authority at the present 
time.”

Besides Eden and Attlee. Churchill 
named these members of the delega­
tion :

Lord Cranborne, •rlominions sec­
retary, and Lord Halifax, British 
ambassador to Washington.
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No Alternative
“The alternative to the Dumbarton Oaks plans is not a 

better international organization, but none at all.’
That is the gist of conclusions reached by representa­

tives of 41 American colleges and universities, meeting 
in Boston as the Universities Committee on Postwar Inter­
national Problems. It may not be a new thought, but it 
is a highly important one. And we have not seen a better 
summary of the whole vast, complicated problern of in­
ternational organization for security and peace as it exists 
today.

The San Francisco conference next month could do 
worse than take that sentence for its motto. The Senate 
might ponder it well. And all of us should find it worth 
taking to heart and remembering, because it is true.

Pi'obably there are few people who, having read the 
summaries of the Dumbarton Oaks and Crimea confer­
ences, believe that these meetings achieved perfect results. 
But the point is that they made a start.

H! * *
This start is toward one of the bravest, most hopeful, 

most difficult undertakings in the history of civilization. 
The accomplishments thus far scarcely measure up to the 
magnitude of the undertaking. But that is not to be won­
dered at. The wonder is that action has been taken at all, 
when hesitancy would be so natural.

Impressed by their rtemendous responsibilities, the 
men of Dumbarton Oaks might understandably have tried 
to achieve perfection in the first draft, and at the same 
time tried to please everyone. If they had, there would be 
no San Francisco conference scheduled now. The Dum­
barton Oaks conference would still be sitting and decisions 
of Dumbarton Oaks and San Francisco will have to be
changed and amended through the years.* *

The United States Constitution, which many regard as 
the perfect charter of free government, was the fruit of 
compromise and bittei wrangling. It its original form it 
was incomplete and inadequate. But no substitute could 
better its basic purpose and principles. And so it was 
adopted. And because the American people dared to 
change this Constitution as well as live under it, original 
misgiving has given way to present reverence.

The purpose and principles outlined at Dumbarton 
Oaks are as sound and admirable as those outlined at 
Philadelphia in 1787. If we should abandon them because 
the details of their application are not perfect, there is no 
alternatiye but mutual suspicion, the poverty of economic 
and spiritual isolation, and the expense of a great military 
machine which would have to be ready at all times to fight 
any or all of the world.

Hopeful Signs
President Getulio Vargas of Brazil has announced that 

he will not be a candidate in the forthcoming presidential 
elections, and that he will turn the government over to 
his legally chosen succe.ssor in defiance of any threats of 
force or violence.

President Vargas has been a dictator. He has held 
office for 15 years, during which time he has done away 
with the country’s constitution and at times imposed press 
censorship. At the same time he has been a loyal and un­
questioned friends of this country and of world democracy, 
and has sent his own troops into war against Germany.

Dictators usually remain in office until death or revo­
lution removes them. They seldom resign or retire, not 
only because such action is against the usual dictatorial 
inclination but also because of fear. One-man or one-party 
rule can build up a lot of resentment over a period' of 
years.

President Vargas’ decision, then, is courageous as well 
as commendable. It conceivably could entail some per­
sonal risk. For that reason it seems an even more hopeful 
sign of a conviction on his part that democracy is worth 
practicing as well as supporting.

As a practical echo of the sentiments expressed at the 
Chapultepec conference. President Vargas’ announcement 
should do much to reaffirm this hemisphere’s solidarity 
and like-mindedness, with one unhappy exception.

Dr. Bernice Moore 
Urges Rolarians To 
Be Pals To Youths

Dr. Bernice Moore of the Hogg 
Foundation for mental hygiene of 
the University of Texas told Mid­
land Rotarians, at their meeting 
Tinirsday noon in Hotei Scharbauer, 
“real parenthood will prevent juve­
nile delinquency, especially among 
girls.”

She said one of each six persons 
in the nation is physicaily deficient 
and asserted human waste and phy­
sical deficiency must be prevented.

“It *is a job for every 'home and 
every community and not a job for 
Washington officials,” Dr. Moore 
continued. “We must raise healthier 
people.”

She urged more companionship 
between fathers and children, as­
serting youngsters must have asso­
ciation, leadership, companionship, 
friendship, affection and love from 
men and women.
Fathers Should Be Pals

“Dad should be more than a pay i 
check,” .she as.serted. ' ‘Fathers! 
should take time for more participa- i 
tion in the daily lives of their chil- ] 
dren.” |

She asserted “sex has been forced 
on youngsters” and usually they are 
pretty sexless if left alone. She told 
of dances and dates of 11-year-olds 
in some cities.

