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JAPSEXPECT YANK INVASION
Reds Reverse 
Position On 
Vote Formula

SAN FRANCISCO— (yP)—  
Small nation acceptance of a 
Big Five veto voting formula 
for a World Security Coun­
cil Friday appeared certain. 
A  successful end of the Unit­
ed Nations Conference is in 
sight.

Russia’s dramatic acceptance of a 
sl.atenient that the big-power veto 
could not be u.sed to bloch discus­
sion of any case presented to the 
council broke a week-old deadlock 
late Thursday and put the confer­
ence over the liill.

Ten days to two weeks more of 
committee work and speech-making 
remain to get the United Nations 
charter in final shape for signing, 
but no more major issues are on the 
horizon.
Deadlock Ended

It took the combined efforts of 
Premier Stalin, Harry Hopkins, who 
was then in Moscow, and Secretary 
of State Stettinius, who acted with 
President Truman’s approval, to 
end the deadlock. Hofikins, on in­
structions from Stettinius, asked 
Stalin to reconsider Soviet insistence 
that any of the Big Five could veto 
even discussion in the peace-en­
forcement council of an internation­
al dispute. The other four major 
powers did not want a single veto 
vote to block round-table talk.

Stalin reversed the Soviet position, 
acting, according to his spokesman 
here, in the interest of unanimity 
and to speed the conference to suc­
cess.
Delegates Are Pleased

Ruissian Ambassador Andrei Gro­
myko first advised Stettinius of 
Mosc^ow's action. Then he told it to 
Stettinius and representatives of 
Britain. China and Fi-ance at a 
meeting. Tire five next rushed tc 
conference headquarters at the Vet­
erans Building and amid much ap­
plause announced the news to the 
delegation chairmen of the other 
45 irations represented here.

After days of tension and anxiep 
lest the big powers split permanent­
ly, 4 to 1, on this issue, delegates 
emerged from the steering commit­
tee conference room chatting and 
smiling.

Meat Supply 
Increase To 
Be Meager

WASHINGTON —  (A>) —  

The government’s promised 
increase in meat supplies 
next fall may turn out to 
average only 36 ounces more per 
civilian for the entire October-De- 
cember period.

This increase exer summer sup­
plies would include meats served in 
public eating places. Consequently 
the increase in sijpplles at butcher 
shops would be somewhat less.

Spread over a 90-day period, this 
36-ounce boost would be scarcely 
noticeable, particularly if civilian 
demand continues at or near present 
levels.

This prospect is based upon 
latest government ipeat allocations 
and estimates of 1945 production. 
Production Is Less 

The Bureau of Agricultural Eco­
nomics—the War Food Administra­
tion’s statistical agency—said Friday 
meat production this year is expect­
ed to total 22,500,000,000 pounds, or 
9 per cent less than last year.,

Of the total estimated 1915 supply, 
about 16,500,000,000 pounds already 
have been allocated for use up to 
October 1. Thus the amount re­
maining for the last three months 
would be about 6,000,000,000 pounds.

Of this, nearly 2,000,000,000 will be 
required for non-civilian use, leav­
ing slightly more than 4,000,000,000 
for civilians compared with 3,740,- 
000,000 alloted civilians for the July- 
September quarter.
Egg- Supply Is Short 

And even this prospective slight 
increase will be offset by a smaller 
.supply of eggs—now a prime meat 
substitute—-duriug.'.the- latter-part Qi' 
the year and the early prat of 1916, 
the bureau said.

Despite reductions in government 
buying, supplies of eggs available to 
civilians pvobably will be far short 
of demand at -ceiling prices for the 
remainder of the year, the bureau 
said.

Chinese Bailie 
For Liuchow And 
Former A ir Base

CHUNGKING—(/Pi—’Fhe Cliinese 

High Command announced Friday 
that Chinese forces had fought 
their way into the northern sub­
urbs of Liuchow and an Army 
spokesman declared the recapture 
of that former U. S. air base site 
in Kv.'angsi Province appeared 
probable.

Tne spoicesman also expressed be­
lief it was quite possible that Kwei­
lin, another former U. S. air base 
site approximately 100 miles north­
east of Liuchow, would fall to the 
Chinese.

