Scholastics Increase

Board members hope to have the
buildings ready for use for the 1946-
47 school term. Officials pointed out
no major construction for the
schools has been: done in Midland
since there were approximately 2,000
scholastics. The number now is
close to the 3,000 mark.

The long range program includes
installation of a cafeteria at the
North Elementary School and an
addition to the Carver School.

School officials said the new

buildings are needed badly because |

of the increase in scholastics, and
because the new district has been
enlarged. The district now takes in
most of ifie county.

Pictures of the proposed new
buildings will be available soon and
will ‘be published in The Reporter-
Telegram.

Outstanding bonded indebtedness
of the district when the buildings
are completed will be about $190,000
plus the new bond issue. Tax evalua-

SAN FRANCISCO —(#)— Defeat
of an Australian amendment clear-
ed the way Wednesday for approval
in a . United Nations Conference
committee of the Big-Five demand

for total vetc control of proposed
machinery for world security.

The amendment, which would
have removed the veto from steps
to settle international disputes
peacefully and limited it to use of
force, was voted down 20 to 10.
Fifteen nations abstained and five
were absent.

Simultaneously a new issue ap-
peared to be gaining headway. The
small nations, whose split over the
veto issue assured the big-power
victory, were beginning to rally be-
hind a proposal that they should
be promised ancther crack at the
velo about 10 years hence.

In other words, they are calling
for the right to amend the charter
in future without any of the big
| powers being able to exercise a
' veto over the amendments. The Big-
Five are dead set against this.

OPA Enforcement
Staff For Area
Has Been Doubled

DALLAS—(#)—The CPA enforce-
m~nt staff for the Southwest six-
state region has been doubled: for
an ‘“all-out offensive to wipe out
black market operations and assure
a more equitable distribution of
meat,” Harry - Hall, regional en-
forcement executive of the OPA,
announced here.

Hall said plans comprise the most
intensive OPA meat control and
enforcement program ever launch-
ed.

The program includes three main
fronts: .

Enforcement of ceiling ‘prices in
the purchase and sale of live cat-
tle.

Enforcement of regulations gov-
erning the purchase and storage of
meat in frozen locker facilities.

Enforcement of the OPA’s new
slaughter order, to go into effect
July 1, which is designed to chan-
nel large supplies of meat from
non-federally inspected slaughter
hous~s to those which are federal-
ly inspected.

Must Surrender Points

Hall said the slaughter order is
expected to increase materially the
meat supply for the armed services
and certain metropolitan  areas
which have not been getting a fair
share of meat.

Under regulations regarding meat
in frozen food. lockers, Hall said
persons with frozen food lockers
are asked to declare ths meat in
them with their local ration boards.
They must Surrender the correct
number of red points for the meat
if unable to establish previous point
payment or thz fact that they were
entitled to the meat on a point-
free basis.

Farmers who raise meat for their
own consumption will not be re-
quired to surrender red points for
it, Hall explained.

Rogarding  the ceiling ‘price on
live cattle, Hall said both buyer
and seller will be liable for ceiling
price violations in some instances.

Reported upgrading of beef' will
also be investigated, Hall said.