Delinquency, she said, is found in 
the home of the privileged as well 
as the undei’privileged and praised 
youths of Midland for working aft­
ernoon after .school hours.
Praises Canteen

After describing the restlessness 
of youths, she praised Midland's 
Junior Canteen, the Midland Live­
stock Show and other activities here 
for boys and girls.

“We should teach more by what 
we do than by what we say,” she 
added.

Texas To Preserve 
Rig Horn Sheep

AUSTIN—(A")—Legislation to aid 
the dwindling herd of Texas big­
horn sheep in their fight for survi­
val is making progress.

The House Wednesday night pass­
ed a measure providing for a game 
preserve in Hudspeth and Culber­
son Counties, and the Senate Fin­
ance Committee has recommended 
a similar bill for passage.

Tne Game, Fish and Oyster 
Commission, with some state and 
some federal funds, is seeking to 
establish a preserve in habitat best 
suited to the big horns and staff 
it with a consei'va'tionist qualified 
to aid the project.

The plan is to fence the area and 
prevent the big horns from coming- 
in contact with domestic sheep, 
w'hose diseases they are .subjected 
to. Inroads of domestic .sheep on 
pastures would also be prevented.

The stock of big horns has stead­
ily diminished from untold thou­
sands, to a few hundred.

“establishment of peace and con­
cord among all Spaniards.”

In a statement given to The As­
sociated Press recalling the sixth 
anniversary of the end of the 
Spanisli civil war, the prince, Count 
of Barcelona, declared that restor­
ation of the monarchy “alone can 
provide an ' effective guarantee for 
religion, order and liberty.”

State Working On New 
Oil Lease Proposition

AUSTIN—UP)—A measure whose 
sponsor said would bring tile state 
a neat two million dollars in the 
next two years was passed by the 
House and .sent to the Senate Wed­
nesday.

It gives the state authority to 
renew and extend oil and gas lea.ses 
of certain public lands including 
islands, saltwater lakes and bays, 
river beds, inlets, marches and reefs.

Rep. Homer Lonard of McAllen, 
exi-iiaining the measure, said that 
because of oil proration, full de­
velopment of the oil potentialitie.s 
of much of this land has been im­
possible in the 25 years to which 
such leases ha,ve been limited. He 
said Land Commissioner Bascom 
Giles estima-ted the renewal of these 
lease v/ould bring the state $2,000,- 
OCO in the next two years.

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Food Shortages 
Reflect Uneven 
Distribution

By OVID A. MARTIN

WASHINGTON—W)—Food short­
ages often reflect an uneven distri­
bution.

Food supplies tend to remain close 
to the source of production. Nor­
mally, it is only when nearby con­
sumers get all they want that sup­
plies move out to areas of lesser 
])roduction.

This has been true especially in 
the case of meats and butter, the 
great bulk of which are produced 
and processed in the Midwest.

Because of this—and some black 
marketing—there has been a ten­
dency for a larger and larger por­
tion of the hogs and beef cattle 
to be bought and slaughtered by 
small, local plants serving very 
limited areas.
TaTgcr Plants Cut

Larger packing plants which nor­
mally supply the more distant areas 
have been getting a smaller portion 
of the meat animals.

The government has had to de­
pend very largely upon the bigger 
plants to supply the Army and lend- 
lease and to provide foreign relief. 
These plants have been forced to 
cut down on supplies moving to 
their civilian customers. Officials 
say that the only way to obtain an 
even distribution would be to place 
a policeman on every livestock 
farm, in every slaughter plant and 
in every retail store.

Another cause of maldistribution 
is an understandable attempt on 
the part of some processors to favor 
their better customers. Frequently 
tranportation difficulties cause 
temporo.ry local shortages. 
Distribution Policies

Government distribution policies 
for sugar, as well as a wartime de­
cline in the domestic production, 
have affected supplies of this com­
modity. Last year the government 
allowed civilians larger rations, 
principally for canning. It also in­
creased allowances to industrial 
users, such as soft-drink maker, 
bakers and candy makers.

These increased allowances, sharp­
ly opposed by some government au­
thorities, had the effect of largely 
depleting sugar reserves.

No food officials regret their 1944 
liberality. They since have reduced 
allowances for both civilians and 
industrial users.

Lookhig backward, it is easy to 
see now' that rationing could have 
been used more effectively in 1944 
to make supplies of present short­
age items last longer.

M(!ats, lard, shortening, other fats 
(except butter) and some canned 
foods were taken off the ration list 
in the spring. They were not re­
turned until late in December, after 
it became apparent that the W’ar 
would continue well into 1945.

T H E  W A R  
T O D A Y

The whirlwind conquest of the 
Saarland and Palatinate by the U. 
S. Third and Seventh armies un­
der that grand team—Generals Pat­
ton and Patch—represents one of 
th? major victories of the v/ar and 
one which is likely to precipitate 
the Trans-Rhenish invasion of the 
great Ruhr industrial center by Al­
lied forces north of Cologne.