He sstimated that approximately 
200,000 Japanese troops in Burma, 
Thailand, Indo-China and Malaya 
virtually had be'-n isolated by the 
Chinese offensive in Kwangsi Pro­
vince, which has' driven a deep 
wedge into the enemy’s nortli-south 
communications corridor.

The high command’s announce- 
! ment concerning Chines'’ operations 
in the vicinity of Liuchow made it 
plain that unofficial reirorts two 
days ago to the effect that the city 
already had fallen were premature.

In Fukien Province, meanwhile, 
the Chinese continued their assaults 
on the coastal highway town of 
Futing, 105 miles north of Foochow 
and 55 miles south of the Chekiang 
Province port of Wenchow.

The Chinese High Command re­
port'd widesprea-d activity by the 
Chinese Air Force, including at­
tacks on grounded Japanese planes 
at two airfields at Hankow, five 
strafing attacks cn a fleet of 200 
junks on the Yangtze and assaults 
on enemy positions at L.aohokow. 
former American air base in Hujieh 
Provinc'’ .

Army transport plane into the wilds 
of Dutch New Guinea has unlocked 
the secrets of a mountain-bound 
“Shangri-La” where six-foot tribes­
men live in a state of barbaric 
feudalism inside walled towns.

said, -attacked Syria.

Supporting the demand of Syria 
and Lebanon for “ immediate evac- 
'uation of Fi'ench ti-oops,” the obm- 
munique said retention of French 
soldiers in. the two countries “is 
contrary to the rights, sovereignty 
and independence which have beer, 
acknowledged in both countires.”

War Casualties 
Reach 1,012,049

WASHINGTON—(IP)— Army and 
Navy combat casualties during the 
war reached 1,012,049 Friday, an 
increase of 9,162 in toe past week.

The Army total of 895,834 repre­
sented names reported here throngli 
May 30 and reflected actual fight­
ing through the early part of May 
—presumably up to about the time 
toe war against Gei-many ended.

The Navy casualties amounted to 
116,215, a rise of 3,347 in toe last 
week indicating the more intense 
fighting in the Pacific.

The break-down on Army casual­
ties as reported Friday by Secretary 
of War Stlmson, and corresponding 
figures for last week:

K i l l e d  185,670 an d  193,563; 
wounded 556,844 and 553,088: miss­
ing 46,747 and 52,746; prisoners 
106,573 and 100,622. Most of the in­
crease in the prisoner total appar­
ently represented .shifts from toe 
missing column. Of the wounded, 
Stimson .said, 317,626 have returned 
to duty.

Similar figures for toe Navy 
killed 44,503 and 43,534; wounded 
56,767 and 54,380: missing 10,705 and

As spoken, it depends in many instances on 
inflection rather than sound, with a risino; or falling of 
the voice ,givin,g different meaning to what we should 
call the same word. Tn its written form, however, it is 
considerably less flexible.

The Chinese, of course, do not have an alphabet. 
Each written character in their language represents a 
whole word, and Chinese scholarship is measured to a 
considerable extent by the number of characters that a 
person knows.

Chinese scholarshin therefore becomes quite a .job. 
And in consequence, Chinese has never been one of the 
world languages like French or English. Few citizens 
have bothered to learn it unless they meant to live in 
China.

Chinese had never been a diplomatic language, eith­
er. until a few weeks ago, when it was made one of the 
official UNCIO languages at San Francisco. This pre­
sented the Chinese delegation with new problems and- 
it seems to us, an enviable opportunity.

❖  :!« *

For centuries China’s millions found that their lan- 
.guage served their purposes even though it did not con­
tain the nrofessional vocabulary of international diplo­
macy. When such a vocabulary was needed to conduct 
China’s business, her statesmen expi^essed themselves 
in a foreign tongue.

But now China’s delegates have found it necessary^ 
to create a thousand new words so that the UNCIO docu­
ments may be printed in Chinese. They have had to de­
vise new word characters and cast new type for them.

Thus something tangibly new has come into the 
world to express for the Chinese the new efforts being 
made in San Francisco. To them these thousands char­
acters will henceforth be a.ssociated with the troubled 
but courageous beginnings of an international force to 
assure peace on earth.