Supreme Allied Headquarters tell 
us that the German hold on the 
Saar-Palatinate area west of the 
Rhine has been reduced to “little 
more than a bridgehead.” This 
means that the Patton-Patch com­
bination has nullified any German 
menace to the Allied right flank 
west of the Rhine and thus has 
removed what may be the last ob­
stacle to the eagerly awaited in­
vasion of the Ruhr by the Allied 
left, or northern, flank.
No Argument

One finds no argument against 
the belief expressed by the German 
radio that Field Marshal Montgom­
ery’s command is about to cross the 
Rhine. The radio also thinks air­
borne troops will be employed— 
which sounds wholly reasonable. 
Meanwhile hundreds of thousands 
of terrified German civilians are 
fleeing in panic from the doomed 
Fi,uhr, tying Nazi military opera­
tions in knots.

But the Saar-Palatinate victory 
reaches much further than that. 
It has disrupted two German armies 
—the First and the Seventh—and 
inflicted casualties which are ex­
pected to run beyond the 100,009 
mark. That is a more terrible loss 
to the crippled Nazi fighting ma­
chine at this critical juncture than 
severe! hundred thousand casual­
ties would have been early in the 
war.

The Hitlerites just haven't the 
troops to defend tin long battle 
front cf the Rhine. There will be 
fierce fighting, but they can’t stop 
us now from swarming across this 
last great barrier to the heart of 
th? Reich.

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Congressional Fight 
Is Shaping Up Over 
Tariff Controversy

By JAMES MARLOW
WASHINGTON— (A>) —There’ll 

a fight in Congress over tariffs.
In 1934, under the leadership 

the then Secretary of State Cordell 
Hull, Congress permitted reciprocal 
trade agreements. This meant: 1

We could make a deal with other | 
nations. We’d .say, “You lower your' 
tariffs on this product of ours and 
we’ll lower our tariff on that pro- I 
duct of yours.”

We now have these reciprocal ’ 
trade agreements with 28 nations. 
Hull tho.ught they might help pre­
vent this war. But they didn’t. But 
this is what the 1934 law did;

It authorized the President to re­
duce tariffs—in those cases where 
there was a reciprocal agreement— 
by as much as 50 per cent of what 
they v;ere in 1934.

The law was renewed in 1937, 
again in 1940, and again in 1943. If 
it is not renewed again by June 12, 
the law will lapse and the President 
wUl not be able to make these re­
ciprocal agreements.
New Bill

But a bill has just been placed 
in Congress to renew the authority 
for three years more. This bill is 
backed by the State Department, 
But it asks for more than just a 
renewal.

It would give the President power 
to reduce by another 50 per cent 
tariffs which already have been 
lialved. So, this would mean a total 
tariff reduction of 75 per cent on 
.some items.

Some Republican congressmen ai- 
leady have said they would fight 
this on the ground that it would 
strip many American businesses of 
all economic defenses and force 
them to .shut down.

Others thing too much power 
would be given to the executive

“In some places on this island 
the soil, deeply covering the coral 
base ,is black and rich.

“We planted those first seeds and 
they grew almost as fast as a B-29 
can fly—and that’s powerful fast. 
Radishes popped up almost over­
night. Corn the same way. We found 
you can grow almost everything 
that you can grow in the States, and 
about twice as fast.

I Best Breadmaker 
In All Islands

B-29 BASE, SAIPAN— (A>)—Some 

of the lightest, fluffiest, melt-in- 
mouthiest dinner rolls I ever ate 
were mixed in a bowl, that was for­
merly a Superfortress “blister.” They 
were baked in an oven made from 
steel plates salvaged from a battle- 
blasted Japanese sugar mill and in­
serted in a regulation army gaso­
line cookstove.

Master of these tea-room delica- 
oies—and of hot bread, pies, cakes, 
custards and doughnuts wholesale— 
is young Cpl. John P. McGlynn, Ro­
chester, N. Y. He presided over 
the bakery, which is no bigger than 
a good-sized family kitchen, attach­
ed to the mess hall of a B-29 camp. 
Postwar Plans Made

McGlynn is one soldier whose 
postwar plans are already made. He 
is going right back into the restau­
rant business. That’s where he 
learned—in hotels, fry-shops, tea 
rooms and grills in Rochester, 
Geneva, and Auburn, N. Y., and 
Springfield. Mass. — the how and 
how-not of cooking and baking.

With his helpers he built the 
bake-shop in his spare time, includ­
ing two work benches, a scrap- 
lumber* partition from the dining 
section, and a dough-raising box 
with 15 electric lights providing the 
necessary heat.