* ❖

It seems a pity that the rest of the United Nations 
could not have been so fortunate as to enrich their ev­
eryday speech with a thousand bright s.ymbols of peace, 
each carrying a clear meaning never before expressed.

Instead they have had to translate common general 
ideas into 40 or more languages. And that has been the 
root of trouble and misunderstandings, as it was at 
Yalta.

So the other nations will probably continue to hag­
gle over the conflicting connotations of one translation 
against another. Meanwhile the Chinese will have erect­
ed to the epochal work at San Francisco the living and 
enduring monument of new words.

/
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Whai About Franco?
Isn’t it about time to stop playing ball with Franco? 

That is the question dressed up in proper diplomatic lan­
guage, that the French government’s Foreign Affairs Com­
mittee has asked the Allies.

There seems only one logical answer: Yes. The^-Allies 
appeased the Spanish-dictator in return for the military 
necessary material they needed from Spain. But the fight­
ing in Europe is over now. And Franco’s government re­
mains of the same mind and makeup as when it was the 
protege of Hitler and Mussolini.

Hitler and Mussolini used Franco’s war as a laboratory 
for the world war to follow. Franco’s “neutrality” in that 
Avar Avould have been a ,ioke if it had not cost the lives of 
Allied men. And today Spain remains the last European 
refuge of fascism and of one of the most notorious Euro­
pean fascists, Pierre Laval, Avhom Franco Avill not release 
to French authorities.

It seems incredible that the Allies, after paying such a 
.staggering price to free Europe of fascism, should still 
tolerate this rank fascist regime. And it seems impossible 
that they can much longer avoid doing what France sug­
gests— demand that Franco abdicate in favor of a truly 
representative Spanish government and, if he refuses, 
break off diplomatic relations.

'Coddling' Vindicaied
Our so-called “ coddling” of German war prisoners 

sa\md the liv;es of many American prisoners in Germany, 
the International Red Cross re\ êals.

A Swiss Red Cross official has .stated that when Hit­
ler ordered the execution of American and British avia­
tors last March, his officers disobeyed him because they 
knew that both countries had lived up to the Geneva 
Convention covering treatment of prisoners of war. Thus 
99 per cent of American prisoners sur\dved Hitler’s in­
tended vengeance.

This does imt condone the Germans’ unspeakable 
tieatment ot political, as distinct from military, prison­
ers. There was no Geneva Convention for Dachau and 
Buchenwmld and Maidanek. But it does vindicate the 
humane treatment of prisoners, in accordance with an 
honorable pledge, which apparently appealed to the re­
maining vestige of decency in the Germany army.

A 
second entrance was built for 
Brown and Root, and the pickets 
were shifted.

In a fourth Texas plant, the Shell 
Refinery at Deer Park near Hous­
ton, workers voted to strike unless 
the Pair Employment Pi-actices 
Committee relents on its orders di­
recting the upgrading of Latin-

¡woman’s demands for comforts 
land luxuries or social importance. 
iTime and again, a man has stolen 
money or juggled funds dis­
honestly because he had never 
:told his wife frankly what his 
ifinancial position really was. I f  he 
liad taken his wife into his con- 
ifidence, she would willingly and 
gladly have gone without things 
which she demanded because site 
believed them to be attainable.

The demand for more personal 
freedom is usually the result of 

; a lack of tact. It comes in part 
from a woman’s possessive in- 
istinct. Her husband must not look 
at another woman. He must not 
ispvnd any time with his men 
friends. He must not read or de­
vote his leisure time to any per­
sonal hobby.

HAVE been alone all day.
Why don’t you talk to me?” 

his wife complains. “You have 
plenty to say to your friends, I 
notice, but you never open your 
mouth in the house.”

Modern life requires that the 
vast majority of men work for a 
¡living. The only leisure that they 
¡have is in the evening. Theije is 
[no person who does not require 
■privacy and quiet and a few 
hours for his own interests. Where i 
us he to find them if not at home? !

Home is a place of community 
living, true, but it must also be a 
place where the individual can 
find privacy for his body and 
privacy for his mind.

TTie rnarried partner who fails 
to respect that privacy, who at­
tempts to invade it, is doing a 
real injury to the other. Most of 
the complaints Of lack of freedom 
are really complaints of lack of 
mental and spiritual privacy.