He used a Japanese doughboard 
found in shattered Garapan—after 
scrubbing it well with lye--water. 
His doughnut cutter is fashioned 
from a tin can, with a handle 
welded by helpful Seabees. His roll­
ing pin, until he acquired a conven­
tional one, was a broomstick.

Other equipment includes an as­
sortment of pin-up girl pictures— 
“purely decorative and inspiration­
al,” he says.

Jellied Gasoline

Serve Mexican Easier Breakfast

Mexican Easter Breakfast 
Orange juice (Jugo de Naran- 

ja), sausage -with eggs (Chorizo 
con Huevos), refried beans (Fri- 
joles Refritos), hot tortillas (Tor­
tillas Calientes), or toast or rolls, 
Mexicali chocoiate or Mexican 
coffee.

Mexican Sausages With Eggs 
One Mexican sausage (chorizo) 

for each person served, 1 table­
spoon oil for each sausage, 2 eggs 
for each sausage.

Remove skins from sausages, 
crumble into hot oil and fry. Beat 
egg, add to sausage. Stir with a 
fork as you w'ould scrambled eggs. 
If desired, minced onion may be 
added before adding eggs.

Chorizo is coarsely ground pork 
sausage with chil^ powder, garlic 
and vinegar added.

If you want a more traditional 
breakfast, serve waffles with

creaiped eggs and mushrooms.
Premier Waffles 

(Makes 5 or 6 Waffles)
Two and one-half ccups sifted 

cake flour, 2 1/2 teaspoons combi­
nation baking powder, 1/2 tea­
spoon salt, 2 teaspoons sugar, 2 
egg yolks, well beaten; 1 1/2 cups 
milk, 2/3 cup melted butter or 
other shortening, 2 egg whites.

^ift flour once, measure, add 
baking powder, salt, and sugar 
and sift again. Combine egg 
yolks, milk and butter; add to 
flour mixture, beating until 
smooth. Beat egg whites until 
they will hold up in moist peaks. 
Stir quickly but thoroughly into 
batter. Bake in hot waffle iron. 
Serve with creamed mushrooms 
and eggs, chicken, or sweetbi'eads.

Arriving rather late in Houston, 
Kurt_made the rounds of the hotels 
in search of a room. He was about 
to give up, when he found accommo­
dations in a medium sized hotel and 
turned in.

Awakened By Music 
Shortly after nine o’clock the next 

morning he v/a.s awakened by 
strains of music floating in through 
the open window.

“The most beautiful violin music 
I think. I ’d ever heard,” he recalled 
yesterday. “I thought someone had 
tuned in a concert on a radio, but 
then there was a realistic some­
thing in the tone that stamped it 
as the genuine original.

“I looked out the window and no-' 
ticed for the first .time that my 
hotel was directly across the .street 
from the municipal auditorium, and 
in a flash I realized I was listenmg 
to Heifetz and the Houston Sym­
phony orchestra in a practice ses­
sion.”

Dressed Hurriedly 
Hurriedly he dressed and rushed 

across the street. Luckily the door 
of the hall was open and he entered 
silently. He slipped into a front row 
seat and sat rapt throughout the 
long rehearsal.

Finally it was over and the violin-

ist stepped from the stage and dis­
appeared into the wings.

Kurt took a firm grip on his nerve 
and moved through a side door to­
ward the dressing rooms in the 
rear. Heifetz’s door was ajar and 
the MAAF musician’s knock brought 
an invitation to “come in”.

A Few Notes
A few scribbled nites in a pocket 

notebook streached a short auto­
graph into a 30-minute interview.

Granting Kurt’s request for his 
autograph the famous violinist ac­
cepted the proffered notebook and 
pen. As he scribbled his name he 
noticed a musical staff and a senes 
if notes showing through from an­
other page. Instinctively he turned 
the page. He recognized the passage 
immediately.

“Tristan and Isolde,” he smiled.
“I think it’s probably the ntost 

beautiful music ever written,” Kurt 
offered.

“I agree,” the violinist nodded. “I 
often regret that it is impossible to 
play all of it on a violin.”

Talk Shop
The ice was broken and the two 

musicians “talked shop” for thirty 
minutes while the Russion-born vio­
linist carefully polished his Stradi­
varius.

It developed that Heifetz was ac­
quainted with a music teacher un­
der whom Pfc. Friedemann studied 
in Europe before the war, and their 
talk ran from music to personalities 
to places and back to music again.

Finally Heifetz explained that it 
was past his practice hour and he 
must get to work so Kurt excused

himself. He floated out of the hall 
about a foot off the ground ^ d  
hasn’t quite “landed” yet.

He says beyond a doubt it was 
the high point in his entire musical 
experience.

He is a flutist in '^he 630th AAF 
Band and he plays several other 
instruments with ease.