"Y^HEN you sit down to balance 
”  your matrimonial books bn 

your wedding anniversary, what 
are you going to find? There w ill 
be many items on the credit side, 
many on the debit side. Before 
you add all these debit items and 
look at the forbidding total, ask 
yourself; What is there in my 
marriage which has been most 
disappointing? Is it an insuffi­
cient amount of love or compan­
ionship? Is it a material lack of 
money or possessions, or of social 
position and influence? That an­
swer w ill reveal not merely what 
is wrong with your marriage but 
what is wrong with you. Is it 
happiness you want or affluence?

Before you add up the list of 
your husband’s bad habits, make 
a list of your pwn habits which 
are annoying to him. Do you 
make the same excuses for his 
shortcomings that you make for 
your own?

Commiiiee Tells 
Governor Slate's 
Rights Threatened

AUSTIN — (/P) — Gov. Coke R. 
Stevenson Friday had under con­
sideration recommendations of a 
committee he named recently, that 
he appoint imm-'diately a coordina­
ting group to present evidence and 
arguments before the Federal Power 
Commission since in the commit­
tee’s opinion the state’s sovereign 
rights to “control oil and gas con­
servation are being threatened.”

The PPC soon will start a series 
of hearings on natural gas con­
servation.

The personnel of the committee 
named recently by the governor 
met with him for a considerable 
time.

“Members of your committee, 
which repres'nts every phase of the 
Texas oil and gas industry are of 
the opinion that there is now at 
stake the sovereign rights of Texas 
to deal exclusively with the pro­
duction of oil- and gas within its 
boundaries,” the governor was in­
form'd.

“Jurisdiction to enact laws and 
to prescribe rules and regulations 
for the conservation of natural gas 
and oil in Texas, is vested under 
traditional constitutional principles, 
exclusively in the State of Texas.

“Texas should not only insist 
that its sovemign rights in this re­
spect be recognized by the federal 
government, but it should insist 
before authoritative hearings that 
the right to regulate the conserva­
tion, production, intrastato trans­
portation and sale of natural gas 
is one of the important rights re­
served to it by the tenth amend­
ment of the United States Con.sti- 
tution.’

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OP THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 24 of Ar­
ticle I I I  of the Constitution of 
Texas be amended so as to here­
after read as follows:

“Section 24. Members of the 
. Legislature shall receive from the 
public Treasm-y a per diem of Ten 
Dollars ($10) per day during their 
tenure of office. In addition to the 
per diem the members of each 
House shall be entitled to mileage 
in going to and returning from the 
seat of government, which mileage 
shall not exceed Two Dollars and 
Fifty Cents ($2.50) for each twenty- 
five (25) miles, the distance to be 
computed by the nearest and most 
direct route of travel by land, re­
gardless of railways or water routes; 
and the Comptroller of the State 
shall prepare and preserve a table 
of distances to each county seat, 
now or hereafter to be established: 
and by such table the mileage of 
each member shall be paid; but no 
member shall be entitled to mileage 
for any extra session that may be 
called within one day after the ad­
journment of any regular or called 
session.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu- 
^onal Amendment shall be submit­
ted to a vote of the qualified elec­
tors of this State at an election to 
be held throughout the State on 
the fourth Saturday in August, A. 
D. 1945, at which all ballots shall 

.j|;ave printed thereon:
“FOR the Constitutional Amend­

ment providing for continuous sa- 
lai-y per diem of all members of 
the Legislature during their tenure 
of office" and

“AGAINST th e  Constitutional 
Amendment providing for continu­
ous salary per diem of all members 
of the Legislature during their ten- 
m-e of office.’ ’

Each voter shall mark out one of 
said clauses on the ballot, leaving 
the one expressing his vote on the 
proposed Amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor shall issue 
the necessary proclamation for said 
election and have the same pub­
lished as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws of this State.

Sec. 4. The provisions of this 
Constitutional Amendment shall Be 
Self enacting, and if a majority of 
votes at said election shall be cast 
for same the Governor shall, with­
in thirty (30) days after said elec­
tion, issue a proclamation declar­
ing this Amendment to be a part 
of the Constitution of Texas.

quire, the court may sit in sections 
as designated by the court to hear 
argument of causes and to consider 
applications for writs of error or 
other preliminary matters.

S^c. 4. There is hereby appro­
priated out of the General Fund 
of the State of Texas, not other­
wise appropriated, the sum of 
Fifteen Tliousand Dollars ($15,- 
000.00), or so much thereof as may 
be necessary, to pay the expenses 
of advertising said Resolution in 
each county in the state and for 
such other puiposes as may be 
necessary, or required by law, or 
by the Constitution.

PE IT  RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE

Section 1. That Sections 51a, 51b, 
51c, and 51d of Article I I I  of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended and the same are 
hereby amended so that the same 
shall hereafter consist of one sec­
tion to be numbered 5ia, which 
shall read as follows:

"Sec. 51a. The Legislature shall 
have the power, by general laws to 
provide, subject to limitations and 
restrictions herein contained, and

such other limitations, restrictions 
and regulations as may by the Leg­
islature be deemed expedient for 
assistance to, and for the payment 
of assistance to:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas 
and who are over the age of sixty- 
five (65) years; provided that no 
such assistance shall be paid to any 
inmate of any State supported in­
stitution, while such inmate, or to 
any person who shall not have ac­
tually resided in Texas for at least 
five (5) years during the nine (9) 
years immediately preceding the ap­
plication for such assistance and 
continuously for one (1) year im­
mediately preceding such applica­
tion; provided tiiat the maximum 
payment per month from State 
funds shall not be more than 
Twenty Dollars ($20) per month.

“ (2) Needy blind persons who are 
actual bona fide citizens of Texas 
and are over the age of twenty-one 
(21) years; provided that no such 
assistance shall be paid to any in­
mate of any State supported insti­
tution, while such inmate, or to any 
person who shall not have actually 
resided in Texas at least five (5) 
years during the nine (9) years 
immediately preceding the applica­
tion lor such assistance and con­
tinuously for one , (1) year imme­
diately preceding such application.

“ (3) Needy children ■A'ho are ac­
tual bona fide citizens of Texas and 
are under the age ot sixteen (16) 
years; provided that no such assis­
tance shall be paid on account of 
any child over One (1) year old 
who has not continuously resided 
in Texas for one (1) year Imme­
diately preceding the application 
for such assistance, or on account 
of any child under the age of one 
(1) year whose mother has not 
continuously resided in Texas for 
one (1) year immediately preceding 
such application.

“The Legislature shall have the 
authority to accept from the Fed­
eral Government of the United 
States .such financial aid for the 
assistance of the needy aged, needy 
blind, and needy children as such 
Government may offer not incon- 
sisteiit with restrictions herein set 
forth; provided however that the 
amount of such assistance out of 
State funds to each person assisted 
shall never exceed the amount so 
expended out of Federal Funds; 
and, provided further that the total 
amount of money to be expended 
out of State funds for such assis­
tance to the needy aged, needy 
blind, and needy children shall 
never exceed the sum of Thirty-five 
Million Dollars ($35,000,000) per 
year.”

Should the Legislature enact- en­
abling laws and provide an addi­
tional appropriation hereto in anti 
cipation of the adoption of this 
amendment, such Acts shall not be 
invalid by reason of their anticipa­
tory character.

The foregoing Constitu­
tional amendment shall be submit- 
te(i to the qualified electors of 
Texas at a special election to be 
held throughout the State of Texas 
on the 25th day of August, 1945, at 
W'hich election there shall be print­
ed on such ballot the following 
clause:

Slow If Not Muddy 
Track Is Promised 
For Kentucky Derby

LCUISVILl.E—(yP)— The breath­

taking two minute drama of the 
71st Kentucky D^rby unfolds Sat­
urday with the prospect of the first 
muddy track since 1929 when little 
Clyde Van Dusen wallowed to vic­
tory through splashing mud and 
water.

A terrific rain swept Churchill 
Dev/ns Thursday, stopping shortly 
after noon. It quickly turned the 
racing strip into a sloppy, brown- 
colored mess, fetlock d'ep in mud. 
Unless more rain falls Friday, the 
track undoubtedly will drain off, 
making it slow if not muddy, it 
has excellent drying qualities.

However, more rain is predicted 
Friday with the result that the 
original starting fi-ld of eighteen 
may be reduced to fourteen because 
of track conditions.

Burning Dream, carrying the 
hopes of a fifth derby victory for 
the 85-year old Col. E. R. Bradley 
of Lexington, Ky., will not start if 
track conditions are unfavorable, 
Jimmy Smith, his trainer said. Two 
of the thi-pe Canadian nominees— 
Fair Jester and Kenilworth Lad, 
definitely will not go if the track 
is off. Another doubtful starter is 
Jacobe, entry of Andrew Wright, 
Jersey City. Jacobe received a leg 
out in his last workout before leav­
ing New York. His handlers were 
frantically applying flaxseed heat 
pads in the hope of reducing in- 
flamation.
Fourteen Or More Starters

This fourth war-time Derby, de­
layed more than a month because 
of the ban on racing, will find an 
apparently certain field of 14 more 
or less sprightly three-year-olds 
struggling to the last mile and a 
quarter of Churchill Downs soil, 
come a fast track or mud, to pre­
sent a reasonable facsimile of 
Whirlaway’s 2:01 2/5 record for the 
event. Each will carry 126 pounds, 
with the exception of the only filly 
in the race, Misweet, which will 
have an allowance of five pounds.

The public has install'd three 
horses as choices—Hoop Jr., entry 
of F. W. Hooper, Jacksonville, Fla.: 
Col. C. V. Whitney’s Jeep, and Pot 
O’Luck, entry of Warren Wright’s 
Calumet Farm.

Hoop Jr., winner of one division 
of the Woods Memorial at Jamaica* 
last Saturday, turned in the most 
astonishing workout of all Derby 
candidat's, stepping a mile and an 
eighth in 1:51 3/5.

By Saturday afternoon—since the 
first race of a nine race program 
is scheduled for noon—rambling 
Churchill Downs will be packed by 
a crowd estimated at upwards of 
60,000.

DALLAS —(/P)— The Southwest 
Conference football schedule has 
been completed and it’s back to 
pre-war standards.

Fifty-one games have been ar-’ 
ranged for 1945—the same as in 
1942 before tlie draft cut the man­
power mostly to 17-year olds and 
4-F’s. In 1941, b'fore Pearl Harbor, 
there were 50 games.

Baylor quit football after the 1942 
season but- the Bears are returning 
next fall, thus bringing the con­
ference back to full strength of 
members.

In 1943 the Conference played 
only 37 games but got up to 46 last 
season.

This year Texas A&M and South­
ern Methodist each has eleven 
games while Rice, X ’ xas, Texas 
Christian.

meeting of Suzuki with political 
leaders, a report to the emperor and 
an extraordinary five-hour cabinet 
session. It was followed by a call 
from the nation's Totalitarian Par­
ty for immediate increase in Nip­
pon’s fighting strength.

Japanese have repeatedly express­
ed fear that an invasion of the 
home islands would follow conquest 
of Okinawa.

Japanese remnants are broken in­
to two disconnected forces which 
Marine commanders said may be of 
about equal strength—both well 
armed with automatic weapons and 
determined to hang onto the hills 
they still hold until they are killed.

The First Marine Division slash­
ing 900 yards to the west, came 
within 300 yards of the coast below 
Naha Airfield. Above this point 
Sikth Division Marines were driving 
into the northern pocket over 
rough ground in the face of heavy 
fire, including anti-aircraft guns.

The 96th Infantry Division, led 
by tanks, and the 7th Army Division 
on the East, botli hammered • at 
the other group of survivors driven 
into the southern coffin corner o f 
Okinawa.

“The Okinawa fighting was never 
intended to decide the fate of our 
nation,” Tokyo broadcast. Simul­
taneously, it claimed 60,000 Ameri­
cans have been killed and 566 U. S. 
vessels sunk in the campaign. 
American figures list 26,677 ground 
casualties, 25 vessels sunk and 58 
damaged.

Two B-29S were lost in the heav­
ily-escorted attack Thursday- on 
Osaka and its important arsenal. 
Japanese were warned by their own 
propagandists that raids will be­
come “more frequent, bombing ob­
jectives will be enlarged and we 
can expect that medium and small 
cities” will be hit. Superforts have 
been busy reconnoitering new tar­
gets, Tokyo said, and Thursday 
night laid mines along the Inland 
Sea.
